Commissioners wrestle with county budget

I'he regularly scheduled court
W the onnt hudeet nd h
adoption of the revised budget brought
about a sharp review of county support
ed projects as commissioners wrestled
well past 6 p.m.. with higher costs for
the coming vear without raising taxes

I'he issue that brought about most of
the debate was how much to raise the
salaries of county emplovees and elect
ed officials

A $100 raise across the
given last vear and
tentative budget this vear
$100 that commissioners
whittling on as thev began to trim
tentative budget

Commissioner Bob Jarrett first made

motion that the emplovee’s and elected
officials salaries be adjusted trom the
proposed $100 to $60 per month and
that the $50 commissioners’ travel per
month be deleted from the proposed
budget

Much discussion followed and 1t
appeared that the motion would die
from lack of second when Commissioner
Jack Lackey finally gave a second

The vote showed Jarrett and Lackey
indicating “‘for’" and Commissioners
Sam Spence and Thomas Warren
“against.”’” County Judge Choise Smith
cast the deciding vote “‘against.”

Further discussion ensued and finally
Thomas Warren made motion that the
elected officials be given $75 per month
increase and the other emplovees be
given a $60 increase

Jarrett seconded this motion Jarrett
and Warren voted “‘for”". Lackey and

Spence voted ‘'against Judge Smith
broke the tie vote this time with a *‘ves"’
and the motion passed

Later on in the session the commis-
stoners backtracked and on a motion by
Spence voted all in favor to give the
emplovees who work for the county and
receive partial salary payment be given
a $30 per month increase. This involves
such employees as the County Agent
and some of his staff

I'he project which brought about the
most discussion from citizens attending
the hearing was that of the trapper
program

Last year the trapper fee was rajsed
to $500 per month. This year the fee has
been raised to $700 by the state.

Some of the speakers said that the
cost was too high for the amount of
animals trapped. They seemed to feel
that the eradication by helicopter was
much more successtul.

Though. the use of the helicopter is
part of the government program with
the trapper doing the shooting from the
air. some said that another 'copter had
been used for free by a hunter who
wanted the covote skins

It was generally agreed that it is those
who ranch off the cap which are the
hardest hit by covotes. Grady Tyler
testified that the covotes winter on their
ranch land. He has suffered as much as
a vearly 12% loss from the predators.
Reports also show the covote as a
disease carrier

Suggestion by Jarrett was that the
program be left in the budget for one
more vear to see whether or not the

government will reinstate thie use of
Compound 1080, a chemical toxicant
banned in 1972 for predator control. If
Flovd County is not in the trapper
program they would not be eligible to
use Compound 1080 if the government
changes the regulations

No action was taken by the court and
the trapper expense remained in the
budget

Due to the recent death of the County
Veteran's Service Officer D.G. Ayres,
the court voted unanimously that the
V.A. office be moved to the courthouse
and that the current secretary, Donna
Anderson. continue working until the
first of January. The veterans services
will be handled ‘through the County
Judges office.

Toward the end of the afternoon
Commissioner Spence brought up the
fact that the $50 travel pay deletion was
not a part of the second motion

periaining to salary raises. He made
motion to drop the travel expense
addition. Jarrett secconded. Warren and
Lackey voted against and Judge Smith
again broke a tie with a negative vote
and the motion did not pass.

In regard to salaries. Judge Smith
asked that next year the court consider
some type of pay adjustment so that
employees who have a longer work
history with the county be paid mare
than beginners.

“It isn’t fair for a new secretary with
no experience to be making the same
salary as someone who has \mrkghl a
long time. When policy is set in
January, I think this needs to be looked
into.”" Smith said.

With that, Jarrett made the motion
that the adopted budget be approved
and the tax rate be set at 31 cents the
same as last year. Motion was seconded
by Warren. The vote was all in favor.

will join those in Floydada honoring the
singer as he receives the key to the city
on the last day of this month.
; September 30 has been declared
‘Don Williams Day"’ in Floydada and a
ceremony has been planned to be held
on the grounds of the county courthouse
to welcome Williams back for the first
time to the place of his birth.

Williams was born in Floydada, but
left the county as a child. This is the
first time his busy schedule has
permitted him to return to his birth-
place.

Sandwiched in between performing
dates in Lubbock on the 29th and
Arkansas on the 30th, he will be
restricted to only one hour in Floydada.

Darrell Royal, who coaches at Texas
University, has been a friend of
Williams for many years and describes
himself as one of Don’s biggest fans..

The news media, including television
coverage from Lubbock, a remote radio
broadcast, and metro newspaper cover-
age, will fill Floydada with cameras and
microphones.

