BAIRD, July 8 
George Houston Corn, 
78, for about J4 years 
Justice of the Peace 
here, helped hang a 
murderer on the local 
court house lawn,, saw 
Negro rapist fire tor- 
tured, and turned down 
big bribes to let bootleg-
gers ply their trade. 

He now administers 
justice, holds inquests 
and occasionally, per-. 
forms weddings cere-
monies. 

"It seems we have 
less crime now than 
back in the old days. 
The type of. crime, too, 
has changed. Now it's 
mostly liquor law vio-
lations, Corn said. 

In those days, Corn 
noted, several murders 
occurred. "Most of the 
crime was car theft and 
pipe stealing. At no 
time have I ever shot at 
a criminal or been shot 
at ," he remarked. 

Nearly 50 years ago 
Corn held the hangman 
"trigger" on a Mexican 
slayer while the sheriff 
under whom he served 
as deputy adjusted the 
black cap. A crowd 
gathered to watch the 
gruesome execution, he 
said. The Mexican was 
convicted and sen-
tenced to death. 

"Knowing I was per-
forming my duties as 
an officer of the law I 
did not feel any scru-
ples about helping in 
the ordeal," Corn said. 

Back in Paris, Tx., 
in 1907 the mob burning 
of a Negro rapist was 
witnessed by Corn. 
The atrocious execu- 
tion, he said, attracted 
thousands and became 
subject of many arti-_ 
des in newspapei-
throughout the United 
States. 

Corn served first as a 
peace officer here 
under Al Irvine in 
1902. In 1918 he was 
elected sheriff over five 
or six opponents. No op-
ponents in the second 
term. But strangely 
after being defeated for 
a third term, he turned 
around two years later 
and beat the man who 
had won the previous 
race. 

It was while he was 
sheriff, during the so- 
called 	Prohibition 
Days, that rum runners 
teemed, especially in 
the oil fields. An El 
Paso bootlegger who op-
erated between El Paso 
and Texarkana, was 
quoted as asserting that 
Baird was the only

place where he could 
not operate- so vigilant 
was Sheriff Corn. 
However, 	when 
whiskey was later-
being run into Cross 
Plains and Eastland-
County oil-field com-
munities, a notorious 
bootlegger sent an 
emissary to Corn to 
purchase immunity for 
piling his trade. 

"He offered to pay me 
$500 each Saturday that 
I'd lay off his busi-
ness."Corn said. "I told 
the representative to tell 
the King Bootlegger 
that he could run his 
business without cost as 
long as he could get by 
with it." 

In the sheriff's office 
here is a photograph of a 
huge still Corn and his 
deputy Roy Kendrick, 
now a stock farmer of 
Denton Valley, seized 
on a creek near Oplin. 
The owner was arrest-
ed as he left Cross 
Plains on. a load of 
sugar destined for the 
scene of the still. 

Corm lived a long 
time in the jail here. 
He remarks some pris-
oners got away-once 
three, bit all were re-
captured but one. 

The Justice of the 
Peace was born at 
Paris, Texas, Dec. 3. 
1871. His father and 
mother had come from 
Missouri. After attend-
ing public schools he 
farmed until 1900,then 
he moved to Putnam in 
1901 to get away from 
"chills and feverS." 
After briefly farming, 
he opened a grocery 
business there and op-
erated four years. In 
1918 he was elected 
sheriff, served two 
terms. A gap of two 
years intervened, he 
was elected again. 
After relinquishing the 
sheriff position he took 
employment in the 
State 	Highway 
Maintenance 
Department here. 

About 14 years ago he 
offered for JP, was 
elected. He has held the 
post ever since and is 
now without an oppo-
nent for still another 
term. 

He and Mrs. Corn 
are parents of five sons 
and two daughters. 
Sons are Irvine 
"Nubbin" 	Corn, 

Raymond Corn, Lowell 
Corn. all of Baird; Ben, 
a 	railroader, 
Marshall,Texas, 
Weldon Corn. Ajo,

December 8, 1997 the 
Star will be one hun-
dred and ten years old, 
truly a part of the histo-
ry of Baird and 
Callahan County. 

Most of the above in-
formation comes from 
the 100th Birthday edi-
tion of The Callahan 
County Star, Thursday, 
December 3, 1987. This 
paper and most of the 
Star from December 8, 
1887 to the present time 
may be seen at your li-
brary, The Callahan 

County Library. Also, 
many of the Clarendon 
may be viewed on mi-
crofilm. 

Library hours are 
from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 
p.m., Monday through 
Friday. 

