Commissioners mull 4-H request

Castro County Commis-
sioners on Monday heard a
plea to leave about $8,000 in
their budget to hire a part-
time helper for 4-H. Due to
state budget constraints, the
4-H coordinator in Castro
County, Suzanne Gibbs po-
sition was lost. The commis-
sioners had used that $8,000
in past years to help pay the
salary for that position.
Greg Odom, who was
speaking for the 4-H Parent
Leader group said that a

part-time person, while un-
able to travel, could do a lot
of necessary work, like the
newsletter. “We’re talking
about someone who could
come in and do some of this
paperwork,” Odom said.
“'m hear to voice the
concern from the parents
meeting.

“What I'd like for you to
think about is leaving that
$8,000 available in case we
find someone.”

Judge Bill Sava told Odom
that the commissioners had
pledged to try and come up

with a budget that would not
call for a tax increase.
“We're to the point where
we have no surplus,” Sava
said.

A grand jury will consider charges against a Plainview man
in the death of a man resulting from a two-vehicle accident
south of town on Wednesday, according to DPS Trooper

Keith Smith.

Jason Odell McDonald, 19, of Lubbock was pronounced
dead at the scene by County Judge William Sava shortly

after the 1:50 p.m. accident.

According to Smith, the vehicles collided at the
intersection of County Roads 623 and 523.

.McDonald, who was headed north, driving a 4-wheeler,
on CR 523 apparently didn’t see Jack Raymond Auburg,
66, of Lubbock, who was headed east on CR 623, due to
overgrown weeds in the ditches, Smith said.

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A national cry for character

JIM DAVIDSON

The famous American
lawyer and statesman Henry
Clay once said, “Of all the
properties which belong to
honorable men, not one is so
highly prized as that of
character.” Unless you have
been under a rock for the
past 30 to 40 years you know
that as a nation, we have
suffered greatly because of
the. lack of character on the
part of far too many of our
citizens. You can not think
of any area in our society,
including the economy, all
levels of government, the
church, the home and our
most prized institutions of
learning, and not find glaring
examples of where more and
more human beings are
failing the character test.
This has become so
widespread and pervasive
that it has almost become a
national crisis.

As many of our leaders
have recognized this need,
the United States Department
Of Education has provided
over $25 million dollars in
Federal Character Education
grants to establish programs
to provide Character
Education programs for
students in every state in the
nation. I might add there is
considerable debate as to
whether this money is being
spent in the right way. Many
schools develop the
programs at the elementary
level when Dary Matera, a
former reporter for the
Miami News who has written
ten books on this subject,
says it should be focused at
the high school level.

He points to Columbine
and other high schools
where tragedies have
occurred as the basis for his

thinking. Sometimes the
need is seen by students
themselves and they take
matters into their own
hands to do something
about it. Such was the case
at Mundelein High in
Nlinois. After a gross scene
at an annual Homecoming
football game and the
crowning of the queen
dissolved into a raucous cat
fight, involving gallons of
chocolate pudding,
members of the junior class
decided it was time to do
something about the lack
of character by other
students in the school. And
do something about it, they
did!! They now have a far
reaching story about a
return to the concept of
young people wanting to
exhibit traits’ of dignity,
class and personal
character.

In my case, I don’t have
to look far to find a
wonderful example of
where a whole county of
people are involved in
developing character in the
lives of their young people.
One of the best places to
live in our state is the
progressive, fast growing,
city of Monticello,
Arkansas located in the
Southeast part of the state. I
went to college there a
couple of years, back in the
mid-fifties, so I will have to
give you a disclaimer on
the front end. But I can tell
you this for sure, these
people have it together.

Several years ago when
the combined schools of
Monticello and Drew
Central decided to
implement a character
education program they
decided to involve the

whole community. It began
with a first year kick-off at
the town square with bands,
students, parents, school
officials, business people
and a liaison from the
governor’'s  office in
attendance. Later, every
school campus did activities.
For the first three years they
instituted a “Word Of The
Week” and the local
newspaper provided space
for people in the county to
write an article about this
word. The radio station
taped spots, local businesses
placed the word on their
marquees and churches put
it in their bulletins. Here are
just a few of the words which
will give you the - idea,
Responsibility, Cooperation,
Politeness, Kindness,
Generosity and Joy. - Two
years ago they decided they
wanted Character Education
to become the culture of
their schools and the
community rather than just
an event each week. Assistant
Superintendent Barbara
Brown spearheaded this
effort and with the help of an
advisory board they . chose
nine Character Education
Guiding Principles that
school personnel, parents,
business people and
community leaders agreed
to live by. Character is
caring.

