One nation under God.... 
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Atmos asks city for rate increase

Atmos Energy has asked the city 
of Dimmitt to allow it to increase its 
rates to residential users by $1.09 
per month - however, that doesn t 
count the pass-through cost of gas 
that may more than double this 
winter. 

At Monday s City Council 
meeting, representatives of Atmos 
explained that the increase the 
company is seeking is for is GRIP  

(gas reliability infrastructure pro-
gram), which has to do with safety, 
repairing lines, etc. 

At the same time, the company 
asked the council to suspend the 
new rate for 45 days in order for it 
to be reviewed, which the council 
did. 

Mayor Wayne Collins said a 
number of cities have formed a 
steering committee and retained 
legal council to consider the 
recommendation and that ap- 

proval of the rate is not a given. 
"If we approve this increase, it 

allows them to automatically get a 
step up every year for the next five 
years," Collins said. "So we re 
going to look at this thing pretty 
carefully. The cost of gas is 
automatically passed through to 
the customer, this is just their 
handling charge." 

Atmos officials said that con-
sumers could be looking at 
increases of 50 to 60 percent in  

coming months due to a number of 
factors, including Hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita. 

Earlier on Monday, the council 
toured the newly-opened Pioneer 
Dairy Lab. Andy Brand, who is 
head of the company, told the 
council that Pioneer was recently 
awarded a contract by a consor-
tium of dairies - Lone Star, Select, 
Zia and Dairy Farmers of America 
- which will triple their business 
and mean an increase in employ- 

ees locally. 
In other council business, 

members debated raising the cost 
of spraying for mosquitoes from 
$1.25 per month per meter 
connection. However, no consen-
sus was reached. Although that 
account is already in a deficit, 
Collins said if any more spraying is 
needed this year, it would be done. 

"With the $1.25 per month, 
we 11 raise some money during the

October 
school 
deadline 
passes

The Oct. 1 date set by 
Travis County Judge John 
Dietz has come and gone -
and school is still in session. 
In September, 2004, Dietz 
said the way schools are 
funded is unconstitutional 
and ordered that the Legisla-
ture fix it or stop funding 
schools by Oct. 1, 2005. 

"The word from the TEA 
is we re staying open," said 
Dimmitt ISD superintendent 
Les Miller. "We re operat-
ing on last year s money. 
Really whatever ruling that 
comes from the appellate 
court probably won t affect 
the 	schools. We re just 
carrying on business as 
usual." 

The reason no one seems 
worried over the missed 
deadline is that the Dietz 
ruling was appealed to the 
Texas Supreme Court in 
July - which most observers 
believe stays the ruling until 
the state s Supreme Court 
acts. 

"I believe the Oct. 1 
deadline is stayed, so we re 
not getting excited about 
Oct. 1 passing," said NISD 
superintendent Marshall 
Harrison. "They re not go-
ing to allow the schools to 
shut down. My prediction is 
they (the Texas Supreme 
Court) will come out with 
some kind of ruling, put a 
stay in there until the

Legislature goes back into session in 2007. They ve 
appropriated the money to fund the schools for the next 
two years. 

"And they ye got their hands full with the aftermath of 
the last two hurricanes. They ve got schools in East Texas 
with no power, no sewage." 

Hart ISD superintendent Digger Elam agrees that the 
hurricane damage to the schools has the state s mind 
elsewhere - for now. 

However, he said, if the 300 schools that filed the 
original lawsuit were to push Dietz, he might close the 
schools. 

"The plaintiffs have to push it to close the schools down 
and I don t foresee that happening," he said. "But I believe 
something s going to happen in the immediate future. 
Remember, Judge Dietz can t write a finance plan. He can 
shut the schools. He can order funding stopped, but he 
hasn t because the plaintiffs haven t pushed it. He 11 wait 
until someone goes to him." 

As for the Texas Supreme Court, that ruling could come 
any day - well before the plaintiffs try to get Dietz to move 
to close the schools. They ve been studying the plan since 
July and observers say the decision is imminent. 

However, even should the state s high court rule in favor 
of the plaintiffs, that doesn t mean they 11 present a 
blueprint for school funding. From January to August, 
2005, the Texas Legislature, through one regular and two 
special sessions, grappled with the issue and failed to 
devise a plan that would get through both houses. The

this is where the diaries are now coming," Jackanicz said. 
"We knew there weren t a lot of dairy vets here." 

Trout said the pair looked at both Plainview and Dimmitt 
as possible locations, but Dimmitt won hands down. 

"We re excited to be here," she said. "We like living in 
a smaller town. We re going out and meeting all the dairy 
owners. But everyone here has been really friendly. It s 
been great." 

Their work will be done at the dairies - and although 
they 11 be on call constantly, they 11 still spend some time 
educating workers at the dairies to catch problems early. 

"Employee training is part of what we do," Trout said. 
"We 11 put the protocols in place for employees so they can 
work as our hands, eyes and ears. A dairy cow is costly. So 
we help the dairyman keep his herd healthy." 

They 11 also do pregnancy exams, obstetrics, sick cow 
visits and surgeries. They do have an office - 101 Front 
Street. Their phone is 647-4091.

winter months when we re not spraying," he said. 
"Depending on what kind of summer we have next year, 
we may have to raise the price then." 

It costs ,the city $3,800 for each spraying. 
The council also tabled a motion to reduce the police 

force by one man. Although the force has been a man short 
for a time, council members wanted to talk with Police 
Chief Ray Aleman before eliminating the job permanently. 

The council also decided to charge contractors $5 per 
1,000 gallons of water used. Before the change, 
contractors were getting the same rate as people who lived 
outside the city limits get. 

City Manager David Denman told the council that with 
the money it takes to keep the city s wells and 
infrastructure repaired and functional, outside contractors 
were getting water extremely cheaply. Now, the city will 
buy a meter for $775 and will monitor all the water that 
contractors use in construction projects. The city will also 
require a deposit of $500 from each contractor and bill 
them monthly for the water used.
