Texas Baptists to
Raise Money for
Emergency Relief

DALLAS, June 30—Texas Bap-
tists plan to raise a minimum of
$75,000 for World Emergency Re-
lief on Sunday, July 18, in respon-
se to their Foreign Mission
Board’s request for $500,000 (half
a million dollars) from the entire
South, Dr. W. W. Melton, Dallas,
executive secretary of the Baptist
General Convention of Texas, an-
nounced today.

A large percentage of the funds
raised will go to China, Dr. Mel-
ton said, but no area where Bap-
tists have work, around the world,
will be neglected.

Commenting on the desperate
need for-immediate help in war-
torn countries, Dr. R. S. Jones,
Dallas, western secretary of the
Foreign Mission Board, estimated
that “at least -one-half of the
world’s population is slowly starv
Aing to death.” There will be need
for relief efforts, he said, until the
end of the war and many months
thereafter. '

The Foreign Mission Board, Dr.
Jones said, was made the official
agency for handling all velief
mdtters by request of the World
‘Emergency Relief Committee,
headed by Dr. George W. Truitt,
Dallas, when the Committee asked
to be relieved of its duties at the
San Antonio meeting of the South-
ern Baptist Convention in May,
1942, | Vi

Sice 1937, when Japan started
her present onslaught against
China, Southern Baptists has rais-
ed for relief a total of $855,817.31.
Of this amount, $446,903.11 was
given to Word Emergency Relief
during 1942 in response to the ap-
peal made by Dr. Truett’s com-
mittee for $300,000.

The fout]ook for a bumper row-
crop was brightened here Tuesday
morning when a good rain amount
ing to 3.70 inches, according to
the rain gauge at the Ramey-Har-
man Implement Co., fell over this
territory.

NEWS FROM
THE C. H. D. A.

Now that canning time is here
it is very important that pressure
cookers be tested, says Leila Pet-
ty, County Home Demonstration
Agent. Each Home Demonstration
Club in the county has had a pres-
sure cooker clinic, and clinics have
been held in the Dimmitt Garden
Ciub and in the Bethel community.
Members of the Home Demon-
stration Clubs are willing to help
unorganized com_munities test
cookers.

Temperatures have run as low
as 8 degrees below what the pres-
sure gauge would indicate. When
a gauge is this far off, Miss Petty
says, canned products are likely
to be lost from insufficient pres-
sure, while if the temperature
runs 9 degrees or more higher
than the gauge indicates, as some
have, the flavor of the foods will
be ruined by the high temperature,
to say nothing of the fact that the
high pressure inside the cooker
may “blow it up”, thus not only
ruining the cooker and the food in
it but most likely injuring those
using the cooker. To prevent such
things happening cookers should
be tested every year. '

A person is very fortunate to
own a pre-war cooker and it
should be given the best of care.
The lid should never be lifted by
the gauge and the lid should not
be placed upside down so that wat-
er will run into the gauge. A
limited number of new gauges and
other repairs for cookers may be
found at the local hardware stores.
If a cooker is discolored on the
inside, it may be brightened and
rid of odors by using 2 quarts of
water and the juice of one lemon
or two tablespoons of vinegar, or
a double handful of Irish potato
peelings. Heat in the cooker for 5
minutes at 5 pounds pressure.

Home makers and home econo- °
| mists have wecomed the news that
1-275,000 pressure cookers are going
| to be manufactured this year. So
[ far, there hasn’t been any indica-
tion of how many Texas will get;
but it safe to assume that we will
get our fair share. Some cookers
of the first allocation of 150,000
already have been shipped into
Texas and have been sold.

Of course it will take some time
to manufacture and distribute the
275,000 cookers, so likely Texas
won't get all of its quota until
time for late fall canning. Canning
circles, other groups, and individu-
al families can apply for a cooker
at the office of their farm ration-
ing committee,

And here is another reminder
about canning. . . . You can use
Ration stamps 15 and 16 in your
War Ration Book No. 1 to get
sugar for canning. Each stamp is
good for 5 pounds. And if you
should need even more sugar than
that, you can apply to your local
war price and ration board. There
is a limit of 25 pounds per person.

Meanwhile, be sure to save your
jars from commercially canned
foods. If a mason cap fits the jar
you can use it for fruit or pickles.

Set out 4 or b individuul dessert
glasses or custard cups. Warm milk
slowly, stirring constantly. Test
a drop on inside of wrist frequent-
ly, When COMFORTABLY WARM,'
(110° F.), not hot, remove at once
from heat. Stir contents of pack-
age vanilla rennet powder into milk
briskly until dissolved — not over
one minute. Pour at once, while
still liguid, into individual dessert
glasses or custard cups. Do not
move until firm—about 10 minutes.
Chill in refrigerator. Just before
serving, garnish with stars made by
laying together diamond -shaped
pieces of candied cherry.

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To Prevent H ea’t
Cramps Use Salt

Austin, Texas,— To help prevent
heat cramps, salt should be added
to the drinking water of those per-
sons whose work is such as to
cause excessive perspiration, Dr.
Geo. W. Cox, State Health Officer,
advises in an attempt to forestall
a possible increase in the number
of heat victims as the Texas ther-
mometer hits 90 degrees and above

Laborers, mechanics, farmers,
and white collar workers whose
work causes them to sweat pro-
fusely are in danger of having
their body salt content become de-
ficient, with resulting heat cramps
or heat fag. Salt is a prominent
constituent of sweat; the body
may lose as high as forty to fifty
grams of salt during hot days.
Workmen whose duties require
muscular exertion should be espec-
1ally careful to add more than the
usual amount of salt to what they
eat and drink.

In industry a method of prevent-
ing heat cramps is to take a tab-
let of pure salt or a mixture of
salt and dextrose with each drink
of water. However, salt deficiency
may be prevented by taking salt
in various ways. Where prepared
salt tablets are not available, a
pinch of table salt may be added to
each drink of water. Milk is a
source of salt and will help to
make up for the deficiency caused
by sweating. -Alcoholic drinks
should be avoided.

Heat cramps are characterized
by pains in the abdominal region,
headache, and in severe cases, by
neausea and vomiting. The body
temperature remains about nor-
mal, likewise the pulse rate. Body
salt losses occur without the
knowledge of the individual until
there is a deficiency; then the ab-
dominal muscles begin to cramp.
