More Cities of 100,000 People or
Over M‘Any Other

Any city of more than 100, 000’
inhabitants is considered a great
eity. Of these Germany has more
than any other country—namely,
41,

Great Britain and the United
States have 39 each. Then there
is a break until we reach Russia,

. with 16; France, with 15; Italy,

with 12, and Japan and Austna
Hnngary with 8 each.

When the present German em-
‘pire was founded, in 1871, -Ger-
many. had only five such citws
but by 1900 they numbered 33,
Five of them had more than 500.-
000 population each. Berlin, for
, instance, has more than 3,000,000
lnhabitants The next largest is
Hamburg (800,000), followed by
Munich, Dresden and Leipsic.
