President Cousins feels confi­
dent that the appropriation will 
be passed by the legislature as 
he believes that the board of re­
gents will use their infiuence to 
secure the new building for this 
school. Since the board has re­
quired that a training school 
must be established in all the 
Normals, it is absolutely neces­
sary that the o ^ e r  three schools 
receive appropriations for new 
^findings. ^
