Railway Valuationt Rals^ $93,560.

'The commissioners court has 
raised the valuation of the P. & 
N. T. Railway physical property 
in Randall county from ^,000 tb 
$8,000 per mile olr a total amount 
in valuation of $93,56QL..The com­
pany rendered the property at 
$6,000 per mile. The -court in­
structed Assessor C. Elakman to 
phone the assessors of adjoining 
counties what valuations were 
being placed on the railway pro­
perty and he found that, the 
values were from $8,000 to $10,- 
000 per mile. Last year the 
company paid on a valuation of 
$5,625 per mile.

The intangible property of the 
railway is fixed by the state 
board and Mr. Elakman has not 
received this valuation. Last 
year this valuatibn was $10,000 
per mile and probably be the 
same this year.

C. 0,lKeiaer shipped the last 
spring calves which he has been 
feeding on bis ranch northweat 
of the city and on the **^n*if v 
City martet Wednesday the beet 
of tile bunch sold tor $8.00 per 
hundred and the remainder cold 
at $8.86. The extreme top prica 
paid this year in Kansaa City ia 
reported to have been $8.85 until 
this shipment was placed on the 
market.

Mr. Reiser shipped 181 calves 
93 of which have teen in the feed 
lot since last November when 
they were .weaned. They have 
been fed on kafflr'corn ensilage, 
maize chops, millet, sorghum 
and cotton seed cake, all o f 
which with the exception of the 
cotton was raised in Randall 
county, l^irty-eight of the cal­
ves have been put in the feeding 
pens since January and one 
in the shipment had received no 
feed, sad was not weaned. When 
the cattle were sold, 21 of these 
late steers and 9 heifers were 
cut out and sold by themselves, 
but 8 were left with the bunch 
that sold for the high price.

The bunch bringing the high 
price paid on the Kansas City 
markei op until yesisrday. werS 
26 steers which weigbed,9Q6 and 
sold at 9 cents, or $86.86 each. 
There were 41 steers which 
weighed 877 and brought $8.86, 
or $77.61 each. There were 84 
heifers which weighed 680 and 
brought $8.85, or $60.07 each. 
Of the 30 which had been fed 
only a short time shd, tihich 
were shipped only to fililmL 21 
steers weighed 795 and brought 
$8.25 and pine heifers weighed 
660 and brought $8.00. T te 
shipment amounted to $9,226.50l 

Last fall Mr. Reiser had 148 
calves, of which he shipped 55 of 
the best heifers to the Kansas 
City market before be decided 
to f^ed. These heifers broke 
the world’s reconl for range cal­
ves at Kansas City. - Had these- 
heifers been fed and shipped 
with the best steers the av^age 
weight of the heifers would have 
been fully as much as the 
steers.

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Helps for Poultry Riisort.

Convinced that means could 
be found to overcome the loss of 
several mil Ron dollars a year in 
the 6Kg industry, the Depart­
ment of Agriculture at Washing­
ton D. G. has just completed an 
inquiry into the causes of bad 
and addled eggs. In a state- 
ipent issued Friday, the investi­
gators fix the blame on the farm­
ers and poultry raisers.

‘ ‘The greatest part of the loss 
is doe mainly to ignorance or 
difference on 'the part of the 
farmer and producer,”  says the 
report, ”  and only a small part 
is caused by carelessness on the 
part of the buyer and shiper.”

The department urges the ob­
servance of five simple rules in 
the conduct of the egg industry 
and sets them forth as fol­
lows;

Give the hen clean nests.
Gather eggs at least once dai­

ly.
Keep eggs in a cool dry place.
Market eggs at least twice a 

week.
Kill or sell all mature birds 

as soon as the hatching season 
closes.

PRESIlM ff MEZES REPLIES
Many erroneous statements 

have been widely published about 
the position of the University 
authorities In the event that the 
constitutional amendment spb 
mitted in Senate Joint Resolu­
tion No. 18 should be adopted. 
It seems fitting, therefore, that 
an authoritative statement should 
come from one who is in a posi­
tion to speak for the University.

The amendment does not con­
template,, and gives no authority 
for the consolidation of the A. & 
M. College and the University in 
Apstin.

The Amendment gives noauth- 
ority to move the Medical De­
partment.

Four hund­
red and sixty-one of theae stu­
dents, in the regular session 
alone, came direct from the farm 
and more than a thousand of 
them are preparing to teach in 
the common schools. It is prob­
able that the demands of these 
students will require more 
courses than we now bffer in 
agriculture, both for those who 
plan to teach agriculture in the 
public schools and for those who 
expect to go back to^the farm, 

f the capacity of the University, 
thp A. & M. College, the^College 
of Industrial Arts, the four state 
normal schools, and the public 
schools were doubled, all of them 
could not supply the needs of 
the three hundred and fifty 
thousand white farmer's of Tex-

The Directors Of the A. & M. 

College in their last biennial re- 
ix>rt state that nearly a million 
dollars are needed at once for 
buildings. Under the provisions 
of the'^'A mend men t buildings 
could be provided with­
out delay at an immediate cost of 
$50,000 a year. Moreover, the 
adoption of the Amendment 
would forever free the College 
from the.,danger of being unable 
to get buhdings from appropria­
tions should another Governor, 
or the Eupiwme Court, consider 
such a method unconstitutional.

should another disasterous fire 
revisit the College during the 
administration of a governor 
who considered appropriations 
for A. A M. buildings unconsti­
tutional, how would it be possi­
ble to replace the burned build­
ings? I cannot think that the 
opponents of the Amendment 
have seriously considered the 
question.

I have spent twenty of my best 
years in educational Work in 
Texas, and I expect to spend the 
rest of my life here. I am more 
confident than ever that the peo­
ple of Texas wish to develop all 
their educational institutions 
and will deal generously by 
them. The pending Amendment, 
In my judgement, is the most 
equitable and beneficial measure 
in the interest of every higher 
educational institution that has 
been submitted to the people 
during my long residence in the 
state. I confidently urge every 
friend of education to vote and 
work for the constitutional 
amendment submitted in Senate 
Joint Resolution Number 18.i

The Farmer's Union has been 
oondacting an ezhaoative inve*- 
tigation into agricultar.ti condi* 
tions with reference to the cost 
of producing and value received 
for farm crops with a view of 
recommending a substitute for 
jcotton as that industry is al­
ready suffering from over-pro­
duction.. In discussing the sub­
ject, President Radford of the 
Parmer's Union said: “ The 
Lord made the greater part of 
Texas a cotton country and it 
will always remain the money 
crop of Texas so iong as the 
farmers market this crop direct 
from the hardest field, but' I be­
lieve with plenty of good live­
stock and a silo a farmer can 
successfully raise feed stuff and 
he will be justified in planting 
less cotton and raising more live­
stock.”

The Federal Census reports 
show that we liave 14,0b0,936 
head of livestix^k in Texas and 96 
per cent of our farms reported 
demestic animals.

TJtere were 360 farms in Ran­
dall county that reported live­
stock when the Thirteenth Cen 
SOS was taken according to a re­
port just issued by the Federal 
Department of Commerce and 
Labor and the total number of 
domestic animais on these 
farms numbered 18,452, which 
has a combined value of $77,617. 
Cattle is the predominating 
class of livestock in this county 
as shown by the following table:
