While Spicer Soath and his eoasins 

had been anstalntng tbemaelraa or 
bonding up competences by tilling 
tbair soil the leaders of the other fac­
tion were basing larger fortonea oa 
tbe profits of merebandise aad trade.' 
So, althoogb Spicer Sooth could cal­
iber read nor writsw bis chief enessy. 
Ifieab Hollman. waa to outward seem- 
lag an urbane aad fairly equipped mnn 
of affulra.

When 
one of these rletims fell John South 
bad JUBt returned from u law school 
“down below," wearing "fotebed-oa" 
clothing, and thinking **fotcbed«n" 
thoughts. Ha had amased the com­
munity by demanding tbe right to ua- 
stet la probing and prosecuting the 
affair. He had then shocked the com­
munity into complete paralysis by re­
questing the grand Jury to indict not 
alone the alleged assasaln. but also 
bis employers, whom be named as 
Judge Hollman and Sheriff Purry. 
Then he, too, fell under a bolt from 
the laurel.

That was tbe first public accusation 
against the bland capltaliat. and It eai^ 
rled Its own prompt Warulng against 
ropetlUon. Tbe Judge's high sheriff 
and chief ally retired from efflee and 
went abroad only with a bodyguard. 
Jesse Purry had built his store at s  
crossroads SS miles from tbs rail­
road. Like Hollman, he. had won a 
reputation for open-handed charity, 
was liked—and bated. Hla friends 
were legion. His enemies were so nu­
merous that bs apprehended rlolenee 
not only from tbe floutbs but also 
from others who nursed grudges In 
no way related to the line of feud 
clearage. Tbe Hollman-Punry eombt- 
natldn bad retained enough of Ua old 
power to escape tbe law's retrlbuflon 
pad to bold Its dictatorship, but the 
efforts of John South had not been 
aUogether bootless. He had ripped 
awsy two masks, and their erutwhile 
wearers could no longer hold their old 
semblance of law-abiding philanthro­
pists.

Theee gods ezisted. as ezpressed by 
the Hawallans. from the time of night, 
daikneea end ehsos, which latter they 
dlestpeted by an act of •thsir wllL Tha 
heavens, numbering three In all. were 
nezt created, and after them the earth, 
which was used by them as a footstool. 
Nezt In the order of events they orw 
ated the tun and. foU9wlng this, the 
moon and atara and a number of spir­
its and angela to act as their servants. 
Thea man was made by the gods from 
red and white earth and clay and their 
spittle. The clay was brought from 
the ends oLtbe earth by Lono. When 
the eertben form of man war complet­
ed. the triad breathed Into bis nose 
and be became a  living being. Last of 
all. woman Was created from one of 
the ribs of the man while he slept, and 
upon awaking he took her aa his wife, 
the two becoming the parents of tho 
present race. Although the^names of 
the first man and woman vary in the 
different legenda, they are most gen­
erally referred to, the man as Knmu- 
honua and the woman as Kealakaho- 
noa.
