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Citizens o f Panhandle-Plains Here 
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A great and enthuiastic meeting was held 
Tuesday at the West Texas State Normal Col­
lege when representative citizens of the Panhan­
dle-Plains country gathered at the call of Secre­
tary-Manager F. R., Jamison of the Panhandle- 
Plains Chamber of Commerce to discuss the pro­
posed expansion of the West Texas State Nor­
mal College. Before the meeting adjourned, the 
citizens unanimously voted to endorse the plan 
as outlined by President J. A. Hill and to use 
their influence in presenting the matter before 
the legislature when it meets next January.

Captain T. J. Tilson of Plainview, representa­
tive from the 123rd district, endorsed the'expan­
sion of the NoiTnal and pledged his efforts in 
putting the matter before the legislative body.

The Panhandle-Plains Chamber of Commerce 
was heartily endorsed for the good work that it 
was doihg, both as to educational and the eco­
nomic problems it was lending its effort in solv­
ing.

Twelve citixens from various towns 
o f this section gathered at President 
Hill’s office Tues<iay and at noon 
were conducted to the dining room of 
the Domestic Science department, 
where a three course luncheon was 
served under the direction of Miss 
Rambo. After luncheon the party 
went to one of the recitation rooms 
where a counsel meeting tuts hdd, 
lasting until after four o'clock.

Persident Hill outlined the plans 
and proposition of expanding the 
West Texas State Normal College in 
order to make the school a better ser­
vant of this section of the state. He 
pointed out that of the seventeen mil­
lions o f  dollars spent by the state of 
Texas, thirteen millions of the appro­
priations went for education, yet 
none of the schools had sufficient 
funds. Governor Hobby felt that the 
educational system of the state should 
be brought into closer working rela­
tions and had appointed a committee 
to make plans for the co-ordination 
and co-operation of the different 
twenty e<lucational institutions. But 
why e<lucation, it often asked when 
the faculties of the normal schools are 
paid salaries ranging from $1500 to 
$2700 while bricklayers on the new 
dormitory are paid $12 per day and 
the ignorant Mexican laborers are 
paid $0.40 per day. Next year there 
will be a greater shortage of teachers, 
and the available supply will be of 
poorer quality if salaries aije‘‘.'.h6t 
raised.

The West Texas State Normal Col­
lege is 400 miles from the nearest 
state educational institution. Statis­
tics show that 80 percent of the enroll 
ment of even such great schools as 
Yale come from within 100 miles of 
the school. This is conclusive that a 
large percent of the boys and girls of 
the Panhandle-Plains country are not 
going away to college. 75 percent of 
the students of the Normal come 
from within 100 miles of Canyon; 89 
percent come from within a radius of 
200 miles of Canyon. This school is 
the only chance offered the boys and 
girls of the Panhandle-Plains country 
to attend a state institution of higher 
learning. ,__ *

Mr. Rill discussed the advantages 
of the student attending an inatitu- 
tion which does not have such a great 
attendance that the student is pro­
hibited the personal contact of the 
teachers. The student geta more 
from the personality of the teacher 
than from the book he studies. It 
was recently suggested in the confer­
ence at Austin that the University of 
Texas discontinue the first two years 
of work, leaving this to the Normal 
schools of the state. If this should be 
done H would take more than half of 
the' 4000 students from Uie univer- 
g^y, many of whom are 16 and 17 
years old and are lost in the great 
school. «

The West Texas SUte Normal Col­
lege must take care of the educational 
naoda o f the Panhandle-Plains conn-

different students enrolled in the 
school in the ten years of its. exist­
ence, 75 percent of whom would not 
have attended school had not the Nor­
mal been in existence in this section. 
The academic departments are strong 
and well equipped and prepaid to 
care for the students, but special de­
partments - nee<i expansion. Twenty 
six students were turned away from 
the manual training department this 
year because there was not teaching 
force enough to care for them. The 
Home Economics department could 
be doubled were the teaching force 
available Mr. Hill urgpd that every 
girl should learn home making. This 
section has the best foundation for 
home making of any section in the 
United States. It is a population of 
the cleanest, strongest and most stal­
wart. If its citizenship is not devel- 
ope<l, it will be a distinct loss to the 
state. But where? The student will 
not go 400 miles. The advantages 
must be offem l here.

