The perluK election Katnrday went 
over etrong for xtreet improrement, 
the vote xtandinK 118 in favor of pav­
ing with only one vote cast against the 
proposition.

It will be recalled that in the two 
previona elections only two votew were 
cast against the paring proposition.

Mayor J. D. Gamble stated Monday 
morning that it was necessary that the 
votes in the paving election be canvass­
ed at a regular meeting of the city 
conncIl. and therefore this work cannot 
he done until the first Monday night in 
April. Mayor Gamble states that 
there are a number of things to he 
done in connection with the paving 
that may be proceeded with and acted 
npon at the next meeting! and that no 
time will be Icsrt owing to the fact that 
the canvassing most be done at a re­
gular uteeting.

The mayor stales that the council 
has definitely decided not to ask for 
bids on paving until the bunds have 
been approved by the attorney general, 
and that the council is certaia that the 
money will be forthcoming.

The conncll recently deatded to ask 
for bids upon two kinds of paving:

First—A five inch base, tt>pl>ed with 
one inch of concrete.

Second— A five inch basi>, toi^ped 
with paving brick.

As recently stated in the News, tlu* 
civil engineer employed by the city 
recommended that the council adopt 
the first kind of paving fur various 
reasons: There in certain to 1h>
cracks show op in the liase, and these 
tannot be mended after the |«ving 
brick has been put down. The one 
inch concrete top on the base will last 
for eight to ten years on streets where 
the traffic Is no heavier than In Can­
yon. By the time this top la worn 
off, the base will have been fully set­
tled. and i f  defective in any respect, 
may be put In excellent condition, and 
the brick paving placed on top. By 
that time paviag brkk Is liable to be 
mudT cheaper than the present time, 
and in addition the city would have 
aboot ten mote yenrs* uae of her paving 
with not a great additional cost.

IAn election of very great Importance 
to the school interests of C'anyon and 
snrronndlng territory will be held in 
the Canyon Independent School Dis­
trict and in Common School Districts 
Numbers Two and Eighteen, this elec­
tion being called for the purpose of 
consolidating all of this territory into 
the Canyon Independent School Dis­
trict and making one school of the 
three.

There have been several <Hmferences 
between the trustees of tbe Canyon 
district and those in the common setacMl 
diMtri<>t who favor this consolidation, 
and it Is believed that everything is 
settled to the mutual benefit of all 
concerned and that tbe electiou pro­
position will carry by a good majority 
In all three districts.

The understanding has lieeu reached 
that school will continue in the two 
common schtsd districts under the su­
pervision oC> tbe Independent School 
tmstees until such a,time as adequate 
housing facilities have been arranged 
in Canyon to care for all of the child­
ren of the two districts. After that 
time, tbe trustees are to arrange trans­
portation and convey tbe cbildnm to 
the city school.

The trustees have pledged the piMv 
pie of these common school districts 
that tbe school buildings will remain 
their present lucatitms so long as the' 
people wish tbra for church and so­
cial purposes.

Tbe voters of tbe common school 
distriefa will vote to come into the 
consolidation, while the people in ('an- 
yoo will vote to receive them into the 
consul idstion.

T j^  election will be held at the court 
house for the voters living in the inde­
pendent districts, while tbe election in 
tbe two common school districts will 

held at tbe school houses.

WHERE TO LOCATE AN OBCHARD
Lloyd Stark in Farm L ife: I sug­

gest that, if  possible, a slightly sloping 
piece of land be selected for the or­
chard. This insures a good water 
drainage aod good air drainage. Gen­
erally speaking, any good average soli 
is ail right for fruit growing. Avoid 
wet spots. ,Oood. deep, well-drained 
soil is preferable.

Choose good soil in a well-drained 
spot, preferably on a ridge. Dig a two 
foot trench, throwing all dirt forward 
so as to make a sloping bank, on which 
lay the treea ilanting, with roota In 
trench. Be sure to cut the bundle open 
shake out aU the packing and lay the 
treea in thin layers.
