Tbe Tascoaa Pioneer was the third 
newspaper started In the Panhandio 
proper, in fact in tbe territory north­
west or west of Vernon, the two others 
preceding it being tbe Mobeetle Pan­
handle, by W. E. Edwards and tbo 
Glarendon North Texan by Wm. J, 
Grant; but tbe Pioneer was tbe find 
one in this more western section, lla  
first Issue was out Jnne 10. 1888. O. 
F. Rndolph was Ita publlsber, and kapl 
it going until 1891,

Tascoaa was tbe county seat of Old­
ham, which had tan nnorganiaed coob- 
tlss attached to it, among them being 
Randall. Tascoaa was a teat little

I dred milea apart and the only towns
this side of Vernon, Dodge Glty and 
Springer, New Mexico. Tbo Fort 
Worth and Denver rai'road was only 
built to Harroll, In Wilbarger county, 
and In (he other direction there waa no 
'rack this side of Trinidad. Tascoaa 
had a vast ranch trade in those days 
lieforo the rallmad came, and tba 
Pioneer carried a great number of tba 
catt’e and horse brands of tbe west 
Panhandle, among them the Frying 
Pan and tbe T-Anebor from Randall 
county, both of tbeoe big ranches then 
In their heyday. There*jrere still a 
few hnffa’nea roaming this country 
then, one herd of about seventy-five ta 
tbe valleys aroond wbat is Texiina 
now, and InnnmeraMb antelope were 
(•campering before you everywhere.' Sn 
tbe e^rly settlers bad abundance off 
hiiffa’o m'wt, antelope and bear tf 
tbey liked It.

Among the large ranges tbe Capitol 
Syndicate, then jnst establisbed over- 
shadowed tbe others, with Its X I T  
snd minor brands; but the Ameriean 
Psstoral Gompany, branding L R. tbe 
Prairie Cattle Gemnenv, 'branding 
L I T. tbe Iiee-Seott Cattle Gompany 
branding L S, the Prying Pan and 
T-Anehor and othera were very large 
and ran many tbousanda of cattlai 
each. It was nnlverFally believed then 
that this was all one great rattle graa- 
\ng country only, “ to atay."

The Fort Worth and Denver rail­
road bnilt aeross tbe Panhandle and 
closed np the gap in 1887, and from 
that day new towns si>rang np and 
Tasco-n, less fortunately situated as 
she was. pined for her days of fron­
tier glory and sank to a memory and 
s graveyard. On her early and prim­
itive empire are hnl'ded Amarillo and 
Canyon and Panhandle and Plainvlew 
and Innnmerab'e other towns, each one 
bigger in population than Tascosa ever 
was;' and rich terms snd rictaer oil 
and gas fte'ds are tbe answer to the 
argume«it that “ this will never be any­
thing bnt a cow country," and “this 
grass ought not to be p’owed np be- 
eanse no more profitable crop will 
ever grow in Its p’aee:"

Like Tascosa itse'f, which sent ont 
branch stores to every Important. new 
town In its vanishing empire, tbe PisB- 
■'er. newspaper also was lotb to see Its 
dominion curtal'ed or divided op, and 
so sent ont new printing offirea to tba 
best of the nearbr towns, and tethered 
varions new papers, some of wbteb 
proved bat temporary and some of 
which lived reasonably long In tbe 
’and. The Pioneer Itself moved to 
(Planning In 18ni. to Sberman eonnty 
in 180(1. each time under a changed 
name, and later was so’d. and. still 
seeking the nncrowded frontier waa 
moved to the pralriep of »«stem Colo­
rado.

No Earl) Doctor

Mr. Heyser was going on a trip^witb 
j  herd of cattle over the Montana 
*rrail. He was driving oue of tbo 
chuck wagons and the bedding slipped 
<iff and carried him ' with it. The 
wagon wheel ran over hia leg and 
broke the bone Just above the ankle. 
The cowboys aet it in place as best 
they could and placed atidts parallel 
with the limb and roped it up with a 
lariat rope. That night Mr. Heyser 
kept tbe fever down by pouring water 
on tbe injured limb and when tbe one 
wbo waa on gnard would come by tbe 
camp be would turn tbe leg over so 
that tbe injured man cotild rest better. 
In tbe night tbe limb began swelling 
und Mr. Heyser had to take a knife and 
cat tbe bandage. ?«ext morning he 
was patched np again and left on the 
trail aitb provisions to last until their 
return. He recovend in ahont three 
weeks ami returned home before his 
I'ompanions came hack.

