The university bad a permanent build­
ing fund from its acbwd land, but ow­
ing to small appropriations allowed the 
school this bad lieen used ftu* salaries. 
Mr. Hill betieves that the legislature 
should reimburse ail of the money that 
has been spent this way, aad this 
would give llu.* ualversity some good 
bnlldiags.

In too years tbe A. A M. has doubled 
Its iiroperty values. C. I. A. 
trebles these property i values. . while 
the Normals hav^ doublwl these values. 
With the war and tha iu rd  economic 
conditions, there is room for optimism. 
On the whole the schools bare  fared 
very well, luit tbe nnireraity not so 
well. If daring the next ten years 
tlte educational system does as well as 
dnrlng the past ten, it will not look 
so badly.
