well (Titusville, I’s.. 1856).. Oil shale 
does not contain [>etroleum. hut by 
'treating oil ahule a |>etroleuin dlsttla 
fnmi which a uimor spirit similar to 
ordinary gasoline may be obtaine*!.

Tbe Kurofiean oil shale yields *30 to 
32 gallona of oil |»er too of shale niiiietl.
In thia country we have large depoalta 
o f ahalea that gt\-f double thia yield oif 
oil. Tlie largest of these are the Oreeo 
River deposits In Colorado. Utah and 
Wyoming, hot there are alao depoajta 
In Keotucky, Indiana and Ohio, and 
-some of equal extent In New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotln. Many of theae 

- -asiU yield k barrel (dS gallona) of oU 
per too o f rock. It Is not commonly ap- 
.preciated how large theae oil shale de­
posits are. In the Hreen River section 

' -alone there are known depoalta yield- 
mg a barrel or more of petroleum per 
ton. These are sufficient to furnish 
more than five times the total world 
production since the commercial devel­
opment of writ petroleum 0D*yeara ago.

Experimental Work.
In the last two years "conrena- 

tloBS** regarding shale oil poasibllltlea 
have been followed by real exfierimen- 
tal and small plant operations, so that 
today we have several proceaaes In 
course of trial. It is as yet a question 
whether we have found the best meth- 
«id of obtaining oil from the shale. It
