Most anyone can see that 
the dirt:is gradually washing e ff 
apd in a short time there will be 
nothing left but rocks. While th< 
hbildings themselves are in Kood 
shape, apparently, th»- ground, are 
just as important, and something 
ought to be done t > remedy the 
condition that prevails ut the pres- 
ent time. The premises about the 
buildings are the first thing one 
sees when going to the school and 
the last thing seen when leaving. 
No matter how much money and 
time and effort may he .<pent in 
keeping the buildings in repair, it 
is partly lost unless something is 
done for outside appearances.

We are informed that at one 
time a fund was started for the 
purpose of fixing up the school 
grounds. A “ fat and lean”  hall 
gartle was staged and the receipts 
put in the bank as n nucleus ar­
ound which to build a fund for the 
beautification work. Rut we have 
not heard anything about this 
lately, and it seems that something 
should be done to finish the am­
ount out and get ’.he work started.

It has been suggested that a 
system of terraces be put in which 
would stop soil eros’ on, and with 
the passing of time the condition 
would be made better instead of 
worse. Each rain would add. its 
share of dirt behind the terraces, 
and gradually the ground would 
be built up and deposited where it 
belongs instead of being washed 
down the hill and clear a wav tiom 
the property.

The coat vf these turrsces would 
be- little, it is estimated, and this 
seems an ideul way to correct a 
condition that is growing vv< rse I 
each week, each month, each year.: 
Then when the soil was built up 
to wheie it would furnish enough 
nourishment for growing things, 
trees, shrubs and flowers could he 
planted around in pro|>er places 
and Hico school would present n 
new appearance.

International Sunday School Les­
son for June 22.
THE RISEN LORD AND 

THE GREAT COMMANllMSNT
Matthew 28:1-20 

Rev. Samuel D. Price, D. D.
“ Weeping may endure for a 

night, but joy cometh in the morn­
ing” was never truer than when 
the first day of the week came a f­
ter the body of Jesus had been 
placed tin tomb, following the 
crucifixion on the previous Friday. 
Parts of three days had passed, 
during which the Jewish Sabbath 
had been observed. As soon as 
work could again be taken up cer­
tain women made ready to per­
form the usual rites upon the bo­
dy of their dear Friend. With spi­
ces they came very early to the 
garden tomb.

Insurmountable difficulties did 
not hold them back, though it was 
but natural that they should ques­
tion en route, “ Who will roll us 
away the stone?” For a great 
stone sealed the mouth of that 
sepulchre. Then came an active 
lesson that many will never learn. 
We worry so much about situa­
tions that never arise. For. meun- 
while, the resurrection of the body 
of Jesus had tukcn place. There 
had been an earthquake, not to let 
the body out but to permit the 
women to see within the dark 
tomb. When they arrived there 
was a messenger in the person of 
an angel to declare the good news, 
and to give them instruction for 
immediate service. "He is not 
here,” they were told. Today many 
go to the grave to weep, as if 
their loved one was there entomb­
ed. No spirit has ever been placed 
in the grave. Meath refers to the 
body only. At once with the death 
of the body our loved ones are in 
the spirit world.

The records in all four Gospels 
should be read with care to ob­
tain every detail. Jesus begins to 
appear to individuals and to 
groups. He met a company of 
women as they returned to the 
city. Then- He came to Mary Mag­
dalene, who tarried by the open 
sepulchre and thought He was the 
gardener, as she looked through 
her tear-dimmed eyes. A new 
world of joy was her's when He 
spoke just her name and said 
“ Mary."

Such joyous news was not to he 
kept by anyone. The angels said, 
and He confirmed it, that they 
should go tell His disciples, and 
even Peter was specially named, 
lest this one who had so grievously 
denied Him should not know that 
all had been forgiven. There are 
at least eleven recorded appear­

ances and there surely must have 
been another, though no record is
given of it. Jesus certainly show­
ed Himself to His beloved moth­
er, for whom He evidenced such 
concern when in the midst of His
agonies on the cross. During a 
period of forty days these various 
manifestations occurred.

It was fitting that Jesus should 
make u mountain in Galilee u place 
for u special conference with His 
disciples. It was in thut area that 
His greatest amount of work was 
accomplished during the three 
years of public ministry. The atti­
tude of the disciples is an index of 
the way in which mankind will ev­
er regard Him. “ They worshipped 
Him, but some doubted.” First 
He reasserted His almighty pow­
er and the resurrection was direct 
testimony thereto. Then He reveal­
ed that Kingdom-building hud just 
begun, with Himself as the chief 
comer stone. He would go away 
soon, but their work and that of 
those who joined with them would 
be abiding. They were given the 
Great Commission “Go ye there­
fore, and make disciples of all na­
tions." As His love is without lim­
it, so the scope of their and our 
work is to he equally extensive. 
As they went they were to 
TEACH. Believers were to testify 
of their faith through Trinitarian 
baptism. Climaxing all is an all- 
inclusive promise. As they went 
forth on this commission. “ Lo. I am 
with you always, even unto the end 
of the world.”

“OLD G LO R Y ”
Saturday, June 14, was Flag 

Day. All over the United States 
the “Gridiron Flag,’’ as foreigners 
contemptuously called it when 
our nation was young, floated 
in the pride of its 153 years. It 
symbolized then, as it has al­
ways symbolized, an ideal of hu­
man liberty, of self-government, of 
freedom of the individual to pur­
sue happiness in his own way, 
within the law, which had never 
been put into pracitce before in 
the history of the world.

We may not have reached—in­
deed. we have not fully reached, 
as we must admit the perfection 
of this ideal. But we have come 
closer to it than any other consid­
erable body of human beings has 
ever succeeded in doing And in 
making the effort to live up to the 
ideal for which “ Old Glory" 
stands we have set an example 
which almost all of the rest o f the 
world has been striving to emu­
late.

Every government in the world, 
except ours, has undergone radi­
cal if not revolutionary changes 
since that 14th o f June. 1777, 
when the Continental Congress 
officially adopted the Stars and 
Stripes, designed by Betsy Ross, 
as the standard of the colonies 
which had so recently declared 
themselves free and independant 
states. With only two or three 
exceptions the American flag is 
the oldest flag in the world today. 
That is something to thing about, 
when we talk of the United States 
as a “ young" nation. Actually, we

That does not dispose, however, 
of the fact that there has develop­
ed in America a criminal element 
which is alim st defiant in its at­
titude toward the authorities of 
the law. These men do not fear the 
law. because they have found so 
many ways of evading the punish­
ment which is due them for their 
crimes. The basic trouble is with 
our courts and with the public 
sentiment which permits travesties 
on justice to g>> unheeded and un­
checked.
