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Experts urge pullc mvet in b|II debate

Laney welcomes
cooperative spirit

Farming as wc know it may be
hcaded straight down the tubes,
unless farmers and farm
organizations move to get debate on
the 1995 Farm Bill outside the
Washington D.C. beltway and into
the hinterlands of the US.

That was the consensus of David
Scnter, an ag consultant in the
nation’s capitol, and Carl King,
president of Texas Corn, at Friday’s
annual mecting of the Texas Com
Growers Association.

Scnter and King said that the farm
bill could bec in trouble simply
because most of the members of the
Housc Agriculturc Committee have
ncver been involved in writing a
farm bill. Scenter said 40 of the 51
committcc mcmbers have taken
officc or moved to the ag committee
within the past four years. The last
farm bill was written in 1990.

Somc ag committee people are
from rural arcas, like US Reps. Mac
Thomberry of Amarillo and Larry
Combest of Lubbock. Others are
from midtown Los Angeles and other
urban arcas. -

Here's 1o Gov. George Bush.

As hc begins his administration,
I hope all Texans wish him well in
his quest to continue Texas’ heart-
ening progress in her economy,
population growth, educational sys-
tem and industrial ieadership.

I liked him the first time I met
him, in 1978. He was the Republi-
can nominee for Congress, running
against Dimmitt’s Kent Hance. He
knew he didn’t have a prayer in
Hance’s home county, but he came
anyway, by car, accompanied only
by his campaign manager.

"We're poor-boying it," he ex-
plained in our office, in his soft-
spoken but direct way. "We don’t
havc a lot of money, but we're
trying to sce cverybody we can."

We gave him a front-page story,
with a picture. He had taken the
time o come here; we gave him the
space to deliver his message.

The 19th District congressional
scat had been in Democratic hands
since it was first established, and
Kent Hance was George Mahon’s
anointed successor. Bush knew he
was fighting an uphill battle, but he
fought it well. He stuck to the
issucs—as did Hance—and they
had a good, clean campaign all the
way. Indced, they not only respect-
¢d cach other—thcy became fricnds
during that campaign.

Several years later we visited
Hance in the House of Representa-
uves.

Over lunch, Hance told us of a
rccent conversation he had had
with Bush.

Senter’s not worried about Ag
Scerctary-designate Dan Giickman of
Kansas or ncw Housc Ag Committee
Chairman Pat Roberts, who both
have ag backgrounds. He is morc
worricd about Scn. Richard Lugar,
hcad of the Scnatc Ag Commiltee,
who has called for an end to ag
subsidics and much or all of the farm
program.

“I see a coming together of
commodity associations and farm
groups” to work on the farm bill,
Senter told the crowd. “This is like
the Indians are coming over the hill
and it’s time to circle the wagons.
The only way we can survive is for
all of us to get together and stand
united, from the Farm Bureau to
commodity groups to Farmers Union
to other associations. That would be
most helpful.

“It is important that we gelt
bankers and mayors and university
people and whoever we can involved
and have them show the impact of
the farm bill on our nation’s

Restructuring parts of the US
Dept. of Agriculture are going more
smoothly in Texas than in other parts
of the country, and should bc
complcted long before the Sept. 30
decadlinc.

The state lcaders of two of the
agencics now part of the
Consolidalcd Farm Service Agency
spoke Friday to the annual meeting
of the Tcxas Comm Growers
Association at the Castro County
Expo Building. Harold Bob Bennett
of Hart, head of what was the ASCS,
and Gceorge Ellis of Southland,
dircctor of thc old Farmers Home
Administration, talked about how the
consolidation is going smoothly and
will dcliver better service.

Also talking to the producers at the
mecting were  Ray Joe Riley,
chairman of the state CFSA
committce, and Marcus Kocich of

the Oklahoma City office of the
Federal Crop Insurance Corp.
Questions for Kocich consumed
much of the question-and-answer
time after preparcd remarks by the
four men. Producers were curious

about some parts of the program, and
pointcd out shoricomings that will

stll prevent the smooth flow of
operations, preventing CFSA from
becoming the drecamed-of “one stop
shop™ for government ag services.

