There is another thing that is as

sure as death and taxes—sickness.
The average American man is ill
once a year; the average Ameri-
can woman nearly twice as often;
the child of school age twice as
often. These are figures taken
from a study made by the Com-
mittee on the Costs of Medical
Care, which is coming to the end
of a five year study of the econ-
omic aspects of the prevention of
dizsease and the care of the sick.
These illnesses total about 130,-
000,000 every vear. Their direct
cost in mony is computed by the
Committee at $3,105,000,000,

This is a huge cost, reckoned
either in terms of time lost or of
money expended. The cost would
be huge even if we could foresee
just when we will fall ill, just how
serious the illness will be, or just
how long it wil last. None of
those Rhmgs. however, can be fore.
seen, and to all the other burdens
that illness imposes upon us must
be added uncertainty.
