U.S. Geological Survey
Continues Local Mapping

Engineering field parties of the
Topographic Division of the U. S.
Geological Survey are initiating
surveying operations for the prep-
aration of accurate topographic
maps of approximately 1700 square
miles including portions of Hale,
Swisher, Castro and Parmer Coun=
ties. The State of Texas is ex-
pediting the program by providing
50 percent of the funds expended
on this project. The Texas Water
Commission will use this mapping
in connection with the development
of the water resources of the area.

The eastern portion of the project
extends south from Happy. to a
point 5 miles south of Plainview.
The northern portion of the area
extends westward from Tulia to
about 6 miles west of Bovina.

Mr. John B. Franks, Project En-
gineer in charge of the work has
set up field headquarters at Dim-
mitt. Field parties are also sta-
tioned af Plainview, Tulia and Bo-
vina during the winter and spring
months.

The finished fopographic maps
are published in rectangular sheets,
called quadrangles, Each quad-
rangle embraces 7% minutes of
latitude and longitude and at this
latitude they will contain about
61 square miles of mapping. They
will show roads, houses, political
boundaries and all other man made
features, as well lakes, ponds, ir-
rigation wells, the courses of
streams, and other water features.
T addition, these maps depict the
shape and slope of the land sur-
face, its hills' and depressions and

give its altitude above sea level.
Numerous elevations will be shown
and the shape of the land will be
and the shape of the land will be
depicted by means of contour lines.
Quadrangle maps of adjacent areas
can be joined to show any desired
area such as a city, county, or
school district.

Topographic maps serve as a
basis for the study and solution
of many problems relating to the
activities that are affected by the
character and relief of the earth’s
surface. The problems may involve
mineral or water resources, pros-
pecting and  mining, engineening
construction of all types, location
of industrial sites, urban planning,
military requirements, and recrea-
tion. ,Good maps facilitate the de-
velopment of all projects that deal
with the ‘land. Although any one
mapping project may be partially
related to a particular develop-
ent program or a specific need,
the topographic mapping of the
Geological Survey is done essen-
tially because these maps have a
general purpose value and be-
cause it is sound economy to have
them on hand for any specific
planning that future developments
or imvestigations might require.

In the preparation of these maps,
the mbst modern engineering me-
thods are employed. Aerial photo-
graphy and precise photoraphmet-
ric instruments are a part of the
basic mapping process, but field
surveys are still required at two
stages. The first of these is to

establish control points - that is,
elevations above sea level anti-
geographic positions and to identi-
fy and classify the buildings, roads,
ponds, political boundaries, and
other features on the aerial photos.
The control surveys and the de-
liniation of the cultural features

on the aerial photographs are now

in progress in this area. The most
modern electronic distance measur-
ing instrument, the Electrotape,
will be used to establish the geo-
graphic positions. The cooperation
of Iocal residents and land owners
in assisting the field parties en-
gaged in these surveys will be
reatly appreciated.

....Over twenty five thousand too-
graphic maps have been published
by the Geological Survey and se-
veral million copies are distributed
annually. Available without char-
ge are state indexes showing areas
covered by published maps, a fol-
der describing topographic maps
and a brochure entitled ‘“The Geolo-
ical Survey’’ Most of the topo-
graphic quadrangle maps are sold
for thirty cents a copy and may
be ordered from the Geological
Survey, Federal Center, Denver,
25, Colorado.

Nitrogen Gives
Boost To Grains

A topdressing of nitrogen fertili-
zer on fall-seeded small grains will
boost forage production for lives-
tock grazing during tthe fall and
winter and will increase
yields.

Nitrogen is usually the main need
for such topdressing, since ample
phosphorus and potassium should
be applied near seeding time.

Using the right kind of fertili-
zer at the right time has provided
dividends in most areas of Texas,
reports R. J. Mears, Extension
Agronomist, Texas A & M Uni-
versity. To determine the most ef-
ficient rate of nitrogen, or any fer-
tilizer, soil should be tested. Also,
the proper amount is directly re-
lated to the available moisture in
the soil, he explains.

However, on East Texas sandy
soils and the Gulf Coast Prairie,
application of 30-40 pounds of ni-
trogen per acre in December or
January or after each grazing is
recommended where soil moisture
is adequate. On the blackland soils
of Central and Northeast 'Texas, 30
pounds of nitrogen per acre in Jan-
uary has proved beneficial, says

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Oregon Letter
Gives Inside
View Of Flood

(EDITOR’S NOTE: The follow

ing letter gives a first hand ac

count of the disaster area in the
flooded state of Oregon. The let-
ter is from Mrs. Bob Gunderson,
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. R. E.
Duke of Sunnyside. Her husband
is a car salesman in Roseburg,
Oregon and she is employed at
Welfare Office there. They live
23 miles from Roseburg in the
mountains on a small ranch. The
letter was written December 27,
1964. The Gundersons have two
girls. The bridge mentioned in
the letter is their only connection
10 the highway.)

