ed a butcher knife across it," Ramey said.
"It's an oddity here because of its size—
if anyone knows of a bigger grindstone in
this part of the country I'd like them to
call me collect, because I'd want to see it."

WE CANNOT agree that our government
will not respond to direct political action
through the normal channel—the ballot
box. If a revolution is to be, our Constitu-
tion provides the means for it—the ballot
box. Through our nation's 200-year history,
we have indeed had several revolutions.
We have brought about sweeping changes
in national direction that would have re-
quired armed revolts in many countries.
But our revolutions have been brought ab-
out mainly through the use of the same
bloodless battlefield—the ballot box.

Of course our democracy has its faults.
But what form of government hasn't? Win.
ston Churchill termed democracy as "the
worst form of government yet devised by
mankind—except for every other form ever
devised."” Often our democracy works with
maddening slownegs, but it works nonethe.
less.

It may take your entire lifetime or long-
er to cure the ills that plague our society
today. But those ills that should be cured
governmentally can be cured if enough of
our government's members—voters—de-
mand that they be cured. Our democracy
was built to respond to the vox populi—
the voice of the people—and if your de-
mands have merit, they'll be heard.

But not unless you make full use ofJour
new power to vote. If you simply don't
care, you'll actually be an enemy of demo-
cracy.

THE CHALLENGE and the opportunity
are now yours, if you will take advantage
of your new status as voting Americans.

The announcement of a forth-
coming visit to Mainland China
by our President has brought
forth much speculation in Wash-
fngton as to the future of our
diplomatic  relationships  not
only with Red China but with
our traditional allies as well.

I FERVENTLY hope that the|
President’s visit to Peking will

not result in a normalizing of
relations with Peking on Pek-
ing’s own inflexibly stated
terms.
on our part should be taken
with full recognition of the past
activities of the Chinese Com-
munists. We must remember
that the present government in
Peking has demonstrated irra-
tional attifudes in the past and
that it is responsible for the
exportation of a most intransi-
gent brand of communism.

The Chinese Communists have
insisted that they be recogniz-
ed at the total exclusion of the
Nationalist Chinese, with whom
we have enjoyed a long and
beneficial alliance. The Red
Chinese have insisted in the past
that the United States abandon
its mutual defense commitments
with the Nationalist Chinese and
that we withdraw all our mili-
tary forces from the Western
Pacific and Asia.

It is essential to cur own na-
tional security that our West-
ern Defense Perimeter be main-
tained. This defense perimeter
consists of our mutual defense
alliances in the western Pacific.
It includes garrison forces in
South Korea, Japan, Taiwan and
the Philippines. Without this
defense perimeter, we would be
forced to retire to a sort of
“Fortress America” with only
Bawaii and our possessions in
the Pacific to serve as outposts
for the continental United States.

THE PURSUIT of such a pol-
icy would leave the American
Influence in Asia and the Pac-
ffic at an unacceptably low lev-
el. With the United States no
longer a viable alternative to
Chinese communism, our pre-
sent friends and allies would be
forced to either “go it alone”
or make an accommodation with
the dominant force in Asia. Such
accommodations might well re-
quire the exclusion of the Unit-
ed States from fair treatment
in the economic markets of the
Pacific.

The United States could quick-
ly become an economically iso-
lated fortress as well as a mili-
tarily vulnerable one,

We need our Western Pacific
Defense Perimeter and we need
a viable Taiwan in order to
preserve it. Taiwan is an essen-
tial link in our defense peri-
meter. It possesses a growing
military importance as we de-
escalate in Vietnam.

Windmills have been
torn from their joints when not
strongly constructed, and spin full
speed from the forceful winds,

So, it is very unusual to see a
mill on the Parish farm calmly
turning cnly 20 strokes per min-
ute during one of the well-
known windstorms. Their revolu-
ticnary vane (thil) is a gover-
nor which controls wheel revolu-
tions and rod strokes and results
in a steady stream of water
flow, no matter what direction or
wind velocity.

WITH THE current dry weather
situation, Parish thinks it's a
good time to put their windmill
on the market, and plans to do
so in the near future. Much in-
terest has been shown by farm-
ers and ranchers in the area,

AMONG THE changes are
bag and minimum size limits
on catfish, prohibition of snag-
ging as a method for takng
fish, and the closing of the seas-
on on ggeme animals, game birds
er fur-bearing animals in state-
pwned river beds and railroad
rights-of-way.

The commission approved 10
slatewide law changes and a
Jengthy list of changes for spe-
cific regulatory counties,

Before taking action on the
proposed changes, the commis-
sion reviewed the results of
statewide public hearings that
were held May 3-7. Theso
hearings helped acquaint sports-
men and landowners with the
roposed changes and allowed

em to voice their opinions.
A total of 1,485 persons attend-
ed the hearings in the 223 coun-
ties under the department’s re-
gulatory authority.

THE commission did not act
on quail seasons or bag limits,
in order to give field personnel
additional time to assess bird
population and conditions around
the state.

The new changes will be in-
cluded in the department’s Hunt-
ing Guide and Fishing Guide,
both to be available to the pub-
lic before the hunting seasons
open.
