The purpose o f  any govern­
ment ought to be the greatest hap­
piness o f  the greatest number. 
That is what makes America d if ­
ferent from moat other nations.

W E L F A R E ................................rights
Under the term "w elfa re"  we 

are beginning to develop lu this 
country a theory that people 
should have, not what they want 
but what somebody thinks Is good 
for them It seems to me that ev­
ery »uch effort * an infringe­
ment on the moat fundamental of 
human rights, the right to live as 
one pleases

It is an easy step from telling 
people what is good for them to 
Insisting upon their ehangiug their 
(ways o f  life to eonform to some 
standard o f  living that has been 
derided u|kiii by authority. Under 
the American system fortunately 
nobody has any authority to tell 
anybody how they ought to  live 
and what they ought to do.

A good many o f  the plan* which 
are being tried, however, -took to 
me like efforts to bribe people In­
to ordering their lives In ways 
which they would never do volun­
tarily. Paying money from public- 
funds to keep farmers from plant­
ing whatever crops they please is 
one such example.

1N DEPEND EN UE....................... help
There is no sure road to happi­

" Independence." The happiest peo­
ple are those who are least de­
pendent upon other*. family, 
friends, society In general, or 
government.
