advises that he has orders to run
the plant from 8§ o'clock in  the
morning until 10 at night until
further orders. He had no state-
ment to make as to how long the

plant would be operated, but sald
it would run several days during
the peak load period which comes
at this time of the year due to ex-

tra loads imposed by the electric
gins in this division

Wade Greenslit, who moved here
