The House called for a test 
vote Thursday that can toss 
President Truman’s fact- 
findiny formula out the 
window in favor of far more 

^  sweeping legislation to curb indus­
trial strife.

An admittedly powerful coalition 
of R(!publicans and Southern Dem­
ocrats made the outlook dubious for 
the President’s fact-finding pro- 

-4̂  posai, already much modified.
Tliis groui3 lined up behind a 

broad strike control bill introduced 
by Rejj. Caee tR-SD), and this was 
tile measure hastening a showdown.

The test vole issue was whether 
the case bill should be brought up 
for consideration. An affirmative 
answer would make it the only sub­
stitute possible in the House for 
the diluted version of the fact­
finding measure asked by Truman.

More important, said House lead­
ers who would not be named, vic- 

.'tory in the test vote will mean the 
case bill will be approved almost 

fin  its present form.
To Put Up Fight

However, the bill’s opponents 
ivould not acknowledge defeat. 
These Congressmen, chiefly close 
friends of organized labor, termed 
the substitute bill one designed to 
•‘break unions.”

Some opponents of the case plan 
told newsmen, however, that their 
chief hope of killing the proposal 
is to “keep it so stringent” that the 
Senate will refuse to approve it or 
Truman later will veto it.

The case bill would establish a 
labor-management mediation board 
which wuld try to settle disputes it 
found affected the public interest. 
In addition the measure would :

( li  Require mutual observance of 
— contracts by employers and em- 

■ “S ; (2) deny collective bargain- 
ii/'\ • reemployment rights to work­
ers fling organized boycotts or viol- 
cuc 'f-iii picketing: (3) provide for 
legal i-rosecution of management if 
it used violence; (4) deny employe 
rights to unions of supervisory 
workers, such as foremen; and (5) 
repeal many of the present anti­
junction laws, by permitting issu­
ance of injunctions in certain cases 
of labor unrest.

The alternate choice is the Labor 
Committee - approved fact-finding 
measure which would set up the 
boards asked by Tiuman, but would 
deny them the subpoena power and 
make no provision for a “cooling 
off” period while the boards met.

$750,000 Blaze Destroys Hangar

Army To Permit Wives To Go Overseas
W A SII INGTON — (/P)—  

The Army put the clincher 
Thursdtiy on what it has 
been saying about a long 
occupation job. It’s going to let 
families of officers and top non- 
coms join them overseas.

The step has been advocated in 
and out of Congress for months both 
as a stabilizing influence for the 
occupation forces and as a contri­
bution to morale.

Normally the Army does not per­
mit famlies to join men on active 
service overseas unless they are en­
gaged in strictly garrison duties.

The tipofi of an extended oc­
cupation job was the announcement 
that priority will go to families of 
men agreeing to remain abroad two 
more years, or at least one.

Personnel affected by the an­
nouncement are commissioned and 
warrant officers; master, first, tech­
nical and -staff sergeants, and cer­
tain War Department civilian em- 
jiloyes whose families are author­
ized by law to travel at, federal 
expen.se.

For families technically eligible 
there were some catches in the pro­
gram announced late Wednesday by 
the War Department.

In the first place, theater com­
manders must certify that adequate 
housing, food and medical care is 
available.

Preference will be given families 
of those with the most service since 
Pearl Harbor.

Applications must originate with 
the men overseas.

The War Department indicated 
that the movement of the first de­
pendents to Europe is expected to 
start some time after April 1. A 
month later it will get under way 
to the Philippines, Japan, Korea 
and the Ryukyu Island chain.

WASHINGTON—OP)—The House 
Military Committee Thursday spik­
ed Administration hopes of early 
action on a continued draft law 
and universal military training.

It decided to concentra.te instead 
on a new national defense act. And 
Chairman May (D-Ky) pointed out 
that all other Army proposals nec­
essarily will hinge on the new act’s 
contents.

