‘READY TO GO WHERE JAP SOLDIERS GO'—

Homma 0f Death March Inlai&
Dies Before U. S. Firing Squad

MANILA—(#)—Lt. Gen. Masaharu Homma, a blz}ck
hood over his head and a white target over his heart, died
before a U. S. Army firing squad early Wednesday morn-
ing, calm and silent to the end.

The stocky Japanese, who was General MecArthur’s
foe in the 1942 Battle of the Philippines, died for ordering

the Death March on Bataan

and condoning widespread
atrocities in the Philippines.

The execution took place
at Los Banos, 20 miles south of
Manila, at about 1 a. m. It was
there that Lt. Gen. Tomoyuki
Yamashita had been hanged in dis-
grace. Homma had headed the Jap-
anese in victory in the Philippines
—Yamashita in defeat.

Thirty minutes after Homma
died, Lt. Gen. Hikotaro Tajima was
hanged for the atrocity slaying of
three American Naval fliers in May,
1944.

Without perceptible emotion, he
strode to the execution scene be-
tween an escort formed in double
ranks. A chaplain walked with him.

Homma stood silent, his arms
bound behind him, as the officer
in command read the charge, find-
ing and sentence.

Ready To Die

The Japanese indicated he had
no iast statement. Weeks before, he
had written to an old friend in
Japan that he knew he could not
escape the death sentence.

“I have failed to' fulfill my task
with justice and charity,” he wrote.
“, %I do not blame anybody-.. .

I want to go—the earlier the bhet-
ter—to the place where Japanese
soldiers - fell and where - American
soldiers sleep. I must apologize to
God for all my sins.”

The: conqueror of Bataan and
Corregidor was convicted by an
American military tribunal in Ma-
nila February 11. The United States
Supreme Court rejected an appeal
from the death sentence, and a few
weeks later General MacArthur up-
held the tribunal’s action, declar-
ing he could “find no circumstances
of extenuation” after a full study
of the case. ; ;

Wednesday, Mrs. Homma was re-
ported ill of typhus in Tokyo Im-
perial University Hospital. The
Mommas’ daughter, Michiko, told
Kyodo News Agency:

“The news of the execution of
my father took a weight off my
mind as I have pitied (grieved be-
cause of) father’s irritation in
awaiting execution.”

Milk, Butter, And
Cheese Prices May
Be Increased Soon

WASHINGTON — (#) — Retail
prices for milk, butter and cheese
are. “quite likely” to be increased
soon, government: officials predicted
Wednesday.

Both OPA and the Agriculture
Department have recommended in-
creases, and their proposals are be-
ing studied by the' Office of Econ-
omic Stabilization, according to
these officials who withheld use of
their names.

“The whole situation of how
much the increases may be is still
very much up in the air,” said one
official, “but in the case of milk
a jump of about a half cent a
quart looks about right.”

An increase of that amount for
milk, he added, would mean a hike
of about six cents a pound for but-
ter and about three -cents for
cheese. :

May Not Be Nationwide

There has been no«decision whe-
ther any milk price increase will
be nationwide. There is a possibili-
ty it may be authorized only for
the so-called deficit producing areas
—the South and the Pacific @ and
Atlantic Coast areas: {

OPA and the Agriculture Depart-
ment have recommended dairy pro-
duct price boosts primarily to try
to check declining production and,
if possible, to increase output of
fluid milk.

A secondary reason, officials said,
is a decision that something has
to be done about strikes and threats
of strikes in the industry.

NEW YORK —(&)— Iran
offered Wednesday to. let
the United Nations Security
Council shelve the Iranian
case temporarily provided
Russia would give assur-
ances that Russian troops would be
withdrawn from the country uncon-
ditionally by May 6.

The council, having received last
minute replies from both Russia
and Iran to /Ats inquiries,of last

Friday on the state of negotiations
between them, adjourned until 10
a. m. Thursday.

Russia said that troop withdraw-
als from Iran were not conditional
on other negotiations with Iran
over such matters as oil.

Troops will be out of the counftry
within a month and a half, the
council was informed in the mes-
sage from Ambassador Andrei
Gromyko, who however continued
his boycott of the Iranian discus-
sion by not actually attending the
meeting.

Direct Negotiations Had Failed

Iran, in a letter from Ambassa-
dor Hussein Ala, advised that ne-
gotiations with Russia, in accord
with a council”decision at London,
had failed, that Russian interfer-
ence in Iranian affairs had con-
tinued, that Russia had made de-
mands parallel with her troop with-
drawals——but that above all Iran
wants a friendly peaceful settle-
ment of the situation.

American Secretary of State
James F. Byrnes asked Ala what he
would suggest. The action-packed

| meeting, expected to produce dra-

matic results of one sort or an-
other ever since the eouncil voted
its inquiries to Moseow and Teh-
ran and adjourned last Friday, had
reached its apparent climax.

“If the Soviet 1representative,”
Ala said, “would be willing to with-
draw the condition of unusual cir-
cumstances which he attached to
the withdrawal of troops and give
the Security Council assurance of
withdrawal of all Soviet forces from
Iran effective May 6 at the latest,
Iran would he willing not to press
for further consideration of the
matter before the Security Council
at this time, provided the matter
was retained on the agenda.”

Is Good Break

This was possibly the break that
everybody had been working for.
Bvidently to avoid lettinguit get
tied up in parliamentary snélrls-of
the kind which so many council
meetings have produced, Dr. Quo
Tai-chi of China, council president,
suddenly stopped all discussion by

adjourning the council  until
Thursday. .
Members generally seemed agreed

that substantial progress had been
made. Russia had not snubbed the
council but given instead the sub-
stance of the main information it
wanted. Iran’s reply had offered, in
conjunction with Ala’s statement, a
possible solution.

