\Keitel Says French Could Have
Invaded Reich As Poles Fought

NUERNBERG—(#)— Field Mar-

shal Wilhelm Keitel testified be-
fore the intermational military
tribunal Thursday that only 20

divisions, including reserves, guard-
ed Western Germany during the
Polish blitzkrieg and ‘“a French at-
tack would have met with no Ger-
man defense.”

“We, as soldiers, were very, much
surprised that nothing took place
except skirmishes between the Mag-
inot Line and the West Wall,” he
said.

Keitel, on the witness stand in

his own  defense, said both Allied
and Axis secrets leaked out ‘through
the close connections of the Bel-
gian and Italian  royal’ houses.”
This he said was a factor in Hit-
ler's war planning.

“We received, for instance, a
number of reports that Belgium
was heing subjected to strong pres-
sure by France and Britain to re-
linquish neutrality x x x.” Keitel
said. “Hitler told us .only a short
time in advance of his final deeci-
sion in the spring of 1940 to violate
the Low Countries’ neutrality be-
cause he feared the Allies would
learn of it through the same royal
relations.”

Still brusque in his second day
on the stand, the gray-uniformed
Wehrmacht leader said the Munich

Pact in 1938 was an unexpected !

peolitical development that “made
us generals extraordinarily happy
because we did not believe we were
strong enough to pierce Czecho-
slovakia’s frontier fortifications.”
Didn’t Mind Breaking Word

Their opinion of Hitler's shrewd-
ness enhanced, the generals had no
misgivings when Germany then
moved to swallow up the Czechs
regardless of Germany’s pledged
word, Keitel said.

When Hitler began threatening
Poland, he continued, high army
officers clung to the belief that the
“Czech problem had been solved
without firing a shot and perhaps
other problems in the East could
be solved that way.”

Keitel declared he personally was
misled into thinking the Soviet-
Germai1l pact of August, 1939, made
certain “Poland would not be re-
calcitrant in negotiations.” He
said, however, that he knew Hein-
rich. Himmler had requested Polish
uniforms to costume persons parti-
cipating in faked border incidents.

After: a whirlwind conquest in
the East, Keitel went on, Hitler's
first objective was to protect the
Ruhr from French motorized forces
reported massing on the Belgian
frontier, but later this aim was en-
larged to include a knockout blow
against France with a single thrust
through the Low Countries.

Delegates to the UNO Security Council meeting in
New York had their knowledge of American folkways in-
creased when, on opening day, they were introduced to
our quaint custom of feather-bedding. ;

This practice, in case anyone doesn’t recall it, is 1.1ot
to be confused with bundling. It consist of paying a union
membér for standing around and doing nothing whlle a
member of another union (or of no union) gets paid for
doing the job that the idle union member is paid for not
doing.

Sometimes the practice is varied by having the union
member paid for not doing a job that nobody else is doing,
as when theater orchestra musicians draw pay for not
performing at a play which doesn’t use any music before
or after, or during the intermission. ortunately, the
UNO delegates escaped this variation. That is just as
well, for they must have been sufficiently confused by
their own simple problem.

This problem involved a jurisdictional dispute among
several AFL unions, including the electrical workers and
the movie, radio, and television operators; over who should
run the television broadcasts. This was the 50th juris-
dictional dispute at the temporary UNO headquarters dur-
ing the two weeks it took to transform the Hunter College
gym into an arena of international discussion. All the
others were settled before the delegates were seated.

It looked for a time as if the 50th dispute might leap
the bounds of television and tie up other and more®usual
communications. For there was some talk of the elec-
tricians taking out all electrical equipment unless their
boys got to operate the television, or at least got paid for
it.

So the feather-bedding was. agreed on. The tele-
vision operators did the job, and an equal number of union
electricians “drew an equal amount of pay. Word got
around that some of the more thrifty UNO officials didn’t
like the idea. They seemed to take the attitude that some
of the 51 mationg footing the bill for this meeting and
other UNO activities might object to picking up the tab
on this double-or-nothing basis.

