Delegate Asks UN Action On Spanish Issue
NEW YCRK — 1/P)— Alexandre 

Parodi, French delegate to the 
United Nations Security Council, 
Saturday night demanded that the 
controversial Spanish question be 
kept before the United Nations de­
spite Russia’s veto killing a sub­
committee recommendation.

"After the stand taken by the se­
curity council on the Iran issue, 
we can't afford to let the Spanish 
issue drop, veto or no veto,” Par­
odi said in remarks prepared for 
a national radio program. “We must 
not give up. This issue is too im­
portant.

“We must not permit conditions 
to exist in Spain which might make 
it a springboard for some future 
war. I think it is essential that 
some action be taken against Fran­
co, despite the failure of the se­
curity council to act this week.”

Curtain Lifted 
On Government's 
Secret Rocket

PASADENA, CALIF.—(,P)— The 
curtain lifted Saturday on another 
of the government’s ultra hush- 
hush testing laboratories, and the 
earth shook in the process.

While a collection of newspaper 
and magazine writers held their 
ears, scientists demonstrated the 
power of jet propulsion. It was a 
roaring, quaking affair. The motor 
of a “WAC Corporal,” this country’s 
answer to Germany’s V-2, was 
trained into a hollowed-out hill­
side and ignited.

A sheet of searing fire blasted the 
cliff and shook the concrete ob­
serving room. Since it was a static 
test, no missile was launched. The 
test simply displayed the power 
which sent the WAC Corporal— 
so-called for security reasons—sky­
ward in recent tests in New Mexico.

The rocket is only one of several 
projects developed at California In­
stitute of Technology’s jet propul­
sion laboratory, hidden away in 
the hills behind Pasadena. Here, 
throughout the war, some of the 
nation’s top scientists worked in ut­
most secrecy with Army and Navy 
experts on the Corporal, on Jatos, 
the rockets which lift planes into 
the air after incredibly short runs, 
and on the hydro-bomb, a sort of 
plane-carried torpedo which still is 
partially secret.

The commission will take testi­
mony bearing on reservoir pressure, 
gas-oil ratio, percentage of water 
produced and rate of oil production. 
Cporators will be asked to recom­
mend what they consider to be the 
most efficient rate of production 
from each field or reservoir.

Both the new hearings will be 
held in Austin.

The first on August 13 will take 
in fields from District 5 in Van 
Zandt, Henderson, Hopkins and 
Hunt counties.

The second on September 4 will 
consider testimony from 45 fields 
in District 9, located in Archer, 
Baylor, Clay, Cooke, Foard, Jack, 
Montag\ip, Wichit,'!, Wilbarger and 
Young counties.

WINANT TO MEMORIALIZE FDR
WASHINGTON —(/P)— John G. 

Winant, American representative on 
the United Nations Social and Eco­
nomic Council, will be the princi­
pal speaker at a joint session of 
Congress, July 1, to memorialize 
the late President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt.

The conference 
eliminated a sixth which came in 
for similar criticism—a provision 
which would have required OPA to 
obtain the consent of the federal 
district attorney before starting 
enforcement prosecutions.

Six Per Cent Hike 
In Freight Rate 
Is Authorized

WASHINGTON —(/P)— A Six per 
rent railroad freight rate increase, 
effective July 1, has been authoriz­
ed by the Interstate Commerce 
Commission, with exceptions for 
certain basic commodities.

A thi’ee per cent increase was 
authorized for products of agri­
culture, livestock and its products 
and low-grade products of mines, 
such as sand, gravel, broken rock 
and slag.

A further increase of five per 
cent, on top of the general six per 
cent boost, was authorized in offi- 
eial (Eastern) classification terri­
tory, except on anthracite, bitumi­
nous coal, lignite and iron ore.

Passenger fares remain unaf­
fected.

Hankins said when he attempted 
to run over the snake it coiled and 
reared as high as the cab window 
of his truck. He said it definitely

DALLAS — (TP) — Dallas Fire 

Mar.shal B. C. Hilton said Satur­
day that gas accumulations of an 
undetermined tyjre jurobably touch­
ed off the Baker Hotel basement 
explosion which took the lives of 
eight persons and injured 14 others. 
The eighth victim died Saturday.

Hilton said a closed investigation, 
attended only by witnes.ses and 
fire and hotel officials, had devel­
oped the belief that gas accumu­
lations cau-sed the blast Friday 
which rocked the 700-room, 18-
stoiT structure and trembled sk.v- 
scrapers throughout downtown Dal­
las.

“Our investigation has just start­
ed,” Hilton said. “It will take days 
and it could take weeks. All we 
know now is that an undetermined 
type of gas probably started the 
explo.sion. Wo may never know ex­
actly what happened. The persons 
\('ho could give us the most valua­
ble information are dead.”
Eighth Victim Dies

The eighth death was listed Sat- 
iirriav when James Thomas, 28, 
hotel wine clerk, died at a hospital 
from severe burns. He was in the 
hotel’s sub-basement when the 
blast occurred.

