WASHINGTON —(iP)— The gov­

ernment’s Wage Stabilization Board 
met Tuesday for a second look at 
its rriing which touched off the 
AFL maritime strike.

Gravely aware that America’s 
merchant fleet lies motionless, the 
six members opened new hearings 
on seafarers’ W'ages.

The resumption of ocean shipping 
is at stake.

So, too, perhaps, is the future of 
the board itself and the whole gov­
ernment wage-price policy laid 
down last February 14.

Here is the board’s dilemma:
1. If it sticks to its August 23 

ruling that able-bodied seamen 
should get no more than $17.50 a 
month as a wage increase, the 
strike might go on and on with 
dire, results.

2. It it reverses its position it 
would be doing something which a 
majority of its members have said 
“would seriously weaken the whole 
stabilization program.”

The White House, the Labor De­
partment, the Maritime Commis­
sion, the Army, Navy and other 
agencies stood by. There were con­
ferences, but no definite plan of 
government action emerged.
No “New Evidence”

One thing that could make the 
task easier for the Wage Stabiliza- 
Board is “new evidence.”

Government officials close to the 
situation take the view that if im­
portant new facts were presented, 
the board might be able to reverse 
its ruling without wrecking its pres-, 
tige or revamping the whole policy 
of' wage and price control.

One obstacle to the “new evi­

dence” solutiori, however, is that 
AFL leaders didn’t seem anxious 
to provide any.

Hai,'ry Lundeberg, boss of the 
AF'L’s West Coast sailors, refused 
to attend the hearing because he 
said all the union’s arguments al­
ready have been made. John Hawk, 
leader of AFL seafarers at Atlantic 
and Gulf ports, also announced that 
he had been instructed not to ap­
pear.

Spokesmen for the ship operators, 
however, were on hand to argue for 
approval of the higher AFL wage 
increases.

They take the position that the 
higher pay rates were agreed upon 
during collective bargaining in re­
turn for a union offer to drop num­
erous other demands. These, they 
say, would have amounted to far 
more money had each been granted.

Mail Agent Daring

Buf'cher Shops Emptying 
As Slaughter iJwindles

Butcher shops in mo.tt 

cities were running out of 
meat Tuesday as OPA ceil­
ings went on again.

Weekend buying sprees, 
in anticipation of short sup­
plies, had left shops in most’ cities 
,vith little except poultry, smoked 
meats and cold cuts. Sharply re­
duced receipts of livestock at jDack- 
ing centers gave no hope for im­
mediate relief.

Retail shops were closing for lack 
of business, and packing houses 
were laying off workers.

A Chicago retailers’ spokesman 
estimated 1,100 of the city’s 2,000 
retail markets would be closed by 
the end of the week. In New York 
City, 90 per cent of the dealers had 
no meat of any kind.

After ceilings were removed July 
1, livestock producers sent their 

■cattle and hogs to market in un- 
pre'-edented numbers. During the 
week immediately preceding re- 
imposition of ceilings on livestock, 
the Chicago market, the nation's 
largest, was glutted.

But livestock receipts over tlie 
nation now are reported running 
from eight to 50 per cent of nor­
mal.

Almost 5,000 packinghouse work­
ers have been laid off at Omaha 
alone, and the United States Em­
ployment Service said many were 
applying for different jobs.

There were various estimates as 
to when supplies might he more 
plentiful. Dearth of feed was ex­
pected to result in lean stock, how­
ever.

Some Atlanta meat handlers pre­
dicted no improvement for a “year’s 
time”. They said farmers had sold 
their stock to take advantage of 
high prices and now will have to 
wait for hogs and calves to fatten.

Divide Palestine

LONDON —(/P)— Prime Minister 
Attlee opened the London confer­
ence on Palestine Tuesday with the 
assurance Britain was not commit­
ted to the controversial British- 
American experts’ plan to divide 
Palestine into a federal state of 
four zones.

Addressing Arab leaders, the Brit­
ish prime minister appealed to both 
Arabs and Jews to "make conces­
sions necessary for peace” in the 
Holy Land where fresh violence 
flared.

Jews did not join in the parley, 
but indications grew that they 
might participate later, though not 
at the same table with the Arabs.

WASHINGTON—(/PI—Meat went 
back under OPA ceilings Tuesday 
—and housewives in many cities 
had to turn to poultry and fish 
markets to round out their menus.

Even the Army, the world’s big­
gest single customer, said it may 
have to do likewise unless the meat 
shortage abates.

The new butcher shop prices av­
erage 12 per cent higher than on 
June 30 when meat began its 71- 
day period in the free market. 
They are lower than most recent 
prices, but the ceilings are mean­
ingless in, many communities be­
cause counters are bare.

