HOLLYWOOD—OP)—The movies’ 

labor war flared anew Thursday 
as rioting broke out at the gates 
of Warner Brothers and Metro- 
Goldwyn-Mayer studios when po­
lice-escorted non-strikers crashed 
through massed picket lines of the 
AFL Conference of Studio Unions. ■ 

One man was arrested for slash­
ing a tire as police herded 20 auto­
mobiles through nearly 500 pickets 
gathered at the gates at Warners, 
in nearby Burbank, scene of the 
bitterest fighting in la.st year’s 
strike. Two others were arrested 
at Paramount.

Two men and a handful of of­
ficers fought their way through a 
milling crowd of 100 pickets at the 
workers’ entrance to the MOM lot 
in nearby Culver City. Several 
minor injuries were reported.

Paramount Studio, where nu­
merous actors w’ere seen entering 
prior to establishment of picket 
Imes at 5 a. m., reported 700 tech­
nical workers were inside studio 
w'alls and that production was ex­
pected to continue.

Pickets were massed at four other 
studios—RKO, Columbia, 20th Cen­
tury Fox and Universal.

Herbert Sorrell, CSU president, 
told the crowd at Warners, “We 
want to make this short and 'feweet. 
To hell with a 25 per cent raise, 
let’s get a good one.”

The studios agreed to a 25 per 
cent increase in wages several 
months ago, and Sorrell earlier as­
serted Thursday’s strike was called 
over a jurisdictional dispute.

ether strikes were tlireatening in 
apparent sympathy with the walk­
out by the power workers union.

The strike on the street car sys­
tem of the Pittsburgh Railways 
Company, main method of public 
transportation in the city, was call­
ed suddenly at 3 a. m., and left 
thousands of early morning riders 
without transportation. The com­
pany announced all cars had been 
withdrawn from service.

An official of the AFL Amalga­
mated Association of Street, Elec­
tric Railway and Motor Coaeh Em­
ployes said the walkout of 3,000 
trolley operators and service work­
ers resulted from a dispute between 
the association and the railways 
company.

Both the Pittsburgh Railways 
Company and the Duquesne Light 
Company, whose production of elec­
trical energy to an 817 square mile 
area !ias been reduced to 40 per 
cent by the power strilie, are sub­
sidiaries of the Philadelphia Com­
pany.

National and city labor leaders 
were rallying to the support of the 
power workers in their fight against 
an anti-strike injunction handed 
down by the Allegheny Common 
Pleas Court. Leaders of CIO and 
AFL organizations In Pittsburgh 
with approximately 375,000 mem­
bers called special protest meetings.

Sabalh Charges Packers 
With Meal Conspiracy

WASHINGTON —(Æ>)— Charging 
that “collusion” among packers is 
depriving the people of meat, 
Chainnan Sabath (D-Ill) of the 
House Rules Committee asked 
Thursday for an investigation of 
an “apparent conspiracy” to violate 
the anti-trust laws.

"This is' a strike of organized 
greed against the American iieople,” 
he declared in a telegram from his 
Chicago hospital room to Attorney 
General Clark. The packers have 
contended they are imable to ob­
tain livestock supplies.

Sabath declared in this telegram 
that big packers, especially those 
“organized in the American Meat 
Institute” are deliberately trying to 
force decontrol of meat.

“The inordinate spread between 
livestock and wholesale prices,” he 
said, “proves that the principal ob­
jective is to make more and more 
profit for owners who already have 
made tremendous gain.s from hu­
man misery during the wai'. x x x

“I believe also that the refusal 
of the packers to buy and process 
meat has deep political motivations 
and is deliberately intended to em­
barrass the Administration.”

Restaurant' Owners Talk 
Of Widespread Closing

■WASHINGTON —(A=)— Restaur­
ant keepers Thursday backed their 
demands for OPA price relief with 
talk of widespread closings.

An official of the national res­
taurant association told a reporter 
that restaurant groups all over the 
country are “getting more up in 
arms and setting dates for closing 
if tliey don’t get relief".

Particularly at issue is an OPA 
order rolling back menu meat it,ems 
to price levels of June 30. Also in­
volved is the possibility of getting 
all restaurant charges out from un­
der price control.

