This disclosure Friday raised a
strong possibility the aid will be
halted if the charges are found
accurate.

Both American diplomats and
UNRRA officials emphgsized that
no action will be taken pending a
thorough investigation and a full
renort from. the missiva

Drector General F. H. LaGuardia
announced departure of the “special
mission of high ranking UNRRA
officials” to inquire into the “prob-
lems. of distribution and -other mat-
ters affecting UNRRA".

LaGuardia’s announcement of
the new mission came in the wake
of published reports, queting fpur
unidentified UNRRA employes just
back from Yugoslavia as saying
that Marshal Tito was using some
UNRRA supplies, particularly mules
and trucks, to move Yugoslav guns
and troons into a position near
troubled Trieste. -

LaGuardia said that “this whole
matter will be ironed up as soon as
I receive a report”.

Wallace Clashes
With Baruch On
Atomic Conirols

Both Agree Dangers
Confront Commission

W ASHINGTON —(&2)—
Grave danger confronts
United Nations efforts to set
up international atomic con-
trols, Bernard M. Baruch
and Henry A. Wallace vir-
tually agreed Friday.

But they bitterly disputed the
cause.

Wallace, ousted secretary of com-
merce, blamed Baruch. He de-
clared that with nations already
launched on “a frantic atomic bomb
race”, Baruch has adopted a “stub-
born ‘and inflexible” approach to

1 negotiations involving Russia.

Baruch, American member of the

UN Atomic Energy Commission
blamed Wallace. He asserted the
former cabinet officer perpetrated

“errors” and caused public confu-
sion in his criticism of the United
States control plan.

The “errors”, Baruch charged,
are “gravely dangerous to the deli-
cate negotiaticns now underway’.

Wallace, whom the President re-
moved from the cabinet last month
because of his split with Secretary
of State Byrres over Russian re-
lations, had the latest word in the
row with Baruch.

Negetiations at Standstill

In a statement Thursday night,
Wallace declared that atomic en-
ergy negotiations in the United
Nations have reached an “impasse”
cn two’ basic points of disagree-
ment, which he attributed indirectly
to Baruch’s ‘“stubborness”. The
two point’s, he said, are:

1. Whether the TUnited States
should “continue its preduction and
stockpiling of atomic bombs during
the negotiation” of a treaty leading
to full international control.

2. Russia’s “refusal to agree to an
international system of inspecticn
to control atomic energy produc-
tion”.

Charging Baruch with preoccupa-
with ‘“procedures”, Wallace said the
New Yorker is “unable to distin-
guish the fundamental, critical is-
sues” from procedural questions.

Russia Protests
Vote To Set Up
Reparation Group

PARIS —(#)— Russia in  angry
words Friday accused the United
States and Britain of violating their
Big Four agreements by voting for
an Australian amendment to set up
an international commission for
supervision of Italian reparations
payments. .

The Italian Economic Commis-
sion of the peace conference, which
still ‘must fix the amount Italy is
to pay neighboring Allied states,
passed the amendment, 12 to 8,
with France, China and the Slavic
states opposed.

Under the amendment. an inter-
national body consisting of the Big
Four and countries receiving rep-
arations would supervise payments
other than those to Russia. These
would go to Yugoslavia, Albania,
Greece, Ethiopia and Poland.

A. A. Arutiunian of ‘the Soviet
Union, visibly angered, declared
that the United States and Britain
had violated an agreement to a sec-
tion of the Big Four 1oreign min-
isters’ treaty draft.

American Delegate Willard Thorp
and British Spokesman Glenvil
Hall both protested that the amend-
ment was a new article and not a
change in an agreed upon portion
of the draft.

144 Injured
As Sun 0il
Plant Burns

Flaming Fuel Showers
Over Fire Fighters

MARCUS HOOK, PA.—
(AD)T—Se\.fen persons were
killed and upwards of 140
others injured by fire and
thunderous explosions which

roared through a unit of
Sun Oil Ccmpany’s $13,000,000 avi-
ation gasoline refinery several hours
before subsiding Friday.

Sun Vice-President Arthur E.
Pew, Jr., estimated damage to the
world’s largest alkylation plant at
$300,000. ' He ‘said “a packing gland
which failed, caused gas to escape
and flash”, touching off the series
of explosions felt 20 miles away in
Philadelphia. ;

Bceiling up in huge -elouds of
'smoke lit by darting tongues of
flame, the fire swept unchecked for
four hours affer the first blast at
6:10 p. m. Thursday. It was then
brought under control but was not
extinguished wuntil Friday.

Many of the injured were volun-
teer firemen. The heaviest casu-
alty toll occurred when flames, rac-
ing out of a pump room, reached
a 125-foot fractionating tower. It
went up with a roar, the shock
rocking the countryside for miles.

All of the deaths occurred in hos-
pitals here and in nearby Chester,

Red Army Goes In

What is actually happening is

Budget reductions, made
in the name of necessary and desirable economy, have
cut into military appropriations to the point where some
congressmen and military leaders are frankly and vocally
worried. - | :

Atomic research apparently is going ahead unaf-
fected. Ordnance appropriations are up to requirements.
But advancement in other fields of national defense will
be slowed down appreciably by the curtailment of ex-
penditures requested by the President. : b

Two of these fields are aviation and shipbuilding.
Cuts are affecting the personnel of the one and the con-
struction program of the other. But in both cases the re-
sult will be the same—curtailed activity and the loss of
trained technical experts’;

Take the case of the Army Air Forces. Last Spring
the AAF asked Congress for $1,570,000,000 inthe cur-l
rent fiscal year to operate the *irreducible minimum’
force consistent with national security. This figure was
reduced to $1,200,000,000 by the Budget Bureau. Later
Truman asked another $200,000,000 cut. In the mean-
time the AAF has had to absorb a 14 per cent salary in-
crease to its civilian employes within its curtailed budget,
which will necessitate a cut in civilian help from 163,000
‘to 131,000.

This, says Gen. Carl Spaatz, AAF commander, will
be felt most severely in the research and development
program, especially that dealing with guided missiles
and other new developments which the AAF considers
vital to national security.

Because of the cut in money and personnel, the AAF
will have to close some of its bases. The plan for 70
combat groups of 400,000 men and 21,000 airplanes will
have to be revised downward. The air reserve and air
national guard will be affected. So will the projected
training program for 1400 new pilots, 750 flight engi-
neers and 1200 aerial observers. Aircraft production will
be cut by 172 large planes because of reduced funds.

Perhaps the most serious aspect of this cutback can
be found in General Spaatz’ statement of its efféct on the
AAF’s long-range research and development program.]

Nicotine Seen As
Diphtheria Cure

LONDON—(#)—A nicotine deriv-
ative is being used at the Moscow
Children’s Hospital as an immuniz-
ing agent against diphtheria and in
the treatment of the disease, says
the Soviet Science News.

The new preparation, known as
peracetin, ‘was obtained at the In-
stitute of Organic Chemistry by a
group of workers under Y. Gold-
farb, who were searching for nico-
tine derivatives which would re-
tain the beneficial properties of the
drug without being poisonous.

Experiments with peracetin as an
anti-bacterial agent led to labora-
tory and clinical tests that proved
it capable of destroying diphtheria
germs, the magazine reports. It is
said that no after-effects, such as
those resulting from diphtheria
serum, have resulted from the use
of peracetin.
