It is about 13 miles southeast of 
Big Spring.
In Lcvclland Townsitc

O. M. Rhea of Levelland has 
asked a special permit, to allow 

I him to drill a 5,000-foot wildcat in 
the Levelland townsite of Central 
Hockley County.

The project will be carried as 
Rhea’s No. 1 Rhea fee, and is lo­
cated in lot 8, block 3, Sunset ad- 

' dition to the town of Levellanti. It 
is about two miles east and south 
of nearest completed oil well in the 
Levelland field.

The Railroad Commission has set 
a special hearing on the application 
for the townsite wildcat.

Magnolia Petroleum Company No. 
1-C E. P. Cowdcn, 660 feet from 
east and 1,980 feet from south, lines 
of section 5. block A-55, psl survey, 
and on northwest side of the Dol­
lar Hide field, in extreme South­
west Andrews County, is a new 
prospector for that region.

The longer the journey, the greater likelihciod there 
is of accidents. That holds as true in politics as it. does in 
motoring or airplane riding. So it is a perilous journey 
of 18 months’ duration that will take Harold E. Stassen 
to the Summer of 1948, when he hopes to obtain the Re­
publican presidential nomination.

In announcing his candidacy ô .egijrly, Stassen haŝ  de- 
. fied practical considerations as well as tradition. In fact, 
the tradition is probably the outeidwth of practicality. 
It is almost axiomatic that smart politicians don’t do what 
the former Minnesota governor h.as .done. Even Roose­
velt held back thè announcement 6i third- and fourth- 
term candidacies almost till the last minute, and thus, in­
jected a measure of suspense into- a foregone conclusion.

The reasons fo r ’this are obvious. There are many 
chances to stumble over a long course. A candidate must 
corhmit himself definitely on too many things. And he 
always run.? the risk of the voters losing interest in him.

Further, Stassen confronts hazards peculiar to his 

own case. First of all, there is his chief objective of 1947 
— t̂he job of trying to persuade Republican leaders in 
Congress to follow a legislative program that he has al­
ready outlined.

Nothing in that program is brand new. It embraces 
a number of bipartisan views which form a legislative basis 
conforming to Stassen’s definition of liberalism. Some of 
his views are certain of majority support in the new Re­
publican Congress. Others will probably be opposed. 
But in the unlikely event that his whole program is 
adopted, could and would he try to take credit for it? 
And, if so, how would his own party in Congress react?

At present Stassen seems to have a good deal of popu­
lar support. He does not, however, hold public office. 
He has not tested himself since 1942, when he was re­
elected governor. Minnesota elected Stassen-supported 
men as senator and governor last Fall, but that is not the 
same thing. Furthermore, there is little indication that 
the Minnesotan has great financial backing to offer in 
place of a guaranteed bloc of votes.

As we said above, smart politicians don’t do what 

Stassen has done. But Stassen has proved himself a 
knowing politician in the past. Why, then, has he taken 
this unconventional step? The apparent reason is that 
he is as determined as was Wendell Willkie that Old 
Guard conservatism has no place in present-day America. 
Politically wise, he seems to be making an early and di­
rect bid for that same popular support that carried his 
liberal predecessor to the top of the Republican Party.

But first he must hurdle some formidable opposition 
within that party. It is almost certain that Stassen would 
have a harder time getting’nominated than elected. It is 
already apparent that, in the 1948 convention, he will 
have to match his political achievements, war record and 
distinguished public service with the more recent and 
equally distinguished public service of Senator Vanden- 
berg, the impressive election victory of Governor Dewey 
this year. Senator Taft’s powerful organization in Con­
gress and his control ofjthe Southern Republican delega­
tions, and Governor Warresls great popularity on ’¿he 
West Coa.st. • ' L . ? \

Harold Stassen is out to prove that the proverb about 
the early bird holds good in American politics. Whether 
he succeeds or fails, he is certain to provide a great deal 
of interest, an ample serving of food for speculation, and 
an instructive experiment which future candidates will 
study with interest.

Army Looks To Policy Change
A new “omnibus bill” to include all peacetime Armv 

organizatipn plans and policies is a major legislal îye ob­
jective which the War Department hopes it can attain 
from the 80th Congress.

Action on this measure may have to be delayed until 
decision can be made on the fundamental question of 
whether or not the armed services are to be merged. 
.Pending that, the War Department will have to ask for 
continuation of the Selective Service System to give it 
encpugh men for its assigned tasks at home and in zones of 
occupation overseas.

Again this year the Army lays great stress on ’che 
need for unification of the armed services. First decision 
to be made on this question is whether the Air Forces are 
to remain under the Army or be set up as a ,separate and 
equal branch with Army and Navy in a Department of 
National Defense. Whichever way that goes, the case f©r 
unification will be presented as a needed means of 'elimi­
nate duplication in military planning. '

Four main fields where complete co-ordination must 
he acmeved are pointed out.

Sec­
ond, in agreement on missions of the armed services in 
support of American foreign policy. Third, in the crea-

to make reductions whenever prof­
its justify”. It is up to labor, he 
said, “to refrain from pressing for 
unjustified wage increases that will 
force increases i nthe price level”.

He told Congress he will soon 
submit recommendations for repeal 
of further administration powers he 
still retains under the states of 
emergency and ask Congress to con­
sider repealing individual laws un­
der the “State of War” provisions.

On the controversial subject of 
housing, the President said that 
comprehensive legislation “is ur­
gently required”.

On agriculture, the President 
asked Congress "to set the stage 
for permanent farm welfare” before 
w'ar-time measures end.
Other Points Of Message

Briefly, here are some of the 
other points of his message;

Veterans: Except for minor ad­
justments; the -President expressed 
belief “that our program for bene­
fits of veterans is now complete.”

Civil Rights: He expressed con­
cern at what he described as at­
tacks upon “constitutional rights” 
of citizens as a result of “racial 
and religious bigotry.”

International Relief: The Chief 
Executive said he did not feei that 
the United States has done its 
part” in admitting displaced per­
sons into this country and asked 
congressional assistance through 
new legislation.

Military Policy: The United
States will be willing, Truman said, 
“to lead in collective disarmament,” 
when a system of collective secmdty 
under the United Nations has been 
established.
