Police officials said the kidnap-
ings of a British banker and 2
British judge apparently were ef-
forts by the Irgun Zvai Leumi, un-
derground organization, to head off
the execution of an alleged Irgun
member convicted of participating
in an attack on a police station.
Hanging Delayed

Lt. Gen. Sir Evelyn Barker or-
dered an indeterminate delay in
the hanging of the man, Dov Bela
Groner, 33. The delay was granted
when a Palestine attorney acting
on behalf of Groner’s sister in Lan-
caster, Pa., Mrs. Helen Friedman,
took steps to appeal the case to
the Privy Council, Bnitain’s su-
preme court.

Extension of irrigation distribu-
tion facilities will be continued on
the Tucumeari Project in New Mex-
ico, Altus Project in Oklahoma, the
Miracle Flats Project in Nebraska,
the Kendrick Project in Wyoming
and the Balmorhea Project in
Texas.

Capone Died Owing
Government Money

body of Al Capone, once fabulously
wealth Chicago gang leader whose
attorney said he died broke, lay in
a mortuary here Monday, waiting
completion of plans for the funeral
here later this week.

In Los Angeles, Capone’s attor-
ney, Abraham Teitelbaum, said as
far as he knew “Al left no will and
no money”. The lawyer said mem-
bers of Capone’s family had sup-
ported him in recent years, and the
villa was “mortgaged to the hilt”.

Mouth Legislation

EL PASO—(#)—State Rep. Wood-
row Bean, El Paso, announced here
Saturday night that he would in-
troduce an emergency bill in the
Legislature asking rigid measures to
keep foot and mouth disease from
the vast livestock industry of Texas.

Under Bean’s proposed bill the
Livestock Sanitary Commission
would be empowered to establish
quarantine against other states,
territories and foreign countries. He
said he would introduce the bill in
the House of Representatives Tues-
day.

The bill asks an appropriation of
$300,000 to be used in work to pre-
vent the disease. It would also set
up punitive regulations.

Violators May Be Fined

Violators would be subject to fine
of from $1,000 to $5,000, or jail
sentence up to six months, or both.
A second would be deemed a felony,
punishable by two to five-year
prison sentence and a fine of from
$5,000 to $10,000.

Over Week-End
