"The crash in a flash of
flame and shower of falling
bricks ripped up rails nine
miles from Naperville, Ill., where 45
persons died last - April 25 in a
collision of two Burlington passen-
ger trains.

Several ' eyewitnesses said they
saw “a tremendous ball of fire” as
the Zephyr left the rails.

The train, which the Burlington
said was traveling at its usual: 75
miles an hour clip through the
suburb 21 miles west* of Chicago,
smashed into the side of the un-
occupied brick depot, partially
wrecking it.

The diesel engine was thrown on
its side but the seven derailed
coaches remained upright and were
not badly damaged; thud holding
down the number of casualties in
the crowded train.

Eyewitnesses said a ilarge farm
tractor fell off a passing freight
train shortly before the Zephyr hit
it at the Main Street crossing in
the Du Page County community
and careened from the rails,

Two coaches behind the engine
wedged in a V-shape into the onc-
story station. Flying bricks and
mortar poured onto some of the
passengers through a hole ripped
in the side of one coach.

Police said the crash occurred at
10:41 p. m. (CST).

Taken to Hospitals

Most of the€' injured were taken
to hospitals at nearby Hinsdale
and Aurora. Three were reported
in scrious condition. Many who
suffered cuts and bruises were
treated at doctors’ offices and re-
leased.

The Zephyr's engineer, Clarence
Thurston, 67, of Aurora, Ill, was
trapped in the diesel’s cab,. which
lay on its side 100 feet ahead of
the coaches. He was reported in
seripus condition at a hospital ai-
ter being cut out of the cab.

Inside the coaches most passen-
gers remained calm and were re-
moved in orderly fashion through
windows and doors.

Daniel Trygg, 24, of Minneapolis,
Minn., a student at the University
of Minnesota, said bricks fell
through the roof of his coach as
it rammed into the depot. Trygg,
who was unhurt, added:

“The man sitting. in the seat
right in front of me was killed. He
was buried under bricks. Most
people were pretty calm, and most
of those I saw hurt had only cuts
and bruises. We were lucky.”

Guild (Ind.) will vote Monday and
Tuesday on proposed strike action
against the major radio networks.

Top development in the telephone
crisis, with the strike deadline set
for 6 a. m. Monday was a state-
ment Friday by Attorney General
Tom Clark that President Truman
has the legal power to seize the
telephone industry.

The President said Thursday that
he was examining the matter to
see whether he had the power to
do so. 4

Clark based his opinion on the
Federal Communications Act, which
he said was based on the war emer-
gency and would continue until six
months after the ' official “termi-
nation of the war”.

John J. Moran, chairman of the
National Federation of Telephone
Workers (Ind.) Policy Committee,
said Thursday that the unions wouid
obey a legal seizure, although he
doubted whether such legal author-
ity existed.

Union and company officials con-
tinued meetings in Washington
and at other scattered points in
the nation Friday, but little or no
progress was reported by the vavi-
ous mediators.

Western Union Files Notice

Too Secret Diplomacy

Although the war is over the American people aren’t
rid of the wartime government policy, of seerecy for sec-
recy’s sake. The armed forces are habitually the worst
offenders, going hush-hush on routine information or
sometimes concealing matters that the public has a right
to know. But recently Congress and some civilian de-
partment officials have been doing rather well along the
same line.

Congressional committees still have a great fondness
for secret hearings, in spite of stipulations to the contrary
in last years’ reorganization act. Such things as tax cuts
and budget appropriations, which are of legitimate public
concern, have been discussed behind closed doors.

But Congress at least may be thanked for revealing
some ‘‘secret’ official documents relating to Soviet policy
toward Greece and Turkey. These originally were meant
only for the ‘“private background information” of the
House Foreign Affairs Committee.

The documents outlined a Communist master plan
for separating Macedonia from Greece. They quoted
American representatives’ belief that Greece might fail
“like a ripe plum” into the hands of her northern neigh-
bors and Greek Communists within a few weeks without
support from the western democracies. They gave some
details of the demands behind Russia’s war of nerves
against Turkey.

