More than 1,000 persons were 
evacuated as the flood waters 
swirled on this city after breaking 
through the East Pittsford dam, 
five miles to the North.

Both water mains leading from 
a city water-supply reservoir burst.

Public works commissioner Wil­
liam Kallie estimated it would be 
between two and seven days before 
water could be restored.

The new judge is a veteran )nein- 
ber of Congress and is* the ranking 
Democrat on the important House 
MilitaiY Affiars Committee. He is 
a former ’ mayor of El Paso and 
formerly was speaker of the Texas 
House of Representatives.

WASHINGTON — (/P)—  
Pre.sident Truman will not 
act on the $4,000,000,000 in­
come tax cut bill before he 
leaves for Kansas City Fri- 
d a y morning, Secretary 
Charles G. Ross said Wed­
nesday.

Ross told reporters he did not 
know whether Truman would act 
before he leaves for Canada next 
Monday after his return from the 
Midwest. In Kansas/ City, he wi;l 
address the meeting of the 35th 
division with which he served in 
the first World War.

Training Legislation 
Requested By Truman

WASHINGTON —()P)— President 
Truman Wednesday asked Congress 
to give “early consideration” to 
the subject of universal training.

He made the request in sending 
to the legislators the report of his 
advisory commission on universal 
training. The report, made public 
by the White House earlier this 
week, recommended universal train­
ing and said the United States 
must strengthen its defenses or in­
vite “extermination” in atomic war­
fare.

The President, in a letter to
