Miniature Model Of Permian Basin Power Plant
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Bevin Tired Of
Dilly-Dallying
On Unity Plan

LONDON—(#)—British Foreign
Secretary Ernest Bevin vows that
in launching a cooperative effort
for European economic recovery
under the Marshall Plan he in-
tends to brook no delays such as
those which stymied the recent
foreign ministers conference in
Moscow.

Eagerly awaiting a response from
Russia- to a joint British-French re-
quest that the Soviet Union partici-
pate in drafting an aid-to-Europe
program, Bevin declared in the
House of Commons Thursday night
“the guiding principle I shall follow
in any talks I have on this matter
will be speed.” :

“I spent, six weeks in Moscow try-
ing to get a séttlement,” he asserted.
“I shall not be a party to holding up
the economic recovery of Europe by
the mess of procedure, terms of ref-
erence or all the paraphernalie
which may go with it.

The British press gathered from
the tone of Bevin's speech that
Britain and France definitely in-
tended to go ahead with work un-
der the suggestions made two weeks
ago by Secretary of State George C.
Marshall —either with or without
Russian participation.

Army Jet Plane Sets
New World Speed Mark
Of 623.8 MPH Average

MUROC, - CALIF.—(#)—An Army
jet plane, the P80-R, has regained
the world speed| record for the
United States—at\ 623.8 miles per
hour.

Streaking but 50 feet above the
Mojave Desert near Muroc Army
Airfield, Col. Albert Boyd of Ashe- |
ville, N. C., Thursday guided the
Lockheed built fighter on four runs
over a 1.86-mile (three kilometer)
course. The average topped by 7.8
MPH the 616 MPH mark set by
a British Gloster Meteor jet plane
Sept. 7, 1946.

With the wind, the P80-R
reached speeds of 632.5 and 630.5
MPH. The upwind runs were made
at 617.1 and 6147 MPH.

The record will not be official un-
til certified by the Federation Aero-
nautique Internationale in Paris.
Official observers, however, pointed
out the new mark was made over
the standard course and according
to all other international speed
rules.

It was the first time in 24 years
the United States moved into the
top position.

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New Power Plant
To Add To Supply
Of Basin Current

Plans for construction of a new
steam-electric power plant in the
Permian Basin were announced
Thursday by J. B. Thomas,  presi-
dent of Texas Electric Service Com-
pany. The new 25000 Kkilowatt
plant will be known as the Permian
Basin Power Plant and will be built
in Ward County, west of Monahans,
where) é.bundant natural’ .gas re-
sources will be utilized. The com-
pany plans to have ‘the plav.p(r_\i.n
operation early :in 1948. &

“The Permian Basin Power Plant,
which will feed into the West Tex-
as end of thé Texas Electric Ser-
vice Company’s power transmission
system, is an important part of the
company’s $18,007,000 power plant

and power line construction pro-
gram which was started right af-
ter the war,” Thomas said.
Increased Use Of Power

“The decision to locate this pow-
er plant in the Permian Basin [ol-
lowed careful studies of the in-
creased use of electric power by
the oil industry and by fast grow-
ing cities and towns in West Tex-
as and is further evidence of the
company’s confidence in the fu-
ture of West Texas. The availabil-
ity of large quantities of natural
gas for fuel and a dependable wa-
ter supply were important factors
in selection of the location., The
Permian Basin Power Plant will
augment the present power supply
of the company’s system in West
Texas. Monahans, Wink, Crane,
Andrews, Odessa, Midland, Stanton,
Big Spring, Lamesa, Colorado City,
Sweetwater and Snyder are among
important cities served by the
the company in this area.”

In keeping with the modern trend
of power plant construction on the
Texas Electric Service Company’s
power system, Thomas said a large
part of the equipment at the new
plant, including hoilers, heaters,
and condensers, will be built and
operated in the open.in order tc
obtain the lowest, practical cost of
construction. Steam turbines and
generators will be installed on con-
crete pedestals and provided with
removeable - housing. Condensers,
control equipment, pumps and other.
auxiliary equipment will be located
beneath and along-side the gener-
ator platform. Two 'boilers, each
as tall as a three-story building,
will be adjacent to the turbines,
and will be served by a single smoke
stack 150 feet tall. The plant will
have a large water cooling tower
so water used for condensing steam
can be cooled and re-used. Water
for the boilers, and for condensing
steam will come from wells.

