for purchase of new naval aircraft 
for anti-submarine patrol and re­
connaissance.

Supplies For 
GreekMilitary 
Aid On Way

W ASHINGTON — (/F)—  
Dwight Griswold, chief of 
the American Aid Mission [o 
Greece, said Friday military 
supplies valued at $35,000,- 
000 already are en route to 
equip the Greek army and 
navy on an “ anti-bandit” 
basis.

Griswold told a news conference 
the equipment now moving to U. S. 
ports for shipment is largely from 
United States Army and Navy sur­
plus. It includes light mountain 
pack artillery, mules, food for troops, 
ammunition, and some trucks and 
jeeps.

Shipments of military supplies, 
scheduled to comprise half the ^ 00,- 
000,000 aid program, probably will 
continue into the Fall, Griswold 
.said.

Describing the efforts to main­
tain security as an essential part of 
economic recovery, Griswold said 
“it would be hard to build a bridge 
and have it blown up right away.”

“We believe the reconstruction 
program will help break up the 
guerrilla bands,” he added.

In the first break-down of aid 
plans, Griswold said it is proposed 
to spend about $19,000,000 for agri­
cultural rehabilitation, $48,000,000 
for rebuilding ports, highways and 
industry, $75,000,000 for food, cloth­
ing and other civilian goods, $3,- 
000,000 to cope with malaria, tuber­
culosis and other health, problems, 
and $1,500,000 to train Greek na­
tionals.

Lewis Maneuvers 
Around Labor's 
Newly Passed Act

WASHINGTON — (A') — John 
L. Lewis gleefully tucked another 
fat contract in his pocket Friday 
giving 75,000 hard coal miners the 
same $1.20-a-day pay boost he had 
wangled for 400,000 soft coal dig­
gers.

Disclosure of the agreement came 
with surprising suddenness Thurs­
day night after only a few hours 
of negotiations between the United 
Mine Workers chief and represen­
tatives of the anthracite Indus­
try. c

Lewis obtained a 44 -cent hour­
ly wage increase for soft coal min­
ers and a 17.1-cent raise for an­
thracite miners.
Boost Welfare Fund

But Lewis succeeded also in 
boosting his union’s health and wel­
fare fund “take” in both bitumin­
ous and anthracite from a nickel a 
ton of coal produced to a dime a 
ton.

And as in negotiating his soft 
coal contract a few days earlier, he 
seemingly got around portions of 
the new Taft-Hartley labor law In 
the anthracite pact.

That new labor law provides for 
equal labor-management adminis­
tration .of union welfare funds ex­
cept those set up in contracts al­
ready in effect when the law was 
enacted.

Lewis had the anthracite opera­
tors simply amend their contract 
■.vritten a year ago—leaving un­
changed its provisions allowing him 
to name two out of three of the 
trustees of the anthracite welfare 
fund.

Truman To Send Report 
Of Economic Group To ' 
Congress For Airing

WASHINGTON —(/P)— President 
Truman Friday decided to send to 
Congress within the next 10 days a 
.special mid-year report on the eco­
nomic outlook, including the possi­
ble effect of John L. Lewis’ new 
•;oal wage gains on living costs.

Presidential Secretary Charles G. 
Ross said this was decided at a 
meeting of Truman with his Cabi­
net. He said the concensus of the 
meeting was there has been "a ten- 
fency to exaggerate the importance 
of the coal settlement on the overall 
wage picture.”

“Of course, if prices should go up 
as a result, that would be a matter 
of concern,” Ross added.

Edwin G. Nour.sp, chairman of the 
President’s council of economic ad­
visers, read to the Cabinet a memo­
randum on the state of the nation's 
business, based on the council’s 
continuing researches,

Ross said the Cabinet felt it would 
"be a very useful thing to put these 
findings out for the benefit of Con- 
gre.'is and the country.”

Senators' Group 
Approves Credit 
Control Program

WASHINGTON — (JP) — Legisla­
tion extending controls on con.sum- 
er installment buying through De­
cember 31 but requiring more lib­
eral credit terms Friday was ap­
proved 7 to 4 by the Senate Bank­
ing Committee.

The House Banking Committee 
has voted to eliminate such con­
trols, currently in effect under a 
Presidential executive order.

The resolution approved by the 
Senate committee would prohibit 
the Federal Reserve Board from fix­
ing less than a  24-month period for 
paying for consumer goods on cred­
it.

All such goods now covered by 
the board’s regulation “W” must be 
paid for in at least 15 months.

A committee official told news­
men under the proposed extension 
of controls it would be up to the 
board to decide whether 24 months 
or some longer period would be the 
maximum.

