and plan permanent peace. But the
planning of world peace is not a
simple matter of bookkeeping. More
and more people are getting dis-
couraged and losing hope of world
peace—the permanent peace. for
which so many men fought and
died. The answer to the problem of
peace is simple. That is why it has
been overlooked so long.

“It is the old story of complicated
planning with unwieldly machinery
capturing our fancy.

Must Realize What Peace Is

“Nations are seeking peace bub
it hardly is possible they will’ find
it until they realize what peace is.”

He recalled briefly the history of
the Roman Catholic Church for
peace, asserting it teaches its mem-
bers that they are citizens of two

kingdoms—the kingdom of God
and the kingdom of man.
“Christianity must conguer to-

talitarianism and facism,” he em-
phasized.

“When we ask a favor of our
government, we surrender to a cer-
tain extent some of our freedom.
We've had a taste of facism in our
country and perhaps some totali-
trianism. We must be watchful to
avoid any control or rule by any
one man or any one party. That
tendency now may be past,” he ad-
ded, but he asserted the “cradle to
the grave” theory of government
must not be revived.

He declared totalitarian govern-
ment threatens the church as that
type of goveynment believes it is su-
preme.

“We must uphold the true demo-
cratic ideals on which our country
was founded,” the Bishop. coa-
tinued.

Discusces School's
Lands For Kiwanians

Contrary to a popular saying, the
University of Tekas is not the
“richast school in the world,” Berte

R. Haigh, assistant geclogist in
charge of University Lands, told
Midland Kiwanians at their lunch-
eon Monday.

Although the university has a
permanent fund of $65,740,772.21 it
ranks in fifth place among Ameri-
can educational institutions, ac-
cording © to the World Almanac,
Haigh said. He cited Harvard’s per-
man=nt endowment fund of $160,-
000,000, Yale’s $123,000,000, and
Columbia’s $88,000,000 as among
university wealth exceeding that
of the University of Texas.
Nevertheless, the University of
Texas, especially from oil royal-
| ties, has a sizeable income and as
new wells and even fields are
brought in, this income promises
to increase. To date, 236,513,430
barrels of oil have been produced
from the university’s two million
acres of land. Bonuses and exten-
sion fees' from this land total
$32,118,259; oil and gas lease rentals
since 1925 total $1,194,177, and to-
tal royalties to date total $31478,-
345, Haigh said.

A Pleasant Labor Story

After all the furor raised by the Taft-Hartley Act,
it is a pleasure to call attention to an example of mutually
intelligent and sympathetic labor-management relations.
It is particularly pleasant since the union in the case is a
local of the CIO United Electrical, Radio and Machine
Workers. :

It is no secret that the UERMW international policies
follow the Communist Party line pretty consistently. Of-
ficers who shape those policies have followed that line
so long that the general public is inclined to think of the
whole UERMW as extremely left-wing.

This is not true of many of the locals and, we are
sure, most of the rank and file. So perhaps the account
which follows will help to put the picture into better focus.

A year ago a wage dispute arose between the
UERMW local at the Pratt & Whitney division of United
Aircraft Corp. in Hartford, Conn. The result was a 20-
week strike of some 2,200 workers. This year the union
asked for a wage increase of 15 cents an hour. Then it
dropped the demand.

i

The reasons behind this unusual act reflect credit on
both parties. In the first place, the company opened its
books for the union’s examination.. Evidently the Pratt &
Whitney management took the reasonable attitude that
the workers as well as the executives have a stake in the
company’s future welfare—an attitude that by no means
enjoys universal acceptance.

_ After ¢xamining the company’s financial position, the
ot nregident said: “The books proved that the company
have’an excellent earned surplus, but they also proved
at a ‘major portion of this surplus was invested in in-
ventory. These books also showed that the company,
since V-J Day, has invested hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars in a development program. - Both these points, to us,
spell job security.”

As a result of these sensible and peaceable negotia-
tions, the company granted six paid holidays, equivalent
to a pay raise of about three cénts an hour. Discussion
of a general wage increase will be taken up in September.

No matter what the international executives may

\think, it is clear that the Hartford union’s officers and

members believe in growth and prosperity of private em-
ployment. They have realized that a contract which
takes the bulk of a company’s surplus in wage increases
may prove a poor reward.

Both management and labor in this case have been
concerned with the company’s present and future finan-
cial health. They have wisely regarded job security as
their mutual concern. Their co-operation and confidence
are particularly encouraging in an industry which at pres-
ent is somewhat insecure.

This story is not, of course, an exceptional case of a
'@'riendly employer-employe agreement. But it does have
its exceptional aspects. Certainly if there were more such
examples of good faith between management and labor,
the Communists in high union office and the die-hards in
the top echelon of industry would find themselves speak-
ing to smaller and smaller audiences.

WASHINGTON—(#)— Here's
ABC explanation off one of
world’s great experiments
is starting now.
It's this: 16 European nations are
meeting in Paris—the meeting star-
ted Saturday—to work out the
Marshall Plan.

The Marshall Plan itself is vague.

In fact, it is not even a
plan. It's only a proposal.

