Truman Warns Of
Economic Defense

WASHINGTON. —(#)— President
Truman said the nation has surged
to a pinnacle of ‘“unprecedented
prosperity” but must-strengthen its
defenses against inflation.

In a special mid-year economic
report to-Congress, the Chief Ex-
ecutive declared production now is
running at a-rate of .$225,000,000,000
a year far surpassing anything in
history, and added:

“We can place the hnigh produc-
tion and the high employment we

have today on a firm foundation
of enduring prosperity and peace.”

But threaded through the 30,000-
word document were four C’s—corn,

coal, construction and commerce
overseas—named by Truman as de-
velopments = which . mean “infla-
tionary problems may become
stronger.”

Terming price reductions = still
necessary in many areas, the Pres-

ident said they must not be swamp-
ed in a wave of speculation caused
by the forecast of a short corn
crop or by a wave of new wage and
price boosts pegged to John L. Lew-
is’ coal contract settlement.

Truman said there are as yet “no
grounds for real alarm nor for gen-
eral speculative - increases in food
prices” arising from the forecast, of
a corn harvest 20 per cent below last
vear’s. But in the event real short-
ages should develop, the report rec-
ommended:

1. Full publicity
outlook, perhaps
a campaign for “strict
in the use of some foods.

2. Quick planning for conserva-
tion, through export controls and
possibly by renewing the govern-
ment’s recently lapsed power to
control the amount of grain used
by distillers and other processors.

W ASHINGTON —(&®)-—
Legislation to outlaw the poll
@ax as a requirement for vot-
ing in federal elections was

passed Monday by the
House. It now goes to the
Senate.

T}]ere are no plans for
consideration of the bill this
year in the Senate, where it
has been blocked repeatedly
in the past by Southern fili-
busters.

Called up unexpectedly, House ac-
tion came over the futile objections
of a group of Southern represen-
tatives who tried pariiamentary de-
vices to block a final vote. They
succeeded only in delaying the
showdown several hours.

Pickett Opposes

Led by Representatives Rankin
(D-Miss) and Pickett (D-Texas),
the southerners asserted the legisla-
tion invades the right of states to
run their own elections and thereby
violates the constitution.

Proponents said the seven South-
ern states that have poll taxes have
used the tax to prevent large groups
of citizens from voting, in violation
of the constivuvion.

The legisiation applies to primary
as well as general elections and
would affect only voting for Presi-
dential and vice presidential elec-
tors and for members of Congress.
It does not apply to elsctions for
state or local offices.

The seven states which still levy
poll taxes are Virginia, Texas, Mis-
sissippi, - Tennessee, South Carolina,
Alabama and Arkansas.

AUSTIN—(#)—A state ad va-
lorem tax rate of 72 cents on the
$100 valuation was set Monday by
the automatic tax board.

37 cents. . i

Taxes under the new rate are
payable beginning October 1.

The new rate breaks down on the
basis of 35 cents per $100 valuation
for general revenue fund support,
35 cents for the available * school
fund, and two cents for the con-
fecerate veteran pension fund.

The automatic tax board is made
up of Gov. Beauford H. Jester,
Comptroiler George Sheppard, and
Treasurer Jesse James.

Its unanimous action in. adding
the general fund ad valorem levy
to 1947 taxes was based on calcula-
tions bv the comptroller showing
that $13,753,442 will have to be as-
sessed for general revénue purposes,
and $36,654,450 will have to be as-
sessed for the available school fund.

The two-cent. tax for the con-
federate pension fund - is set by
statute which left the board no al-
ternative, despite the fact there is
now a surplus of around $3,000,000
in the account.

Indonesia Head
Appeals To UN
To Take Action

BATAVIA, JAVA — (#) — Pres-
ident Soekarno said by radio Mon-
day night the Dutch were attack-
ing his Indonesiann Republic by !and,
air and sea. He appealed to the
world to force the United Nations
Security Council to take up the is-
sue.

A Dutch communique said Dutch
warplanes had attacked Republican
airfields in Java and Sumatra be-

cause Indonesian fighter planes
were ready for action.

Dutch and natives failed to agree
on'  methods of implementing the
Cheribon agreement, providing for
independence under the Nether-
lands Crown in 1949,

“Appeal To World”

“We appeal to the world to real-
ize the full significance of these
actions the Dutch have taken,”
Soekarno said. “I am convinced
justice is on our side and we are
piepared to put the question bhe-
fore the UN, which was formed to
secure the peace of the world.”

Without detailing the land, sea
and air attacks, Soekarno entreated
Indonesians “from Sumatra to New
Guinea” to defend the Republic,
which he called a “symbol of In-
donesian righteousness and faith.”

Premier Amir Sjarifoedin spoke
earlier, asserting what the Dutch
“want is a colonial war at the mo-
ment when Britain is giving India
freedom and Burma is approaching
independence_ "’

“We asked for arbitration, but
one nation (Holland) has taken up
arms against us,” he said.

Indonesian hbroadcasts and other
sources said the finely equipped
Dutch Army of about 120,000 men,
using mostly U. S. lend-lease and
surplus military equipment, was
striking simultaneously at numer-
ous points.

The Dutch closed down the In-
donesian News Agency Antara and
started military censorship, light
now but nonetheless real.

The Gamble Of Disarmament

Twenty distinguished Americans have issued a s.harp
denunciation: of universal military training and of the
President’s advisory commission which advocates it. The
group, which includes statesmen, educators, clerg_ym.en
and editors, among others, calls peacetime conscription
“outmoded” and charges that it “gives a nation the feel-
ing of power without the reality of power.” :

As alternatives to the proposed training program,
the group suggests activities which the great majority of
Americans, including the backers of universal training,
must surely endorse. The suggestions include a vigorous
program of universal disarmament, a strengthening of the
United Nations, a broad relief and rehabilitation program
which would include aid to Russia, and a strengthening
of democracy at home through a rise in living standards.

