Members of Milady Garden Club
learned the art of creating “‘bon-
sai"” (dwarf) plants at their meet-
ing last week in the First Bap-
tist Church fellowship hall.

PRESENTING the program was
Mrs. Dick McGuire of Amarillo, a
national flower judge and author-
ity on creating miniature ‘‘tonsai”
plants from natural shrubs and
trees.

Mrs. McGuire explained that any
shrub or tree can be miniaturiz-
ed with proper plant selection and
careful pruning.

She said the best bonsai plant
source is usually the nursery's
‘“rejects,” and that the plant
should be chosen for interesting
trunk lines, since the trunk will be
the, focal point of the plant. She
added that potted bonsai plants
should be kept outdoors for ade-
quate moisture and environment,
unless one has special conditions
in doors for the plants.

MRS. McGUIRE displayed sev-
eral of her own bonsai plants —

Macaroni is an “easy’” food —
easy to prepare, easy to combine
with more expensive foods be-
cause of its milk flavor and easy
on the budget.

IT HAS three basic ingredients
— semolina, plain or enriched
flour and water, according to
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extension con-
sumer marketing specialist.

Semolina is a granular sub-
stance that feels much like table
salt. It is milled from a special
kind of durum wheat, one that
is very hard and high in pro-
tein.

High quality semolina has a
rich golden color which both mill-
ers and processors try to retain.
It adds color, consistency, flavor
and cooking quality to macaroni
foods.

WHEN shopping for macaroni,
read the label, suggests Mrs, Cly-
att, a specialist with Texas A&M
University. If it has “‘made from
durum wheat” or “made from
semolina’ this means a high qua-
lity macaroni product.

Keep macaroni dry and unopen
ed packages will keep indefiniet-
ly. After a package is opened,
close it tightly or put the macaroni
in an air-tight glass jar or can,
recommends the specialist.

After selecting the plant, she
said, one should prune both the
large and small roots, then pot
the plant firmly, using regular pot-
ting soil, and water the roots. She
added that the pot should be sec-
ondary, and should not detract
from the plant.

PRUNING and shaping of the
top growth should come a few
days later, Mrs. McGuire said. Ob-
ject of the pruning should be to
thin the branches and emphasize
the growth and trunk lines of the
plant.

‘Branchet: can be wired into
shape if desired. she said. Plastic
coated electrical wire should be
used for this.

For her demonstration, Mrs. Mc-
Guire used a Mugho pine.

breaking year showed large net
gains in new meters added, miles
of line constructed, kilowatt hours
purchased and kilowatt hours sold.

Plant Date and Lodging

Renewed interest in corn pro-
duction in the Texas High Plains
area — especially in Castro Co-
unty — has prompted the High
Plains Rescarch Foundation at
Halfway to recview past research
on planting dates and their effect
on yield and lodging.

MANY new varicties and insoc-
ticides have been developed since
this research has been done, and
a variety test is planned in the
1968 research program at the
Foundation, under the direction

of Loyd Langford, associate ag-

ronomist,

current value can be obtained
from the review of information
now available, foundation mecn
said.

Corn production has been great-
ly discouraged by the southwest-
ermn corn borer, a pest which bores
into the base of the stalk, weak-
ening it and causing it to fall.

occurred with the early maturing
hybrids planted fin April. This
was because they were closer to
maturity at the time of the great-
est cormn borer infestation, usual-
ly about the midle of July.

A THREE-ycar test on three
average planting dates showed the
following effects on lodging: (All
three maturity groups were plant-
ed on each date).

Early planting (April 8-21) re-
sulted in 8': percent average
lodging.

Medium planting (April 24-May
5) resulted in 16.7 percent ave-
rage lodging.

Cormn planted late (May 21-31)
averaged 49.7 percent lodging.

THE MEDIUM and late hybrids
always produced significantly
higher yields than the early ma-
turing hybrids when planted on
the early and medium dates. To
obtain the highest yield with the
least amount of lodging in this
area, it is suggested that a med-
jum to late maturing hybrid should
be planted between April 8 and
May 5.

Two County Producers* Cited
For Outstanding Grain Yields

Charles Rickerd of Bethel and
Anthony Acker of Nazareth were
recently awarded plaques for out-
standing grain production in the
gﬁ?b DeKalb Sorghum Masters

ub.