Time will be too short for Williams to
sign autographs, but anyone wishing to
take pictures with their personal camera
is encouraged to do so.

Williams, who describes himself as a
quiet and private man, will say a few
words at the ceremony.

"It will probably be a very few
words,”" said Kathy Gangwisch, who
handles public relations for the singer.
“‘Public speaking is hard on him, but he
is very moved by this honor being given
him and does have some things he
wants to say."

Mayor Parnell Powell will present the
keys to the city for the first time in the
city’s history in a ceremony on the
courthouse lawn at 11 a.m.

At 12 o’'clock noon, Williams and
members of his band must leave in
order to make their performing date in
Arkansas.

Many residents have inquired about
Williams' family. His wife, Joy, and two
boys, are at the family farm in
Tennessee.

An article on Williams describes it
this way, ‘‘Just as the Constitution calls
for a separation of church and state,
Williams' own personal credo is based
on a separation of career and family.
For him, it’s like drinking and driving—
the two simply don’t mix. In order to
kecp his dual careers as an entertainer
and father-husband separate, Williams
has gone to great lengths to bg
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somewhat of a recluse when not touring
on the road. He lives on a farm in
Ashland, Tennessee, some 20 miles
from Nashville, and never allows the
press to visit his home or photograph
his wife and two sons.

Don Williams' philosophy of life
mirrors the lifestyle of the South Plains
where he was born. Seen as unique in
Nashville and other metropolitan areas,
the South Plains belief in God and
family, above all, has provided Willi-
ams’ background.

His struggle to keep his personal
values high, yet at the same time simple
is reflected in his music It has ‘‘the ring
of truth in its siniplicity.”’

Farm Lenders Take‘Closer Look’

Agricultural lenders in wheat-produc-
ing areas are taking a closer look at loaa
applications and particularly at the
borrower's repayment ability, according
to Ben A. Jordan, Jr., Regional Director
of the Federal Crop Insurance Corpora-
tion. He notes that wheat growers who
carry insurance at least equal to their
debt cbligations are in the strongest
position to obtain the credit they need.

tnere are a number of reasons why
applications for loans are receiving
closer scrutiny this year,”’ Jordan says.
““One of these is the generally tight
credit situation. Another is the com-
bination of increased production costs
and high interests rates. The more a
farmer must borrow and the higher the
interest rate he must pay, the higher the
yield he must have in order to be able to
repay his loans."’

He was a quiet, shy individual, but he had a fierce dedication and loyalty to
the real values in life. He loved his work, his fellowmen, his Country and its

He died September 8, 1981, and was buried September 10, 1981, with his
hand lightly placed on the American Flag, which was folded in military

fashion and placed in his casket. His work is over, but the resuit of his labors

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Still another reason is the scheduled
expiration of the ASCS disaster pay-
ments program which come farmers
who had crop losses last year used to
repay their current loans. The wide-
spread 1980 drought has also made it
more difficult for many farmers to
borrow money, particularly those who
experienced losses and still have out-
standing loans from a year ago or who
had to refinance land or equipment. In
either case, the result is a strain on loan
repayment ability, says Jordan.

‘“Under the all-risk insurance now
being offered for 1982-crop wheat, a
farmer can choose insurance coverage
that's roughly equal to the amount of
money he will need to borrow. Or he can
carry insurance that, in most cases, will
cover his total investment in the crop.

““One of the attractions of the FCIC
insurance program, which is now avail-
able in all counties, is that the
government pays up to 30 percent of the
premium cost. The net cost is further
reduced by claiming the balance of the
premium as a farm business tax
deduction. In addition, policyholders
who have a record of few or small
insured losses qualify for discounts,”’
Jordan points out.

Having an insurance policy can make
a big difference when it comes time to
borrow money, according to the FCIC
Regional Director. He notes that most
lenders today carefully analyze prospec-
tive borrowers' cash flow projections
and insurance can eliminate up to
three-fourths of the income uncertainty
associated with such projections. In
fact, if he wishes to do so, a farmer can
actually assign his insurance indemni-
ties to the lender as loan collateral.

Stanley McCaffrey has an admirable goal. He wants to bring abgut world
peace. He even has a plan to do it. The only problem is that it won't work.

McCaffrey is the international president for Rotary International and was
in Lubbock for a meeting with local Rotarians. The accounts of his speech
indicate that McCaffrey intends to do his part by helping to open lines of
communication between various countries through his Rotary contacts. Local
Rotary groups are being urged to do their part, through exchange programs

and the like.