By Quida Walker 
The 	Callahan 

County Clarendon, the 
first newspaper in 
Callahan County, was 
published November 15, 
1879, in Belle Plain by 
Albert D. Rust and 
William R. Lotz. After 
the Teas and Pacific 
by-passed Belle Plain 
in 1881 the county seat 
was moved to Baird 
from Belle Plain. Soon 
after the Clarendon fol-
lowed. Another early 
paper was the 
Tescumsch Banner. 
The Banner was start-
ed in 1886 in the 
Tescumsch community 
and was moved to 
Baird in 1886. This was 
the first venture in the 
newspaper business for 
W. E. Gilliland. 

On November 10, 
Mr. Gilliland bought 
the Clarendon from 
Howard Allen. 

The last issue of the 
Banner was published 
November 17, 1887. 
Then a STAR was 
born!

SMART TAXPAYERS 
AVOID REFUNDS 

This year about 70 percent of American tax-
payers received refunds, which averaged about 
$1,375 each. While most Americans happily 
accept their checks, smart taxpayers understand 
that refunds actually cost them money. Here's 
why: 

The government pays no interest on refunds. 
Kept in your hands, those dollars could have 
been productive. For example, invested in eq-
uity mutual funds, the money could have earned 
fifteen percent or more over the course of a year. 
If the money had been added to a 401(k) plan, tax 
would have been deferred on both the invest-
ment and its earnings. Even better, your em-
ployer might have matched all or part of your 
investment, increasing its potential. 

Inflation zaps purchasing power. Even three 
percent inflation would have shaved about $20 
off the average refund. While you might worry 
about $20, you could have kept that money. 

Refunded cash is not available for use until 
actually received. Even though most taxpayers 
get their checks promptly, circumstances or 
errors can delay (or stop) a refund. 

To prevent losing money on tax refunds, 
consider reducing your withholding or estimated 
tax payments. For most taxpayers, withholding 
must equal either the prior year's tax or 90 
percent of the current year's liability. If your 
annual income changes little, it's relatively easy 
to avoid overwithholding. Determine the amou nt 
withheld so far this year, then subtract that 
number from last year's tax liability. Divide the 
difference by the number of pay periods remain-
ing this year. Then ask your employer to with-
hold that amount each period. 

For taxpayers with fluctuating income or 
multiple sources, the problem is more complex. 
The IRS provides a worksheet with the with-
holding statement (Form W-4), but many people 
find the form very complicated. If you'd like

AUSTIN — Texas Comptroller 
John Sharp became the first 
candidate to officially declare 
for the office of the lieutenant 
governor, hoping to succeed fellow 
Democrat, Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock. 

Bullock, 67, announced a week 
earlier he would not seek re-
election in 1998. 

Sharp, a former state representa-
tive, state senator and railroad com-
missioner, and one of the state's 
leading Democrats, made his an-
nouncement for the state's second-
highest elective office in the Senate 
chamber. 

Addressing a crowd of friends 
and employees, Sharp said, "This 
will be a campaign to sell ideas 
for meeting the challenges that face 
Texas today and in the decades to 
conic." 

Sharp pitched "Lone Star Schol-
ars," a proposal he said will be a . 
cornerstone of his campaign. The 
proposal offers free college tuition, 
books and fees to Texas students 
who maintain at least a B average. 
But Sharp did not say how much 
legislative support there is for such 
a program. 

As comptroller, Sharp's Texas 
Performance Review has drawn na- 
tional attention. The performance- 
auditing program seeks to stream-
line state government and improve 
services while saving taxpayers' 
money. Sharp said the audits have 
saved $8.5 billion.

Mauro will be taking his 244-
page memoir with him as he visits 
85 Texas cities over the next three 
months to gauge his chances of 
running a successful race against 
incumbent Gov. George W. Bush. 

"I expect to draw some conclu-
sions from those trips and make a 
decision about what I want to do 
with my future," he was quoted by 
the Austin American-Statesman., 

Mauro's book, which retails for 
$8.95, criticizes the governor about 
the state's coastal management plan 
and questions Bush's effectiveness 
on his attempt to deliver property 
tax reform in the just-ended 
legislative session. 

Morales to Seek Third Term 
Texas Attorney General Dan 

Morales said last week he would 
seek a third term next year to finish 
several issues he is working on. 

Morales, a Democrat, told re-
porters he wants to resolve his law-
suit against the tobacco industry 
before he leaves office. 

Court of Criminal Appeals Judge 
Morris Overstreet, a Democrat, 
and state Republican Party Chair-
man Tom Pauken are eyeing the 
race. 

Pauken said if he makes the race 
he will resign as GOP chairman. 
He said it will be late summer 

before he makes a decision. 
Morales, a Harvard Law School 

graduate, served as a state repre-
sentative from San Antonio before 
he was elected attorney general in 
1990. 

Execution Record Set 
Death row inmate Earl Behringer, 

33, was given a lethal injection last 
week, making him the 21st person 
to be executed in Texas this year. 

The execution makes 1997 a 
record-setting year. The previous 
high was in 1935, when 20 
executions were carried out. 