3:16) so you may have a
relationship with Him. We
need not put God in a box,
but allow Him to take
control of our lives.

By living your life in a way
that tells Him, by your
actions, that you want and
need Him, will allow God to
answer your prayers and
help you through the hard
times.

It is not God who has
forsaken you, but you who
has forsaken God. Why put
God in a box, and only let
Him out when times are
tough? Allow Him to work
through you and for you in
life to help create the best life
possible.

Grilling tlps
for summer

“Firing up the backyard
grill for the summer is. a
Texas tradition,” said
Railroad Commissioner
Victor G. Carrillo. Carrillo
noted that propane grills
have overtaken charcoal in
popularity, with 61 percent
of American backyard cooks
choosing propane grills over
charcoal. “Propane grills
have the added advantage of
helping clean up our air,”
Carrillo said. “By reducing

emissions of carbon
monoxide and volatile
organic compounds,

propane helps reduce the
need for ozone action days
in our cities.” Here is
Carrillo’s Top Ten list of
propane gas grill and
cylinder safety tips. A

Previously used grills should
be checked for problems
such as worn hoses and
proper air adjustment. Wormn
or defective parts should be
replaced. Maintenance
should be done according to
manufacturer’s instructions.
Similarly, new grill owners
should follow the
manufacturer’s assembly
instructions and familiarize
themselves with proper grill
operation and  safety
instructions. 2. Do not use a
propane gas cylinder if it
shows s&igns of external
damage, such as dents,
gouges, bulges, fire damage,
corrosion, leakage or
excessive rust. During
grilling, the cylinder must be
secured to the grill in
accordance with
manufacturer’s instructions.
After grilling, the propane
gas cylinder must not be
stored within an enclosure.3.
Always open the grill hood
before lighting, and light
according to manufacturer’s
instructions. 4. Always grill
in a well-ventilated area. Do
not grill indoors or close to
the side of a house or
structure. 5. Use foil or a drip
pan to catch juices and help
avoid grease fires. 6. To
avoid food sticking, preheat
grill for 5 to 10 minutes. Do
not turn food until half done,
or lightly coat food with
olive oil orother vegetable
spray. 7. To turn the cylinder
valve on or off, remember
“Righty, Tighty...... Lefty,
Loosey.” 8. You can
purchase a temperature-
sensitive adhesive strip to
measure the amount of
propane remaining in your
cylinder. They are available
at many propane outlets.
You can also keep a spare
tank on hand in case you run
out. 9. Commission rules
require that if the cylinder is
at least 12 years old, it must
be periodically ‘requalified’
to ensure that it is safe for
continued service. 10. Only
cylinders with an Overfill
Protection Device (OPD)
may be filled. There are two
ways consumers can tell if
their propane bottle has an
OPD: The tank may have a
special triangular hand wheel
with the letters ‘OPD’ on it,
or the tank may have an
OPD wrapper or warning
label.

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Cotton futures drop

After a week of trading with no clear
direction, cotton futures on the New York
Cotton Exchange ended sharply lower
Thursday despite claiming a new contract
high early in the session. Trading was
subdued most of the week as all- market
attention was focused on the upcoming
release of USDA’s July supply/demand
report on Friday.

In its monthly report, USDA trimmed its
estimate of 2003-04 U.S. cotton production
to 16.6 million bales from its June figure of
17.2 million. The number was in the upper
end of observers’ pre-report estimates that
ranged between 16.55 and 16.61 million
bales. Additionally, the estimate for U.S.
ending stocks was sliced to 3.9 million bales
compared to 4.5 million forecast last month.
The department trimmed its forecast for
world ending stocks in 2003-04 to 32.96
million bales from 33.14 million, cut world
output to 94.84 million from 95.50 million
and increased its estimate of global cotton
consumption to 99.14 million from 99.0
million bales.

In other news, traders said U.S. combined
upland cotton. sales inw USDA’s weekly
export sales report fell within expectations.
USDA reported combined old crop and new
crop U.S. upland cotton sales totaled
76,700 bales in the week ended July 3. For
the same week, export shipments reached a
robust 278,400 bales.