The teaching of agriculture is be­
coming more and more important to 
this section. $120,000,000 of small 
grain was raised in the Panhandle- 
Plains country last year. The de

Mrs. Guthrie of Hereford pointed 
out the wonderful opportunities that 
confronted the people of Canyon. Bet­
ter business houses, better religious 
facilities, were needed for the envi­
ronment of the students. She wr 
greatly impressed with the economy 
and practicibility of expanding this 
school rather than building a new 
agricultural college.

C. W. Warwick, president of the 
Randall County Commercial League, 
state<l the steps which were being 
taken in Canyon to beautify the city 
to meet the growing demands of the 
school, both from the civic and relig­
ious standpoint..._

Rev. Sharp of Hereford stated that 
economy was not the important 
things in education.. It is the least 
to be considered. We must pay for 
the advantages. Dallas is going to 
pay $150 and up for teachers next 
year. We must pay that price or we 
will get teachers that she dom’t want. 
He was highly pleased at the idea of 
expanding the Normal.

R. A. Pasrhall of Amarillo, who 
formerly lived in Denton, told of the 
work of the Denton Normal and the 
C. 1. A. of that city. He was pleased 
over the prospects of enlarging 'and 
expanding the Normal of the Plains 
country.

Mayor Knight of Hereford told how 
the people of Hereford stood by Can­
yon when the Normal was being of­
fered to the towns, as they realized 
they were too near the New Mexico 
border to have a chance at the loca­
tion. The people of Hereford had al­
ways appreciated the school. He be­
lieved it would be a great mistake 
to think of establishing a new school

of money if they return less prepared 
or no better prepared than when- they 
came to the school. They should be 
sent back to live better and pro­
duce more. The boj's and girls are 
entitled to it..

There is no question that tractor 
farming ia the moat profitabla ayt- 
tem in the Panhandle, if the tractor 
gives good service. There are about 
fifty tractors of different sizes and 
makes in Canyon trade * territory. 
Some of these machines are success­
ful and some are not. Many new 
tractors will be purchased this year'. 
Some of them will not be satisfac­
tory to their owners. Practkally 
every leading make of tractor now on 
tHe maket is well made and proper­
ly equipped and adjusted.' The chief 
reason for tht failure of tractors in 
service is the poor care their opera­
tors give them.

Most farmers are not experts with 
the gas engine. There are so many 
parts inside of the tractor that can 
not run themselves as well as do the 
parts inside of a mule. Very fre­
quently loss of time a nd money oc­
curs with tractors because of some 
very simple mistake or oversight.

Nine coun­
ties in the northwest part of the Pan­
handle paid into the sUte treasury 
$260,000 more than' they received 
back for school purposes; Harris and 
Anderson and adjoining counties 
drew out of the state treasury for 
school purposes $875,000 more than 
they had {>aid in.

Panhandle Preaa Aasociation in which 
tha axpaaaion of Uie West Texas 
State Normal College was favored.

H w two men introducing the reso- 
hitlon were Representative Lee Saat- 
torwhHe o f Panhandle ,  and Editor 
Ben Smith o f Lockney. The News 
seftwined last week from comment 
Rig upon Hr. Braswell's editorials 
leaving it for the two editors re­
sponsible for the resolution to intro­
duce their evidence. We believie that 
the resolution was in order. It is 
sdocational, and if the press of the 
Panhandle does not stand for the best 
•docational interests of this section, 
ft has missed its one great mission. 
Below we quote Mr. Braswell's edi­
torial, together with the replies made 
In the Panhandle Herald and Lock­
ney Beacon:

Clarendon News:
The Amhrillo convention of the 

Panhandle Press Association the past 
week was the victim of a piece of 
propaganda put out by the enthusi­
astic friends of the Canyon Normal, 
who in the absence of a large num­
ber of the membership from the room 
passed a resolution endorsing the ad­
dition of the agriculture courses to 
the Canyon school. Every member 
o f the Panhandle organisation is a 
friend to the Canyon Normal and all 
o f as are proud o f it, but it appears 
to ns that it is an unwise friendship 
for the institution and a disregard 
for the welfare of the Press Associa­
tion for any member to come on the 
floor with a resolution that is really 
political in iU nature. A number of 
the towns In the Panhandle will be 
candidates for location of the A. A 
If. college for this part of the sUtc, 
and most anyone knows that if the 
addition should be made to the Nor- 
aul, there would not be i^ n ted  a 
new school for this section. /SupporU 
ers of the resolution say that the A. 
A M. will not be located above the 
cap rock, but if there is an>-thing the 
Almighty does not know it is just 
what a legislature or a legislative 
committw will do. The News would 
rather see the addition made to the 
Normal at Canyon than in t he Pan­
handle and west Texas to be without 
the benefits of agricultural courses, 
but we consider it a last resort. Fact 
is the school fund will not stand ad­
ditional expenditures when state 
schools are alrtady suffering until 
additional sources of revenue have 
been made operative. The question 
until that is accomplished is large­
ly academic, and what engages our 
attention most at present is that ev­
er}' member o f the Panhandle Press 
AasotMtlon. every mentbdr of the 
Texas Press Association, e^ery mem­
ber o f smy proas aseociation should 
stand ready to put their influence 
emphatically against any resolution 
which partakes of political signifi­
cance. Such things destroy the harr 
mony which ought always to exist 
among the members and will, if per- 
aiated in, bring a^ut a disintegr* 
tion of the organization. For one 
the News editor' is'^against the pas­
sage of any resolution endorsing any 
p<ditical or semi-political movement 
•—egen of those things we personally 
favor. The floor of a press conven­
tion is no place to consider such mat- 
ters. •

ment announces.

To secure the best agriculturally 
for Texas, these boys will be selected 
from every part of the state and 
shown the best agricultural methods 
and practices in the Unked States 
and introduce them into Texas, ac­
cording to Mr., Peteet and H. H. 
Williamson, who originated the farm 
boy special. "A  further purpose,” 
they state, “will be to give Texas 
farmer boys a broad and comprehen- 
view of the agricultural resources of 
their country so as to make farm­
ing attractive and profitable, there­
by stopping the exodus from the 
farm.

“The train will go through Okla­
homa or Kansas to Missouri, Iowa, 
Wisconsin, Illinois, Ohio, Indiana, 
Pennsylvania, Maryland, District of 
Columbia, Virginia, North and South 
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama, Miss­
issippi, stopping on the way to in­
spect the best livestock, and gen­
eral farms, wheat, com, alfalfa, 
dairies, creameries, hog and cattle 
breeding farms, agricultural colleges, 
experiment stations, fruit and veget­
able districts, packing, shipping and 
marketing facilities, farm implement 
factories and points of historic and 
scenic attraction in. cities. 'Washing­
ton, D. C., will be made a point to 
stop and visit the President and Con­
gress, also take side trips to Wash­
ington’ Tomb at Mount Vernon, 
Robert E. Lee’s home at Arlington,

A very important fact to keep in 
mind in preparing wool for market, 
is, that a uniform pack presents a 
much better appearance than one 
showing a lack of uniformity. Some 
of the county, -associations have 
brought thjs about by demanding all 
wool sold through the organization, 
be packed in regular wool sacks,

As far as possible 
different grades o f wool should be 
kept separate, that is, fine wool and 
medium wool should not be mixed be­
cause the former is worth more. It

The wool should be kept absolutely 
dry from the time it is clipped nor 
should the sheep be shorn while wet. 
It is a mistake to offer damp wool 
for sale, thinking you are going to 
receive more money for it, bwause 
the amount of moisture is hard to 
determine and the buyer is naturally 
going to make a low bid to protect 
himself. Damp wool, if left sacked, 
will eventually assume a permanent  ̂
yellowish stain, which limits its use 
to dark <bfored fabrics. Mildew often 
attacks wet wool in storage from such 
cause, the tensil strength of the fi­
bres may be seriously impaired, as 
to greatly reduct the value of the 
wool for manufacturing purposes.
"  Well prepared wool will always find 
a ready market. It should be the pur­
pose of every wool grower to have 
for sale, an ar^i^e that buyers will 
recognize as ^hrfng of high merit. 
This will cVeate competition Md a 
better price can be secured. Co-op­
erative sales ‘of wool will attain this 
result.