Shipped Wild Heroes

Mr. Heyser states that there wore' 
$1 few buffalo on th«> idains hut that 
he did not kill any ns they were scarce. 
l>eer, nntelois'. wild horses’ and wild 
turkeys were in abundance in this dis­
trict. He told of several hnnting trips 
in which many of these aniidals were 
killetl. He says that he livwl on ante- 
io|*e for several years after hiB ar* 
rival; In those days many men made 
good mon»*y by catching wild horses 
and and shi|i|>ing th«>ni imek last 
for sale where no one knew of the tern* 
per and dlsiwsltlon of the mustang. 
One i>e<-uliar thing that he told about 
the wild horse Is this: that if you ever 
catch one and succeed in taming it, it 
always f«vls down hearted and never 
appears to lie the pnatd animal of tho 
plains. *

Worked on Railroad

When tbe Hanta Fe railroad extend* 
ed west want from Amarillo through 
Canyon it bronght to this city a regn* 
lar colony of progreoslve bnslness men 
from Amarillo, who were* far si|d>ted 
enongh to see Canyon would soon 
become a pnigressive trade center.
Amcmg these men was uim> who was de* 
stined to play an important part in the 
history of Canyon for many years wss 
Oscar Hunt.

Mr. Hunt «ame to Canyon in tbe 
year 1808 when the town was only in 
its infsnc.T. In fact be came down on 
tbe first passenger train that was run 
over the new road from Amarillo to 
Canyon. He declares tlAit there were 
a number who planned to more down 
and that be was determined to be 
among the first. He establisbeil a 
furniture store in the little city which 
bad between one hundred and fifty 
and two hundred people. Mr. llnnt 
was engaged In this business for ahont 
four years. After leaving the fnmi* 
tare store Mr. Hunt then went Into 
tbe coal and grain business which held 
him for the next two or three years.

For tbe next nine years tbe former 
Amrallloun was postmaster of Can* 
yun. After leaving the post offict’ Mr.
Hunt was engaged in varions kinds of 
bnsiness fur the next few years.

They talked of tbe different btuineas 
bouses and even remembered tbe men 
wbo were running them. They spoke 
of the raidd groUrtb of Canyon and< 
said that in tbe old days no one ever 
dreamed that tbU town would ever be 
as large as It is at the present time 
with its wonderful educational advau* 
tagcM. But they both say tbat they 
have always been behind town and. 
would continue to be for the years to 
come.

In my interview with Mr. Hunt I 
failed to find out bis birth place. He 
did not )tell me when be was bom and 
I did not care to ask because no man 
likes to have bis age pnbllsbed, bnt 
after I left Mr. Hunt I asked a number 
of peoide if  they knew where tbe old 
Pioneer was bora and each one ans­
wered, “ He wasn’t iMtrn, be Just grew 
ii|t on tbe Plains of Texas." And so 
it Hts’ms tbat this uian whose bistory

A man who spends all of bia income 
for living expenses is never going to 
sucreed." - '

The first store eras built by W. C. 
McOeber, sasisted by O. E. Thomas in 
tbe early part of 1909. Tbe concrete 
school building waa ftnlsbed in 1911. 

-  -P . L. Adams, Arthur Coieman and W. 
L. McOehee were tbe building board.

As I bare been closely identified 
with this community for more Uum a 
quarter of a centurv, coming when 
most of tbe people 11 ved In dogonts and 
antelope were plentiful,, I will be glad 
to give a fuller history of it in tb* 
future.

Buffalo so the PIsIna

Mr. Baird states that there were oc­
casional buffalo here when he came, 
but that he never shot one. He saw 
a herd near Running Water in 1885. 
He told of an interesting story of tbe 
government allowttag tbe Indiana from 
Ft.lsill to make an expedition into this 
country in the fall of 1883. These 
were the Commanche and Kiowa tribes. 
Tom York was in charge of the In­
diana and told Mr. Baird hia experi­
ence. They were allowed to come in 
searcn o f the bnffalu In 
meat for their medicine.

Tbe Indians took their time in com­
ing from Ft. Sill. They came up the 
rap rock at Sllverton, held a big pow­
wow and scattered into a thin scrim­
mage line, keeping within signaling 
distance until a herd waa sighted on 
tbe North Tule, about 18 miles south­
east of Canyon. .The old chief bad 
brought with him a white horse for 
the purpose of riding to kill the bnf- 
fa la  Upon this charge be rode into 
the herd, picked ont the bull be want­
ed. and shot him with his bow andtar- 
row.

in West Texas. The men demanded 
160 per monti) and $75 for tbe fore­
men. Six men from the T-Anchor out­
fit went on the strike, tbe strikers from 
the entire Panhandle gathering at,Tss- 
coaa to prepare plana. Tascosa was 
located on tbe Canadian in Oldham 
county. Mr. Baird states that himself 
and two companions .were put to work 
to take tbe place of the six strikers. 
Tbq T-Anchor was tbe only ranch in 
this section which went right on thru 
tbe strike unaffected, operations mov­
ing on quite smoothly. The Guenters 
were prepared for trouble, and had 
brought an Immenae amount of amo- 
nltion from Sherman. IWord came 
from tbe strikers* headquarters making 
threats. Guenter sent back his defy 
and prepared for war. He figured thA 
the only way thq strikers conid at­
tack waa by gaining entrance to an 
adobe blacksmith shop which stood 
east of the ranch housa In tbe middle 
of thia shop a huge can of blasting 
powder was baried, and a fuse extend­
ed toward the ranch bonae. Loop boles 
were cut and ail plana <^pleted. All 
men from over tbe ranen were called 
in. The strikers knew that aomething 
was doing, and tbe strike was peace­
fully terminated with no trouMa Fonr

Mr. Baird states that there were no 
fueds existing on tbe plains. Only 
small parties of cattle rustleri ever 
canned trouble for the ranchers. In 
1884 the rangers were sent out here 
under tbe famous Pat Garrett to work 
on tbe ruatiers, but they stayed for 
only a abort wbilci. Up until the com­
ing of the rangers, every cow puncher 
carried a gun. Tbe rangers disarmed 
all and after that time tbe custom of 
wearing a gun never came back.