Bennelt said the consolidation in
Texas “will end some of the
recdundancy” in the way farm
scrvices have been conducted in the
past.

“Wc will have some changes in
programs that will simplify and
strcamlinc things as we move (o the
CFSA,” Bennelt said. “Many other
states have had massive problems,
bul not in Texas. A lot of credit goes

o Gceorge Ellis becausc he
understands farms and farmers.”

The consolidation  will  cut
somc—>bul not all—of the

burcaucratic mess that has slowed
scrvice Lo farmers and to county and
state offices. Bennett told of one
horror story.

“When somcone in Washington
says moisturc has nothing to do with
corn, thcy have abused the privilege
of being stupid,” Bennett said to
derisive laughter and applause. “We
have been told some things are only
Texas problems or only High Plains
problems. Even if that’s right, it’s a
helluva problem.

“Texas is 12% of the nation’s
workload. This area is 4% to 5% of
the nation’s workload. We don’t
appreciate their attitude and let them
know we don’t.

Hart clinic full-time again

The Hawkins Memorial Clinic at
Hart will resumc full-time service
later this month.

After lcaming that the clinic has
had a 22% increase in its patient
load and is now usually "booked
up" on its half-day schedule, the
hospital board authorized the clinic
to resume full-time status.

Operating the Hart clinic will be
two nurse-practitioner specialists,
Sherry Whiteaker, R.N. (who is
currently on duty there) and Kim
Hunter, R.N.

A spokcsperson for Castro
County Community Clinics said the
clinic will go to five-day service, 8-
12 and 1-5 Mondays through Fri-
days, about mid-February.

"Wc're just waiting for Kim's
crcdenualing (from the state) (o
come through," the spokesperson
said.

Nursc practitioners are author-
ized 1o test, diagnose, treat and
refer patients.

"The clinic offers women’s
health care, pre-natal care, wecll
child cxams and immunizations, as
well as trcatment for the usual
colds, fcvers and runny noscs,”
Whitcaker said. "These are all im-
portant scrvicces. Immunizations are
now available on a daily basis,
where before they were available
only when the State Dept. of Health
tcam visited. And we can’t stress
the importance of proper pre-natal

carc too much."

The clinic also has started pro-
viding statc-sanctioned Early Pcrio-
dic Screening, Diagnosis and Trcat-
ment (EPSDT) scrvice for children
ol all ages, and the hospital board
has authorized the clinic stafl to
assist School Nurse Retta Knox
with thc on-sitc EPSDT that the
schools offcr to students.

In other action, the hospital
board:

—Dccided to shop around with
dilfcrent banks for the best interest
ratcs on the hospital district’s certi-
ficates of deposit.

—JLcarned that Castro County

Texas House Speaker Pete Laney
got part of his wish Monday: the
Texas Supreme Court ruled the
current school finance bill was
constitutional.

The school finance issue could rear
its ugly hcads, likc the hydra of
Greek mythology, during the current
session of the Texas Legislature,
Lancy said Friday during his keynote
spcech at the annual meeting of the
Texas Corn Growers Association.

The hydra was a monster which,
when a head was cut off, two new
oncs would grow.

The school finance issue is almost
like that. It has just been reviewed
for the fourth time by the Tcexas
Supreme Court.

The Icgislaturc must still find a
way o okay thc usc of funds for
ncw construction at schools across
the state. That could cat up a lot of
the House’s time.

Lancy, a Halc Center Democrat
who is scrving his second term as
71st spcaker of the Texas House and
his 21st ycar as a rcpresentative, said
Washington was not the only place
lo scc change in the November
clection. He said things will probably
go more smoothly in both the House
and Scnate,

“I have visited somewhat with our
ncw governor, and I have bcen
impressed becausc he wants to get
along,” Lancy said of Gov. George
W. Bush. “Hc wants to work with us
o at Icast protect us from some of
the things coming from Washington.”

Later, Lancy added: “We are ready
Lo asscrt the state’s role in places the
federal govermment has dominated
for so long.”

Lancy said what voters began last
November must  continue, with
pcople working with lcgislators
throughout the scssion.

“If your idea is to sit and complain
about bad government, you are going
to get more bad government O
complain about,” Laney said. “You
need to let us know what you want,
what you are concerned about, and

you need to let your representatives
and senators in Washington know
what you want and are concerned
aboult.