Dear Folks,

T'll try to let you in on some
of the Ilast week’s happenings.
Monday night on my way home
from work I mailed your Christ-
mas cards. I came on home and
we went to Umpgua School for
the Christmas  prognam.

‘Dad (Mr. Gunderson’s father)
didn’t go because he thought the
water was coming up pretty fast
in Hubbard Creek and he thought
he might save the bridge if he
could keep the logs off or prevent
a log jam.

We got home from the program
ebout nine and it was still rainihg
hard and the water was still rising.

- Dad stayed up all night. We tried

to get him to. go to bed because
we were afraid he would get him-
self killed trying to save the bridge.
So none of us really slept much.
Then about six o’clock Bob got

‘up and decided to move the cars

over on the other aide of the
bridge. By this time the water

We had already heard that there
wouldn’t be any school.

Mr. Gunderson and
Bob work at the same place.)
called said they had a slide at
their place so we got on our coats
and started to go out and look
around a little and se if we could
see their place and we looked up
the creek and a log jam had
broken loose and I mean it looked
like those big logs were going to
be thrown right in our living room.
Anyway we got away from the
house just in case and back up on
the road back of our house and
we could hear a big rumble and
looked up toward Mr. Leonard’s
place (another neighbor). They
live up on the road right by the
gate where we turn to come down
to our place and we saw big rocks
amd trees coming down the moun-
tain by their house.

LEGISLATIVE PROFPOSALS TO
BE INTRODUCED

The convening of the 89th Con-
gress closes one phase and begins
another in the dramjatic and fas-
cinating process of our American
governmental system. With the
election  over, and having deter-
mined the priorities of his pro-
gram and policies, the President
turns to the Congress with a ser-
ies of requests for legislation to
accomplish results he seeks. Pub-
lic attention will be shifting to
Capitol Hill, to the actions of the
House land Senate. But it is doubt-
ful that any quick action will come
on any substantial legislative mat-
ters. The organization of the new
Congress must be completed. Com-
mittees must prepare their agen-
das and begin hearings. New Mem-
bers of Congress - 2 in the House
and eight in the Senate - must
settle into harness. And the great
ceremiony of a Presidential inaugu-
ration ‘will command the spotlight
through January 20. .

Along with mew proposals to be
introduced, those backed by the
President and his administration
as well as those offered by House
and Senate members on their own,
many legislative measures not @ac-
ted upon in the 88th Congress of

1963-64 will be reintroduced in the|

89th Congress. If they are to re-
reice consideration, these measures
must be introduced again because
all measures not -acted -upon  in
the 88th Congress died upon its
adjournment. e

These are among the measures
which I introduced in past sessions
of the Congress and which I am
preparing to submit again:

1. An amendment to the tax
laws to increase personal and de-
pendents’ income tax exemption
from $600 to $1000. :

2. A bill requining that all de-
cisions of the U S. Supreme Court
be participated in by the full Court,
and that any vacancies or absen-

ces in the: membership of the
Court shall be temporarily filled
by circuit judges.

3. An amendment to the Inter-

state Commmerce Act to insure the |

adequacy of the natiomal railroad
freight car supply.

4, Amendments to the Communi-
cations Act to prohibit the rule-
miakeing powers of an indepen-

dent agency from being used for

changing basic law and policy. It
is my belief that changes in basic
making powers of an indepen-
haw and governmental policy should
be made only by the people through
their duly elected representatives.

5. A bill to authorize establish-
ment of the Alibates Flint Quar-
ries and Texas Panhandle Pueblo
Culture National Monument near
the site of the Canadian River
Dam. ;

6. A resolution providing for a
thorough Congressional investiga-
tion of State Department person-
nel and policies.

7. An amendment to the Con-
stitution to permit Comgress, by a
two-thirds vote of both houses, to
overturn decisions of the Supreme
Court declaring Federal or State
laws to be unconstitutional.

8. An amendment to the Consti-
tution to permit the House of Rep-
‘resentatives to have a voice, with
the Senate, in ratifying treaties.