The committee already has held 
long hearings on universal train­
ing, but the new move evidently 
wiped out plans to resume them 
now. No hearing date has been set 
on the question of extending the 
draft, which is due to expire May 15. 
Committee On Defense

A special nine-man subcommit­
tee was assigned to work out re­
commendations for the postwar 
defense act which will blueprint 
the overal pcacètime structure o f  
the Army.

The Army meanwhile moved to 
slop up the flow of replacements 
for long-service GIs overseas. Tile 
training period for future replace­
ments was ordered 'cut to a;ight 
weeks.

The War Department lias been 
claiming that it is hard put to pro­
vide sufficient replacements to keep 
¡race with the iirescnc rate of de­
mobilization.

They were led to a field a short 
distance away, where the Germans 
searched each man, taking per­
sonal effects, the statement con­
tinued.

Then a German armored vehicle 
v.as rolled up and its guns trained 
on the group of prisoners. A Nazi 
officer mounted on the vehicle 
drew his nistol, aimed at the group 
and fired. One of the prisoners 
fell, the statement 'said.

He aimed and fired again. An­
other American fell.
Machine Guns Open Up

As the second man went down, 
the statement went on, the mach­
ine guns on the armored vehicle 
opened up and sprayed lead for 
two or three minutes. The vehicle 
moved on and three others rolled 
past, machine gunning the knot of 
men, most of them already dead.

Later, German soldiers walked 
among the Americans, finishing off 
the wounded, the statement said.

"The soldiers struck them with 
gun butts or fired from a short 
distance into their temples or be­
tween their eyes," the document 
asserted.

"The shame of this deed will re­
main upon the German army,” it 
said. “We knew these men were un- 
aimed and had surrendered.”

Earlier, the tribunal heard that 
15 survivors of two American Lib­
erator bombers which crashed in 
Gei-many on June 21, 1944, were 
shot to death by SS police, who 
cynically reported the airmen, were 
slain “while attempting to escape.”

Nine bomber crewmen were taken 
prisoner by a German naval lieu­
tenant after their plane lost two 
motors to antiaircrait fire and was 
forced down in Mecklenbm^ Pro­
vince, captured documents submit­
ted to the court said.
Nine Others Shot

An SS officer took charge of the 
prisoners despite their violent pro­
tests and ostensibly set out to 
transport them to a nearby air 
base. Seven were shot enroute, the 
documents said, and two were shot 
later in the day.

At the same time and in the 
same locality, according to the 
German record, another Liberator 
crashed and seven other airmen 
were taken prisoner by Luftwaffe 
personnel and turned over to Se­
curity Police. One was so gravely 
wounded he was taken to a piili- 
tary hospital at Schwerin. The other 
six were shot “attempting to es­
cape.”

The German records showed that 
the Luftwaffe dutifully cooperated 
with the Security Police with the 
fore-knowledge that it meant the 
inunediate execution without trial 
of prisoners entitled to all the pro­
tection of the rules of war.

Charles Dubost, a.ssistant French 
prosecutor, declared that this mur­
der policy of the Nazis, shown in 
their files, was laid down at a. 
S K ie s  of conferences attended by 
Hermann Gocring, Joachim von 
Ribbentrop, Field Marshal Wilhelm 
Keitel, Col. Gen. Alfred Jodi and 
Ernst Kaltenbrunner, all defen­
dants here.

Meet Mr. Quill
The name of Michael J. Quill is unfamiliar to mo.st 

persons outside of New York City. - But Quilt, as a symbol 
of vast power in the hands of a virtually unknown man, 
is a phenomenon worthy of national attention.

Quill has two jobs. He is a New York City council­
man, elected as a candidate o f the Communist-dominated 
American Labor Party which helped put New York’s new 
mayor, William O’Dwyer, into office. He is also inter­
national president of the CIO Transport Workers’ Union, 
which runs New York’s subways, elevateds, buses, street­
cars, and the city-owned plants which provide power for 
most of these transportation lines.

In the .latter capacity. Quill clashed with Charles P. 
Gross, chairman of New York’s board o f transportation 
and a former major general in charge of Army transpor­
tation. Gross surveyed the city-owned transportation 
system, which has an annual deficit of som^ $55,000,000, 
and suggested that the city’s power plants be sold to Con­
solidated Edison.