The letter from Ambassador Hus=
sein Ala of Iran stated on behalf
of Iranian Premier Admed Qavam
that “Iran is animated by no spirit
of hostility: and it is our hope that
a settlement will be reached.”

This letter was read after one
from Gromyko had been prsented
by Council President Quo. Gromyko
stated flatly that Russian troops
would be withdrawn from Iran in
a month and a half. Their evacua-
tion, he asserted, was not depend=-
ent on oil or other negotiations.

Bodies Of Seven More
Wave Victims Found

HONOLULU —(#)— The multi-
million dollar debris of seismic
wave-racked Hilo yielded seven
more bodies Wednesday as weary
volunteers, spurred by a threat of
contagion, continued their unceas-
ing search.

The earthquake-born disturbance
—now completely subsided—took
possibly: 176 lives as it pounded
shores from the Aleutians to Ha-
waii, to California and to Peru.

The territorial toll of 79 dead
and 85 missing included: Hilo and
the island of Hawaii 55 dead and 73
missing; Kauail 12 and six; Mauil
seven and five, and Oahu five and
one. All bodies had been identified.

Added to these were 10 presumed
deaths in the Aleutians and one
each in California and Peru.

Pacific Fleet headquarters re=
ported it was in radio contact with
all Pagific islands on which there
were U. S. Naval installations, and
that it had no reports of any loss

of life. The Army also had no re---
ports of deaths.

Truman's Optimism

as explicit as security and diplomancy permit. Instead,
they are given two short sentences which treat an ob-
viously dangerous condition in a casual, offhand manner.
Consequently, it is little wonder that the comfort '_to be
found in the President’s statement was almost as brief as
the statement itself.

The people are to assume that there is no danger of
war next week or next month, and that the touchy rela-
tions between America, Britain, and Russia will soon pe
smoothed out. All of us, devoutly wanting to believe this,
would breathe a little easier if we know how it is to be
done, and by whom.

The President of the United States clearly possesses
a great deal of information in situations like this which
is denied to the press and public. It may be that Truman
knows future moves and plans, future policies which per-
mit him am airy, smiling dismissal of a course of events
which has thrown millions into a state of gloomy appre-
hension.

Perhaps he knows that Premier Stalin’s present pol-

icy is directed at security and not at imperialistic expan-
sion, and that it will shortly be abandoned. Perhaps he
knows how Anglo-Russian relations will speedily be im-
proved.
: Perhaps Truman knows in what manner the three
powers’ conflicting interests in the Middle East will be
adjusted to the satisfaction of all. i

If Truman knows this, then it would be well to pass

along thqﬁé more specific glad tidings to the apprehen-|

sive millions who are weak and weary from war, and who
hate and fear it as war probably has never before in the
history of man been hated and feared.

For today these apprehensive millions can see the
war clouds gathering again. And they see little forceful,
positive aetion to dispel them. They see the wartime alli-
ance of the British Empire and the Soviet Union split wider
and wider by a balateral broadside of accusation and
self-justification. They see the possibility that the United
Nations Organization may have to give an impotent
blessing to the fruits of conquest or see itself destroyed
by the departure of one of its most powerful members.

The apprehensive millions see themselves again at
the beginning of the road to war. Maybe they are wrong,
but they are worried. If there is no cause for alarm, let
them be given the true story as fully as possible. They
are the people who fight war and suffer from it. They
deserve to know.

With the world in its present state, we would make
the supplementary suggestion that Uncle Sam also be
given a pair of sharp eyes to see Where he’s going, and a
couple of keen ears to hear what’s going on. We aren’t
particular about the models, just so the eyes are 20-20,
and the ears are able to hear a diplomatic pin drop on the
other side of the world.

Food, Not Politics

UNRRA has agreed to turn over $250,000,000 worth
of foodstuffs to Russia. At the same time, our War Ship-
ping Administration has agreed to provide nine Liberty
ships to help carry some 600,000 tons of Russian grain
from Black Sea ports to France.

Food is a potent political weapon. And, on the basis
of these bare statements, Russia seems somewhat like a
politician borrowing money to pay for campaign cigars.
There may 'be extenuating circumstances, and if there
are, now would be a good time for UNRRA to come out
with them. The world relief agency should assure the
world that food is not being wasted or delayed at a time
of dire emergency when millions of lives are in danger
and every relief effort should be concentrated on the
speediest delivery of the greatest possible quantity.

Scientist Says Wave Was
Unproportional To Quake

PASADENA, CALIF.—(#)—Here’s
a seismologist’s explanation of the
tidal wave, from Dr. Charles F.
Richter of California Institute of
Technology:

“The wave seemed somewhat out
of proportion to the shock itself.

“Apparently conditions of earth
motion, the locality, depth of water
at the point of shock and other
factors caused an unduly heavy
wave, which fanned outward, probh=
ably traveling as fast as 400 mph
in deep water.”

There were indications the earth-
quake, first registering here at
6:38 a. m, (CST) Monday, may have
had its epicenter in the Aleutian
Deep, which at places plumbs 15,-
000 feet below the ocean’s surface.

‘Birth Of Nation’’
Preacher-Author Dies

RALEIGH, N. C. —(#)— Thomas
Dixon, 82, author of “The Clans-
man,” upon which the great, silent
motion picture, “The Birth of a
Nation” was based, died at his
home here early Wednesday after
a long period of ill health.

Dixon, a native of Cleveland
County in this state, began his
career as a lawyer but he soon turn-
ed to the Baptist ministry.

In all, he wrote 22 novels, dealing
with post-Civil War problems of
the South, love, and  social prob-
lems. “The Leopard’s Spots” netted