We can excuse their attitude, on the grounds that
many of the delegates are newcomers to our shores and
1_'es}1;dents of countries where money isn’t as plentiful as it
is here.

* * *

But if the United Nations Organization is going to
live here permanently, the members will just have to get
used to and aceept our customs.

Haven’t they ever heard of James Caesar Petrillo,
that stalwart ehampion of feather-bedding? * Petrillo is
almost as much of an American institution as is the hot
dog or the atomic bomb. He has led one army of stand-
ins after another, and, thanks to the laws of our land up
to the present, has never known defeat.

Where §ames Caesar has led, other lesser comman-
ders have followed, until now feather-bedding is an ac-
cepted and legitimate chapter of Americana. So don’t
2o trying to change our quaint customs, gentlemen. Just
pay up.

Like Calvert, Dr. Rainey also has
received similar backing from
friends. A Rainey-for-Governor-
Club in Vernon recently forwarded
his $100 filing fee to the State Dem-
ocratic Executive Committee, with
instruction that his name be placed
on the ballot.

It was during the hectic state
Democratic convention here in Sep-
tember of 1944 that Calvert gained
statewide renown as a champion of
liberal thought.

He fought stubpornly  for the
Roosevelt forces and, with the aid
of other liberal stalwarts, s"‘wept the
New Deal faction into control of
the party machinery.

Calvert has been active in the
legislature. He first came to the
general assembly in the 43rd regu-
lar session. He served in the 44th
session.and was elected speaker of
the 45th session. r

He unsuccessfully ran for attor-
ney general in 1938.

That was a reunion’ of two close

buddies, veterans of the war
against the Japanese. /
Marine Pfc. Roy E. Wilkinson

traveled 2,000 miles from his home
at Rutland, Vt., tor Butte because
he “just had to see how Kappy was
getting along”.

The reunion was almost exactly
one year after the pair crawled
ashore on bloody Iwo Jima. It
came as a result of correspondence
between Wilkinson and the Bish-
ops.

Selfishness Rapped
By Lester Grant In
Rotary Club Address

Tester Grant told Rotarians at
their meeting Thursday noon in the
Scharbauer Hotel the world must
be stabilized and quickly, after
blasting at the wave of selfishness,
greed and avarice which is sweep-
ing the globe.

He said the human race should
adopt the initials GAS for greed,
avarice and selfishness unless it
changes its ways, and that to re-
verse them means SAG, the sure
result of such a program.

“Study world affairs and take an
interest in them,” he urged Rota-
rians. “Don’s neglect the editorial
pages of the newspapers. Our legis-
lation is not based on merit; it is
based on votes and blocs.”

He predicted that selfishness will
lead to slavery and power rule and
asserted that barbarism survives
under a government of power.
Predicts Big Boom

Grant predicted the greatest
boom in the history of the United
States during the next five years |
and listed “three favorable views.”
The first he listed as education
which he dsecribed as the ultimate
answer but a. futile hope now.

He listed second the United Na-
tions Organization which he assert-
ed has a charter of purposes and
principles but lacks power to com-
pel or even force treaties.

The third point, he emphasized,
was time which he said “operates
in your favor.” .

Generalissimo Stalin will die and
a man less strong likely will suc-
ceed him, Grant asserted. Bickering
other leaders will then
weaken the power of the govern-
ment.

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Allies’ War Secrets Gained By Nazis,
Operaiing With Immunity In Sweden

(World copyright by NEA Service,
Ing.)

STOCKHOLM — (NEA) — Vital
war secrets of the United States,
Great Britain, and other Allied
countries rolled . off like canned
goods from a conveyor belt operated
by a Nazi spy gang.in Sweden dur-
ing the war.