4. Senator Theo G. Bilbo, who is

any means” to keep negroes from 
voting.

Water Association was organized 
Thursday night at Big Spring, and 
Colorado City was authorized as 
trustee to file for the other cities 
an application with the State Board 
of Water Engineers for permission 
to construct a dam and reservoir I 
on the Upper Colorado River. The 
dam would impound a lake covering I 
about 110,000 acre leet from a drain­
age area of 1,507 square miles in 
Northwest Mitchell County and 
Southwest Scurry County. Water 
would be supplied to the live cities 
on an equal rate basis.

The average water user is en­
thused at.-the prosioects of having 
soft water, since the water available 
at each of the cities varies in de­
gree of hardness. Some officials 
believe it is problematic as to 
whether water su îplied from such 
a dam would be absolutely soft. It 
probably would have to be treated 
lor hardness, they said.
Midland Not Hard Hit

The City of Midland probably is 
better able to supply its demands 
for water than any of the other 
four cities in the association. Its 
present production from 14 wells is 
approximately 4,320,000 g a l l o n s  
daily. Its water is acknowledged as 
among the purest in this area.

Odessa’s production figures were 
not available, but City Manager J. 
E. Wilson said Saturday the city 
has 30 producing wells and its sup­
ply is not adequate to meet present 
demands. The city is 900 feet above 
the level of the proposed dam.

Big Spring, which has a heavy 
investment in its producing system, 
has been forced to request citizens 
to use water sparingly for purposes 
other than regular household needs.

Colorado City’s supply long has 
been inadequate, and citizens of 
that Mitchell County city are sched­
uled to ballot Saturday on a $171,- 
000 bond issue for repairs, exten­
sions and improvements to the 
waterworks system.

Snyder, too, is faced with a se­
rious water supply problem.

Shortages Will 
Last Till July

Meat and bread—two main staples 

in the nation's diet—were harder to 
find Saturday than at any time 
during the war. Prospects were 
that the tight supply would con­
tinue at least the remainder-of the 
month.

In July, trade sources believe, 
things should start getting better.

Economic Stabilizer C h e s t e r  
Bowles predicted more meat would 
be available for a few months after 
July 1, regardless of how Congress 
decides on the question of future 
price ceilings. The bread shortage, 
Bowles added, would be "eased con­
siderably” in 30 days.

The Department of Commerce 
supported Bowles’ contention that 
some of the current meat shortage 
was caused by some shippers hold­
ing back livestock to see if price 
controls are reported after June 30.

The Millers’ National Federation, 
a trade association of millers, ech­
oed Bowles’ prediction of an im­
proved bread flour outlook in 30 
days for parts of the country but 
said the full benefit of the current 
winter wheat harvest wouldn’t be 
realized generally until about Sep­
tember 1.

Fatal Accidents 
In Texas Rising

AUSTIN—OP)—startling increases 
in some types ol fatal accidents and 
another jump in traffic deaths, were 
reporter Saturday by the State De­
partment of Public Safely.

For the first five months of this 
year there were '̂ 08 traffic deaths 
compared with 507 in the same per­
iod last year. This was a 40 per 
cent gain.

In May, 108 Texans were killed 
and 730 injured in traffic acci­
dents, compared with 101 deaths 
and 408 injurjgs in May of last 
year.

The Safety Department reported 
an increase of 633 per cent in 
deaths resulting from accidents in 
which vehicles ran off the i-oad.

If insects 
walk over pr rest on this deposit 
long enough to obtain sufficient 
exposure they will be killed. Mos­
quitoes and flies often move toward 
the light when they are first af­
fected. They may then fly away 
and die elsewhere, but most per­
sons- are disappointed when they 
do not find a large^ number of 
dead insects after they have treated 
their premises.

“The best test of DDT’s effec­
tiveness is the absence of live in­
sects, not the presence, of dead 
ones,” Smoot said.

In urging Midland residents to 
continue to combat disease-bearing 
insects, Smoot said that one pint 
of five per cent DDT residual spray 
should be used for each 120 square 
feet of area to obtain a killing 
spray.
Fly Control
, For fly control, the solution 
should be painted on screens with 
a brush, and should be' sprayed on 
edges of ceilings, in cracks and 
crevices, on electric light cords, 
garbage areas and other places 
which attract flies. Strips of cloth 
may be saturated and hung at 
strategic points, since flies have a 
tendency to light on vertical sur­
faces.

For mo.squito control the solu­
tion should be applied to closets, 
porches, wall surfaces, ceilings, air 
conditioning units, dark corners, 
underneath beds, tables and other 
furniture, behind pictures, doors 
and window screens.

Cockroaches may be eliminated 
by dusting cockroach runs beneath 
lavatories, tables, and ice boxes, 
and in unfested closets and around 
and in the kitchen garbage pail. 
Fleas may be controlled by apply­
ing the dust to floors and other 
infested areas such as dog and. cat 
sleeping places. It may be dusted 
onto the dog, but is not recom­
mended for cats.