How' long the shortage will, last 
became a prime topic not only 
among OPA and Agriculture De­
partment experts but among Army 
food buyers as well.

Any return to consumer ration­
ing appeared to be out.

One remedy being talked at the 
Agriculture Department is a pos­
sible price boost to encourage 
greater production on the farms, 
ranges and feed lots.

But no action appeared immi­
nent.

.erhe Agriculture Department— 
given the last word over such mat­
ters in the price control extension 
law—was unwilling to concede that 
a long severe shortage is in pros­
pect. A spokesman said depart­
ment meat experts think the meat 
famine may be over in a month 
or so and that in any event it is 
too early for any decision.

Paul Hasluck, returning to the 
leading role Australia played in 
council affairs when Dr. Herbert 
V. Evatt w'as sitting, lashed out at 
the Ukraine’s charges as "unsup- 
xrted” and said the prestige of the 
council would be endangered should 
!t act on such a case.

Herschel V. Johnson, United 
states representative, made one of 
iiis strongest speeches to the coun­
cil as he examined the Ukraine 
'.harges point by point and rejected

Yugoslavia Agrees

Pulling The Bee On Palesline
A significant crack has been made in the British iron 

ban on immi,gration into Palestine— cause of trouble in 
the Middle East.

The British Foreign Office claims it is no indication 
of a change in the basic policy as set forth in the Pales­
tine White Paper, but a few hopeful Zionists whose nego­
tiations with the English government have produced 
heartbreakingly futile results are cheered by it.

Success of this particular effort can be credited to 
the Jewish Agency for Palestine, a group created by the 
original British Mandate of Palestine.

Victory wasn’t won without great effort. Traditional 
British P'oreign Office conservatism isn’t easily broken 
down. And Foreign Office officials had to be especially 
careful in lieu of the world spotlight which is now focused 
on Palestine.

It is rumored that the deal was swung only when an
historical precedent was shown to the Labor Government.

* *
What the British Government has approved is the 

entry of 110 female members of America’s purest south­
ern aristocracy into Palestine, Each one is a real “hone,y 
chile’,” too. Forty come from Alabama and 70 from 
Louisiana. The 40 from Alabama are certified as disease 
resistant and the ones from Louisiana are classed as “non­
disease resistant” .

They are queen bees, being sent in connection with 
attempts to increase Palestine’s national food output. 
The bees will be flown directly to Rehovot, Palestine, with 
one stop for an inspection by immigration officials in 
London.

The administrative details in the operation encoun­
tered by the Jewish Agency for Palestine were tremen­
dous. It isn’t easy to snatch a queen bee from her swarm 
of admiring males and ship her off to a troubled land .just 
like that, the agency’s officials discovered; especially 
with conditions the way they are in the Middle West.

The bees have to ride in comfort. And thev can 
carry only 13 days’ food with them. This means that if 
the whole trip takes more than 13 days the queen bee 
kicks the bucket. As soon as they arrive there has to be 
a welcoming .swarm of males to greet them, else their 
vanity is apparently damaged beyond repair, which would 
make the whole trip go for nothing.

* * *
Ihe fact that it can only take 13 days makes it 

neces.^iry for them to be flown. It was discovered that 
they have to ride in complete comfort, too. Arrange­
ments were made to fly them in a British Overseas Air­
ways plane. At first they were to ride in the baggage 
compartment. But just before they took off it was real- 
i/.ed that the baggage compartments aren’t pressurized 
or heated. They would have frozen to death. New ar­
rangements had to be made to get a seat for them in the 
passenger compartment.

Miller was lost on a fog-bound 
English Channel flight during the 
war.

When peace came, the band re­
formed under the leadership of 
Beneke, with permission for use of 
the name and librai-y obtained 
from Mrs. Miller. The decision 
was a good one, if the current per- 
fprmance at the Palladium is any 
basis.

C. Of C. Direciors 
Support Amendment 
Urging Good Roads

A resolution endorsing the Texas 
Good Roads Amendment to be 
voted on in the November general 
election, and pledging cooperation 
in working for the passage of the 
amendment was adopted by di- 
rector.s of the Midland Chamlier of 
Commerce meeting in the Schar- 
bauer Hotel Monday night.

The proposed amendment to the 
State Constitution iVovides that 
motor vehicle registration fees and 
taxes on motor fuels and lubricants 
used to propel motor vehicles over 
public roadways will be used for 
road purposes only, except the one- 
fourth of motor fuel taxes which 
will continue to go to schools.

It was pointed out that a definite 
and specific road-financing policy 
must be established if Texas’ vast 
nostwar road building program is 
to continue. The’ fact that states 
diverting their own road funds to 
non-highway purposes shall be 
penalized by a withholding of fed­
eral aid funds for highway con­
struction, also was stressed.