Should OPA refuse or ignore a 
formal decontrol plea, the indus­
try could present its case to the 
Decontrol Board.

National Phone 
Union To Replace 
Federalion Setup

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Plans are 

being perfected Tlrursday to scrap 
the National Federation of Tele­
phone workers and replace it with 
a tight national union of unprece­
dented scope within the nation’s 
communications industry.

Final action on the proposal will 
be taken at a special NPTW con­
vention in Denver November 4 to 
16. The new organization probably 
will be known as the Communica­
tions Workers of America.

The NFTML a federation of 47 
Independent unions which claim a 
combined membership of 230.000 
workers in various branches of the 
telephone industry, authorized the 
change-over in principle last June, 
That convention also decided 
against joining either the AFL or 
the CIO.

NFTW President Joseph A. 
Beirne said the Denver convention 
will be limited to two main topics;

1. The constitution for the new 
union.

2. The scope of “national level” 
bargaining with employers—princi­
pally the American Telephone and 
Telegraph Company.

For, example, Bierne said, the 250 
delegates to the special convention 
must decide which of 23 Issues they 
want bargained on a national scale. 
These include such things as wages, 
the union shop, pensions, vacations, 
premium pay for Saturday and 
Sunday work, night differentials 
and compensation for time siient 
in handling grievances.

At present the various unions in 
the federation do their own bar­
gaining. NFTW' officers make policy 
but do not carry it out.

The strike weapon would be 
wielded only by the national offic­
ers. Now one affiliate may call a 
strike, throw up picket lines and 
shut off telephone service for a

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Atomic Energy 
Commission Will 
Vote On Report

LAKE SUCCESS, N. Y. — (yP) — 
Scientists of the United Nations 
Atomic Energy Commission were 
ready for a showdown vote Thurs- ! 
day on their report on atomic en- | 
ergy controls, with Soviet Russia 
holding the key to a unanimous 
vote.

The scientific and technical com­
mittee of the commission, made up 
of scientists' from eacn of the 12 
nations on the commission, was 
summoned to meet in secret session 
at the United Nations headquarters 
here during the afternoon.

An informed source said that the 
report, w'hich contains no recom­
mendations, would come out of the 
committee regardless of Russia’s 
stand.

The report was said to deal with 
broad measures of control needed 
to harness effectively atomic ener­
gy. It was reported as making no 
attempt to resolve the differences 
between the United States and Rus­
sian plans for atomic energy con­
trol.

Last June the United States pro­
posed a plan outlawing atomic 
weapons, setting up an atomic de­
velopment authority, and providing 
for international control and in­
spections. Soviet Russia countered 
with a plan outlawing atomic wea­
pons, leaving control and restrictive 
legislation to individual states, and 
giving the Security Council the 
final power of enforcing controls.

Yonth Confesses 
Slaying Librarian

BRYAN, OHIO —i/P)— Sheriff 
Norman A. Barnes said he would 
lile a murder charge Thursday 
against a Bryan youth who con­
fessed “an urge to kill" led him to 
choke and stab to death Emily Ab­
ernathy, 30, city librarian, in the 
library basement here last Thurs­
day night.

Barnes reported that the youth. 
James Robert Engle, 21, a former 
Bryan High School student and 
•son of an auto supply store man­
ager. signed a confession Wednes­
day night that he "just w'anted to 
kill” the attractive blonde librarian 
to satisfy “an urge to kill’’ he first 
got in England as a U. S. sailor.

Miss Abernathy’s body was found 
lying between blood-spattered book 
shelves, punctured with 23 stab 
wounds. She was not raped.

Engle gave Charles G. Stahl, 
Williams County prosecutor, a 
large-bladed penknife during the 
confession and identified it as the 
weapon Used, Stahl reported.

“ I stabbed her 25 times or more 
—I don’t really know how many 
times," Stahl said the confession 
•staled.

American fliers, forced down in 
1944 while flying “the hump” 
from India to China, are being 
held as slaves of the wild, ab­
original Lolo tribesmen in moun­
tainous Western China, according 
to reports reaching the U. S. Em­
bassy in Nanking.