None of this was startlingly new. Substantially the
same information. given off-the-record to correspondents
in Washington and abroad, had formed the basis of num-
erous speculative stories. TIts disclosure could not con-
ceivably iniure American prestige or endanger American
security. And it could scarcely thake Soviet-American
relations more tense than they were before these “secret’”
conclusions were made public!

Then why were they kept from the public? We
hope it was not because someone in the State Department
has the idea that foreien policv is a private matter, and
that deve_lopments in international affairs are none of
the American people’s business.

Passage Of Teachers' Pay And $55 Per

Capita Bills Cheer

AUSTIN — () — Texas school
teachers have read newspaper head-
lines throughout the state an-
nouncing Senate passage of bills
setting up minimum pay schedules
of $2,000 per year for teachers and
increasing per capita school ap-
portionments to $55.

two hills?

1. Calls for payment to all schcols
a maximum of $55 for each school
child, as dctermined by the state
approved school census each year.
This is $14 more than the per
capita apportionment this year. in-
cluding a bonus from surplus school
money. ;

2. Provides inat the comptroller
must transfer to the available school
fund from the clearance fund what-
ever amount  might be nreeded to
assure the $55 per capita if sources
of revenue for the available school
fund are not sufficient.

The clearance fund is a .special
fund originally set up to take care
of public weifare and teachers re-
tirement payments.

3. Gives priority of payment from
the clearance fund to public wel-
fare and teachers retirement. (This
was a Senate amendment to the
Blankenship Bill.)

The Salary-Schedule Bill

1. Establishes a minimum gsalary
of $2,000 per year for teachers
holding a bachelor’s degree, with
increases for additional college
training, teaching experience and
efficiency.

2. Provides that if enough money
from all sources is not available,
“then the highest salaries possible
with the revenue available shall be
paid”.

Senator .G. C. Morris of Green-
ville secured a Senate amendment
providing that additional pay based
on college training and experience
shall be paid on a schedule “not
less than that provided in the State
Equalization Aid Law”,

He said the amendment merely
seeks to assure more pay for addi-
tional training and experience.

Senate adoption of both bills was
by unanimous vote.

Patterson Testifies
For Joint Army-Navy

WASHINGTON —(#)— Secretary
of War Patterson said recently
that putting the Army and Navy
under a single department of de-
fense would be a “deterrent”
against an attack on the TUnited
States.

Testifying before the House Ex-
penditures Committee, he said for-
eign governments would view the
step as a strengthening of American
national defense, and commented:

“One of the matters in national
defense is the impression you make
on_foreign governments.”

Patterson testified in favor of a
bill to create a national defense es-
tablishment under a secretary of
national defense. This . secretary
would have authority over three
agencies: Department of the Army,
Department of the Navy, and De-
partment of the - Air Force. The
Army and Navy would not be mer- i
ged.

He said that if a national emer-
gency arises, “We will surely come
at that time to a single authority,
and we will have to improvise has-
tily as in 1941 and 1942.”

The unification bill, Patterson
added, “is the only thing I know
of that can strengthen national de-
fense and not cost money.”

point, the contract was defeated,
as East and West could cash two
diamonds, two clubs and the queen
of hearts. ;

If the king of hearts had been
played from dummy instead of a
low heart, declarer would have to
use the king of spades to get: into
his hand to play the third club, and
he would have no other entry
into his hand.

One of the players said he knew
that East held four clubs. He also
knew that he was going to lose
two diamond tricks, but if the
diamonds were split three-three,
he could make the contract even
though the queen of* hearts was
wrong and the spades did not
break.

So he led a small diamond from
dummy at trick two, East won
with the queen and shifted - to a
heart. :But declarer won with dum-

my’s king and :played another
small diamond.
Three spade tricks, two hearts,

three diamonds and a club gave
him nine tricks.