To Construct Village

Several million cubic feet cf na-
tural gas per day will be consumed
by the plant as fuel for the genera-
tion of power. The natural gas will
be purchased from the Gulf Oil
Corporation.

First steps in the construction of
the new plant involve construction
of a village which will house con-

structiop workers and later house
permanent plant personnel and
their families. During the con-

struction period an average of 175
men will be at work. After com-
pletion of the plant, approximateiy
30 men will be employed in -its
operation. " 3

“The'new Permian Basin Power
Plant, together with an additional
generating unit now being =zdded
to the Handley Power Plant at Fort
Worth and enlargement of the
Wichita Falls Power Plant, will
add approximately 85,000 kilowatts
of capacity to the Texas Electric
Service Company’s power system and
is another major step in providing
an adequate supply of dependable,
€conomical electric power and 'light
service for all areas served hy the
company,” ‘I'homas said.

for a retired school teacher,
wanted for questioning in
the slaying of his friends,
Emily Griffith, 65, famed
Denver educator, and her in-
valid sister; Florence, 67.

The sisters were found dead
Thursday in the mountain cahin
they had made their home since

Emily Griffith’s retirement in 1934
from adult education in which she
had pioneered. Each had been shot
once through the head from the
rear.

The man sought, was named by
Undersheriff Donald Moore of
Boulder County as Fred W. Lundy,
65, one-time teacher in Denver’s
Emily Griffith Opportunity School.
It was Lundy who helped build the
small, bookiined Griffith cabin, took
the sisters on mountain rides, cut
their firewood and did many of the
chores around their rustic home.
Sequence Of Events

Police had reconstructed this se-
quence of events near the time of
the slayings:

Lundy asked Emily Griffith a few

days ago to go to Illinois with him,
hoping to ease the days of her older
age. She refused. He expressed to
neighbors his fear of old age and
said, “when people get this old, they
should be shot.”
« Thursday morning neighbors, not-
ing a lack of activity at the Griffith
cabin, investigated. They found the
bodies of the sisters. In the kitchen
they found an untouched supper
which the sisters customarily ate
with Lundy about 4:30 p. m. daily.
Deputy coroner, Nérman Howe,
said death occurred about 4 p. m.
Wednesday.

Investigating police found in
Lundy’s car $350 and a note saying:
“If and when I die, please ship my
body to Roscoe, Ill. No autopsy.
Correspond with Roy Cummings,
Roscoe, a cousin. No funeral here.
Money-in this briefcase can be used

for immediate expenses. Thank
you. Please embalm in Boulder,
Colo. (Signed) Fred Lundy.”

'President Must Keep
Fountain Pen Handy

WASHINGTON —(/)—/ President
Truman, the labor bill off his
chest, faced a new puzzler Friday
—whether to let rent confrols run
out this month or sign an exten-
sion bill roundly denounced by his
housing aides.

The Senate completed congres-
sional action late Thursday on the
measure. extending rent control
through next February 29, with a
proviso that ceilings can be lifted
as much as 15 per cent if landlords
and tenants agree on a lease run-
ning past Dec. 31, 1948.

The bill also knocks ouf all con-
struction curbs except in the case
of recreational type buildings‘ such
as theaters and bowling alleys.

Senator Taylor (D-Idaho), a last
ditch opponent of the measure, told
his colleagues “you're setting a
bomb with a time fuse on it under
the tenants.”

Taylor argued every tenant who
wanted to retain his accommoda-
tions would have to agree to a 15
per cent boost soon or “maybe 100
or 200 per cent after the controls
go off.” 5

Reasons Given
By President

WASHINGTON — (&) — Pres-
ident Truman said Friday he ap-
plied these four “basic tests” fo
the union-curbing Taft-Hartley
bill in finding it would viclate
“principles essential to our pub-
lic welfare:

1. “Whether it would result in
more or less government interven-
tion in our economic life. x x x I
find that this bill is completely
contrary to (the) mational policy of
economic freedom.”

2. “Whether it would improve
human relations between employers
and their employes. x x x It would
encourage distrust, suspicion and

cannot be achieved by force by
law.”

3. “Whether the bill is workable.
There is little point in putting
laws on the books unless they can
be executed. I have concluded that
this .would prove to be unwork-
able.”

4, “The test of falrness. x X X
The bill provides unequal penalties
for the same offense. x x x It
would discriminate against workers
by arbitrarily penalizing them for
all critical strikes.