August 23 Set As Date 
For Election To Name 
Thomason's Successor

AUSTIN — m  — Gov. Beauford 
H. Jester said Friday he will call 
a special election In. the 16th Con­
gressional District to fill the post 
to be vacated July 31 by Congres- 
man R. Ewing Thomason of El 
Paso.

Thomason announced he will re­
sign on that date to take his oath 
of Office August 1 as West Texas 
federal district judge.

Jester said the election will be 
called to coincide with the special 
election August 23 on the proposed 
constitutional amendment to provide 
building funds for the state’s in­
stitutions of higher' education.

Of the 22 nations invited, only 
Finland had made no official state­
ment. Stockholm reported a Hel­
sinki dispatch said Finland’s gov­
ernment would meet Friday to give 
its reply.

But early Friday the Moscow ra­
dio, heard in London, said “It has 
been disclosed in Helsinki that the 
Finnish government pa.ssed a un­
animous decision on the necessity 
to reject” the conference invita­
tion.
Reds Pressure Czechs

Of the non-participating coun­
tries, Czechoslovakia had said 
earlier this week she would attend 
the conference, but Thursday night 
announced she had changed her 
mind because “acceptance of the 
invitation might be construed as 
an action against the Soviet Un­
ion.”

The announcement in Prague said 
the entire cabinet had approved the 
decision. The cabinet had been in 
session six hours after a telephone 
call from Communist Premier Kle- 
ment Gottwald in Moscow.

British Ponder How To 
Celebrate Big Wedding

LONDON — (/P) — Ill-fed, ill- 
lioused—and Ill-clothed Britons were 
invited Friday by the widely cir­
culated Daily Express to vote on 
whether Princess Elizabeth’s wed­
ding should be shadowed by the 
rationed austeiity under which the 
King’s subjects live.

“Should there be flags and par­
ties and bands and' a vote from 
public funds to make Princess Eliz­
abeth’s wedding day our most col­
orful festive occasion since the cor­
onation?” The Express asked. “Or 
should the austerity of life and the 
government dictate an occasion 
where Pritain’s traditional salute to 
happiness would seem out of place?”

The day is certain to be a public 
holiday, although the wedding date 
—expected to be some time in Oc­
tober—has not yet been announced.

Russia Is Ready 
To Use All Power 
Against Aid Plan

WA,SHINGTON — (/P) — Russia 
appears ready to throw into a bit­
ter fight against the Marshall Plan 
for European recovery every weapon 
of political, economic and propa­
ganda power at its disposal.

The division of Europe over the 
issue is virtually complete and a 
series of critical tests of relative 
Soviet and American strength are 
at hand.

Concern over the situation in 
Europe was focused here by Czecho­
slovakia’s decision — under direct 
dictation from Moscow—not to at­
tend the Marshall Plan Conference 
opening Saturday in Paris.

Some authorities here called this 
the “crudest demonstration yet” of 
ruthless Soviet domination of bor­
der governments. They said it 
showed also the extreme concern 
with which the Soviets view the 
Marshall Plan and the vigor with 
which they can be expected to op­
pose it at every point.

GOP Omils Terminal 
Cash Pay And Housing 
From Musi Action List

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Measures 
providing for a long-range housing 
program and for immediate cash 
payment of terminal pay for vete­
rans were omitted Fi'iday from a 
list of legislation scheduled by Sen­
ate Republican leaders for action 
before adjournment of Congi-ess 
July 26.

Chairman Taft (Ohio) of the 
Senate Republican policy commit­
tee told reporters the GOP leaders 
plan to try and push the $4,000,000,- 
000 income tax-cutting bill and a 
cluster of delayed appropriations 
bills through the Senate by Tues­
day.

After that, he .said, 10 measures 
regarded as “non-controversial” will 
be speeded to completion. Missing 
from this list were bills for housing, 
cash terminal pay for veterans, the 
St. Lawrence seaway project and 
increasing the national hourly 
minimum wage scale.

But Taft, in answer to queries 
about these, said they may get 
Congressional approval if it can be 
agreed to act “without long de­
bate.”

Taft outlined at a news confer­
ence the Republican plans agreed to 
at a strategy session of Senate GOP 
leaders Thursday night.

STATE RAT CONTROL 
MEASURES ARE URGED

AUSTIN—(iP)— State Health Of- 
j iicer George W. Cox urges a con­
tinuous rat control p r o g r a m  
throughout the state as a necessity 
to public health.

Dr. Cox listed six diseases which 
he .said are transmitted to man 
from the rat: plague, typhus, trichi­
nosis, a form of jaundice, tapeworm 
and food poisoning.