This whole thing, including the
meeting going on in Paris now, is
a direct result of a speech Secre-
tary of State Marshall made June

Briefly, Marshall said this:

1. The U. S. has poured billions
of dollars into Europe to get it on
its feet. But the U. S. help has giv-
en piece-meal. And Europe is still
on its back.

2. Before the U. S. gives any more
help, the European nations must
show signs of helping themselves
instead of running to the U. S. fo
everything. .
3. If the European nations show
they can help themselves and gstill
need help from outside, they can
ask the U. S.

4. But whatever help they get
from the U. S. won't be given in a
piece-meal way any more. It will
be ' given only according to plan.
What plan? There isn’t any now.
The 16 nations in Paris now are
meeting to set up a plan.

To start the ball roiling, they’ll
create committees to do this:

1. Study what each country -has,
what it needs, what it can afford to
let a neighbor have, instead of ask-
ing the U. S. for it.

2. When the studies are finished,
Europe will know what it can do
for itself and where it must abso-
lutely rely upon the U. S. for help.
Before Europe gets any more hig-
sized help from the U. S. won't
Congress have to approve?  Yes.
When? That’s puzzling a lot of
people, too.

Congress expects to finish up its
work for 1947 by the end of this
month and go home until 1948.

If Europe comes up with a plan,

and s badly in need of help before
next January, President Truman
might call a special session of Con-
gress.

But there’s no sign he has that
in mind at all. So it may be some
time in 1948 before Congress gets
around to voting help for Europe.

And when the time comes for
.voting ' in Congress, provided Eur-
ope comes up with a plan, there’ll
'be plenty of fighting in Congress.

So there’s no telling now when
Europe will get the help Marshall
promised. But the promise has
aroused tremendous hope in Eur-
Dpe.

The success or failure of the plan
may mean a turning point in world
history. European nations are in
bad shape now.

With their own help and that of
the United States, they may be able
to get back on their own feet and
stay there.

If the U. S. falls short on its so-
far vague promises, those coun-
tries may be plunged into poverty
and despair and, tisillusioned about

Russia and Communism.

That's the last thing the U. S.
wants to see happen. Russia has
warned Europe the U. S., through
the Marshall Plan, wants to domi-
nate that continent.

U. S. officials insist our only in-
tention is to help Europe get on
its feet.

Article About Method

Has 'Official’ Twist

WASHINGTON—(#)—A  convic-
tion the United States must deal
with Russia for many ytars “as a
rival, not a partner” is expressed
in a highly authoritative but an-
onymously published article which
is attracting much diplomatic at-
tention.

It outlines the view if the Soviet
Union can be held in check for the
nexd decade or longer, the result
may be either a more cooperative
attitude or a breakdown of Rus-
sian ‘power.

The article is published in the
July issue of Foreign Affairs, a
quarterly magazine, under: the sig-
nature “Mr. X'” There is specula-
tion among diplomatic officials
whether it sets forth the thinking
of George Kennan, chief of Secre-
tary of State Marshali’s. new policy
planning staff.

The State Department refused
comment as to whether Kennan
actually wrote the article. Whether
he did or not, the interest displayed
in it by responsible officials leaves
no doubt it is authoritative.

The theme of the article is (A)
Soviet leaders hope for and expect
an eventual breakdown of the' capi-
talist world, (B) meanwhile they
justify their dictatorship by preach-
ing ‘inside Russia “the menace” of
capitalist encirclement and C)
abroad they follow a practice of ex-
panding into all areas where other
powers are weak.

One key to Soviet action, accord-
ing to “Mr. X,” is the Soviets have
no timetable and constantly can
retreat or expand according to the
counter forces set up against them.

The writer argues, however, they
cannot always, as a matter of ta-
tics, wait and accomplish nothing.

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Here Is ABC On
Displaced Men,
Women Of Europe

By JAMES MARLOW
WASHINGTON—(/)—Here  is an
ABC on the problem of displaced
persons.

About 850,000 displaced persons
are living in camps in Germany,
Italy, and Austria. They have some-
thing to eat and a place to stay—
that's about all.

The camps are run by the Amer-
ican and British armies in their
zones of occupation. About 550,000
are in American camps.

These people, uprooted by the
war, were made homeless. For var-
ious reasons, such as fear, they
don't want to return to their own
countries.

Are they Communists? Truman
said no. He said they're opposed to
Communism and don’t want to re-
turn to their homes in Communist-
controlled areas.

This country has a limit, by law,
on the number of people who can
come here in any one year as im-
migrants. The limit is based on a
quota system.

Quota Is 154,000

The total quota in any one year
ig about 154,000. But the number
of immigrants coming here in any
one year is below the gquota total.
The quotas were set up in 1924.
The greatest number can come from
‘| Britain: 65,721 a year. But Britons
are not displaced persons.

The quotas for some countries

are far less than for Britain. Greece,
for example, has a quota of about
300 and Bulgaria, 100.

But displaced persons coming
here—if Congress passes a special
law for them—would be in addition
to the .quota set-up. |

Rep. Stratton, Illinois Republican,
has introduced a bill to let in a
total of 400,000 displaced persons,
at the rate of 100,000 a year for
four years.

Stratton offered his bill in April.
Months later a House sub-commit-
tee started to study it.

It has been holding hearings for
weeks, listening to witnesses talk
for and against the bill.