All of us, naturally, would like to see worldwide dis-
armament and greater health and comfort both here and
abroad. All of us would like to have in our pockets the
tax money that a national defense program would cost.

But how is voluntary disarmament by the United
States going to make the rest of the world disarm? It
has been tried before, and it didn’t work. How is Amexr-
ica’s military weakness going to stop Russian expansion?

In the face of Russia’s attitude toward the UN and
atomic energy control and the Marshall plan, what guar-
antee is there that America’s moral suasion and good ex-
ample will cause Russia to change her ways? Moscow has
been largely instrumental in stifling individual and politi-
cal liberty in Russia’s neighboring countries. Moscow’s
Communist parties are endeavoring to undermine indi-
vidual and political liberty all over the world—including
America. _

“No one in his senses,” the statement says, ‘“can long
entertain the idea that Russia will not also take to heart,
if the United States does, the commission’s counsel to lead
from strength, and at every cost to avoid weakness.”

But can anyone in his senses seriously doubt that
Russia had taken that counsel to heart long before it was
uttered by Truman’s advisers? Are we to gamble on
escaping attack by disarming? Is it wrong to avoid weak-
ness at a time when the democracies of a weak Europe
are threatened and assailed?

When we talk now of war, we mean war with Russia.
The American people do not want war with Russia or any-
one else. No American travelers have reported the Rus-
sian people wanting war. The American government does
not want it. But what about the Soviet government?

America doesn’t know, but the signs are not encourg-
ing. Until the answer is definitely no, it would seem best
for this country to retain its military strength, even as its
government continues to strive for peace.

Bradlé?’g Jaunt
Overseas Will
Be Eye-Opener

NEW YORK — (#) — Omar Nel-
son Bradley, the “Doughboy’s Gen-
eral,” is going back over there.

In a period of mounting tension
in the Balkans, America’s most ex-
perienced field commander is be-
ing sent to Europe and the Medi-
terranean soon for a six-week in-
specticn of what is left in those
regions of the army he once called
the greatest in history.

This brief leave from his duties

as Veterans’ Administrator is be-
lieved a perliminary to his taking
over the key chief-of-staff post in
the American Army upon the re-
tirement next year of Gen. Dwight
Eisenhower, his wartime boss.
It will be the first return in two
years for Bradley to the scenes of
his victories, and he will find the
situation greatly changed. What
lies: ahead of him on the road
back?

He left Europe with the four
great Allies—United States, Britain,
Russia and France—still celebrat-
ing the unity of a wartime tsiumph.
He will find Europe now an arena
of quarrels in which no two allies
agree on what shall be ' done with
the slowly reviving foe.

Neither War Nor Peace

He will find there neither war
nor peace—for peace isn't yet writ-
ten with the main enemy — but
only a twilight compromise, under
which ultimate decisions have been
postponed from week 40 week and
month” to month. &

He will find the superb, combat-
trained, million-man American Ar-
my he led has dwindled to 200,000
men or fewer, an army containing
many teen-age youngsters who nev-

fers from the evils that have af-
flicted all Occupation Armies from
pre-Roman times—veneral disease,
black marketing and the softening
influence of intermingling with for-
eign civilians in a foreign cul-
ture.
. Bradley undoubtedly will gather
secret information which will be re-
flected in future American military
planning. There would be no other
real purpose in his going. But along
his journey also will be many mile-
posts of memory he helped make
famous in the Second World War
—Hill 609 in Tunisia, Troina in
Sicily, St. Lo in Normandy, the
Ardennes in Belgium, the Eiegfried
Line and the Rhine in Germany,
But he probably won't get to vis-
it the River Elbe area, where he
linked up with the Russians to end
the war and swapped the Soviet
ccmmander a jeep for a riding horse
as a victory souvenir. Only Red
troops patrol the Elbe these days.

Colorado City Speaker

Survey Of West Texas

Frank Kelley of Colorado City,
chairman of the industralization
committee of the West . Texas
Chamber of Commerce, told Mid-
land Kiwanis at
luncheon that West Texans
Fort Worth to El Paso soon will
know precisely how adaptable this
section of the nation is to industrial
development. ‘

Kelley, who was introduced by
Jack Edwards, vice president of the
Colorado City XKiwanis Club, out-
lined West Texas C of C Profit
which he called something new un-
der the sun: a detailed survey of
the industrial possibilities of the
state.

Co-operating in the survey are
the Texas and Pacific Railway, the
University of Texas, and the WTCC.
The University of Texas is furnish-
ing the services of one of its in-
dustrial experts, Dr. French. He will
provide exhaustive background in-
formation to Dr. Sidney L. Miller of
the University of Pittsburgh, one
of the- noted industrial authorities
in the nation. And Dr. Miller will
work up information which will
enable industrialists anywhere in
the world to determine whether lo-
cation of plants anywhere along
the T & P would be profitable. The
some sort of survey even-
tually will be made of the entire
state, Kelley predicted.

got in the habit of taking it out
on rickshaw  coolies
waterfront denizens at the edge of
Hongkew. When they found out
the extent and manner in which
they had been clipped, they began |
punching any Chinese  within
reach.

Now. they are smart. They do
not draw money in Shanghai, or
if they do, they smuggle it ashore
and convert it on the open market.
This is illegal. But it can be done
openly and unmolested within a
stone’s throw of the Foochow Road
police station.