THEY were among the nation-
al Sorghum Masters Club's top
producers as they helped shatter
previous yield records.

Rickered placed second in in-
dividual production with a harvest
of 11,114 pounds per acre.

He was topped only by Hal Kee-
ler of Deming, N.M., who har-
vested 11,489 pounds from mea-
sured acreage. Keeler's produc-
tion was a record yield for the
Sorghum Masters Club and pro-
bably the highest yield ever
made under practical farm con-
ditions. Keeler had a 60-acre ave-
rage of 10,414 pounds.

ON HIS farm at Bethel, Rick-
erd used eight-inch rows with a
fertilizer program of 14412 pounds
actual nitrogen, 34%2 pounds phos-
phate and 16'%2 pounds potash.
He supplemented this with 16%
pounds of sulfur and 162 pounds
of magnesium. He controlled
weeds with propazine and used
no mechanical cultivation. He ir-
rigated once before the season
and six -times during the scason.
His overall average on 370 acres
was almost 9,000 pounds.

Rickerd and Keeler both plant-
ed DeKalb F-65 grain sorghum,
and both had test weights of 56
pounds or above.

KEELER planted at a 12-pound
rate in 25.3inch rows and ap-
plied 200 pounds of nitrogen plus
92 pounds of phosphate. He culti-
vated twice and irrigated five
times, including one pre-irrigat-
ion.

Another Texan, Ralph Wheeler
of Edmondson, chalked up the
third highest yield with 11,098
pounds per acre. and had an
overall average of 9,826 pounds
on 173 acres.

ACKER recelved his plaque for
producing 8,640.56 pounds per

THE APHIDS or plant lice suck
juice from the plants, causing the
plant leaves to turn yellowish,
mottled or reddish. Small plants
may be killed when aphid popula-
tions are heavy.

If ground equipment is used for
applying the needed insecticide,
Thomas says malathion at the
rate of three-fourths of a pound of
active ingredient per acre is re-
commended for treating infested
corn. There is no label clearance
for the use of malathion on grain
sorghum. There is a fiveday
waiting period between applica-
tion and grazing, he said.

On grain sorghum, using ground
equipment for spraying, the en-
tcmologist recommends endrin at
the rate of two-tenths of a
pound per acre. There is a 45
day waiting period between appii-
calion and harvest, and no graz-

ing or ensilage of corn or sor-|

ghum is permitted where endrin
is used. Only one application per
season is permitted on grain sor-
ghum or sweet corn, and two on
field corn.

“One lady voiced a most pre-

»“What's everyone so upset about?

He's just a coach.” So few people
ever really stop to think about
what a “coach’ really Is.

o FIRST OF all, he is a profess-
fonal member of the faculty, both
as a coach and teacher. He is a
‘man who enjoys working with
‘young people, trying to teach
them skills, character, morals,
"teamwork, cooperation, self-con-
 fidence, and .

He is a man who dedicates his
life to working with his team,
trying to build each player to his
or her fullest capacity. In doing
this, it often seems comparable
to trying to grow 25 different
kinds of flowers in the same gar-
den, making them grow into a
successful and beautiful bouquet.
Each team member, as does each
flower, has different needs, dis-
positions, and characters. A
coach tries to meet these different
needs and help each one develop to
his or her greatest capability.

A coach is one who rejoices with
his team when they do their best
and win: he corrects each error
made, in order that the team will
improve. He is one who teaches
all day, has workouts during the
afternoon with one of his teams,
and then coaches another team
in competition that night.

He Is one who coaches three
teams during the week and still
finds time to make out tests and
grade notebooks and papers. Yet,
he is a man who never complains
about having such a busy sched-
ule because he loves every min-
ate of it ... because, this is his
life.

SOME people seem to have the
‘-attitude, “Oh, well, if I don't
"particularly like the type offense
he runs, or he doesn't play the
best fype defense because that's
not what my team played, or he
didn't join the right social club,
I'll just talk and go to the board
and get rid of him—he can al-
ways find another job.” Well, 1
can't help but think this is unfair.
A coach is a man who has a home
and family; perhaps not a $20,000
house, but an established home.