McCaffrey is to be commended for his efforts in the direction of world
peace; after all the Bible does invoke blessings upon the peacemakers. But
the tactics he has chosen are old ones, and they have been proven to not have

any long term effect.

Certainly communication is a good place to start. It is important for people
to really listen to what the other side is saying, and to try to understand the
other position. Understanding is enhanced by direct contact with other
cultures, as in exchange programs. but these alone will never be able to
bring about world peace.

Neither will certain other highly touted solutions. Cne of those is to end
poverty and hunger. One of the Biblical writers recognizes that a prime cause
of war among people is that they ‘*want and do not have.”" Still, if all the have
nots suddenly became haves, you can be sure someone would develop a
scheme to take it all away from them again.

Some have said what we need to do is simply to liberate everyone from
whatever oppression they are under. A noble goal to be sure, and yet no one
has ever come up with a satisfactory solution for accomplishing said
liberation. Besides, in some forms of this philosophy, the method of
accomplishing liberation is by forcibly overthrowing the oppressor —
certainly not conductive to peace.

Until we deal with the basic cause of war, that man is sinful, we shall never
see world peace. The roots of unrest lie in the unrestful state of man'’s soul
Societies are corrupt because people are corrupt. Therein lies the real

SELECTIONS -
FALL GARDENING

There are good many vegetables that
will tolerate light frost. (temperatures
about 32 degree or 0 centigrade and can
be planted now and there's time enough
for them to make a crop before cold
weather sets in. Some vegetables that
can be planted now are: Beets, broccoli,
(especially the green common hybrid
which matures in about 50 to 65 days
from seed; cabbage. the stone head
hvbrid which is very quick maturing:
leaf lettuce and butter head lettuce, like
the popular butter crunch variety can be
seeded now and harvested all through
the fall and early winter; Green onions
started now will be making salad size in
about 60 davs: Parsly can be stated now
from seed: English peas. although are
riskv (they will stand a little frost as
thev approach maturity): radish will be
readv in about 21 to 25 days: Spinach
can be started now: there are varieties
of turnips that can be seeded now and
mature in about 45 to 50 days.

The soil is in good condition right now
to begin preparing a fall garden. The

rain has leached the excess salt out. It's
moist and drained out. Respreading
where there has been a vegetable

garden is a good idea to get soil turn
over and expose nice crumblv soil for
new seed bed. If taking a piece of grass
turf out to make a new fall garden, be
carcful to see whether there are wire

Our soils are very fertile. We don’t
need any petacium fertilizer for most of
the soil here on the Plains. What we
must be concerned about is nitrogen. If
vou really want to know what vour soil
fertility situation is. we advise a soil
test. But vou can be safe bv going out
with about a cup or 8 ozs. of amonium
nitrate per 100 square feet. Broadcast
this over the area and till it is 6 to 8
inches deep to have enough fertility for
the fall garden

FALL GARDENING TIME

Although it's still summertime. now's
the time to start a fall garden, says a
horticulturist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, Texas A&M
University Svstem. Fall vegetables gen-
crallv have hetter quality and flavor
than those grown in the spring. Many
popular warm-season vegetables such
as tomatoes and beans can be grown in
the fall along with the so-called "*win-
ter" cabbage.
cauliflower, greens and carrots. Water
ing is a kev practice to getting plants off
to a good start in late summer. Use
transplants where possible

vegetables—broccoli,

About 739,000 farmers participated in
the programs—a third of the 2.4 million
U.S. farmers.

Some
farms (279) were able to collect more
than the $40.000 limit in parments: 52
collected more than $100.000. That is
because the law applies the limit to
“persons’’ not *‘farms.”" If the respon.
sibility for producing differenct crops on
a single farm can be divided among
several individuals. each can qualify for
pavments

About 97 percent of total program
pavments were for the wheat and feed
grain programs. Farmers in the North
Central and Plains regions, where most
of the wheat and feed grains were
grown. collected about 85 percent of
total program pavments

The pavment limitation had a negli-
gible impact on pavment distribution in
1978. Only 1.184 producers were affect
ed. 0.16 percent of all participants.
Pavments foregone due to the limits
amounted to $24 million, 1.33 percent of
the potential disbursements if pavment
limits had not been in effect. Pavments
forcgone averaged about $20.000 for
cach affected producer. Nearlv 90
percent of all affected participants had
farms of at least 2.000 acres. Most of
those affected by the limits were wheat
and corn growers

More severe restrictions on who could
qualify for the pavments would prob-
abhlv have onlv a minimal effect on
distributing the pavments more evenly
to small farmers. One proposed restric-
exclude corporations from
pavments, illustrates the difficulty

The closing date in
all other states already was sot
September 30 or later. he said