More executions are scheduled 
for this year. The increase has been 
attributed to inmates exhausting 
their appeals and new laws limiting 
appeals. 

Texas leads the nation in capital 
punishment and accounts for more 
than one-third of all executions 
in the United States since 1976, 
when the Supreme Court allowed 
the death penalty to resume. 

Some Sided With Tobacco 
Seventeen Texas House mem-

bers, including one Democrat, con-
sistently voted for measures favor-
ing the tobacco industry during the 
1997 legislative session, the Asso-
ciated Press reported. 

The votes were cited in a 
report by Texans for Public Justice, 
an anti-tobacco advocacy group. 
The report also cited 38 House 
members who consistently voted 
against tobacco interests. 

Tobacco-related record votes in-
cluded amendments to reduce pro-
posed restrictions on the loca-
tion of tobacco products in re-
tail stores, two measures to reduce 
financing for enforcement of anti-
youth smoking efforts and one to 
allow tobacco companies to main-
tain the secrecy of ingredients that 
would reveal trade secrets. 

State Rep. Warren Chisum, R-
Pampa, who said he got money 
from the tobacco industry, intro-
duced the trade secret amendment. 

Chisum called his efforts pro-
business, not pro-tobacco, and 
said, "I think (Texans for Public 
Justice) misinterpreted the votes. I 
couldn't see it as partisan."

Sheriff's Department. 
Later, he worked as a 
patrol officer for the Den-
ton Police Department 
and a criminal investiga-
tor for the Denton County 
Sheriffs Department, and 
he owned and operated a 
successful retail tobacco 
store at Golden Triangle 
Mall in Denton. 

Still, diving continued 
to beckon. So in 1983, 
Williams bought Island 
Divers. 

Since then, he has built 
the business to be one of 
the most respected in the 
nation. Island Divers 
continually receives refer-
rals from other dive-stop 
operators throughout the 
United States. And this 
year, it has been included 
in the American Directory 
of Who's Who in Execu-
tives and Businesses. 

Besides full-service in-
struction, rental, sales, 
equipment repair and 
travel services at Island 
Divers, Williams has 
added hydrostatic testing 
for air tanks and an under-
water salvaging business. 

But the crown jewel of 
Island Divers is The Oa-
sis, an abandoned lime-
stone quarry in Wise 
County about four miles 
east ofDecatur. Filling 8.6 
acres and dropping to a 
depth of 25 to 30 feet, The 
Oasis has become a North 
Texas hot spot for scuba 
divers. 

The spring-fed dive spot 
is a mecca for dive instruc-
tors because of its sub-
merged teaching plat-
forms and boats, which 
serve as excellent train-
ing adjuncts. During the 
peak diving seasons of  

spring, summer and early 
autumn, The Oasis main-
tains a comfortable water 
temperature of 84 de-
grees, and visibility aver-
ages about 12 feet. 

The biggest draw atThe 
Oasis is the fish. Bass, 
perch and catfish aren't 
afraid of divers and swim-
mers; after all, they bring 
food. It's not unusual for a 
diver to report being es-
corted throughout a dive 
by a couple of bass or 
perch, having come up on 
one of the larger catfish 
hiding in a crevasse on 
the limestone wall or 
being caught in the middle 
of a "frenzy" while feeding 
the fish under the water. 

The Oasis and its deni-
zens even promoted a 
recent article in Rodale's 
Scuba Diving magazine, 
a popular periodical for 
scuba divers throughout 
the world. 

Divers seem satisfied 
with the fact that ameni-
ties at the Oasis extend 
only to a porta-potty, a 
changing room and stands 
on which to place dive 
gear. Primitive camping 
recently began at the site, 
and many families make 
a weekend of it, with one 
parent diving and the 
other swimming with the 
kids. 

"Divers are really the 
nicest people in the 
world," said Williams' wife 
of27 years, Andrea. "They 
always leave the place just 
like they found it. And 
that's what really makes 
this all possible." 

The Williams family, 
including daughters 
Leigh and Stephanie, is 
dedicated to the dive busi-
ness and their commu-
nity.

"Jim's In" Scuba Shop

As owner and operator 
of Island Divers in Den-
ton, Williams has become 
a beacon ofknowledge and 
guidance for divers 
throughout the North 
Texas area.

PROPOSITION NO.1 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 4 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
which would increase the school 
property tax residence homestead 
exemption from $5,000 to $15,000. 
The amendment would also autho-
rize the Legislature to limit all or 
part of the exemption to politi-
cal subdivisions that are the prin-
cipal providers of elementary and 
secondary education within their 
boundaries. 

In addition, the amendment 
would authorize the Legislature to 
allow the transfer of all or part of 
the age 65-and-over tax freeze to 
another homestead. Specifically, the 
Legislature would be authorized to 
provide that the current limitation 
against increasing school property