With the approach of the new marketing
year, questions have arisen with regard to
which set of Cotlook quotations (current or
forward) will be used to determine the Step
2 payment rate for the week beginning

July 17, 2003

Friday, Aug. 1. Since the payment rate is
made against actual shipments, USDA
always uses the “current” set of quotes as
long as they are available. The payment rate
for the first week of the 2003-04 marketing
year will, therefore, be calculated with the
quotes prevailing in the final week of the
2002-03 season.

Consequently, exporters are attempting to
ship as much cotton as possible by the end of
the marketing year before the payment drops.
Upland exports in each of the most recent
four weeks have averaged 242,700 bales
which may be near peak capacity considering
the competition from the Defense
Department for ships and containers to
support military operations in Iraq.

Despite a bullish supply/demand report and
supportive export sales figures from USDA,
the weather element still is weighing on the
market. Weather across the Cotton Belt is
said to be almost ideal, and the condition of
the cotton crop has been improving in places
such as Texas and California, traders said.
USDA, as of July 6, reported a small
improvement in the progress of the U.S.
cotton crop. The improvement was mainly in
the good to excellent category with 51
percent of the crop in this condition while
only 19 percent of the crop remains in a poor
to very poor state. Meanwhile, the growing
season is winding down in the Coastal Bend
and Lower Rio Grande Valley areas of Texas,
and sunny, warm weather is needed to allow
late bolls to fully mature. Most dryland fields
and some of the older, irrigated stands are
ready to harvest, and although recent rainfall
has hindered outside activities, a few farmers
have been applying defoliants between the
showers.

Dear Mrs. Right, [’m
afraid you’re both wrong, but

if it’s any consolation, you're
closer!!! The magic age is 70
4 when you're required to
take a minimum withdrawal
from your IRA. And, if you
don’t take your required IRA
distribution or take one that is
too small, you’ll be taxed at a
whopping 50-percent rate on
the amount that should have
been withdrawn but didn’t,
and then you still have to take
out the correct amount of the
distribution and pay tax on it
too. Don’t mess with the IRS.

and your birthday is between
January and June, that means
you will be 70 % this year and
must take a distribution for
this year. However if you turn
70 this year and your birthday
i1s between July and
December, then you are 70 %
next year in 2004 and that is
when you must take your first
distribution. Got it? Wait,
there is more!- If this is the
first year for your mandatory
distribution, then you have a
choice of taking it this
calendar year or waiting as
late as April 1 of 2004. If you
wait to take this years’
distribution next year then
you will need to take the 2004
distribution next year in
addition to this year’s (this
April 1 option applies only to
the first distribution year).
Savvy Advice: It's best to
take the 2003 distribution this
year and the 2004 distribution
next year. It only makes sense
to wait and double up next
year if. your income will
substantially fall next year
and the tax savings will be
worth it. You should consult
with your tax advisor about
this option. How much
do I have to withdraw???
Good question!!! The formula
for figuring this out starts by
taking the Dec. 31 value of
your IRA and dividing it by a
factor from Uncle Sam’s Life
Expectancy Table or the
Minimum  Distribution
Incidental Benefit Table.
Here's a basic example: Let’s
say that your Traditional IRA
account was worth $100,000
on Dec. 31,2001 and your life
expectancy is 10 years. You
should have withdrawn
$10,000 from your Traditional
IRA account in 2002. (The
$100,000 IRA divided by
your 10-year life expectancy
equals $10,000.) Your
minimum withdrawal will

. change every year, as your

‘account balance and your life
expectancy change. Consult
with your IRA custodian fora
detailed breakdown. '
Savvy Exception: If your
spouse is 10 years younger,
the actual joint life expectancy
can be used, which will make
the minimum distribution
smaller. Also note that you
aren’t required to make
withdrawals from your Roth
IRA. Ifyouhave morethan
one IRA or IRA’s at different
custodians each one should
figure the minimum amount
and you can take your choice
of which one or one’s you
withdraw from. You don’t
have to take a little from each
IRA. The government only
cares that you take out the
correct amount, and you can
take it anytime during the
year. Savvy Securities: If
you Oown securities in your
[RA, most custodians at
brokerage firms will allow
you to take out shares equal to
the amount of the minimum
distribution instead of selling
the security and taking out
cash. If you have your
custodian withhold taxes from
the distribution, then cash
must be taken for that portion,
but if you elect no tax
withholding, then you can
move your whole distribution
in securities. This is called a
“like kind"” distribution. Call
your IRA custodian and ask
them for the details.