Mr. Baird states that when be came 
In 1883, Mobeetie was tbe post office 

Jof thia section. Mail later came to 
Tascosa. All supplies were hauled 
from Dodge City, B ânsaa. Nothing 
was raisM here. The plow waa never 
heed except for the pnrpoee of making 
fire guards.

There is one man In Randall county 
who has seen tbe four corners of th« 
globe, who has traveled tbe high ssm  
by ship as well aa the bald pralrlsa oC 
tbe great Panhandle of Texas by horse- 
back and wagon. He has not only rode 
tbe wild horse, bat also tbe wild waven 
of tbe Atlantic and the Pacific. Thia 
man la no other than Uncle Davto 
Thomas, a familiar figure in and 
around Canyon since 1887.

Was a SaUar

Mr. Thomas was bora in Wales, Brit­
ish Isles, In Jnly o f the year 1863. At 
the age of fourteen he became a aallor; 
and before he was twenty-two, he had 
seen the most Important port towns of 
North America. Sonth America, Africa. 
Anatralta, Asia, and Europe— b̂e had 
sailed on practically all of the foreiga 
seas

After eight or ton years on tbe for­
eign seas, Mr. Thomas grew tired of 
this kind of life and planted hia feet 
npon American soil In the state of 
I>onlBlana. He went from there te 
Parkw county, Texas, and In 1887, be 
and a man b.v tbe name nf Roper made 
their F8T" to the Panhandle, Mr.

There was 
wot 'Very moch need for lumber as 
there were only a few famines In Can­
yon and not many more in the whole 

' (eonty of Randall. At present there 
are two thriving lumber companies in 

* Oanyon and each one does a large bus- 
tnees but as Mr. Burrow explained the 
territory is not so large as In days gone 
by because fifteen or twenty years ago 
the trade extended to Tulla, rioydada. 
Hlaton, IMalnview, Hale t'«nter,‘ and 
4'roHbytnn, but aftef all not so much 
bimh<‘r was sold as at the present time.

Came to Cany on In 18M
M r. 4 •. It. Burrow was liorn in Hhelby 

MMiut.v, Texas, in 187R. The family 
moved to ('ommiiiiehe eoniity when he 
was only four ywirs of age. He s|ient 
sixteen years of his life iii that isiuuty 
where he reeeivtsi his •slueatiou. It 
was llien* most of his eari*-fr**«‘ days 
were sisuit, hut U>ing amhiticHis the 
boy was ilot satisfie«l to remain at 
Inline any longer hut ehoose to'enter 
the game of life liy entering tla> hnsi- 
iiesK world in

Mr. Itnrrow ejiine to Canyon in IKJUt. 
tw«‘iily years of age and sturtetl work­
ing for the F^tgle l.niiiU-r C«un|iany 
whieli was i-stahlislnsl in l.sti". Tin*

In spenking of the city of Canyon 
abont the time Mr. Burrow arrived, he 
said that there waa not much town 
tisM in 18B0. Thasn wsce only i  vary 
few honses here and not a preaeot 
business house arooad the square waa 
hate at that time. There was tmly one 
dwelllag bonae'between the depot and 
the Victoria HotaL Re'-qwke of tho 
tNudBeas men of the town at that time 
and remarked that the Kenyon Grain 
A Coni Oa. 8mith. Walker ft Ca, Big 
four Grocery Store, The Hadley Drug 
Co., and Onenr Hont's furniture store 
were the only business houses in towm 
and most of these were small branch 
honam out of Amarillo.

In discuiMlng the lumber hnsinem 
more in detail Mr. Burrow atated that 
since tb^ time be had been in Canyon, 
at different times there has bben about 
seven or eight lumiMY companies in 
f'anyon, but most of them were small 
comeriia and soon passed out of ex­
istence.

Oldest Business Man in CHy
Mr. Burrow made the interview a 

very ideasant one by mentioning many 
fnnny events of early life on the 
IMaius and the difficulties that young 
men had to fate when going to 
young women.
- Mr. Burrows <iin rightfully Is* c*allod 
the oldest husiia*ss mall'in Ciiiiyon Is*- 
i-au.*«i‘ no other man who was in Imsi- 
iM*Ms in isnu is engaged in the same 
kind of hnsiness today.