“Government is not like the
weather. You can do something
about government. We can’t rep-
resent you if you won’t tell us what
you want. You need to be informed,
organized and ready to take action.

“Don’t give up on the government,
but be involved in it. We need to
restore the idea that the people are
the government, but only if the
people will stand up for what they
believe in. The more people we have
participating in decisions, the better
the decisions will be.

“Your help and involvement will
give Texans the kind of government
they want and deserve.”

Laney said other important legisla-
tion this session will include an
attempt to change or repeal the
Homestead Act, which precludes
Texans from taking a “second mort-
gage” on their homes; tort reform;

and property rights.

AUSTIN — Insurance Commis-
sioner Rebecca Lightsey resigned
Jan. 27, making way for former
state Rep. Elton Bomer, who is
Gov. George W. Bush's nominee
for the post.

The day before her resignation,
Lightsey postponed a hearing on
auto insurance rates that she
had scheduled against the wishes
of Bush. Earlier this month,
however — in defiance of Bush
— Lightsey adopted rules that
end “red-lining,” a practice in
which insurers discriminate against
consumers based on where they
live.

Bomer, a Montalba Democrat,
once he is confirmed by the state
Senate, will be responsible for
balancing the interests of insurers
and consumers in revising the
benchmark rate for auto insurance.

A judicial panel has recom-
mended that the benchmark be
jacked up from 5 to 9.75 percent.
Insurance companies base their in-
dividual rates from 30 percent be-
low to 30 percent above the bench-
mark.

Meanwhile, Bomer said he wants
to beef up fraud-fighting efforts in
the Texas Department of Insurance.
“Fraud is very definitely a major
problem,” Bomer told a Senate
Finance Subcommuttee.

Bomer also said he plans to meet
Feb. 8 with a Travis County grand
jury that accused the department

of failing to investigate fraud and
cited “undue influence from the
insurance industry,” in a letter to
Bush.

TexPool: Live or Die?

Texas Treasurer Martha White-
head says she will oppose legisla-
tive efforts to kill the state’s Tex-
Pool investment fund.

In December, depositors who
likened TexPool to the bankrupt
investment fund of Orange County,
Calif., withdrew $2.3 billion from
the $3.7 billion fund.

State Rep. Bill Siebert, R-San
Antonio, said he is considering a
bill that would shut down TexPool
and privatize it.

Whitehead, who campaigned to
abolish the Treasury and cede
its functions to the comptroller’s
office, said TexPool should remain
state-run, and pointed out that
the fund has grown back to $2
billion since the December run by
depositors.

Since December, however, com-
peting private funds run by for-

mer state Treasury officials have

swelled.
No More Laptop Games

Texas House members are just as
likely as anyone else to suffer from
human frailties.

And so, John Bender, House di-
rector of communications, ordered
the Texas Legislative Council to re-
move all games from the laptop
computers assigned to every state
representative.

“It seemed somewhat of a
distraction,” Bender explained.

Speaker James E. “Pete” Laney
told the Austin American-Statesman
he never knew the games were
loaded into his computer, and ad-
mitted that he hasn’t yet learned to
switch on the unit.

Bans on games in state comput-
ers already exist in Virginia, Ken-
tucky, West Virginia and Pennsyl-
vania.

Ticket Scalping Targeted

Sen. J.E. “Buster” Brown, R-
Lake Jackson has introduced a bill
that would outlaw ticket scalping.

The measure would prohibit

the resale of event tickets for a
price higher than that offered to
the general public by the event
SpONSor.

This is the sixth time such a bill
has been filed. A similar bill passed
the Senate two years ago but died in
the House.

m Gov. Bush tentatively is
scheduled to deliver his first State
of the State address to a joint
session of the Texas House and
Senate on Feb. 7.

s The Texas Senate has con-
firmed Gov. Bush’s choice for
chairman of the State Board of Ed-
ucation, Houston chiropractor Jack
Christie.