9. A bill to close ports of the
United States to all ships engaged
in trade or commerce with Com-
munist Cuba.

10. A resolution - providing for
an investigation of the production,
distribution, and exhibition of ob-
scene motion pictures ard - their
ladvertising. .

These are a few of the measures
I have introduced in the past. I
will continue to advocate their a-

doption. All will be reintroduced

so that the appropriate committees
of the House may give them con-
sidemation : ;

while 75 years i a good many,
they will hiardly bear comparing
with the accretion of wisdom dis-
played by a certain carp with
which he once was practically on
speaking terms, so to speak. -

Before the talk expands to in-
clude the migratory paticrn of the
Canada goose and the housekeeping
talents o the honeybee, Raney’s
twin brother, Edgar, former mayor
of Dimmitt and unofficial historian
of the town, will oblige the com-
pany by updating them on the
latest events.

At least that’s the way we hope
it will be, because few gatherings
these days are privileged to have
both the Rlamey boys on hand at
the same time.

Edwin and Edgar have only mis-
sed spending one birthday dinner
together. They missed celebrating
their January 14, 1918 birthday
together. This was during World
War I end Edgar was stationed
in Balboa Park, California with
the U. S. Navy and Edwin was
feeding caftle in Dimmitt.

Edwin and Edgar Ramey, re-
tired farmers who live in Dimmitt
and own a spread ‘on the divide
between Dimmitt and Nazareth,”
arrived there with their parents
and two brothers and two sisters

from Madill, Okla., in 1904. The
twins attended school at Dimmitt
and Clarendon ‘“‘enjoyed the bene-
fits of herding sheep and cattle
for free,” and in due fime miar-
ried and settled down to living
with the economics of & time when
winters were hard, farm prices
erratic, irrigation unknown and
‘‘a dollar pretty hard to come by.”

Edgar got into the farm machin-
ery business in Dimmitt. Edwin
ran the farm - a happenstance
which, he says, was all to the
good, since it allowed him time
and means of developing a hobby
while brother Edgar was town-
bound, minding the store.

One day in 1913 Edwin winged
a wild goose. He nursed it back
to health, and the bird decided to
stay around. He (or she) was a
handsome voyager from the North,
an inveterate gabbler, and Edwin

.| thought it would only be fair to

provide some company. So he tried
winging a few more of the flyway
visitors, and presently he had a
flock of 30 ringnecked Canada geese

“Well,” says Edwin, ‘“‘you know
how it is with a hobby. It just
grows on you.”

He set himself tc becoming an
expert on these great travelers
which annually make the roundtrip
from Canadia to the South of the
United States. He read up on them
corresponded with hunters and na-
turalists, watched his wildly inde-
pendent flock.

Word. of his interest and know-
ledge got around, and one day he
whas invited to talk about wild
geese to a gathering which : later
became the nucleus of the Pan-
handle - Plains Historical Society,

‘Henry Ansley - he was editor,
or something, of the Amarillo pa-
per at thiat time - was in the
audience,”’ says Edwin, ‘“‘and when
he wrote up the meeting he re-
ferred to me, as ‘Goose’ Ramey.
Well, the name stuck, and that’s
what I've been called ever since.”

The name by now hlas traveled
far and wide as the birds on which
Ramey is an authority. seese
banded on the Ramey farm have
been found in all parts of the
country, and for many years Ramey
was busy answering correspon-
dence from hunters and sportsmen.
Moreover, combining expert know-
ledge with the physical appearance
and speaking style of Will Rogers,
our farmer turned-naturalist found
himself in demand as an affer-
dinner wit whose hobby was 4lso
a source of entertaining anecdote.

“It was a good thing I had the
farm,” he says. ‘It paid for the
geese and all the other things. I
guess I've miade speeches from
Fort Worth on west, I don't know
how many times.”

Typical of the Ramey delivery
on his favorite subject is his story
of the $50 gosling.

‘Once back in the early days,
the late Gene Howe of the Amarillo
newspaper heard I had some wild
Qanada geese. He was a great
sporisman, and he wanted one of

the geese, sa he offered me $50]

and a year's subscription to the
Amarillo Daily News. I turned it
down, though, because the goose
was setting on four eggs. Only
one hatched, and I'll always re-
member it as my $50 bird.”
Howe bided his time, however,
and presently learned that Ramey
had produced another conversation
piece in the shape of a darp that
he had thrown in a stock tank
and kept as a pet.