This was because the job of reconditioning and im­
proving the power plants is expected to cost between 
.$15,000,000 and $100,000,000, depending on how well the 
job  is done. Gross has only the power to recommend such 
a sale, which would be up to the mayor and the City 
Board of Estimate.

* * *
But Quill did not wait on any orderly procedure. He 

threatened an immediate strike of all public transporta­
tion if the mayor did not promise a popular referendum 
before the city propertj" could be sold.

It is notable that Quill did not suggest a referendum 
of the people on the question o f a transportation strike. 
Such a .strike would have paralyzed the nation’s greatest 
city, whose population exceeds that of more than half the 
countries that make up the United Nations. Such a strike 
would bring a staggering lo.ss o f  money to labor and busi­
ness. Health and safety would be endangered. If the 
.strike were prolonged, its economic effect would be felt 
throughout the whole country.

But this made no difference to Quill, the public serv­
ant. Mike Quill, the union boss, was giving orders. And 
when he laid the proposition on the line. Mayor Dwyer, 
a man beholden to Quill and his left-wing party, had no 
choice but to give in on Quill’s terms. He promised a 
I'eferendum. So the strike was off. And the boss of 
.32,000 transport workers had told the mayor of a city of
7,000,000 where to head in.

* ♦ *
The moral of this is that, today, a man controlling the 

actions of a few thousand peope may exert tremendous, 
un.stoppable power for any reason that suits him. The 
question here was not one of labor relations though Quill 
wants to talk later about a $2-a-day boo.st for workers in 
a money-losing public enterpri.se. The que.stion was 
whether the city government should do business in the 
legal and accepted manner.

After his victorious meeting with the mayor. Quill 
told his membership: “ If you want to strike, city or no 
city, country or no country, you have that right.’ ’ And 
that would seem to be a perfect summing up of Quill’s 
attitude and sense of public responsibility.

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Nazi POWs Given 
Life Sentences

CAMP SWIFT—()P)—Seven Ger­
man prisoners of war were sen­
tenced Wednesday by an Army 
general court martial to life impris­
onment at hard labor for the slay­
ing of an anti-Nazi fellow prisoner.

They were convicted of joint ac­
tion with common intent in the 
fatal beating of Hugo Krauss at the 
Hearne, Texas, prisoner of war 
camp on Dec. 17, 1943. Krauss, a 
native of New York w'ho was in­
ducted into the German army dur­
ing a visit with his grandparents 
in Germany, died six days later.

According to testimony during 
the trial the convicted men beat 
Krauss because he had denied the 
truth of German reports on the 
war which the prisoners received 
by a secret radio.

The convicted prisoners were Sgts. 
Anton Boehmer and Helmut Meyer, 
Cpls. Guenther Meisel, Werner 
Jaschko, El-ich von Der Heydt and 
Heinrich Braun and Pfc. Werner 
Ho.ssann.

The record oi the trial will be 
forwarded to the commanding gen­
eral of the Eighth Service Com­
mand, who has the authority to 
grant clemency or reverse the ver­
dict. After his review the record 
will be sent to a board of review 
in the office of the Army’s judge 
advocate general, Washington, for 
final action.

Siaiislical Comeback
The National Retail Lumber Dealers As.sociation has 

charged that 750,000,000 board feet of lumber— enough 
to build 75,000 to 100,000 new houses— were exported 
this year under government license, and at better prices 
than are obtainable under domèstib OPA ceilings.

The Foreign Economic Administration, which 
granted the export permits* defended its original export 
program of 1 ,000,000,000 board feet by .stating that the 
proposed shipments represented only three to four per 
cent of our lumber production. That seeriis to be the be.st 
FEA excuse to date.

Such a comeback is, by nbW* a typical buteailcratiC 
dodge. Statistics frequently have a way Of tellihg only 
part of a story, but these are positively deceptive. What­
ever the projected lumber prodlictio'h for the year may 
have been, there is only a trickle Of it available for preseht 
housing needs.