Detailed statistics on aircraft
production and exact specifications
of new weapons yet in the experi-
mental stage alternated with re-
ports on troop movements, shipping
news, and long lists of command-
ing officers in forthcoming opera-
tions.

A daring and efficient spy head-
nuarters, operating with impunity

s

in the capital of neutral Sweden,
collected by radio and courier up-
todate information on all aspects
of the Allied war effort and daily
transmitted its haul to Berlin by
code teleprinter. :

These disclosures, which throw
an entirely new light on the “sec-
ret war” against the United Na-
tions, have been made to NEA Ser-
vice by 2 man who knows what he
is talking about — the chief code
teleprinter employed by the Nazis
until the end of the war, who shall
be called X here.

Although X’s loyalty was not
questioned by his superiors, his
work was of so confidential a nat-
ure that a special supervisor was
assigned to him. Every afternoon
at three o’clock a controller would
appear at the code room to see
that all copies of teleprinter mes-
sages received and dispatched dur-
ing the day were properly destroy-
ed. ]

But X, himself thoroughly train-
ed in all the tricks of the profes-
sion, knew how to deal with the
situation.

X Not Arrested

On May 8, within a few hcurs
of the first news of Germany's un-
conditional surrender, the Swedish
government broke ‘off diplomatic
relations with the Reich and seized
the German official buildings and
archives in the country. Seventy
members of the legation personnel,
including 20 notorious Gestapo
agents, were interned, pending their
deportation to occupied Germany,
which was effected in August.

The provident Herr X was not
among those arrested and expelled.
In addition to recording for' pos-
terity the secrets of the Nazis’
greatest espionage center, he had
performed, in the final phase of
the war, sundry services for' the
Allies, particularly for the Danish
and Norwegian underground. Now,
in reward, he was permitted to
stay in Sweden until arrangements
could be made for his departure for
an overseas country.

Before he left Sweden, in Feb-
ruary of this year, Herr X handed
his hoard of microfilms over to an
NEA representative for publication
in U. S. newspapers.

Although the material saved from
destruction by the ingenious X cov-
ers only a comparatively short pe-
riod (from mid-January to April
20, 1945), it comprises about a
thousand original reports filed by
Nazi agents all over the world. Re-
ceived and relayed by code tele-
printers, the messages are couched
in a dry technical language, with
a bit of slang, or a few profanities
added here or there.

KOREA REBUILDS MONUMENT
OF HERO WHO' LICKED JAPS

'SEOUL —(#)— Korea’s monument
to its famed Admiral Lee, who
turned back an overwhelming Jap-
anesé naval force in 1597 by using
an ironclad warship more than 260
years ahead of its advent in the
west, is being erected. It had been
taken down by the Japanese.

(Serves 6-8)

Six tablespoons shortening
(chicken fat, salad oil, ete.), 1/2
cup chopped onion, 1 1/2 cups
chopped  celery, 2 teaspoons salt,
1/8 teaspoon:pepper, 1/4 cup flour,
1 1/2 teaspoons curry powder, 1 cup
boiling water, 4 cups cooked lamb,
cut in small pieces, 2 1/2 cups lamb
stock, 3 tablespoons lemon juice, 4

cups. hot cooked rice, 4 thick slices | @

onion, parsley. ‘

Melt the shortening and cook the
chopped onions and chopped celery
in the shortening until they are al-
most tender. Mix together the salt,
pepper, flour and curry powder; add
to the vegetables and shortening,
stirring until all the ingredients are
well blended. -

Add the boiling water and sfir
constantly until a smooth- paste is
made. Add the cut-up lamb and
lamb stock to the curried vegetables
and stir constantly until the sauce
is thickened. Add the lemon juice
just before removing the curry of
lamb from the heat. Arrange the
hot cooked rice in the bottom and
around the sides of a well-greased
three-quart  heat-resistant  glass
casserole. Pour the curry of lamb
in the center of the rice in‘the cas-
serole; arrange the slices of onion