If DDT is swallowed accidentally, 
imrpediately drink a mixture of 
one rtablespoonful of mustard to a 
glass of warm water. Excessive 
inhalation of DDT powder should 
be avoided, and DDT oil solutions 
should not be allowed to remain on 
the skin or to saturate clothing. 
Smoot says. Never use a DDT oil 

j solution on the skin or coats of 
animals, he warned.

Raymond Puttaert, two-year-old 
Belgian boy, through the Foster 
Parents’ Plan for War Children.

) ' As foster parents of the child, the
Meadows will send food, clothing 
and money to the child, whose 
father presumably was killed or 
died of abuse or starvation during 
the German occupation of Belgium. 
They also will write him, and aid 
him in other ways.

The Meadows, who moved here in 
December from New Orleans, have 
three sons of their own: Henry Ed­
ward, Jr., 7 years old; Thomas, 4, 
and Robert, 16 months. Mrs. Mead­
ows is the daughter of Dr. and Mrs. 
John B. Thomas of Midland, and 
Meadows is assistant division engi­
neer for the Humble Company.

They read about the foster par­
ents’ plan in a magazine and de­
cided tOjg “adopt” a child. At pres­
ent the plan is ojrerating 56 chil­
dren’s projects in England, Italy,

Raymond Puttaert was born in 
Anderlecht, Belgium, Jan. 14, 1944, 
while the city w'as occupied by the 
Nazis From the first day of his 
life he did not have the barest 
necessities of life. The Germans, 
sadistically unconcerned with the 
needs of the Belgian people, con­
fiscated vast stores of food.stuffs, 
clothing, fuels and others items im­
perative for survival.

Raymond’s father was a skilled 
wood-turner, but when the Ger­
mans invaded his country he de­
voted all his efforts to the ' resist­
ance movement. He was captured 
July 8, 1944, by the gestapo and 
was sent to the ill-famed Buchen- 
wald concentration camp. No word 
has since been heard of him, and 
he was not among the survivors 
found when the Germans surrend­
ered. It . has been assumed that he 
was executed, or died of abuse and 
starvation.

After his arrest, Puttaert’s wife 
and two children suffered indescrib­
able privation. Hunger and disease 
were rampant throughout the Nazi- 
occupied country, and the three 
persons had no help at all.

Raymond has been badly under- 
I nourished for a long time, the plan 
headquarters announced. Now that 
the Meadows are'aiding him. will 
have the nourishing food, medical 

1 attention and care he needs.

We are printing the 
latest rules governing payment of 
this subsidy:

1. In the case of a feeder-slaugh­
terer applying for payment under 
the program, a beef animal other­
wise eligible will not be eligible for 
payment unless slaughtered before 
midnight June 30.

2. In the case of a feeder who 
sells directly to a slaughterer for 
slaughter, a beef animal otherwise 
eligible will not be eligible for pay­
ment unless sold before midnight, 
June 30.

3. In the case of a feeder who 
sells to a person other than a 
slaughterer, a beef animal otherwise 
eligible will not be eligible for pay­
ment unless the animal is delivered 
before midnight, June 30, to a 
slaughterer for slaughter.

Delayed Plowing 
Of Sandy Lands 
Reduces Blowing
• Delayed plowing of sandy land 

has proved beneficial in reducing 
blowing on the farm of Dwight 
McDonald, cooperating with the 
Martin-Howard Soil Conservation 
District, in a complete program of 
soil and water conservation on his 
farm in the 'Valley View Soil Con­
servation Group. McDonald has a 
good stand of cotton on an 80- 
acre field which was not plowed 
until it was planted after spring 
rains. He believes this practice 
together with crop residue man­
agement has reduced blowing con­
siderably on this field. Similar 
fields which were plowed early 
have had to be replanted several 
times because of blowing.

Jim Baker, also of Valley View, 
believes that late plowing of “blow”’ 
fields combined with cropping prac­
tices which afford the most cover 
will keep the land from blowing. 
These practices include cover crops 
In the crop rotation and leaving all 
the crop residue on the ground. 
Delay Plowing

C. J. Lowke, cooperating with 
the district in the Prairie Lee Soil 
Conservation Group states that the 
best way to handle deep blow sand 
is to leave off plowing the land 
until after a rain in May, when it 
can be planted with less chance of 
“blowing out”. There may be some 
moisture lost from weeds growing 
on the unplowed land but not as 
much as caused by drying out when 
the land is plowed several times, 
Lowke says.

Soil Conservation measures to 
prevent blowing were included in 
a complete conservation program 
planned last week by D. D. Mc- 
Caslin, John Hemingway, and Carl 
■W. Calhoun, who is farming the 
P. C. Ratcliff place.

Application for planning a farm 
conservation program have been 
made to the district supervisors by 
Jesse P. Webb, W. R. Upham, and 
W. Bryant.