The resolution states that the 
utilization of road funds for road 
construction and maintenance will 
guarantee construction of an inte­
grated road system on a long-range 
ba.s's to meet Texas’ transportation 
requirements.

Adoption of. the resolution was 
by a unanimous vote.

U. S. Predicts Further 
Cut In Cotton Crop
' WASHINGTON ~-(/P)— The Agri­
culture Department forecast a 1946 
cotton crop of 9,171,000 bales of 500 
pounds, gross weight, based upon 
conditions prevailing September 1.

This estimate compares with
9.290.000 bales forecast a month 
ago and with last year’s crop of
9.015.000 bales. Production for the 
1935-44 period averaged 12,553,000 
bales.

The condition of the crop on 
September 1 averaged 67 per cent 
compared with 72 per cent.a month 
ago and with 73 per cent a year 
ago.

The yield per acre was estimated 
at 247.6 pounds compared with 247.9 
pounds a month ago and 251.0 
pounds a year ago.

The acreage for harvest was es­
timated at 17,776,000 acres com­
pared with 17,241,000 last year.

The acreage for harvest, the Sep­
tember,! condition of the crop, the 
indicated yield per acre, and the 
estimated iirodiiction, respectively, 
by states included: Texas, 6,064,- 
000: 60: 141: and 1,775,000. New

Reps. Robert Hale, Margaret C.
Smith and Prank Fellows were sent 
back to the House. They defeated 
Democrats John C. Fitzgerald, for­
mer Maine WPA administrator, Ed­
ward J. Beauchamp and John M.
Coghill, respectively.

It was the sixth consecutive elec­
tion in which the GOP filled all 
major offices at stake.

In his contest with Peter M. Mac­
Donald, former Democratic state 
chairman, Brewster claimed “divi­
sion and discord were rampant in

LONDON — (TP) — Field Marshal 
Viscount' Montgomery said in an 
article published as a supplement 
to the official London Gazette that 

campaign in France afte.r 
D|Day was fought “exactly as 
planned before the invasion.”

Commenting on the article, The 
London Evening News said it was 
an answer to the American Author 
Ralph Ingersoll, whose book, “Top 
Secret,” criticized Montgomery for 
delays in attacking on the Allied 
east flank after D-Day.

Montgomery wrote tnat his de­
laying tactics at Caen immediately 
after D-Day were designed to draw 
eff German reserves while U. S. 
Gen. Omar N. Bradley smashed 
the weakened German lines to the 
west.

Montgomery was over-all land 
forces commander of the Allied in­
vasion for about three months, 
from D-Day until Sept. 1, 1944, af­
ter which General Eisenhower, the 
Allied commander-in-chief, took 
over.

Acute Food Shortage 
Looms In New York As 
Truck Strike Continues

NEW YORK — {JP) —  An acute 
shortage of food and possibility of 
the lay-off of thousands of indus­
trial workers loomed Tuesday in 
the Metropolitan area as a result 
of the Intensification of the week- 
old strike of 25,000 truckmen.

A prediction of the complete 
shut-down of chain store outlets 
Tuesday and the closing of bak­
eries by Wie end of the week, plus 
suspension of operations of a large 
sugar refining company, highlight­
ed developments.

Mayor William O’Dwyer placed 
blame for the general situation on 
the union, local 807, International 
Brotherhood of Teamsters (APL), 
saying “the trucks would roll in an 
hour” if the union would negotiate 
with motor carriers, fie maintained 
the city’s supply of food and medi­
cal necessities was “adequate.”

The mayor announced that 2,000 
new policemen would be placed on 
duty within the next week as a re­
sult of the emergency created by 
the trucking strike and a walkout 
of AFL seamen.

Asked if he expected to assign 
any of the new patrolmen to trucks 
for movement of vital commodi­
ties, O’Dwyer replied;

“No such plans are contemplat­
ed.”

Evidence of intensified union ac­
tivity was seen in the stopping of 
trucks on the Boston post road, 
in the Bronx. Previously striking 
truckers halted only trucks enter­
ing the city through the Holland 
tunnel.

He 
had to locate the queen of dia­
monds to make his contract, so he 
ran the six heart tricks, carefully 
observing the discards.

West let go a spade on the third 
and fourth hearts, and on the fifth 
he dropped the three of diamonds, 
on the sixth the four of clubs.

Lebhar then cashed the ace and 
king of clubs, and on the second 
club West let go the nine of 
spades.

Declarer now knew that West 
originally had five diamonds, rvhich 
would leave East with a singleton 
diamond; so he cashed the dia­
mond king and led the jack. When 
West refused to cover Lebhar let 
it ride, making his needed 12th 
trick.

* * *
At the other table North and 

South played the hand at hearts, 
making six. Thus Lebhar’s team 
won the match by 10 points.