If. S. Army Search 
Team In Wilds 
In Flier Search

CHENGTU, CHINA — (.-P) — A 
U. S. Army search team plunged 
deeper into.China’s wild and moun­
tainous far west Thursday seeking 
long-lost American airmen feared 
captives of the fierce slaveholding 
Lolos.

On the second day of their mis­
sion into the land of cloud-capped 
mountains, half-savage. Mongolian- 
featured warriors, and Pandas, the 
soldiers were believed to be from 
five to 11 days march from their 
goal.

That goal is the valley of the 
Chinkiang, which carves its course 
from headwaters in the world’s 
highest mountains in Tibet.

Missionaries have reported at 
least eight enslaved whites were 
seen grinding corn or tending 
flocks in that region, where few 
white men save the missionaries 
have ever ventured.

Lt. Col. Herbert W. Wwtzler and 
his detachment expected to set up 
headquarters at a remote Catholic 
mission and try to learn there if 
the white captives are U. S. air­
men downed two and more years 
ago on the perilous flight “over the 
hump,” from India to China.

Then he will try to locate the 
captives through friendly Lolo 
chieftains.

Dr. David Crockett Graham of 
West China University, who en­
tered the Lolo country 20 years 
ago, said here that the Lolos prob­
ably would demand blankets and 
salt for ransom because their econ­
omy was based on the practice of 
slavery.

So primitive are communications 
that no developments were expect­
ed to be reported here inside of 
two weeks.

Reports reaching here said that 
an intertribal war was in progress 
somewhere ahead of Wurtzler’s 
party, and this might further de­
lay negotiations for the release of 
any airmen found.

Dynamite Blast 
Rips Buildings

ATLANTA —i/P)— A terrific blast, 
which police said they believed was 
caused by dynamite, early- Thurs­
day ripped A(ff the fronts of four 
business estamishments located on 
the edge of the downtown section. 
No one was injured.

The explosion tore open the front 
of a laundry pickup station near 
the State Capitol and blew windows 
and doors from two delicatessens 
and a beauty shop.

Windows were broken in several 
houses and residents were awaken­
ed. Streets were littered with glass.

Radio patrolmen L. O. Davis and 
J. B. Evans said they believed the 
blast was caused by dynamite.

Police began a search for several 
men who were reported seen ex­
amining the wreckage with flash­
lights shortly alter the explosion. 
Police said a black fuse was dis­
covered in the wreckage.

Split Rail Thought To 
Have Caused Accident
■VICTORVILLE, CALIF. —i/P)— 

Four persons'were killed and 50 to 
75 injured after the locomotive and 
the first five cars of Union Pacific 
passenger train No. 3. the westbound 
Ti’anscontinental Limited from 
Chicago, went into the ditch two 
and a half miles east of here Thurs­
day.

California Highway Patrolman 
Walter Terry, at the .scene of the 
wreck, said the derailed cars were 
tele.scoped. Six other cars of the 
11-car train remained on the track.

He said stretcher cases would 
number between 50 and 75, and at 
that time 30 to 40 had been placed 
on Hat cars and removed to the 
Victorville Railroad Station. From 
there they were being taken in am­
bulances to the Victorville Army 
Air Field.

Terry said bodies of two dead 
had been removed from the wrecked 
cars, and two more bodies could be 
seen in the wreckage.

Terry said the cause of the wreck 
had not been determined, but t.’nat 
it might have been a split rail. 
He said there are no switches in 
the vicinity of the wreck.

Walter Terry, California highway 
patrolman, radioed the San Ber­
nardino sheriff’s office from the 
scene of the wreck, asking for ad­
ditional ambulances and 25 mors 
stretchers.

“You had better send the coro­
ner.” Terry added.

The officer said the injured were 
being removed to the Victorville 
Armj’ Air Field, seven miles from 
the scene, for first aid.

Ambulances were dispatched from 
San Bernardino and Barstow', to the 
west and east, respectively, to re­
move the injured to hospitals in 
San Bernardino, about 30 miles 
away.

Precautions Made 
For King George's 
Return To Greece

ATHENS —(iiPl— The Greek gov­
ernment completed Thursday its 
plans for welcoming King George 
II back to his throne despite fierce 
border fighting and civil strife in 
Northern Greece which Premier 
Constantin Tsaldaris says has 
reached the magnitude of war.