“Specific Defects”

Truman said the bill contains
these more specific “defects:”

1. “The bill would substantially
increase  strikes.”

2. “The bill arbitrarily decides,
against the workers, certain issues
which are normally the subiect of
collective bargaining, and thus re-
stricts the area of voluntary agree-
ment.”

3. “The bill would expose em-
ployers to numerous hazards' by
which they could be annoyed and
hampered.”

4. “The bill would deprive work-
ers of vital protection which they
now have under the law.”

5. “The bill would establish an
ineffective and discriminatory
emergency procedure for dealing
with major strikes affecting the
public health or safety.”

6. “The bill would discriminate
against employes.”

7. “The bill would disregard in
important aspects the unanimous
convictions of employers and labor.
representatives at the National La-
bor-Management  Conference in
November, 1945.” (The conference
recommended that the government
withdraw from collective bargain-
ing with the end of the war emer-
gency.)

8. “The bill raises serious issues
of public policy which transcend
labor-management = difficulties.”

Under the last heading Truman
declared bill would (A) abridge the
right of free speech by union news-
papers on political issues; (B)
would invite the states to put
harsher curbs on union security, by
abdicating the federal authority
wherever “more restri¢tive policies”
exist; (C) the denial of Wagner
Act rights to unions with Com-
munist officers would force such
unions to strike for their demands,
“which is exactly the result the
Communists desire.”

Police Called Out In
Texas Tomato Farmers'
Strike Over Price Drop

CLARKSVILLE—(/)—Farmers in
the Avery and Dekalb areas went on
strike Thursday when tomato prices
dropped, and officers were called to
deal with what they said was threat-
ened violence.

The strike was called when the
price of green wrap tomatoes dropped
to four cents a pound.

Many farmers refused to sell and
officers were called out when some
growers wanted to interfere with
others willing to market their day’s
harvest.

The market at Clarksville, which
remained open, was ovVerrutt.

All three had ‘been convicted
on virtually identical evidence.

“In view of this marked inequity
I agree with the prosecuting offi-
cials and with the board of par-
dons and paroles it would not be
right to let this man die. I have
therefore commuted his death sen-
tence to life imprisonment..”

Congressional Humor

In a footnote to a recent article by Senator Alexander
Wiley in the New York Times Magazine, the editors ex-
plain that one of the Wisconsin senator’s pet ideas is to
dress up the Congressional Record in a snappier format
and have it seld to the public.

Titled “Congress Has Its Fun,” it consists of nifties culled:

Maybe today’s Ameri-
cans, nourished on the one-line gag, aren’t geared to the
tempo of frock-coated cohgressional wisecracks.” At any
rate, it’s hard to imagine the New Yorker’s editors feeling
perturbed after reading them, or to predict a sudden
pulic clamor for the Congressional Record.

These relics of by-gone days ‘now
stand, bewildered and unloved, at
the cross-roads of their existences.
They. are on their way out, but the
manner of their exit will be de-
termined as India progresses in
self-government.

WASHINGTON —(#)— The Treas-
ury has handed Congress some tax
revision ideas to think over until

what President Truman calls the
“right time” for changing the rev-
enue laws arrives.

Specifically withholding recom-
mendations of 'its own, the Treasury
turned over to the House. Ways and
Means Committee studies of four
plans to equalize federal income
taxes on married couples in all 48
states.

Three of the four plans would
increase taxes by as much as
$997,700,000 for as many as 1,400,-
000 couples and 7,200,000 single per-
sons.

The other would save 4,900,900
couples $743,500,000 by giving those
living in 38 states the same. “in-
come splitting” rights now enjoyed
which have community property
laws.

The Treasury avoided endorsing
any of the plans, describing its €0=
page report on them as “factual
findings”, but Secretary Snyder, in

The Treasury’s four plans for
equalization:
1. Require all couples, including

those in community property states,
to pool their income in one retufn,
thus eliminating any saving through:

2. Tax all earned income to:the

earner, and all community property
income to the husband or wife ex-
ercising “management and control”
of the property.. This would add
$82,000,000 taxes on 600,000 couples
in  community property states.
3. A “dual-rate-schedule plan’
which would eliminate the tax ad-
vantage of filing separate returns
to get the benefit of Jower per=
centages of tax. It would keep the
same surtax percentages, but make
them apply on income brackets 50
per cent lower than now. This
plan would be costly also to single
taxpayers.