Del Curto i.s now facing 15 in­
dictments by a Travis County grand 
jury cliarging theft and forgery 
against the state. The 11 thelt 
counts total $1,550.10 and four counts 
on forgery total $335.70. Del Curto 
is under $7,500 bond pending di.s- 
posilion of the indictments.

Most of the warrants Daniel has 
moved to collect were originally 
turned over to M. C. Parris Com­
pany and passed- through other 
banks, wluxse endorsements are car­
ried on them. They were presented 
to the sl.gte trca.sUrcr for redemp­
tion by the banks on which demand 
is being made for repayment, Daniel 
said.
Principle Explained

“Thc.se demand;; are being made 
in accordance with the principle of 
law that tile last endorser is liable’ 
to the state, but this does not pre­
vent sucli endorsers from recovering 
from banks which previously en- 
dor.sed and passed the checks to 
them,” Daniel explained.

Demands have been made by the 
attorney general on the following 
banks for repayment of warrants as 
follows:

Pioneer Airlines Get 
Mail Rale Adjuslmenl

WASHINGTON —(/P)—The Civil 
Aeronautics Board Friday awarded 
Pioneer Airlines, Inc., of Houston, 
Texas, a lump sum air mail pay­
ment of $505,420 for the 13 months 
ended Aug. 31, 1946, and fixed its 
current rate at 45 cents a plane 
mile.

The board gave Pioneer, which 
serves 17 cities in Texas, a rate of 
60 cents a plane-mile for the. per­
iod from Sept. 1, 1946 to May 31, 
1947.

The 45-cent rate which became 
effective June 1 will be paid as 
long as the pa.sscnger load factor 
does not exceed 35.99 irer cent. Un­
der a sliding scale, the mail pay 
rate will decrease as the passenger 
load factor exceeds that percentage, 
the board said, with the result that 
net revenues will increase as pay- 
loads rise.

France May Try To Reconcile 
U. S.-Russian IIM Balkan Fuss
Democratic Whip 
Says Senate To 
Uphold Tax Veto

Texas Atlorney General Starts 
Investigation Of Price-Fixing 
In Violation Of Anti-Trust Laws

AUSTIN—(A>1—Half of Attorney General Price Daniel’s staff of as­
sistants fanned out over the state Friday in a broad investigation of re­
ports of anti-trust law violations in price-fixing in gasoline, bread, milk 
and other commodities.

Daniel announced he had put 20 assistants on the job, and had callsd 
on all county and district attorneys to check their areas and report to hfm.

Courts of inquiry may be caUed-1----------------------------- -----------------------^
soon in several areas to develop evi­
dence.

Uniform gasoline price increases 
totaling two and one-half cents a 
gallon since OPA controls were re­
moved "appear to be more than co­
incidental,” the attorney general 
commented.

“There is enough (tj it to warrant 
an investigation,” Daniel said.

The Texa.s anti-trust law forbids 
a combination of capital or acts by 
two or more persons, firms, corpo­
rations or as.sociations to “fix, main­
tain, or reduce the price of mer­
chandise. produce or other com­
modities.”

Daniel declared his department 
was not so much interested in price 
increases as such, but only in in­
creases where- they showed some 
signs of having been reached in 
violation of the law.

He noted that Conoco, Cities 
Service, Gulf, Sinclair, Magnolia 
and the Texas Company last week 
raised gasoline prices and that 
Humble followed.
Many Complaints

“We are receiving complaints 
every day from Texas consumers 
again.st what is alleged to be de­
liberate, uniform price increases in 
gasoline, bread, milk and other 
commodities by those who control 
such businesses," Daniel said.

"Prices will never go down as loirg 
as those in control work together in 
maintaining present levels or in­
creases in violation of the Texas 
laws against price-fixing. Competi­
tion must be restored if freedom of 
enterprise is to exist without gov­
ernment controls.”

Assigned to direct the gasoli'ne 
price investigation was assi-stant 
attorney general, Charles D. Math­
ews, who helped prosecute German 
war criminals. Directing the other 
sections of the inquiry are assist­
ants, J. A. Amis, Jr., and Cy Mills.

“The invastigation of oil com­
panies will include the petroleum 
wholesalers association, a new or­
ganization with headquarters in 
Fort Worth whose purpose has been 
reported as including the mainten­
ance of increased commissions to 
bulk agents of the oil companies,” 
Daniel said.

It also will include complaints

handle only tires, tubes, batteries 
and other merchandise produced by 
or sold under arrangements with the 
companies.”

The impression apparently has g ot 
around among some out-of-state 
manufacturers Texas no longer ha-s 
a law against price-fixing, Daniel 
commented.

“We hope this investigation will 
make business conscious of the 
Texas anti-trust laws,” he added.