Coaches don't go out to the farm
and tell a farmer how to grow
wheat, probably because they do-
n't know how; then should a wo-
man, farmer, or businessman
consider himself or hersell an
authority on how to coach the
ball 'team?

Who knows the most about a
coach’s methods, character, ac-
tions, and coaching philosophy?
Probably the athletic director,
since he works with the coaches
every day, during school, after
school, and at the games.

Tornado Season
Is Approaching

C. O. Layne, State Coordinator
of Defense and Disaster Relief for
the Texas Department of Public
Safety, this week reminded
Texans that the peak tornado sea-
son is approaching.

“STATISTICS from the US Wea-
ther Bureau's state climatologist
show that Texas again led the
nation in total tornadoes last
year, with an all-time record of
232, Layne said.

The 1967 figure compares with
the 77 twisters confirmed in the
state during 1966.

Only two months in 1967, Jan-
uary and November, were f{ree
from tornadoes. September ac-
counted for more than half, with a
total of 124. Of the September
tornadoes, 115 occurred in con-
nection with Hurricane Beulah.

THERE were two twisters In
February, 11 in March, 17 in
April, 24 in May and 22 in June.
Other totals included July with
10; August, 5; October, 2: and
December, 5.

A circular of tornado safety
rules has been prepared by the
Department of Public Safety, and
is available through city and
county Civil Defense directors.

Livestock producers are urged
to continue a close watch over
all animal wounds. Weather con-
ditions are very favorable, say
officials of the Screwworm Erad-
ication Program, for fly develop-
ment and spread. Stockmen are
urged to continue submitting
worm samples to the Mission Lab
for positive identification. It's the
only way, say the officials, we
can know what is happening.

In Rural US, One in Four Are

'Left Behind, Report Claims

In rural America, one person in

| four is poor, according to a sum-

mary report by a Texas A&M Un-
fversity agricultural economist on
‘““The People Left Behind.”

THE President's Natlonal Ad-
visory Commission on Rural Pov-
erty completed its work in Sept-
ember 1967, and the President
recently released its report entitl-
ed '"The People Left Behind.”
W. E. Black, Extension econo-
mist in marketing and policy,
said the commission concluded
that the rural poor are mainly in
the South. Within Texas, rural
poverty is heavily ‘concentrated
east of a line drawn from Denison
to Laredo, he said.

“According to the commission's
report, hunger, disease, inade-
quate education and housing, un-
employment and the fading influ-
ence of rural development head
the list of rural problems," Black
noted.

BLACK said the report indicat-
ed that educational facilities and
opportunities have short-changed
rural people. Low levels of edu-
cational achievement by rural
people give some indication of
poor quality of education.

“The commission reported that
one rural house in four is substan-
dard — deteriorating or dilapidat-
ed — compared with one in seven

houses in urban areas,’”” Black
said.
““The commission concluded

that rural poverty cannot be cur-
ed from within. The rural poor
— people and communities — do
not have the means to escape pov-
erty.

“THEREFORE, the commission
offers recommendations that
would provide the aid for people
and communities who are able to
help themselves and would lighten

the load of those who cannot help

themselves,”” Black said.
The commission urged national
policy designed to give rural

Americans equality of opportun-
ity with all other citizens — equal
access to jobs, medical care,
housing, education, welfare, and
all other public services, without
regard to race, religion or place
of residence.

Black said, ‘“The commission
resolved that society and govern-
ment should assure the rural poor
enough income to provide a de-
cent living — including adequate
food, shelter, clothing, medical
care and education.

“THE FOOD stamp
should be expanded nationwide;
eligibility being based upon per
capita income, Food stamps
stamps should be given to the
poorest of the poor,” the report
said,

Rural schools must be upgraded
to equal urban schools. Profess-
ional and subprofessional rural
health manpower should be ex-
panded and community health
centers should be established to
focus upon the health needs of
rural people.

“The commission further report-
ed that better housing in rural
areas and rent supplements to the
rural poor should be provided by
public agencies,”” the economist
said.

‘FOR agriculture,” Black said,
“the commission recommends
public programs to enlarge small
submarginal land from commer-
cial production. However, safe-
guards should be taken to protect

the interests of low-income farn-'

ilies living on submarginal land.

“The development of additional
farm land with public funds
should cease until the nation’s