» The Texas Trial Lawyers Asso-
ciation is supporting legislation by
Sen. Eddie Lucio, D-Brownsville,
to toughen the penalties for filing
frivolous lawsuits. And prisoners
who file frivolous lawsuits could
lose their good conduct time under
a separate proposal by Sen. John
Whitmire, D-Houston.

s While discussing his support
for 'legislation allowing Teéxans
to carry concealed handguns, Lt.
Gov. Bob Bullock said, “I have no
reason to believe that my fellow
Texans are cave men and women
who are going to go out and shoot
everybody walking up and down
the street.”

s Gov. Bush last week said he
would support legislative efforts
that would abolish most public
funding of abortions and require
mandatory notification of the par-
ents of minors seeking abortions.
He also poo-pooed a bill spon-
sored by Rep. Debra Danburg, D-
Houston, that seeks to increase
penalties for criminal trespassing
at clinics where abortions are per-
formed.

s Nine Texans who earlier
filed a successful challenge to
the state’s congressional districts
have filed a similar suit in a
Houston court against the Texas
Legislature in efforts to prevent
future elections under the current
election plan for state legislators.
Plaintiffs say the districts are
“racially gerrymandered.”

EPA, WPS researc

The latest in comn research and the
latest intrusions into farmers' lives by
the federal govermment highlighted
Friday aftcrnoon’s session of the
22nd annual Texas Corn Growers
Association meeting in Dimmitt.

James Esty of the Texas Dept. of
Agriculture discussed the new
Worker Protcection Standards from
the Environmental Protection
Agency. As with many government
rules, they arc somewhat ambiguous
and require producers, applicators
and workers to know the rules.

Many ag chemical products will
have various warnings on them, but
Esly cxplained that it is up to
producers to know the rules.

Producers will also have to have
various signs, depending on the
chemical, as well as special clothing,
cquipment and other emergency

nccds much more accessible than in
the past.

Esty, who will be responsible for
enforcing the rules in a six-county
arca including Castro County, said
that producers would generally be in
thc clear as long as they were
attlempting to abide by the spirit of
the ncw regs.

“It doesn’t make any difference if
you farm by yourself, you and your
son or if you have 15 hired hands,
you have to wear what is required on
the label,” Esty said. “This rule will
change the way you do business.”

Esty said cnforcement is already
underway and will continue during
the summer,

“Wec have already been given a
specific number of you individuals
that we must inspect,” Esty said.
“Agricultural workers of all sorts,

Every farm must have:

» Information at a central location,
including a safety poster; record of
month, day and specific time of
application, including the tech-
nical name of what was applied,
EPA regulations covering the
chemical and the restricted entry
interval, and name, address and
phone number of the nearest
medical facility.

» Pesticide safety training. If you
pop a cap on a product, Esty said,
you must be trained as a handler.
Hoe hands and others must have at
least worker training.

 Emergency assistance. It is the

producer’s responsibility to take a

person who may have been

exposed to the nearest medical
facilityul

If ‘you
mix, lpad and apply chemicals,
you must have, within a quarter
mile, water, soap, paper towels
and clean overalls. If you use
chemicals with a yellow waming
label, you must have one quart of
eyewash and goggles available.
Other products require water, soap
and paper towels be accessible.
About 400 persons took part in

training sessions offered by TDA and

Texas Corn. Sessions in English and

Spanish helped those attending gain

certification as chemical workers.

Extension Agronomist Dr. Brent
Bean kicked off the afternoon by
discussing short-season com and how
water and plant populations have an
effect on yields.

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USDA plans to extend, target CRP contracts

The US Decpt. of Agriculture
(USDA) is taking several actions
regarding the Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP), including modify-
ing and extending CRP contracts,
improving the targeting of the CRP
1o more environmentally sensitive
acres and using conservation ease-
ments on the most environmentally
scnsitive acres.

“The CRP has bcen a tremen-
dously beneficial program for pro-
duccers and for the general public,”
said former Sceretary of Agriculture
Mike Espy, when he announced the

changes in December.,

He noted CRP has saved soil,
cxpanded wildlife habitat and popu-
lations, improved soil, air and water
quality, enhanced wetlands and en-
couraged tree plantings.