“He was real friendly, that carp.”
says Ramey. ‘‘Age, food and gent
ling brought him around, as it will
anything, from a woman on down.
So Howe wrote a piece in his
column about how I had a carp
that hopped in and out of the
tank, walked around the farmyard,
even talked to me.’ Well, it was a
right smart carp, anyhow. It lived
for 22 years before it accidentally
flopped out of the tank and died.”
Despite these distractions the Ra-
mey farm prospered, surviving
“$1 wheat, 10-cent cotton and 8-
cent hogs.” Among other opera-
tions the Rameys were some of
the first farmers to summer-fallow
their land, resting it betwén crops
and watching the market with a
canny eye.

They also developed a dep in-
terest in their community.
Edgar Ramey served as the se-
cond mayor of Dimmitt from 1929
to 1932 and was instrumental in
sefting up the first public water
system. Edwin became president
of the school board, master of the
Castro County Masonic Lodge, and
a member of the board of direc-
tors of the Masonic Children’s
tat Fort Worth.

- Edwin also found time to serve
as a volunteer weather observer -
a job which enables him now to
declare with authority that rain-
fall has decrelased while Panhandle
winters have become warmer and
twisters less frequent.

Edgar retired from the farm im-
plement business in 1944 and Ed-
win bade farewell to active farmisg
la few years ago.

Edwin still keeps a few wild
geese on his farm property, but
at the mpoment his interest has
turned to bees.

‘“Nobody’s going to give you
much frouble with bees,”” he says
“You just stick a hive by a fence
post, and that's that.”
Meanwhile Edgar

keeps in

touch with local events.

He likes to stroll around town
and keep tab on who's who and
what’s what,”” says Edwin. He's
also a right smart hand at col-
lecting contributions for Boys Ranc
He’'s got the folks educated to
paying up.”

As for having a twin, it’s in a
way wonderful and in another way
embarrassing,”’ says Edwin.

When he ran the store and I
was on the school board, teachers
were always coming in and telling
Edgar their troubles. Edgar would
listen till they were finished, then
say they probably ought to speak
to his brother about all that.

When I asked him why he did-
n’t talk up sooner, he’d just say
he didn’t think it was polite to
interrupt people until they finished.’

Edwin Ramey is married to the
formier Lena Tate of Dimmit. They
have ‘two children, Mrs. O. J.
Beane of Friona, who will be hos-
tess for the birthday party, and
Bub Ramey of Amarillo.

Soybean,
Cottonseed Support
Announced

* Charley E. Hill, Office Manager
o the Agricultural Stabilization and
Comservation Castro County Office
today announced support prices to
be in efect or 1965-crop oilseeds.
‘The national average supports will
be $2.25 per bushel for soybeans
amd $43.00 per ton basis (100) grade
and county ‘support rates with ad-
justmemts for grade and quality
difference will be announced later.
“Bx determining the support ri-
ces for soybeans, and cottonseed,
several factors were considered.
Among these were the supply of
the commodity in relation to de-
mand, the ability of the Commodity
stocks acquired under price sup-
port, and the support levels for
other commoities.  The law  also
provides that whenever the price
of cottonseed or soybeans ‘is ‘sup-
ported, the support price of the
other must be kept at a level
which enables these commodities
to compete on equal terms on the
market.” i :

The; 1965-crop levels compare to
suppoorts for 1964 crops of $2.25
per bushel for soybeans anhd $44.00
per tom for cottonseed.

The decrease of $1 per on in
the support price for cottonseed
reflects the smaller market prem-
iwms for cottonseed oil for use in
salad_oils in ' the United States
now %han a few years ago. A
Iosver support level for cottonseed
refative to soybeans is appropriate
to assure that the two oilseeds
enter the market on, equal com-{
petitive terms.

The price support announced to-
day for soybeans is expected to en-
courage production of soybeans at
levets high enough to supply do-
mestic and foreign demand' and
to help mainfian prices and in-
come fo growers. Eugxble pro-
ducers can receive :price support
on their 1965 crop soybeans through
warechouse and farm. storage loans
and purchases, as individuals or
through their cooperative marketing
association. Application for sup-
port will be available at the Castro
ASCS County Office through Jan-
uary 31, 1966. Leans will mature
on July 31, 1966.

Cottonseed price supports is car-
ried out primarily by means of a
product purchase program as it was

for the 1964-crop. The price an-|

neunced today is the support to
producers. The level to ginners
will ‘reflect an added amount to
cover costs at the gin. Purchases
of cottonseed from ginners and
farmers may be made from the
earliest date of ginning through
February 1966. Tenders of pro-
ducts from participating oil mills
will be received through 1966 or a
iater date approved by the Com-
modity Credit Corporation.