There are current strikes in the iumbèrihg iildüetl’y 
that are holding up production. There ig a deatth of sea­
soned wood. There are other factOr.s that add tip to a 
lumber and housing shortage nOw* whatever the statistics 
say.

The 1945 lumber exports thay be ohiÿ a stnail frac­
tion of production in the la.st year of tvar. But thoge 
750,000,000 board feet shipped abroad wbtild have pro­
vided wood for from 15 to 20 për Cerit of thfe 5OO;6o0 hew 
housing units projected for 1^46;

Lumber is not food. We may be the world’s bigge.gt 
food producers, capable of lai’ge exports without suffer­
ing any domestic hardship. But we are not the only big 
lumber producers, and our housing shoftage Ig gtowing 
increasingly critical. Comforting statigtiCs ahd percent­
ages are not sufficient answers to thé presëht problem.

House Group Wants 
Secrecy At Tests

WASHINGTON — {JP)— Demands 
for a law that would forbid cut­
ting other nations in on results of 
the coming atomic bomb tests 
gathered steam Thursday on Capi­
tol Hill.

Members of the House Naval 
Committee said they intend to 
write the top secret idea into a 
pending bill by Chairman Vinson 
(D-Ga.) and send the measure to 
the House floor for a quick vote.

“I’ve talked it over with some of 
the others on the committee and 
I'm convinced almost all of them 
favor the secrecy requirement,’’ 
Rep. Grant (R-Ind.) told a re­
porter. “ I am quite certain they 
want it.”

Vinson has a.sked vice-Adm. W. 
H. P. Blandy to have a suggested 
draft of the ban ready for im­
mediate committee action. Vin­
son’s bill will make the tests fully 
legal by providing specific Con­
gressional permission to destroy 
ships chosen for the experiment.

The joint chiefs of staff have put 
Blandy in charge of the tests 
scheduled to start next May off 
Bikini Atoll In the Marshall 
Islands.

Grant got the committee Inter­
ested in his idea after Secretary of 
State Byrnes told reporters Tues­
day this government already ten­
tatively has decided to allow the 
United Nations Atomic Energy 
Commission to watch the atomic 
blasts.

WASHINGTON —(NEA)— For 
the first time in more than 400 
years, the foreign policy of Great 
Britain has undergone a radical 
change.

It i.s .shifting from "halance of 
P'owei'" politics towards greater re­
liance on international cooperation 
ilirough the United Nation,s Oi’ - 
ganization.

LialaiKc of Power Needed

Bnt today, NEA Service is re­
liably inl'ovmcd. it is no longer a 
question of balance of power in 
Kuro)ie. Germany and Italy are 
defeated and with France, Spain 
and tlie I.ow Countries all ravaged 
by war, tliere is no balance of power 
to maintain. Today tl\ere is only 
one nower in Euroiie, and that is 
Russia.

To be real, NEA’s source points 
out., a balance of poivcr today must 
be a balance of world power be­
cause the other great powers are 
not France and Germany, but the 
United States and Russia.

giving Its tiniest .suijporc, but, wdiich 
it seeks to strengthen in every pos­
sible way. Britain’s offer to put 
some of her African colonies under 
UNO tru.steeshii) i.s first evidence 
of this new trend.

So once llio United Nations Or­
ganization lias been set up and is 
in working order. Great Britain 
will ase Iier influence to acliievc 
three tliiiig.s:

1. IJisppl international distrust 
and establish world conlideiice.

2. Democratize the UNO.
3. Establi.sh ti world economic or­

der.
First, .she will try to iilace con­

trol of iitomic energy in the haiid.s 
of the Security Council. Thi.s 
does not mean .sharing the secret 
of atomic energy with till the wmld, 
but it docs mean placing the atomic 
bombs now in tlie United States at 
the (li.spo.-al of the Security Council 
should the need arise to employ 
them against an aggressor nation.