Engineering surveys were made 
last week by the Soil Conservation 
Service on the Webb and Heming­
way farms.

Local Boy Scouts 
May Qualify Soon 
For Select Award

Two Midland Boy Scouts, Kent 
Miller and A1 German, may soon be 
eligible for an award which has 
only been earned by but one otiier 
Scout' in the United States.

The award is the God and Coun­
try Award medal, which can be 
earned by a Boy Scout for perform­
ing certain services to his church. 
It i.s sponsored by the Protestant 
Committee on Scouting.

Many churches o.ver 'ihe nation 
are using the program for their 
Scouts, whether they are memtgrs 
of a church-sponsored troop or 
senior unit, or are members of non­
church units. The boy carries on 
his Scout activities with his troop 
and his religious program in ins 
own church under the direction of 
his pastor.
Churches Adopt

The adoption of this church- 
Scout program by any -church is 
optional. It does not involve the 
advancement personnel of the local 
of the local Boy Scout Council.

Qualification ‘for the God and 
Country Award is rigid and high. 
Any boy of Protestant faith who 
is a registered member of a Scout 
troop and meets the requirements 
may become 'a candidate for the 
Gcd and Coun'/ry Award upon re­
commendation of his pastor and 
Scoutmaster. This is an award of 
the church, made by the church, 
upon fulfillment of religious stan­
dards established by the church. 
The awaid is authorized by the 
Boy Scouts of America to be worn 
on the Scout uniform over the left 
breast pocket to the left of the 
Eagle Badge or when the Eagle 
Badge is not worn, centered above 
the flap of the left breast pocket. 
The award is a red cross on a white 
shield attached with a blue ribbon 
and a bronze bar pin.
Boys Must Progress

The Protestant Committee on 
Scouting offers a series of religious 
standards for Protestant boys as 
they progress through the ranks 
from Tenderfoot to Eagle Scout.

Some of the requirements are: 
regular attendance at Sunday 
School; regular Bible reading and 
personal prayer; knowledge of the 
history of his church as outlined 
by his pastor; know the names of 
the books of the New Testament; 
10 hours of assigned personal serv­
ice to his church; and evidence of 
Christian character and conduct.

These requirements get progres- 
.sively more inclusive and more dif­
ficult as the Scout progresses up 
the ladder, to second class, first 
class, etc. To attain first class rank 
a Scout must complete 150 hours of 
assigned personal service to his 
church.

This white, deserted village once 

was a beautiful farm on the edge 
of Lake Geneva’s shimmering 
waters.

On this farm were dozens of pea­
cocks with dazzling plumage and 
harsh discordant voices. They walk" 
ed spreadtailed wonder as strange 
men with man hammers built a 
white-stoned citadel of peace and 
cooperation.

The peacocks gawked from green 
hedges as famous men from many 
lands met to bragin and palacer and 
then return to their own far coun­
tries where other things than world 
peace were at issue.

One by one, these peacocks died 
some were assassinated by dogs of 
careless visitors.

Now only one is left. Peace in­
deed has come to him. He is the only 
peacock left in his particular wc^ld, 
and he doesn’t seem to regret it.

The symbol of defeat which 
these empty halls represent means 
nothing to him but it does call 
to others who walk through this 
forlorn world capital and think of 
all the graves by its failure.

Some 300 visitors daily still walk 
along the empty corridors, but it is 
as if they trod some old mauso­
leum. This once busy monument 

i to peace has become to most of 
j them an empty shell of hope and 
I half-hearted idealism.

But although the League of Na­
tions is dead, the idea behind it 
is stiU alive, the grouping for peace 
in this, our time.

(.A year aJler Adolp Hitler’s 
supposed death. American Armv 
medical investigators are still 
collecting information on his life. 
Th"y are under orders to debunk 
myths, expose frauds and as­
semble historically valuable ma­
terial. Here is a summary of their 
findings to date.)

NUERNBERG, GERMANY, (/P)— 

Adolph Hitler, one of the most 
bloodthirsty characters in human 
history, had a v/eak stomach and al­
most every word that he screamed 
in defiance of the woild cost him 
an attack of indigestion.

Prom his advent as Reichschan­
cellor in 1933, and even before, 
he suffered intensely from intesti­
nal cramps, and was a confirmed 
taker of pills.

Dr. Hanskarl Von Hasselbach, 
surgeon for 10 years, also has told 
American medical researchers that 
his patient avoided his “eagle’s 
nest” atop Mt. Kehlstein at Ber- 
chtesgaden because lie believed he 
had a -weak lieart.

A slight tremor of his left arm 
and d-iagging of his left developed 
after a giippe-likc illness in the 
Ukraine.

In 1944 the tremor disappeared, 
but reappeared and grew progres­
sively worse.

I A madman? Four physicians have 
sworn that his power of concentra­
tion was excellent. Convulsions, 
paresis, paralysis and apliasia were 
absent.