Athens will close down complete­
ly Saturday morning for the king’s 
reception and police announced 
that all permits for carrying arms 
had been suspended.

Police said persons lining the 
route of the parade marking the 
monarch’s return to Greece after 
five years of exile would not be 
permitted to circulate and that any 
person was liable to search.

All persons were forbidden to 
watch the parade from rooftops or 
terraces for a depth of about 100 
yards from the route of march.

The king was to arrive at an ah- 
port on the Peloponnesus and then 
board a destroyer for the journey to 
Piraeus, the port of Athens.

Greek army corps, meanwhile, 
were conducting virtual military op­
erations to put down the rebellious 
opposition in Thessaly and Mace­
donia, the major trouble spots. Al­
though an estimated 30,000 British 
troops were dispersed in those areas 
there was no indication that they 
were involved in the fighting.

Informed British sources in Ath­
ens said the British forces were be­
ing reorganized, and that one of tlie 
two divisions in the region was be­
ing withdrawn from Greece.

Pacific Operators 
Decline Meet Invitation

WASHINGTON — I/P) — Pacific 
Coast ship operators have declined 
an invitation from Secretary of 
Labor Lewis B. Schwellenbach to 
attend a maritime labor peace con­
ference Fi'iday in Washington de­
signed to head off a nation-wide 
strike by ship engineers.

The new strike threat to the na­
tion’s still-groggy waterfront comes 
this time from the CIO Maritime 
Engineers Beneficial Association, 
whose 15.000 members man the en­
gine rooms of vh’tually all the ships 
in the American merchant marine.

But the Ranger paid no atten­
tion to Hitler’s announcement and 
six months later got a little deco 
ration of her own; the U. S. Navy 
gave her credit for sinking or 
damaging 40,000 tons of enemy 
shipping off Bodo, Norway.

She was in the African show, 
too, helping round up and guard 
the tremendous convoy that was 
a.ssembled virtually in mid-ocean 
for the invasion that surprised the 
Axis.

But the Ranger never got a 
chance to show' her mettle in the 
Pacific. You'd never get anybody 
who . se.'ved aboard her to hpmit 
it, but she had aged fast for a 
ship Uiat was the newest thing in 
carrier back in 1934, vihen she was 
commissioned at Newport News, 
Va. Then the 14,500-ton warship 
show'ed her heels at 30 ki.ots and 
flew the flag of many a top-rank­
ing admiral.

In the uneasy days before the 
U. S. w'ent into the war, the Rang­
er was the flagship for the Com­
mander of Aircraft, Atlantic i'lfet, 
and cruised apprehensively in the 
Caribbean with a wary eye on the 
French island of Martinique that 
was owned by a nation the Nazis 
had conquered.

After Atlantic convoy duty, the 
fo; ay off Norway and the African 
invasion, the Ranger moved arounu 
to the west coast. There she stay­
ed as ■ a training ship, because sue 
wasn’t quite fast enough for the 
new combatant carrier task forces.

Now a newer ship has taken 
over hei' training duties, too. The 
Ranger has been replaced by tne 
spanking new Saipan, a 27,000-tor. 
version of the Essex class, operat­
ing in the Gull of Mexico and 
based at Pensacola, the Navy’s 
Annapolis of the air.

Five other Navy vessels have 
ean-ied the name Ranger. When 
this one is decommisioned, only 
one other pre-war carrier, the En­
terprise, will remain alloat.

This IS the same rye grass vyhich 
is grown for winter stock pasture, 
and it may be planted with Ber­
muda or any grass that keeps your 
lawn green in the summer. Just 
cut the lawn very closely and sow 
the rye grass, using one pound of 
seed for each 1,000 square feet of 
lawn. Water immediately after 
planting. The grass stays green all 
winter and begins to die out just 
about the time the Bermuda comes 
up m the spring.

It will be necessary to plant new 
rye grass each, fall, since it won't 
produce seed until it reaches a 
height of about 18 inches, and you’ll 
want to keep it mowed..