O'Daniel Prefers 
Role Of Senator 
Who Walks Alone

WASHINGTON —M’)— W. Lee 

O’Daniel of Texas lecently put in 
the Congressional Record an edi­
torial about himself entitled, “The 
Senator Who Walks Alone.”

Written by Robert W. Akers of 
the Beaumont Enterprise, it started 
off:

“The Texans in Washington stick 
together — congressmen, newspaper 
correspondents, government offic­
ials. Any gathering that calls for 
the presence of the Lone Star dele­
gation finds t.hem all there, all, 
that i.s, except W. Lee O'DanicT.

“The capital Texas colony now 
takes this situation tor granted. 
To a visitor who inqim-es, a.s I did 
last month, ‘Where’s Senator O’Dan­
iel?’ the reply is a shrug, a hastily- 
•spoken, 'Oh, he never comes to 
‘ihese things,’ a change of subject.” 
Like This Long Time

It’s been that way since shortly 
after the former Texas governor 
and flour salesman came to Wash­
ington in 1941 to succeed the late 
Senator Morri.s Sheppard of Te;;- 
arkana.

Soon after he took -oath as the 
state’.s junior -senator, O’Daniel at­
tended one of the regular Wedne.s- 
day luncheons of the Texas con­
gressional delegation. The luncheon 
was a cordial affair, but it imme­
diately became apparent that the 
newcomer was not likely to become 
one of the regulars.

His differences with the others 
widened rapidly, and it is safe to 
say that in the six years he has 
been here O’Daniel has not been 
with the delegation a half-dozen 
times.

Senator and Mrs. O’Daniel show 
up at social functions attended by 
other Texas members of Congress 
and their wives only once in a 
great while—j-s at a recent banquet 
given by Texas Chamber of Com­
merce officials.

There is no apparent tie of close 
friendship, between the O’Damels 
and any other Texas legislator.

This relationship, or lack of it, 
between the man who plays a “lone 
wolf” role in Washington and fel­
low Texans in Congress is unques­
tionably a mutually satisfactory ar­
rangement.

The same atmo-sphere and atti­
tude prevail to only a slightly lesser 
degree in their legislative relation­
ships.

Occasionally a congressional rf- 
fice calls O’Daniel’s staff to discuss 
affairs pertaining to a particular 
district, but far less frequently than 
to the office of senior Senator Tom 
Connally.'

One explanation for this is that 
constituents here on busine.ss know 
that Connally, long an Administra­
tion supporter, has’ far more in­
fluence than O’Daniel.

Thus, when Texas businessmen 
or others want a matter taken,up 
with a government agency or red 
tape cut or something else, they fre­
quently ask their congressmen to 
join with Connally in the effort. 
Complaints To O'Oaniel

But if they have complaints, they 
address O’Daniel because they know 
that he has been a consistent anti- 
Administration Democrat and there­
fore i.s the man to uncover any 
skulduggery.

Apropo of all this, it should be 
pointed out that a fundamental 
reason for the power of the Texas 
congressional delegation, as well as 
the appointment of Texans to Lie 
President’s cabinet and other high 
government positions, is the fact 
that they do their scrapping pri­
vately and maintain a solid front 
for the benefit of the state.

The O’Daniels make their Wash­
ington home in a four-story yellow 
brick, remodeled apartment build­
ing, behind the U. S. Supreme Court 
lawn and a block from the Senate 
Office Building. The senator fi­
nally acquired full possession of the 
former 14-family unit, 40-room 
structure, after successful prosecu­
tion of tenant eviction suits.

About two blocks from the Capi­
tol, on Pennsylvania Avenue, the 
former bank building which the 
senator’s family purchased as offices 
for the W. Lee O’Daniel New< now 
stands idle. The political weekly 
recently suspended publication.

“Have you had any correspon­

asked.

“Well, I expect anybody in pub­
lic office has urgings,” Jester re­
plied. “Yes, I’ve had a few. In 
fact, considerable.”

The governor did not expand his 
statement.

Texans have been most' generous 
in the past in extending second 
terms to most of their governors 
who asked it.

Whether to try for a traditionally 
easy return trip to the governor’s 
chair or run a hazardous race in a 
crowded field for the Senatorship 
was the apparent choice Jester 
would have to make.
Possible Opponents:

Possible Senate opponents include 
well-known political figures such 
as former Gov. Coke Stevenson, 
former Gov. James V. Allred, for­
mer Congressman Martin Dies, 
Congressman Lyndon B. Johnson, 
and O’Daniel. George E. B. Peddy 
of Houston, who u.sed to make 
political races in the 1920’s, has 
publicly announced his candidacy.

It has long been no secret Gov. 
Coke Stevenson has told friends 
he is seriously considering making 
the race.