“Al the same time, it has reduced
deficiency payments, strengthened
[arm income and helped balance the
supply and demand of agricultural
commaoditics,” Espy said. “These
actions will cnable the department
10 maintain substantial CRP partici-
pation and target CRP to achieve
cnhanced environmental and conser-

producers to sign up for long-term
conservation agreements (LTA).

The agreement cannot be made
for more than five years. A practice
must be completed by Sept. 30.

The maximum payment limitation
for an LTA is $3,500 multplied by
the number of years of the
agreement. The last year of the
LTA should be a maintenance
agreement.

1995 Insurance

Requirements

All producers must purchase at
least the minimum level of crop
insurance to be eligible for certain
farm program benefits beginning
with the 1995 crop year.

Among these benefits are the
Consolidated Farm Service
Agency’s farm loans.

This minimum level, which is
called the catastrophic lcvcel, covers
50% of approved yicld at 60% of
the cstablished market price. Higher
lcvels of protection arc available
from private crop insurancc agents.
The catastrophic level is available
from private crop insurancc agents
and local CESA officcs.

Producers must purchasc
insurance on cvery crop that is
“economically  significant”—any
crop that has contributed in the
previous ycar or 1S cxpected 1o
contribute during the current year,
10% or more of the total cxpected

" valuc of a producer’s sharc of all
crops he or shc grows in the
county.

The cost to producers IS an
administrative fee of $50 per crop,
with a maximum of $200 per
county, not to cxceed $600 for all
countics in which a produccr farms.
This fcc must bc paid when a
producer applics for coverage.

Crop insurance must  bc
purchascd by cstablished dcadlincs
called “sales closing dates.”

In Castro County, the sales
closing date by crops arc:

Com March 15, 1995
QOats March 15, 1995 (CA'l only)
Couon March 15, 1995
Sugar Becets March 15, 1995

Grain Sorghum March 15, 1995
Sunflowers March 15, 1995
Soybeans March 15, 1995
Potatocs March 15, 1995
Barlcy March 15, 1995 (CAT only)

Crop insurance cannot be
purchascd after these dcadlines
pass. If a producer docs not

purchasc insurancc on cconomically
significant crops, he or she will not
be cligible for benefits for other
farm programs.

If a producer wishes to
participate in farm programs or
anticipates applying for CFSA
owncrship, opcrating or emergency
loans previously administered by
FmHA, he or she must take one of
the following actions before the
sales closing datc shown above:

1. Coniact a crop insurance
agent who can answer questions
and sell all levels of crop
insurance. A list of local agents is
available at the county CFSA office.

2. Visit your CFSA county office.
A CFSA representative can explain
the catastrophic coverage level,
complete the necessary application
and collect the required fee.

3. Call the local CFSA office and
ask them (o mail you an
application, which you may
complete and return o the office,
along with the required fee.

For more information, contact a
local CFSA rcpresentative or a local
insurancc agent.

Farm Changes

Produccrs arc asked to notify the
CFSA olfficc as soon as possible if
any changes in farm owncrship,
operators, clc., occur.

This will cnsure accurate records
on producers in the office.

Conservation Compliance

Conscrvation compliance is still
in clfect and the plan a producer
has on his or her farm remains in
cllect.

Producers should remember that
they must be actively applying their
plan 1o bc cligible for program
bencelits.

Spousal Signatures

A husband and wife can sign
documcents on behalf of each other
for CFSA and Commodity Credit
Corp. (CCC) programs in which
cither has an interest, unless written
notification denying a spouse this
authority is provided to the CFSA
office.

Spouses cannot, however, sign an
ASCS-211 or ASCS-211-1 on
behalf of each other.

Dairy Refund

Payment Program

Producers who reduced their
1994 milk marketings compared
with 1993 milk marketings must
apply for a refund by March 15.

When applying for a refund, a
producer must furnish his or her
printout from AMPI.

vation benefits.”

During the 1995 calendar year,
the USDA will consider requests
from CRP participants who wish to
be relcased from their CRP con-
tracts or who wish to modify their
current contracts to reduce the
amount of acreage subjected. USDA
will also request and consider bids
from producers who wish to cnroll
new acrcage in the program, subject
10 a ncw 10-ycar contract.