Then Great Bjitain will endeavor 
to make the United Nations Or- 
giniizatioii more democratic by in­
troducing a provision that at the 
end of rliree or five years, the dele­
gates to tlie UNO should not' be 
appointed liy tlie governments of 
tlie member states but should bo 
directly (dected bv the people of 
the various countries by universal 
suffrage of both sexes, exactly a.s 
United States Senators are now 
elected.

Tliis 'vould be a long step towards 
making Ihe United Nations As.sem- 
bly a real world parliament, from 
wiiicli might grow a world govern­
ment in whose favor each nation 
might relinquish a portion of its 
sovereignty, just as each state in 
the United States has relinquished 
a portion of its sovereignty to tlie 
Federal Government.
Trade Barriers Eliminated

Finally, in close cooperation witii 
I lie United States, (3reat Britain 
will try through t.he Economic 
Council of the UNO to establish a 
new economic world order, based on 
multilateral trade which, if trade 
barrier.s can be susce.ssfully elimi­
nated. would some day lead to an 
international currency.

In considering the changed for­
eign policy of the' British Govern­
ment. it is important that the 
American people should remember 
that the present British Goveni- 
ment is not a completely socialist 
governnient. At tlie last election 
the voters did not give the Labor 
Parly, wliich was returned to 
(lower, a mandate to socialize the 
country's entire economy. Tlie is­
sue of the election was the na­
tionalization of public utilities and 
certain key industries, and this is 
being carried out by as little in­
terference as possible with private 
enterprise.

The British labor leaders who 
form the majority of Mr. Attlee’s 
government are middle of the road 
men who have their feet very 
firmly on the ground. Some of 
their intellectual colleagues are

WASHINGTON —(/Pj— The gov­

ernment calls its warborn insur­
ance ”oi\e of the greate.st bargains 
in the world,” Yet only one out 
of five .servicemen keeps his policy 
in force after discharge.

The Veterans Administration, 
believing the percentage too low, 
announced it will place “ insurance 
teams” in di.scharge centers to col­
lect (iremiuins and encourage vet­
erans to keep their ¡lolicies.

Ninety-five per cent of all serv- 
icemeiit bought policies during 
World War II. The government 
ipceived 18,378,000 applications for 
8143,000,000,000 worth if insurance. 
Tlie total of applications exceeds 
the number in service because some 
policies were changed from time to 
time.

This makes the government bv 
far rhe large.st in.surance ‘‘company ’ 
in the world and its business al­
most equals, in .some categoric.s, 
the total of all private American 
enmoanies combined.

"The percentage of people keep­
ing tlieir policies after World War 
II is about double that of World 
War I,” Harold M. Breitling, as- 
si.st.ant veterans administrator in 
charge of insurance, said in an in­
terview.
At Psychological Moment

The soldier will be approached at 
a psychological moment, when he 
has discharge pay in his (locket.

Breining says the Life In.surance 
Association of the United States 
and the American Life convention, 
representing about all life insur­
ance companies, approve the gov­
ernment program.

"Private insurance firms learned. 
In World War I, that the govern­
ment program made the great mass 
of servicemen conscious of the 
value of life insurance,” .says Brein­
ing.

The government deducts suffici­
ent premium from a soldier’s pay, 
when dlscliai’ged, to keep the policy 
in force until the fii'st of tlie fol­
lowing month. The soldier then 
has 31 d.nys to pay another pre­
mium and keep the policy.

From then on he can make 
monthly, quarterly, semi-annual or 
annual payments.

If the policy lapses for a period 
up to six months he may reinstate 
it, without a health examination, 
merely by signing a statement that 
his health is as good or better than 
when he left the seiwice.

I Atomic Bomb Ship Test 
To Cost Half Billion

WASHINGTON—(/P)— The test of 
the A-bomb versus the modern war­
ship stacked up as a proposition 
that will cost close to a half billion 
dollars, if not more.

The exact amount was impossible 
to calculate, but Navy ligures sup­
plied an indication of what would 
be involved, in the forthcoming 
atomic experiment in the Pacific.