A year’s sustained search has 
failed to substantiate rumors that 
Hitler was a peivert and suffered 
from a veneral disease, although 
after he became fuehrer in 1933 his 
sex appetite dwindled for a man 
of his age.

Medicine for “ Fatigue”
His love-making with Eva Braun, 

the Bavarian fraulein who alleged­
ly became his bride during the Bat­
tle of Berlin, was sporadic and 
^leager. They shared the same bed­
room but uSecl sepai'ate beds. Tliere 
is no available evidence that Eva 
was ever pregnant.

U. S. Army intelligence, after 
sifting a mass of interrogation re­
ports, decided that Hitler showed 
no physical indications of abnor­
mality or pathology, and secondary 
sex characteristics were normally 
developed.

Dr. Theo Morell, the fuehrer’s

personal physician for nine years, 
s _,coUiig UJ Hitler that 

liis male vigor was in need of sti­
mulation, but he did try something 
for “ fatigue.” This was “orchikrin” 
a combination of harmones extract­
ed from young bulls.

Dr. Morell injected 2.2 cubic cen­
timeters of this supposed youth- 
elixir into Hitler’s arm muscles. 
The effect was definitely unpleas­
ant. “Orchikin’ was abandoned.

Three years later Dr. Morell 
came across an extract of male 
secretions named “prostakrinum,” 
and on the chance it might reduce 
Hitler’s fits of depres.sion. adminis­
tered twice as large a dosage as 
liad been tried with “orchikrin.” 
But war news was too bad for 
“prostakrinum” to have had much 
cliance of .success. It was only taken 
once.

D.. Morell, now a prisoner, in- 
si.sts that Hitler always shunned 
morphia or hynatics, regardless ol 
ills vast intake of other things.

Dr. Morell, who prospered as a 
leneral specialist to actors and 
clubmen before he met Hitler, has 
been described by some American 
army interrogators in official re­
ports as “a money-crazed quack who 
believed in his own quackery.”

Indigestion haunted Hitler’s wak­
ing hours and ruined his sleep. He 
tried luizym tablets. He took shots 
of glyconorm with its metebolic 
ferments and vitamins. He swal­
lowed euglat pills, a combination 
of pancreas extract and charcoal: 
and intelan, which was gilled as 
containing vitamins A and B.

He relied on cardiazol to increase 
ills circulation.

He received septaiod intraven­
ously because his doctor believed 
it might check arterio-sclerosis.

Dally, with hardly a pause. Hit­
ler’s system was flushed with such 
things as aminobenzolsolfonamido, 
chinin, amidophrine. barbitiuate, 
phenyldimethlpyrabolon, and para- 
oxyphenyletlianolemthylamin.

Children's Shoes 
Need Careful Fit

Rules for fitting a growing child’s 
feet—good for his mummy to paste 
in her hat if there’s any doubt when 
buying shoes—come from Dr. Jo­
seph I.»lyveld. This chairman of 
the National Foot Health Council 
says: ^

1. With each foot bearing weight, 
have each foot measured for length 
and width, using as the standard 
the big toe, straightened out to full 
length.

2. Pick the size that fits the 
larger foot. The correct size will 
provide a margin of from one-half 
to three-quarters of an inch be­
tween the end of the longest toe 
and the end of the shoe.

3. See that the widest part of 
the foot fits into the widest part 
of the shoe—that’s called he ball— 
at both little- and.large-toe joints.

4. Before you call it a fit, have 
your child walk around the store 
on tip toes.

5. The next time you buy shoes, 
have your child’s foot measured. 
Growing feet rapidly grow out of 
old measurements.

ISANTI, MINN.—(/P)—Mrs. Chris­
tine Johnson, at the age of 90, still 
does most of her own work on her 
farm near here, and still enjoys the 
job.

The farm, pretty much as it was 
when she came to this country 
frem Sweden in 1873, has neither 
electricity nor running water. She 
likes it that way. In fact, when 
electric power is brought into tlie 
area, probably this year, Mrs. John­
son isn’t going to take ntlvantage 
of it.

“I don’t know what I ’d want it 
for,” she .says. “I ’ve gotten by in 
other vears without it, and I don’t 
need it now.”

I , Mrs. Johnson, who speaks only 
Swedish but under.stands and reads 
English, lives on the,110-acre farm 
v/ith her son, Alb'en. He does the 
actual farming, but Mrs. Johnson 
does all the woman’s work on the 
place. That includes baking bread 
twice a week, milking three cows, 
feeding the calves and chickens, 
churning butter, spinning yarn and- 
making her own 'clothes. The 
calves are fed with a special gruel 
she makes herself.

Once a year her daughter comes 
up. .from Minneapolis to give the 
house a thorough spring house- 
cleaning. Although Minneapolis is 
only a half hour’s drive from the 
farm, Mrs. JohnsoQ has not been 
to the city for 10 years. But she 
does get around to visit her old 
friends in neighboring towns. Last 
July she entertained a group of 
them at her home on her nine­
tieth birthday.

Most of her contemporaries have 
moved from their farms into towns 
in the area. Mrs. Johnson's two, 
children have urged her to give up 
her farm and move into the city. 
But .she has always refused.

Cqttle Ticks Discovered
COLLEGE STATION—(A')— Cat­

tlemen ol the Gulf Coast can thank 
a group of ranchmen of Jackson, 
Calhoun and Matagorda counties 
for “stock 1037,” a new product 
which has given very good results 
in control of the Gulf Coast tick. 
The tick has been responsible for 
80 per cent of screw worm cases 
in some seasons.

The ranchmen made their cattle 
and ranch facilities available to 
the USDA Bureau of Entomology 
and Plant Quarantine for tests on 
control of the tick from 1942 to 
1945.

“Stock 1037,” as announced by 
C. S. Rude of the Menard labora­
tory, is a salve that is rubbed into 
the* ears, base of the horns, or 
wherever the tick may be found. It 
will kill the ticks and prevent re­
infestation for from 3 to 6 weeks, 
he said. To date the treatment is 
recommended only for cattle and 
sheep.

The preparation will soon be on 
the market in commercial form, but 
according to Paul Gregg, Texas 
A&M College extension service as­
sistant entomologist, it can be made 
up on the ranch.

If we were a congressman today we should demand, 

in addition to the proposed $15,000 annual salary, an ad­
ditional $64 for trying to guess what .sort of labor leps- 
lation President Truman wants, and double time for cry­
ing to draft it. It would be worth it, too. For Congress, 
if it aims to please, has got to solve some really tough 
riddles. Like the following:

About two weeks ago Truman had to act quickly 
and drastically because, as he said, two men were threat­
ening to tie up the country’s whole economy through a 
railroad strike. Yet now he wants a law in which neither 
management nor labor “ should be permitted to become 
too powerful.’ ’

Truman .still wants emergency powers permitting 
him to seize an industry when crisis threatens and to draft 
workers into the armed forces. Yet he cautions Congress 
to remember, in legislating, that labor is “ coming of age” 
and should not be deprived of “ equality wdth manage­
ment.” •  ̂ ^

Truman tells Congress that “ we cannot attribute 
work stoppages to any one factor. . . . Strikes must be 
considered in the whole context of our modern-, society. 
They must be considered in the light of inflationary pres­
sures, of problems of full employment, of economic se­
curity.”

At the same time, he objects to the Case bill because 
“ its range is broad, dealing with a wide variety of sub­
jects, some of which are wholly unrelated to the subject 
of settling or preventing strikes.”  He.ojbjects to the Case 
bill as “ permanent legislation. . . And it applies not to a 
few selected and vital industries, but to every dispute.”

In oLher words, strikes’ must be considereci in the 
whole context of our modern society, but the range must 
be marrow, and the subjects limited.

Truman pleads for equality for both management 
and labor. Yet he objects to one section of the Case bill 
because it “ does no more than prohibit all persons, whether 
union representatives or employes or dthers, from inter­
fering with interstate copimerce by robbery and extor­
tion.” * ^

That would seem to be equality— prohibiting the old 
sport of highway robbery to everyo’ne, no matter who. 
Yet Truman wants the wholly unequal apd unnecessary 
stipulation that this prohibition would not ^ipipair, dimin­
ish or in any manner affect the rights of bpna fMe labor 
organizations in lawfully carrying'put the legitimate ob­
jects thereof.”

If we were a co.ngressman we shpuldn’t relish an 
attempt to fill that complicated prescription. For appar­
ently what is wanted is temporary legislation so strong as 
to earn for Congress all the hard words that Truman has 
been called for requesting it, and permanent legislation 
so mild that all organized workers would sprain an ankle 
in their rush to vote the whole Congress back into office.

Siich a prescription -ivduld uncloubtedly result in a 
permanent state of latent economic chaos, with periodic 
eruptions calling for temporary seizures, drafts and de­
nunciations. But, come to think of it,- we’ve got almost 
that situation already. So maybe, if we were a congress­
man, we just wouldn’t bother with any labor legislation 
whatsoever.

Bad Setting For A  Tantrum
Fiorello LaGuardia*has really pitched in and started 

things moving since he took over as director general of 
UNRRA. But besides bringing to his new job the dynamic 
energy which he displayed as mayor of New York, he 
seems also to have retained some of the* less winning 
qualities of temperament which also marked his long 
term in office.

For instance, he recently warned a congressman, 
during a broadcast, that thip legislator and his colleagues 
must appropriate $600,000,000 to UNRRA “ graciously.” 
He threatened to quit “ if theffe is any haggling, any bitter­
ness, any controversy or bad taste over this appropria­
tion.”

Surely.if there is any lack of congressional gracious- 
ne.ss over this appropriation, it will not be directed at 
LaGuardia personally. And even more surely, LaGuar- 
dia’s rather petty offer to resign if the tons of congres­
sional debate did not please him will neither frighten 
Congress nor solve any difficulties that may be encoun­
tered in the UNRRA matter.

LaGuardia cajinot overestimate the importance of 
the tremendous and Tateful job which he has tackled, 
and which he has .seemed to do so well up to now. He 
can vastly overestimate his personal importance in that 
.lob.

The $600,000,000 which LaGkyardia asks for UNRRA 
IS intended to buy food for starving people. They do 
not care whether the money is appropriated with bad 
taste or good. They only want the food which the money 
wdl buy. Getting that food to them is a task which La­
Guardia has bravely undertaken>,. We hope he will not 
permit the picayune conditions wdiich he laid down to 
turn him from that task.

Number Of Petty 
Thieves And Bums 
In Tokyo Is Small

TOKYO —(/P)— The rising sun 
each morning launches Tokyo’s 
furosha (floating wave) of men, 
women and children of near despair. 
They are without work, food or 
homes.

In this city of 3,700,000, the size 
of the furosha, as estimated by 
Police Inspector Motoshige Sakurai, 
is about 700 persons, surprisingly 
small.

The furosha washes toward Ueno 
Park, which is_ comparable roughly 
to New York’s Central Park or San 
Francisco’s Golden Gate Park. Jap­
anese police occasionally ride Ueno. 
In one three-day raid in April they 
took into custody 463 persons, in­
cluding 176 children under 13 years 
of age.

Most, elements. . of the furosha 
sleep in parks, railway stations, 
subway depots and ruined build­
ings. They try to work days. These 
anchorless vagabonds shine shoes, 
sell newspapers, do manual labor 
for occupation forces or assist 
black market operators. Some beg.

“There is hope for those who 
work,” said Sakurai. “For those who 
like their undisciplined life, there 
is no hope.”

Furosha is not a menace, al­
though these drifting people are 
blamed for some of Tokyo’s increase 
in petty crimes.

Sakurai said there is a “great 
change” in the moral fiber of many 
Japanese—a slow crumbling of their 
regard for the personal property 
and belongings of others. He cited 
increased purse-snatching and pet­
ty thefts.

Police graphs report furosha is 
made up of war victims, those who 
lost their possessions in fire raids, 
50 per cent;. demobilized soldiers 
returned to a nation that neither 
receives them kindly nor aids them 
noticeably, 20 per cent; war orph­
ans, 20 per. cent; repatriates, five 
per cent, ' and other unfortunates, 
five î er cent.

WASHINGTON — You can’t half 
belie-ve the tall tales you hear about 
Vice Admiral “Spike” Blandy, boss 
of the atom bomb tests.

They say that when he was at 
Annapolis 32 years ago he stepped 
into a coiled anchor hawser and 
got jerked overboard. And that 
once when he grabbed a piling in 
the process of casting off a boat 
line, the crew went off and left 
him hanging there a couple of 
hours.

Such stories are pretty apochry- 
phal. The fact is that William Hen­
ry Purnell Blandy finished at the 
top of his class, winning the annual 
awards for excellence in ordnance, 
and gunnery.

The kidding is because everyone 
seems to like the crisply genial 
“Old Salt,” now 55, who has fought 
somewhere in all the Navy’s wars 
since the 1916 scrap with Mexico. 
Promoted Over 100 Seniors 

“ Spike,” so-called because in his 
youth he was long, lean and as 
hard as nails, is 5-feet-ll and as 
sturdy as a mainmast.

The late President Roosevelt 
jumped him over 100 senior officers 
in naming him Navy Ordnance 
Chief. In the first year of war he 
tripled production of weapons in 
some 700 naval and contract fac­
tories.

They built the great gdns to the 
specifications set up by his office, 
and the U. S. Navy developed the 
finest precision fire power afloat. 
He pitched in and invented the me­
chanical range-keeper.

Navy men still tell of Blandy’s 
lone fight to install mechanical 
fire-directors with which one man 
could fire all the guns in a turret 
while he sighted on the target. He 
finally won.

During 24 years as a gunnery of­
ficer he pounded knowledge of safe­
ty precautions into gun crews, and 
there never was a disaster in any 
of his batteries.

“Treat a gun right,” he insisted, 
“and it will treat you right.”
Has Diversified Experience 

He had a hitch as torpedo officer 
of the Asiatic Destroyer Squadron. 
In fact, there hardly is a naval task 
afloat or ashoi-e he hasn’t taken a 
whack at sometime.

The Joint Chiefs of Staff selected 
Vice Admiral Blandy to command 
amphibious warfare in the Pacific 
and with the approval of President 
Truman named him commander of 
Joint Task Force One to caiTy out 
tile atom bomb tests.

When he directed amphibious at­
tacks (land, sea and airi he startled 
some of the “brass” and “braid” 
by saying our victories in any po­
tential future war would depend 
largely on Army and Navy offmers 
having well-founded training in 
both arms of service.

“Spike” Blandy proposed that at 
lease 500 naval officers, returning 
from sea duty each year, be sent to 
Army camps instead of planking 
them behind shore desks . . . and 
-that the same number of young 
Army officers after, finishing their 
tours of duty be sent to sea. 
Interchange, Not Unification 

Said he:
I “Henceforth, we must have a 
I Navy staff with broad and thorough 
Army training; and an Army staff

with an equally sound Navy back 
ground.”

This doesn’t mean that he favors j 
a unified land and sea. command. 1 
He is “navy” from bow to keel. 1 
' It is not a question of what the - 
bomb can destroy, Blandy says, but 
a question of whether we can build 
better to replace the stuff destroyed.

The vice admiral was born in 
New York City and reared in New­
ark, Del. He still wants to be a 
locomotive engineer.
Chuckle Covers Sternness 
, He admits the truth of raucous 
friends’ stories about his fishing, 
swimming and golfing. He can’t 
catch anything strong enough to 
swim, he’s almost scared to take a 
drink of water in the Pacific for 
fear of shark-bite, and he has prob­
ably mussed up more golf courses 
than any other man home from 
the seas.

Blandy is a friendly man who 
tries tp get the chill out of his 
eyes when he talks but can’t be­
cause he has seen too much. But, 
his chuckle wipes away thfe stern­
ness like a wet rag. He speaks with i 
the speed of a trip-hammer? I

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More Hunters And Less Ducks May Shorten Season
WASHINGTON —(/P)— A really 

alarming decline in wild duck popu­
lation may result in a shorter duck­
shooting season or reduced bag 
limit, or both, according to a warn­
ing by Albert M. Day, director of 
the Fish and Wildlife Service of 
the Department of the Interior.

“In the years immediately ahead, 
wild ducks and geese of this coun­
try are going to face the greatest 
army pf hunters in history,” de­
clares Director Day. “A declining 
period in waterfowl is plain. In­
creased hunting pressure is tremen­
dous. It will require the best kind 
of management to prevent further 
cuts into the breeding stocks.

"The only quick means of adjust­
ing hunting pressure is provided

through annual migratory hunting 
regulations. In the early ’30s, when 
waterfowl population was down to
27.000. 000 and on it way out, regu­
lations rigidly enforced by state and 
federal wardens saved the day. The 
season was cut to 30 days, baiting 
and live decoys were eliminated 
and several species were given com­
plete protection.”

To illustrate the direct correla­
tion between drastic reduction in 
duck population, averaging about
23.000. 000 birds a year the past' two 
years, and an average increase in 
the sale of duck stamps—each rep­
resenting a hunter—of 250,000 a 
year. Director Day prepared a graph 
chart covering the period between 
1937 and 1946, inclusive.

The chart indicates the trend of 
waterfowl population as estimated 
at the close of the hunting season. 
It also shows the exact number of 
duck stamps sold each year, except 
1946, where sales are shown only 
thruogh March 31. Since every mig­
ratory waterfowl hunter more than 
16 years old is required by law to 
purchase a duck stamp, the number 
sold annually indicates the num­
ber of wildfowlers actually hunting. 
Number Declined

Fi’om 1942 to 1944, when restric­
tions on gas and tires and the 
shortage of ammunition helped hold 
the take to less than normal, the 
number of hunters fell to 1,169,362. 
The ducks, how'ever, got a rest and 
continued on to 120,000.000 in 1943, 
and reached a peak of 125,350,000 in 
1944.

In 1945 the continental popula­
tion of migratory waterfowl began 
its downward plunge whon but 105,- 
500,000 birdSv were inventoried in 
January. Duck stamp sales jumped 
to 1,487,029.

Since 1944 the number of dicks 
and .geese has dropped to 80,000,000 
this year—a deerease of 36 per.cent. 
The number of migratory waterfowl 
hunters shows a rise of 517,006 for 
a total of 1,686,368 in the same 
period—an increase of 44 per cent 
and an all-time high.

Wave Of Divorces, Delinquency And 
Immorality Sweeps Across Germany

BERLIN— (NEA)—The breakdown 
of family life and the whole wave 
of immorality sweeping Germany 
today is so widespread that the 
vice president of Berlin’s major 
court says sadly;

“I cannot understand my own 
people.”

In this city alone, where it is 
easy to establish the results of 
post-war disillusioned because there 
is only one divorce court for the 
whole Berlin district, 12,000 cases 
have been registered since last No­
vember. And increasing juvenile 
delinquency is swamping th e  
court calendars, too.

“All the old values have been 
swept away,” says Herr Doktor 
Gunther Greffin, vice president of 
the Landgrelchts, a court which 
corresponds to the U. S. superior 
courts. In Hitler’s reign, he had 
to give up the bench because he 
refused to join the Nazi party, but 
he was the first German legal 
specialist called in by the Russians 
to reorganize the Berlin court sys­
tem.