Mailman's Hobby 
Doctoring Fish;
10,000 In Yard

EIL PASO —(/P)— James D. King 
has been an El Paso mail carrier 
since 1915, but he’s probably better- 
known as the “goldfish doctor."

They 
were also used by the Coast Guard 
to sharpen the night watch along 
our beaches, guarding against sab­
oteurs who might slip ashore from 
submarines or otherwise contrive il­
legal entry.
Dogs Take Prisoners

These dogs were taught to make 
threatening noises and motions to 
keep the skulkers at bay until the 
patrol came up, and, at the word, 
to take prisoners, grabbing the in­
truder by the right, or weapon arm. 
Army dogs were also trained to find 
wounded men on the battlefield and 
bring stretcher-bearers; to carry 
messages and water across shell 
and bomb-swept gnound where dogs 
have better chances to get through 
than their fellow two-legged sol­
diers.

River >Steamboais, 
Power In Dams Is 
Missouri Plan

B y  ED H O F F M A N
BISMARCK, N. D.—(NEAI— Al­

though it has been considered e 
cardinal sin in the west to use 
water for any purpose other than 
irrigating farm land or feedine 
cattle, the Pick-Sloan Flan gospel 
preachers along the banks of the 
Missouri River are converting wes­
terners to the idea that it will be 
profitable for them to make mul- 
fiplp I’.se of every drop of water 
available. t

In the preachings of these Big 
Muddy prophets, you can almost 
hear the Whistle of the steamboat 
coming ’round the bend again, anc’ 
the hum of four billion -kilowat 
hours of cheap power in the gen­
erators of the giant dams that will 
rise along the Missouri Basin.
St. Louis To Bismarck

Those things will come, it Is 
promised in the Pick-Sloan teach- 
■ngs, when the Army Engineers 
complete the nearly- two-billion- 
dollar Missouri Valley water re­
sources development program they 
started this summer with the help 
of the Bureau of Reclamation and 
other Federal agencies.

Steamboat backers view the pro­
posed navigation channel from Bis­
marck, North Dakota’s capital city, 
to where the Missouri meets the 
Mississippi above St. Louis, as the 
promise of cheaper freight rates. 
The scene looks rosy to industrial- 
’.‘ ts in the near-northwest too, who 
hope to capitalize on the power 
the dams, in the basin will gene­
rate.

By utilizing the more than one 
■fiundred dams and reservoirs to be 
built from Ft. Peck, Mont., to the 
Mississi’ppi, excessive rainfall and 
flood waters will be eased along 
the journey to the sea to extract 
the maximum good from every 
bucketfull.
Power Controversy

Wherever power is generated, 
there’s controvei-sy. But the Fed­
eral Power Commission, as a mem­
ber of the Basin’s Inter-Agency 
Committee, is used to arguments 
and has planned a giant system 
of generators at main Missouri Riv­
er dams to sneed the Valley on its 
wav to modernization and indus'- 
trialization. ^

Of the main .stream dams. Gar­
rison in North Dakota, and Oahe 
and Ft. Randall dams in South 
Dakota will ultimately t-3 the 
greatest power producers. Garrison, 
heralded as the world’s largest 
earth-fill dam. will produce 320,000 
kilowatts: Oahe, from its power­
house a few miles above Pierre, 
South Dakota’s capital, will con­
tribute 400,000 kilowatts: and Ran­
dall generators, near the South 
Dakota-Nebraska state line, will 
pour an additional 240,000 kilowatts 
of electrical energy into a gigantic 
inter-connecting maze of grids, or 
power distribution lines, over the 
states of Montana, North and 
South Dakota, Nebraska, and even 
as far south as Sioux City, Iowa. 
Colorado, Wyoming and Kansas 
v.’ill have power at their beck and 
call, tco.
Missouri Compromise

In the tug-of-war which marked 
earlier days of rival Basin devel­
opment plans. Army Engineers, 
under super-salesman Brig. Gen. 
Lewis A. Pick who sold the nation 
its biggest peacetime project, were 
primarily interested in harnessing 
the river to provide flood control 
and navigation. The Bm-eau of Re­
clamation, intent on saving the 
good land In the north from drought 
and recurrance of the “dust bowl’’ 
disaster which sent North and 
South Dakotans from their farm 
homes in jalopy caravans seeking 
more firmly anchored soil, held out 
for use of the water for irrigation.

But when proponents of a Mis­
souri Valley Authority drove the 
two agencies together in a loveless 
‘.‘.shot-gun’’ wedding, the Army 
bowed and put navigation in second 
place behind Irrigation. The com­
promise, however, still calls for a 
good channel from Bismarck to St. 
Louis, and improvement of harbor 
facilities along the route.

The big job is underway today, 
hell-bent for high water—in the 
right place. In 15 years the waters 
of the Missouri will be performing 
usefully in man’s closest approxi­
mation of natural and balanced 
perpetual motion.

Cattle fed on Southern and West­
ern ranges usually start market- 
ward as soon as pastures begin dry­
ing up, which sometimes is as early 
as July. The movement usually 
reaches its peak in October.

Range cattle have ^wo markets— 
(a) slaughterers and (b) Midwest­
ern corn belt feeders. Slaughterers 
bid for the fatter gra.ss-fed stock, 
while feeders buy lean and moder­
ately-fattened animals. These are 
put on grain feed for several 
months to fatten them to heavier 
weights and better quality.

Harriman to step into Henry A. 
Wallace’s post as secretary of com­
merce recalled at least two other 
instances in which Truman caught 
even some of his closest friends 
way off base.

Those factors are the possible 
candidate’s pocketbook, political 
stature, personal health and past 
record.

Alphabetically, here is how they 
stack up:

1. Gov. Ellis Arnall of. Georgia, 
soon to be out of a job due to the 
state law which prevents an in­
cumbent from succeeding himself. 
Because of his political philosophy, 
Arnall’s choice might help woo 
some ■^nembers of that Democratic 
faction left disgrmitled by Wallace’s 
dismissal.

2. Undersecretary of State Will 
Clayton, a successful business man 
with personal assets equal to the 
financial and social obligations in­
volved. Clayton, however, now holds 
down a post of such far reaching 
economic responsibility that it is 
unlikely he would be sidetracked to 
Britain.

3. General Mark W. Clark. Spec­
ulation here has centered chiefly 
around the fact that "a humber of 
Truman’s recent diplomatic ap­
pointments have been from military 
ranks. But Clark’s tasks in Austria 
remain of such magnitude that 
there is doubt he would be trans­
ferred to even as important a post 
as ambassador to Britain.

4. James Dmin, now ambassador 
%o Italy. Wealthy enough to main­
tain the post, he has been mention­
ed chiefly because of his stand in 
favor of close Anglo-American co­
operation.

5. Supreine Court Justice Rob­
ert Jackson. His choice, could serve 
the double purpose of filling the 
post with a Democrat who has gone 
along with New Deal policies, and 
at the same time ease a strained 
situation on the nation’s high tri­
bunal.

6. Joseph P. Kennedy. Here the 
speculation stems chiefly from the 
fact that Kennedy’s choice might 
prove welcome in the political see­
saw territory-of the northeast. How­
ever Kennedy, a former ambassador 
to London, incurred the wrath of 
many Britons by his early pessi­
mism over their wartime chance of 
victory.

7. Senator Robert M. LaFollette 
(Prog-Wis), who at best would be 
a 100 to 1 shot. As a close friend 
and former Senate colleague, Tru­
man has been reported eager to 
find a job for LaFollette in the ad­
ministration. But (a) LaFollette 
often was critical of administration 
foreign policy and (b) Wisconsin 
Democrats might object on the 
ground that he ran unsuccessfully 
for the Republican nomination in 
this year’s primaries.

8. Freeman Matthews. If Truman 
elects to pick a career man “Doc” 
Matthews would be a likely choice 
Now head of the State Depart­
ment’s Office of European Affairs, 
h  ̂ has been in on several of the 
international conferences upon 
which American foreign policy has 
been built.

9. Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt. 
L'iplomatic observers with a pen­
chant fdr long .shot odds eyed this 
possibility on the double gromids 
that she is familiar with and .sym­
pathetic to the problems of Eng­
land and po.ssesse.s 51 politically po­
tent name.

Wanted: A Policy
After a year of wrestling with the problems of re­

conversion, the combined efforts of Congress,^ the White 
House and various bureaus have left the country with no 
consistent, warkable stabilization policy. The result is 
not only exasperating, but discouraging. _ , . ,

First came the long, unsettled period in which price 
controls were more or less maintained while the lid 
taken off wages. Things became more chaotic when the 
Price Control Act expired and Congress finally patched 
up a new one which was neither fish, flesh nor good 
red herring— as the saying used to be when those scarce 
commodities were abundant.

Then with the maritime strike, the country found 
the wind blowing from another quarter. Now prices were 
being allowed to rise while an effort was made to hold 
down wages— .just the opposite policy of a year ago.

OPA ceilings today are generally higher. But the 
AFL seamen’s unions, which had negotiated pay rises to 
W'hich the operators were agreeable, found that they 
were not to be permitted to get more money than CIO
unions were receiving for the same work.* ♦

It seemed somehow appropriate that the Wage Stabi­
lization Board had worked itself into a spot where it had 
the choice of a prolonged strike if the AFL company- 
union contracts were not approved, or a new strike by 
CIO maritime unions if they were.

Here we might quote again those oft-quoted figures 
on high production, high wages, high employment and 
high this-and-that, and give credit to private manage­
ment and labor for bringing us so far along the road to 
normal existence in spite of the confusion.

And we might safely predict that neither private 
management, labor nor, for that matter, government 
would relish thé idea of government’s having a hand in 
all labor-management negotiations.

Yet it is evident that the maritime strike, like so 
many strikes before it, was called fbr the purpose of get­
ting government to come in and make a ruling and a 
settlement. Such a practice, if continued, would cer­
tainly not be consistent with a free economv of private 
management.

* * *
We. shall probably have to wait for a new Congress 

to tackle the .job when the political air has cleared. Then 
lèt us hope that the various factions in Washington will 
unite on an intelligent and workable plan of stabiliza-

1920 Inflaiion Almost Here
Continued increases in the cost of l i v i n g  d u r in g  tH d  

next few months are almost Inevitable, anu mere isn t 
anything anybody can do about them except take them 
and not like them.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics cost-of-living index 
shows a two per cent increase for the month ending 
August 15, over the month before. That’s eight per cent 
higher than when the price controls went off in June, 
11 per cent higher than August, 1939, when the war in 
Europe began.

Four more points, or 150, and the index will be 
higher than it was during the postwar inflation of the 
early 1920s. In Washington, the index already has gone 
over the 1920 top. The same thing is bound to happen 
in other communities.

Cost-of-living experts refuse to be quoted on this 
point, but there is a bare chance that food, the principal 
item in the cost of living, may level off for the balance 
of the year, or show onl.y a slight rise over the August 
levels. The big item of uncertaintv is the nrice level for 
canned fruits and vegetables of the 1946 pack. Any jump 
in canned goods prices for this Winter will more than 
offset any reductions in the food bill obtained through 
the price controls put back on meats.

The clothing prices index is bound to go up. Ad-

increases have been passed on through manufacturers 
and wholesalers, however, and will be reflected in all 
puces paid tor new clothing from now on.

“We’ve got to stop chewing on 
each other,” Wevat declared after 
discussing industrial strife in East­
ern states which he recently visited.
We must find out who is trying 

to uiiderinine and destroy our coun­
try.”

Asserting he was glad to be back 
in Midland, Wevat said “we here 
have lots of things to be happy 

I for.” and told how fortunate citi­
on s of Texas and the Southwest 
have been.

“We don’t see the industrial 
strife,” he added.

Wevat praised labor leaders here 
and labor conditions in Midland 
and declared that during his trip 
he found persons “don’s seem to 
want to work.

“They want a lot of money and 
shorter hours. Forty strikes are on 
in New York City today, but I still 
believe capital and labor can get 
together. Something Is wrong with 
our economic system. Back door 
deals should be stopped.

Wevat was introduced by Marvin 
McCree, program chairman. Guy 
Brenneman, vice president, presided 
at the session. Dick Prather, presi­
dent, is in Chicago, attending a con­
vention.