O’Daniel has not flatly announced 
but has indicated in numerous ways 
that he will seek re-election.

Allred, Johnson and Dies are still 
less definitely committed but who 
have by no means been discounted.

A race between Stevenson and 
Jester would pit as opponents a 
pair who have previously confer­
red politically and still visit social­
ly.

Those who know both well, how­
ever, have reported they sense a 
growing coolness between the pair, 
despite outward courtecusness.

Piecious or seml-pi'cclous stones 

need not languish in a jewelry box 
because settings are out-moded. 
The tiniest stone can be removed 
and used to enhance the sparkle 
of another, more up-to-date piece.

For ways to utilize stones to the 
.best advantage, the Jewelry In­
dustry Council comes up with 
some helpful suggestions.

Take the small diamond soli­
taire, for example, which has been 
retired because a larger stone has 
taken its place on your finger. Use 
the small diamond to center a 
pretty pin or bracelet charm 
which has no sparkler.

If you can cull several small 
stones from an unused piece of 
jewelry, there are effective ways 
of utilizing their precious sparkle. 
Re-set into the monogram of a 
compact or cigaret case, a few 
stones will give either accessory 
an expensive look.

Such stones, transferred from 
an old piece, may be massed for 
an impressive effect in a pendant, 
sunburst clip or brooch. A modern 
sunburst design with one modest 
stone in the center can be made 
to look like a collector’s item by a 
jewelry craftsman if small pre­
cious stones are used to radiate 
from the central sparkler.

Bulions May Ruin 
Dresses When Sent 
To Dry Cleaners

You’ll save yourself disappoint­

ment and possibly damaged clothes 
if you’ll prepare your dress for its 
trip to the dry cleaner’s by strip­
ping it of buttons, belt and, when 
possible, fancy sequinned or beaded 
trim. You will also make a life-long 
friend of your dry cleaner who may 
not have the staff nor time to do 
this job for you. You should also 
send a written note explaining what 
caused steins on garments, if you 
know. This information will guide 
the cleaner in special treatment 
needed to remove troublasome spots.

On the basis of tests made in 
research laboratories, the National 
Institute of Cleaning and Dyeing 
warns that some decorative addi­
tions to a dress simply can’t be 
cleaned without discoloration, soft­
ening or dye-bleeding of dress fab­
rics. Many such pretties keep their 
ne’er-do-well character hidden even 
from expert sleuthing until they 
are dunked in water or dry-clean­
ing solvent or are steam-pressed.

Research has disclosed that 
there are buttons which dissolve 
in the solvent or soften up so 
much they leave a smeary imprint 
on the fabric. Steam used when 
the garment is pressed causes the 
dye in another type of button to 
bleed.

Adhesives that lose their grip 
in dry-cleaning solvents are the 
villains of the piece when cloth- 
covered buttons and belts come 
apart or become badly stained 
when cleaned, say Institute spokes­
men. Buckram Innerlining belts 
'may be glued to the fabric with 
a solvent-soluble cement. When 
put in dry-cleaning fluid, the ce­
ment advertises its presence by 
coming through on the fabric and 
leaving an ugly stain.

Glittery sequins or oolored 
beads may rivet eyes to your gown 
but they can conjui'e up trouble 
for you and your dry cleaner. 
When cleaned, some sequins may 
lose their lacquered luster. Others 
may dissolve completely in the 
solvent. Some beads are colored 
with fugitive dyes which escape in 
the fluid or onto the fabric and 
leave the ornament a pallid shad­
ow of itself. If your eye-catching 
decoration is sewed to a separate 
piece of fabric and this sewed to 
the dress, it’s easy—and safer— 
to snip it off before cleaning.

Handy Aids Encourage You 
To Do Minor Home Repairs

When you’re chalking up good 
resolutions for 1947 include the 
firm resolve to make the old fam­
ily shelter ship-shape with a round 
of minor repairs which you can do 
yourself. Such a campaign will 
forestall major expensive repairs 
which need hard-to-get building 
materials.

Ready to assist you in first aid 
treatment for lesser afflictions of 
the home—loose hinges, to men­
tion a few—are dozens of handy 
helps most of which are available 
for small change at household 
hardware counters.

For the amateur Mrs. Flxit 
there is a midget tool kit, only four 
and a half inches long, which hides 
essential screw drivers, gimlet, awl 
and bottle opener in its hollow 
bright-colored plastic handle. Each 
tool has a metal bit which locks 
into the steel chuck at the working 
end of the handle when ready for 
use.

Looking ahead to Summer you 
can stifle the drip from cold-water 
pipes—which occurs when warm 
air condenses on them—by wrap­
ping them in a thickly insulated 
waterproof cloth tape jacket. This 
easy-to-apply tape carries a strong 
adhesive along its edges to seal it 
air-tight around the offending 
metal.

Other self-sticking cloth tapes 
come in colors and can mend al­
most anything from torn book

bindings to garden hose. Sticking 
as tight to surfaces as adhesive 
plaster to skin, these tapes will 
even weather-strip draughty win­
dows.

Stubborn sticking drawers and 
doors will yield without resistance 
after a slender waxy wand is rub­
bed along the runners leaving a 
thin lubricating film. Balky win­
dows should be treated with a sim­
ilar stick of dry graphite which 
lubricates metal, rubber, glass or 
wood without gumming.

If a check-up of furniture shows 
chair rungs that have come loose, 
coat them with a new liquid which 
swells the wood and locks the rung 
into its socket. ’There are also 
casters with screws resting in plas­
tic caps to attach to chair or table 
legs which can be adjusted to keep 
teetering furniture level.

Besides the all-purpose house-' 
hold cement for your mending 
shelf, there are special cements to 
•reset loose tile, colorless plastic 
adhesives fey bonding broken plas­
tic, metallic liquid solders and iron 
cements for first aid to leaky pipes. 
All are easy to use and dry rapidly.

As easy to wield as a pencil Is 
a plaster stick which can be drawn 
along hairline cracks in plaster 
walls to plug them up before paint 
is applied. To mend wood there is 
a putty-like plastic material which 
is pressed into cracks or holes. 
■When it hardens it can be cut, 
bored or painted like wood.

—which is the basic 
raw material for meat, dairy and 
poultry products—was forecast at 
2,612,869,000 bushels. This compares 
with last year’s record of 3,287,927,- 
000, the government’s goal of 3,000,-
000. 000 bu.’̂ hels and a 10-year aver­
age of 2,639,927,000.

Officials said a crop of around 
2,850,000,000 bushels of good quality 
corn would be needed to maintain 
meat production at the present level 
of 153 pounds a year for each con­
sumer.
' A crop of the -lize indicated, o f­

ficials said, would require a cut in 
meat production of about 10 per 
cent, or about 15 pounds per con­
sumer. This still, however, would 
leave supplies at about 138 pound'-; 
per person compared with the pre­
war average of 126 pounds.

Officials are not ready, however, 
to accept the corn forecast as final. 
Still holding hopes for a harvest of 
at least 2,850,000,000 bushels, they 
noted acreage planted to com is 
only 4.9 per cent below-last year’s 
record crop, despite adverse plant­
ing season weather.

Grain experts said if corn gets a 
“good break” on the weather dur­
ing the remainder of the Summir 
and is not caught by an early 
frost before it has matured, the 
crop could easily reach 3,000,000,000 
bushels. In that event, there would 
need be no reduction in livestock 
production.

The department’s forecast was 
based on conditions prevailing July
1, a time when floods still darkened 
the outlook. It did not take into 
account improved weather during 
the first 10 days of July.

Offsetting to a degree the rather 
gloomy corn forecast was a predic­
tion the wheat crop will exceed last 
year’s record figure of 1,409,000,000 
bushels. The wheat supply will be 
sufficient to allow large exports and 
permit some to be used for live­
stock feed, if necessary.

Total operating revenues in the 
first five months of 1947, accord­
ing to association statistics, amoun­
ted to . $3,452,989,710, against $2,- 
965,598,484, in the same period last 
year. Operating expenses in the 
first five months of 1947 are listed 
at $2,698,178,627, compared with $2,- 
568,041,993 in the corresponding 1946 
period.

WASHINGTON —(A>)— Here are 

some things the new labor law does 
to, or for, you if you’re an employer. 
Strikes—

If your union employes strike' 
against you for any reason—except 
unfair labor practices by you—you 
can replace them with other work­
ers.

An unfair labor practice would be 
something like this;

Your refusal to bargain with a 
union which the National Labor 
Relations Board (NLRB) has ap­
proved as bargaining agent for 
your employes.
New Contracts—

If you want to change a contract, 
you must so notify the union 60 
days before the contract ends.

If a union wants to change a con­
tract, such as to call for higher 
pay, it mu,St notify ,vou 60 days be­
fore the contract ends.

Within thc.se 60 days you and the 
union are supposed to bargain in 
good faith in an effort to reach an 
agreement.

For those 60 days the union can’t 
strike and you can’t lock out the 
unionists, even though no agree­
ment has been reached in that 
time.

It a union strikes within tho.se 
60 days, you can fire outright all  ̂
the strikers. You can bring in 
strikebreakers, if only as temporary ’ 
workers.

If a union strike,s after the 60 
days, ,̂ 'ou can’t fire the strikers 
outright but what you can do 
amounts to the same thing because;

You can replace the strikers with 
permanent workers (not temporary 
ones like the strikebreakers who 
are u.sed only to break a strike).

But if, after rpaking replacements 
with permanent worker's, you still 
have jobs open, you must give them 
back to the strikers when the strike 
is over.
Freedom Of Speech—

You can’t threaten to fire a man 
if he joins a union or promi.se him 
something if he doe.sn’t. That’s part 
of the old law. It still stands.

But under the new law you are 
.supposed to have more freedom of 
speech in telling employes w'hat you 
think of unionism. How much free­
dom?

That will have to be decided— în 
time—by the NT.RB and the courts 
on cases which eventually w'ill come 
before them.

Under the old law the NLRB and i

the courts had to decide how much 
freedom of speech a boss had.

Guards—
They can’t belong to any union 

which includes other workers. But 
tney can form their own union. 
You’ll have to bargain with their 
union, if NLRB approves it.
Forem en—

A foreman’s union has no stand­
ing under the law. You don’t have 
to bargam with it.

Tf foremen join a union of your 
other employes, any contract you 
sign witn that union doesn’t have 
to cover foremen.
■ You can fire a foreman for join­
ing a union. When you pick a man 
to be a foreman, you can order him 
not to join a union.

Suppo.se a union .stalls or other­
wise doesn’t bargain in good faith 
with you.

■ifou can make charges of unfair 
labor practices against the union 
with NLRB, if NLRB has approved 
it as the bargaining agent for your 
employes.

Under the old law you had to 
bargain in good faith with a union. 
It could charge you with unfair 
practices without good faith if you 
refused to bargain.

You couldn’t do that to a union. 
The old law didn’t say a union had 
to bargain in good faith with you.

A checkoff system means a boss, 
through agreement with a union, 
deducl.5 union liiembers’ dues from 
their paychecks and turns them 
over to the union.

Under the old law a union made 
such a deal with you. Rather, the 
union officials did. The individual 
union member had no say-so aliout 
it.

From now on you can’t checkoff 
dues from the paychecks of any 
worker unless he, himself, tells you 
in writing to do so.

The official Soviet estimate of the Parts conference 

and the Marshall plan, a.s published by the Tass news 
agency, is a good example of the surface contradictions 
in Russia’s foreign policy and political philosophy.

Ru.ssia wanted no co-ordinated economic planning by 
European countries in connection with American aid.. Ru.s-

An over-all program would have up.set various re­
covery plans already under wav. according to Moscow.

So Ru.ssia’s immediate recovery needs may be taken 
care of.

If the European countries remain divided and. grow 
weaker as Russia grows stronger, that will jlrobably be all 
right with the Soviet government. They will be ready for 
one-by-one picking, as were Yugoslavia, then Poland, 
then Hungary, then Bulgaria.

But the Marshall plan threatened an interruption. It 
is not a plan to .stop communism in a cri.sis, like the Tru­
man Doctrine, but a plant to stop chaos arising from eco­
nomic disruption. It is not a move against Riussia.

Diplomaiic Immunity
Say what you will, the United Nations is a powerful 

organization in at least one respect. Its delegates can 
throw a traffic summons in a policeman’s face and get 
away with it. But while we regard this gesture of bravado 
with a touch of envy, we can’t say that we entirely ap­
prove.

The late.st exercise of diplomatic immunity was that 
of a UN representative from Argentina, Dr. Rudolfo Mu­
noz. He was arrested for di’iving on the gravel shoulder 
of a New Jersey highway, again.st the law in that .state. 
Like other UN representatives involved in speeding cases 
around Lake Success last Fall, Dr. Munoz claimed diplo­
matic immunity. His claim was sustained by authority 
higher than that of the arresting officer.

Dr. Munoz also claimed ignorance of the law which 
prohibits two wheeks on the gravel. But that seems no 
reason for the pulling of diplomatic rank and the un­
pleasantness that followed.

The i)i’inciple of diplomatic immunity can be under­
stood. Especially in the UN’s ca.se, it is possible that im­
portant international business might be delayed by a key 
delegate’s involvement in a minor local affair.

At the same time, traffic laws are enacted for reasons 
of safety. A person killed by an immune diplomat’s ve­
hicle is just a.s dead a.s if he were killed by an ordinary 
citizen subject to all the ordinary rules and regulations.

It would seem much simpler if the UN delegates, 
while they live here, would conduct themselves as polite 
guests. To do,.when in Jersey, as the Jerseyites do .should 
not put tjoo great a strain on diplomatic pride, or interfere 
unduly with world deliberations.

Another Year For The USD
Most Americans, including perhaps several million 

veterans, may have pretty much forgotten the USO and 
its camp shows. But the wartime entertainers are still 
going strong, nearly two years since the war ended. And 
to the almo.st 20,000,000 who saw their performances last 
year their job probably seems as important as ever.

There are now 30 USO units overseas— 28 in the 
Pacific areas and two in Alaska— to entertain men who 
are safe from bullets but not from boredom. ’There are 
22 companies in this country performing at 192 veterans’ hospitals.

Our aim of course 
is to patch up a marriage, but we 
also are trying to teach mothers 
and fathers to bring up their chil­
dren so that ultimately they will 
have happy maiTlages.”

Pre-marriage courses have been 
set up in many communities^ simi­
lar to one in progress for students 
at Pennsylvania State College. Mi­
ami, Fla., i.s a model where happy 
families work with social workers 
treating day-by-day problems of 
family living and child care. New 
Orleans and other cities are hold­
ing a series of courses—institutes— 
on all phases of man-ied life and 
care of children.'!

And throughout the country mar­
riage counselors are working with 
individuals and groups, ironing out 
minor problems or adjusting major 
ones which can threaten the lives 
of two people bound,, it appear.s, for 
worse instead of better. Hertel es­
timated these cases today consti­
tute about 80 per cent of. a family 
agency’s work.

In New York, the Community 
Service Society, one of the member 
agencies of the FSA is working

with individuals—men and women 
who either appeal voluntarily for 
help or are sent by a friend, a doc­
tor, a lawyer or (this is increasing) 
an employer.

One key to liappy marriage is the 
quality of understanding what the 
concerned individual wants from it.

“And another, equally or more 
important,” said a counselor, “is the 
realization that almost always both 
spouses are to blame for difficul­
ties. Almo.st all the people who. 
dome to us try to blame all then- 
trouble on their mate.

“It is trite but it is true that 
marriage is an must be a two-per­
son relationship and there Ls rarely 
incompatibility on the part of one. 
Usually It is two people who lack 
understanding and have failed to 
adjust to each other.”

Generally speaking, half a mar­
riage repair job has been accom­
plished when people appeal for help, 
the marriage counselor said, for the 
mere fact of the appeal. Indicates 
their eagerness to make a go of it. 
The other important, hm’dles in­
clude the will to make necessary, 
adjustments and adaptations. i

On that date the Library of 
Congress will reveal the contents 
of the famous Robert Todd Lin­
coln Collection of the Papers of 
Abraham Lincoln.

When Lincoln’s son donated the 
collection to the library, he stip­
ulated that it was to be “placed 
in a sealed vault or compartment 
and carefully ' preserved from of­
ficial or public inspection or priv­
ate view until after the expira­
tion of 21 years from the date of 
my death.” He died July 26, 1926.

The Library of Congress has 
observed this mandate of secrecy 
with a.s much zeal as the guarding 
of the atomic bomb. Before he 
gave the library permission to 
index the collection before it was 
to be officially revealed.

Since the collection has been in 
the library’s custody not more 
than four or five individuals have 
laid eyes on the contents—those 
who have worked on the indexing 
job. The estimated 15,000 docu­
ments of various sorts have been 
kept in special vaults in the base­
ment. Special permission is need­
ed even to get in the outer vault. 
And only a few persons have the 
combination to the special inner 
vaults where the collection has 
been kept.

The men doing the indexing job 
took oaths of secrecy and “are 
forbidden tb make any use of 
their knowledge, even to the ex­
tent of taking, private notes from 
memory for future use in scholar­
ly work.”

Even David O. Mearns, the Li­
brary’s Director of. Reference and 
one of the nation’s outstanding 
Lincoln authorities, has prohibit­
ed himself from .seeing the col­
lection. He has to answer daily 
questions on Lincoln and felt if 
he saw the collection beforehand, 
his answers would be colored by 
what it contained.

Scholarly Dr. C. Percy Powell, 
of the Library’s Division of Man­
uscripts, another authority on 
Lincoln, has been completing the 
indexing job, started by the late 
Dr. John C. Fitzpatrick.

In spite of the library’s assur­
ances that the collection only 
“may be presumed to clarify cer­
tain obscure, but probably minute, 
details in .the .life .of..this, uniquely 
American genius,” Lincoln ex­
perts from all over the nation are 
planning to be on hand when the 
collection 'is opened. Most of the 
experts will have to make then- 
detailed studies from microfilm 
reproductions which the library 
estimates will cost them between 
$350 and $500.

For the general public, there 
will be an exhibit in two forms. 
One will be the documents read­
ily determined to be of first im­
portance, the other a display of 
examples more characteristic of 
the entire collection.

Persons who can establish a 
bona fide need will be permitted 
to inspect the originals.