To be accepled, ncw acrcage
must mect higher environmental and
conscrvation critcria and provide
significant soil erosion, water qual-
ity, or wildlifc benefits. Only the
most cnvironmentally beneficial
acres will be selected for new con-
tracts. In addition, the amount of
new acreage which may be enrolled
cannot exceed the maximum under
law.

USDA also will establish criteria
ensuring that acreage released from
CRP contracts in 1995 can be prop-
erly managed for conservation pur-

poses.
In order to target CRP toward the
most environmentally  sensitive

acrcs, USDA anticipates that the
acreage which will be released from
current CRP contracts under this
action will be acreage that would
likely be returned to production
upon expiration of the contract.

“By providing an opportunity for
CRP participants to request an early
release from their contracts, we will
be able to retarget the CRP and
enroll new, more environmentally
sensitive acres under new, 10-year
contracts,” Espy said.

USDA also intends to offer all
CRP participants the opportunity to
modify and extend their contracts
upon maturity, beginning in 1996.
The Secretary of Agriculture is au-
thorized under provisions of the
Food, Agriculture, Conservation and
Trade Act of 1990 (1990 ACT), to

offer CRP participants the opportu-
nity to modify and extend their
CRP contracts for another 10 ycars,
beginning in 1996, This authority
applies to 10-year contracts entered
into prior to the enactment of the
1990 ACT on Nov. 28, 1990.

The sccretary also has the author-
ity to offer CRP participants who
cntered into 10-year contracts after
this date the opportunity to modify
their contracts to extend their expi-
ration date an additional five years.
CRP participants whose contracts
were scheduled to expire in 1995,
but who modified the expiration
date of their contract to 1996 under
the secretary’s announcement on
Aug. 24, 1994, would be offercd
the opportunity to modify and cx-
tend their contracts for another ninc
years.

Before USDA will modify and
extend a CRP contract, the rental
rates for the acreage subject o the
extended CRP contract will be re-
evaluated. Depending on prevailing
local rental rates for comparable
land, some CRP participants may be
offercd higher rental rates while
others may be offered reduced rates.

CRP participants also would bc
able to request adjustments in the
acreage covered by their contracts.
CRP participants would be able to
choose to keep all or a portion of
their current contractual acrcage
under the extended contract. In ad-
dition, CRP participants would be
allowed to shift acrcage from the
samc farm in the CRP cven if that
acrcage was not previously subject
to the CRP contract.

Howcver, in order 10 be consid-
crcd for coverage under the cx-
tecnded CRP contracts, any ncw
acrcage must be more environmen-
tally sensitive and providc greater
soil crosion, water quality or wild-
lifc bencfits than the acreage previ-

In the process of modifying and
cxtending CRP contracts, USDA
intends Lo offer participants the op-
portunity (o place conservation
casements on high priority acrcage.
Both cxisting and ncw high priority
acrcage would be considercd for
conservation casements.

“By purchasing conscrvation
casements, we will be able (o cn-
surc that the most environmentally
sensitive lands remain protected,”
said Deputy Sccretary Richard
Rominger.

The actual
terms and conditions of the actions
will be developed through the regu-
latory process, and USDA plans to
have regulations in place to imple-
ment these actions by this summer,
The actual level of allowed partici-
pation would be subject to the
availability of appropriated funds.

“There is probably still no one in
government who can be indicted for
using common sense. The problem is
not a Republican or a Democrat
problem. The people who are a
problem ‘aren't even (political)
appointments. The problem is layer
after layer of bureaucracy. We
already have term limits, just ask the
people who lost in November. We
have a problem with bureaucrats who
have been worked for 20 or 30 or 40
years who answer to no one.”

Bennett said all commodity
groups, not just Texas Corn, need to
continue to work to “make us work
for common sense.”

“These groups have an impact,”
Bennett said. “They must act as a
catalyst rather than an obstacle.”

Ellis said local offices were
working well, but problems still exist
at the state office in Temple to an
extent and in Washington to a large
degree.

That will soon change for the old
FmHA as its agriculture functions
move to CFSA. The office in Temple
will have its staff cut from almost 90
workers to 50 workers by Oct. 1 and
40 workers next year. Most of those
folks will move into the
field—literally.

“They will be going from farm to
farm, taking our services to the
farmer instead of the farmer going to
the office,” Ellis said. “It is going to
be less and less important where
offices are located, because we will
come to you. We will not be sitting
behind desks. We will be circuit
riders.

“Pcoplc are angry not because of

taxes but because we are not acting
quickly to meet their necds. We want
lo streamline our operations SO you
get a yes or no that is quick and fair.
We want to get your stuff processed
and on time. People tell me that if
we are going to say no we need to
say no and not wait a year and a
half, and if we are going O say yes
we need to tell them yes before it is
time to plant.”
. Kocich is with the agency which
may have the most changes in thce
biggest change in federal government
since the New Deal in the 1930s.

“The first thing we do every day is
ask what has changed since
yesterday,” said Kocich.

FCIC is changing the way disaster
payments will be made to farmers. A
bill signed by President Carter in
1980 brought all-risk crop insurance
into play, but there have also bcen
14 ad hoc disaster bills—onc a
ycar—every year since.

Not any more. Now, farmers must
have crop insurance to participate in
the farm program, and crops (cven
non-program crops) must be insurcd
to get any relief. No insurance, no
disaster payment.

Kocich reminded producers they
may get insurance from a private
agent or through CFSA, but they
have to have insurance by March 15
to be eligible for most programs in
1995.

Kocich said catastrophic or multi-
peril coverage is required for crops

Farmers will have to expect (o Lake
a hit of up to 50%, decpending on the
loss and other specifics.

“And don’t forget, fees arc paid at
the time you apply,” Kocich said.
“You need to bring your checkbook
with you, because they’ll ask you
before you apply.”

Riley, a Sunnyside-area producer,
said the state committee’s operations
won't change much from the way it’s
been going for the last two ycars he
has been chairman: they’ll be fair,
and stay within the law.

“Somctimes we back clcar plumb
against the law, but we stay within
the law,” Riley said. “Thc commillce
is very farmer-sympathetic.

“Pcople say Democrats can't be
conscrvative, but we are showing
them how. We have saved morc
money and delivered more programs
than the previous administration and
we have done it faster. We don’t
apologize for it.”

Riley said the evolving CFSA will
be “farmer-friendly, and we want o
make it understandable for cveryonc.
We arc doing more with lcss people.
We do 12% of the business with lcss
than 12% of the budget. The problem
has been with burcaucrats who have
been entrenched. Many of them don’t
know much about farming but they
don’t mind telling farmers how o
run their business.”

She wouldn’t have had a chance
at the office if her first opponent,
Clayton Williams, could have only
kept his foot out of his mouth. But
she lucked in, and it was one of the
best things that ever happened to
Texas.

While George W. Bush was
guiding the Rangers organization in
Arlington, Gov. Richards was sav-
ing the General Motors plant across
town, convincing the GM hierarchy
that if they closed the plant, then
GM—not Texas—would be the big
loser.

She represented our state 1o
many interstate and international
companies during her term, letting
them know how welcome they
would be in the Lone Star Statc,
what a dynamic market and econo-
my and business climate we had,
and how hard Texas was working
to produce a large force of educa-
ted, can-do workers.

Largely as a result of her
work, Texas continues to lead the
nation on many cconomic [ronts—
including the all-important high-
tech industries.

I was personally milfcd at her
when she declined the invitation (0
take part in our county’s Centennial
cclebration in '91. She owed our
county nothing politically (wc had
given Williams a majority in the
1990 election), but I thought 1t
would have bcen an appropriate
ceremonial thing for a governor 10
do, and we had invited her well
ahead of time, and she would have
been welcome and well-received
hcre. But I don’t know what the
demands on her time were then. |
decided she probably had her rca-
sons, and I got over it.

I saw no good rcason for us (0
vote her out. I felt that she deserved
another term. She was a "sweep”
victim of the ballot-box revolution.

She cxited with grace. She vaca-
lcd the govermor’s mansion well
before she had to, to give Gov.
Bush and his family plenty of time
to move in and get organized be-
forc the inauguration. Then she
madc herself  scarce, heading to
California on family busincss,
yiclding the full spotlight to the
ncw govemor.

But we haven’t heard the last of
her, I'm sure.