This is what they show:
It cost $230,000,000 alone for the 

mulls, and engines of the 47 U. S. 
combat units assigned to the guinea 
pig fleet.

It costs more than $100,000,000 
more for the Navy transports which 
make up about half of the 47 non­
combat types which also will be 
targets.

Moreover, Navy men have esti­
mated unofficially that the operat­
ing expenses involved in staging the 
experiment next spring will run 
approximately $100,000,000. The pay 
of personnel and cost of supplies 
would boost that total.

1,000-Mile Winds And 100-Foot Waves 
Await Fleet During Atom Bomb Tests

By ELTON C. FAY
WASHINGTON —(iP)— The atom 

bomb target fleet may be pum- 
meled by thousand-mile winds, 
hundred-foot waves and steel-fus­
ing temperatures.

Navy and Army experts prepar­
ing for the joint tests have avail­
able extensive information gleaned 
from the. studies made of the three 
bombs so far exploded—the initial 
test in New Mexico and the two 
attacks on Japan. - 
Factors Observed

Here are some of the factors the 
naval, military and scientific ex­
perts have observed or anticipated:

1. Following in the wake' of the 
initial pressure blast of hundreds 
of thousands of pounds per square 
inch at the core of the explosion 
is a true wind running up from 
500 to 1,000 miles an hour—a wind 
of short- duration but great in­
tensity.

(Any wind above 75 miles an 
hour is of humcane force.)

2. In the second lest, where the 
bomb is detonated at the surface 
of the sea, it is expected a wave 
measuring as much as 100 feet 
from trough to crest may race out­
ward.

3. In the very center, of the so- 
called “ball of fire,” a hot mass 
measuring about a third of a mile 
across, scientists believe heat up lo 
100,000,000 degrees Fahrenheit may 
develop. This temperature, of 
course, drops shan:ly as heat waves 
progress outward from the core but 
still remains highly destructive. 
At Hiroshima, American scientists 
have reported, virtually all persons 
within about one mile of the bomb 
who were not killed by mechanical 
causes were burned fatally or seri- 
ou.sly.

4. At the instant of explosion 
there is emitted a huge quantity 
of radiation. These radium-like 
waves killed inhabitants of Hiro­
shima and Nagasaki who were di­
rectly under the bomb, affecting 
the blood-forming tissues and caus­
ing the blood to seep out through 
apparently undamaged skin and to 
drain into internal cavities. Amer­
ican militai'y officials and .scientists 
say there was virtually no residual 
effect from the.se rays in the two

Japanese attacks. The bombs were 
exploded in mid-air and the rays 
dissipated too much to linger in 
the earth.
Tons of Radium

However, some scientists esti­
mate that a bomb used on the sur­
face, as in the second planned test, 
can deposit an enormous amount 
of radioactivity, equivalent to tons 
of radium. That menace has led 
the test planners to take elaborate 
precautions against accidents, in­
cluding the evacuation of islanders 
in nearby areas who might- be 
reached by radioactive water or 
clouds drifting out from the Bikini 
Atoll explosion.

Most scientists are confident that 
there is not even a remote pros­
pect of a chain reaction from the 
bomb which would spread outward 
either through the air or the sea, 
and affect far-away areas.

He taught a 
Pundav School class; he led a troop 
ol Boy Scouts that others had 
thought could not be handled suc­
cessfully: he was active and popu­
lar in many youth groups.

Werner also was a pacifist—ten­
tatively, a conscientious objector to 
militnr.v service. When the drgft 
came, he considered registering as 
an objector. But, he reasoned, in 
times like 1EH3 that was not a 
proper example to set for his young 
admirers in Mount Vernon. So, 
without protest, he donned a uni- 
foim April 14. 1942.

Righf-Eyed, Left-Eyed,
But Not Cock-iiyed

ROCHESTER, N. Y. —(IP)— Are 
you right-eyed or left-eyed? Here’s 
a simple way to test yourself, sug­
gested by Bausch & Lomb Optical 
Company scientists:
