Three Mexican 
States Freed Of 
Cattle Disease

MEXICO CITY—(fP)—The joint 
U. S.-Mexican Commission to com­
bat foot and mouth disea.se among 
Mexico’s cattle reported the infec­
tion has been stamped out in three 
of the sixteen state.s on the quaran­
tine list.

The states of Aguascalientes, San 
Luis Potosi, and Chiapas have been 
freed of the disease by slaughter­
ing and burying all infected or ex­
posed animals. Federal troops en­
forcing quarantine zones in those 
states will be moved to guard other 
infected areas.

Indemnities based on the local 
market price for beef are being paid 
for slaughtered animals. Payments 
have averaged 238 pesos ($48) per 
animal.
Both Countries Contribute

Indemnities may be paid in cash 
or in credit toward new animals or 
modern agricultural machinery.

Both the U. S. and Mexican gov- 
erpments are contributing funds for 
indemnity payments. U. S. funds 
going to pay for cattle slaughtered, 
and Mexican funds for sheep, swine 
and goats.

The U. S. appropriated $10,500,000 
to initiate the campaign and pre­
vent spread of the disease to the 
U. S.

Mexico has appropriated more 
than $9,000,000 and contributed the 
services of federal troops. Commis­
sion’s officials have estimated it 
will cost at least $23,500,000 in in­
demnities alone to stamp out the 
disease.

Death Toil Is 19 In 
Waxahachie Cailision

WAXAHACHIE — (JP) — Nineteen 
persons, 18 of them negro construc­
tion workers were dead Wednesday 
following a collision between a gas­
oline truck and a truck carrying 
the laborers.

It was Texas’ worst highway ac­
cident of the year.

The gasoline truck, headed for 
Waco, burst into flames seconds 
later after the accident, which oc­
curred four miles north of here 
Tuesday as the laborers were on 
their way to work in Dallas.

Of the occupants of the two 
trucks, only four escaped being 
trapped by the searing flames. At 
least four bodies remained un­
identified.

The dead included Marvin L, 
Walls, 32, Iowa Park, Texas, driver 
of the gasoline truck, and Morris 
Robinson, 41, negro, driver of the 
truck carrying the workers.

Signing For Courses

High school students interested 
in distributive education, a part- 
time vocational training program, 
during the coming year, should con­
sult Miss Ruth Donnell, coordina­
tor of distributive education, when 
registering for courses during' the 
next two weeks. Juniors and sen­
iors are eligible for the course.

The program, offering training 
in the field of retailing, wholesal­
ing, or the service selling occupa­
tions, has been planned to give stu­
dents practical experience to pai-al- 
lel classroom training. Students at­
tend school a half-day and train in 
an occupation of their choice in 
the afternoons. Each student is en­
rolled in a related subjects class 
during which time he studies tech­
nical information directly related 
to his job, as well as topics which 
are common interest to the group 
as a whole.

In addition to the course in dis­
tributive education, for which he 
receives two credits a year, the 
student takes two other subjects, 
enabling him to earn as many cred­
its as he would for a full school day.

The Dutch declared they occu­
pied Gombong 30 minutes before 
the cease fire order became effec­
tive.

Meanwhile, rumors circulated in 
Batavia, without official confirma­
tion, that Adm. William D- Leahy 
would come here fi-om Washington 
to act as mediator in the Dutch- 
Indonesian dispute if the Republi­
can government accepts a United. 
States offer of “good offices,” as 
the Dutch already have.

southwest of Andrew’s, between the 
Martin and the Block 12 fields, and 
1,980 feet from south and 660 feet 
from west lines of section 6, block 
A-41, psl survey, had reached 7,378 
feet in lime, and was making more 
hole.

This exploration is due to go to 
around 8.500 feet to test into the 
Devonian. It has an elevation of 
3,322 feet. Top of the San Andres 
w'as at 4,038 feet; top of the Clear 
Fork was at 5,860 feet and top of 
the Tubb sand was at 6,320 feet.

Some geologists correlate it to be 
structurally low to the Martin field, 
but high to some of the completed 
producers from the Tubb in the 
Block 12 field.

the employment of labor” in order 
to stimulate production. He con­
tinued :

“This will involve some sacrifice 
of individual liberty, though as little 
as possible. It may be necessary to 
take steps to limit employment on 
less essential work.”

Attlee said the government also 
would “take action” against any in­
dustries operated with "inefficiency 
or lack of will.”

To save dollars, Attlee said Brit­
ain w’ould take these steps:

Permit movie makers showing 
films here to convert only a fourth 
of their earnings into non-Brittsh 
currency. Permit Briton.s overseas 
to spend only $140 on foreign vaca­
tions in the 14-month period be­
ginning October 1, instead of $300 
m the yearly period as at present. 
Cut by one-third the basic gasoline 
ration of 11 gallons a month for 
private motorists with lO-horse- 
power cars.
To Increase Production

Attlee .'̂ aid the government would 
strive for a 20 per cent increase in 
domestic farm production and “press 
ahead with our plans for the ex­
pansion of production in the colo­
nial empire.”

"We shall apply ourselves to fur­
ther development of our resources at 
home,” he said, “we mu.st concen­
trate as much as possible on x x x 
the production of goods for export 
and the production of all those 
things which save us imports. This 
will mean cutting out non-essen­
tials. We must increase our total 
output so that we can stand on our 
own legs as soon as possible.”

Oliver Stanley, a Conservative, 
opened the debate, accu.->iiig the 
government of “encouraging infla­
tion” and “distorting our economy.” 
Stanley said the Labor administra­
tion could have prevented the swift 
exhausting of the U. S. loan, origi­
nally expected to last until 1950.

Latin America's 
Trade Is Factor 
In Europe's Fate

By SIGRID ARNE
WASHINGTON — (/P)— Western 

Europe’s buying and selling is ’e- 
viving in such a way it may not 
need the raw materials which it 
once bought in Middle Europe and 
which now lie in the Russian orbit.

This has an important bearing on 
the success of the Mar.shall plan.

The information comes from one 
of the top-flight American govern­
ment trade experts, who has just 
returned from a European look-see 
but who refuses to be quoted by 
name.

He found European countries are 
beginning to build up a healthy 
trade with Latin America—a sec­
tion of the world which can use 
the manufactured products of Eur­
ope and which has raw materials 
to .sell in exchange.

It_ means Europe can got gram 
beef, wool and coffee in a market 
that will take European goods in 
return. It mean.s Engltsh pounds, 
French francs and German marks, 
can be exchanged for the Latin 
American peso.
Economical Worries

When the Marshall plan wa.s cn- 
ncunced to aid Europe, and when 
the Russians led their satellite na­
tions out of the plan, there was a 
good deal of worry among world 
economist.s over a Western Europe 
cut off from its normal market in 
Eastern Europe.

There also has been worry amoi'.g 
economists the Marshall plan could 
fall down if the factories of Western 
Europe were unable to find a raw 
material area somewhere in I he 
world with which to swap.

The American jnarket is not the 
ideal market. It is in no position 

j to absorb all that Western Europe 
turns out, and yet Western Europe 
has to sell enough of its products— 
steel, textiles, ceramics, wines, all 
manner of luxuries—to pay for muclt 
of the food it lives on and most <.f 
the raw materials it needs for its 
factories.

There ha.s also been this “ if” :
If Western Europe had to de­

pend oil Eastern Europe for food 
and raw' materials, it might also be 
at the mercy of the state control of 
commerce which is slowly creeping 
over the Soviet-dominated nations 
of Middle Europe.

News Does Nol Change; 
Take Peek A l Magazine 
Hems 218 Years Ago

doesn’t change—only the men who 
make. the news.

To prove this you have only to 
glance back through the files of old 
newspapers such as “The Maryland 
Gazette,” a weekly that has been 
portraying the American scene— 
with a few forced interruptions— 
since 1727.

Take, for example, government 
experiments in crop control in re­
cent years.

In 1729—218 years ago—Maryland 
planters protested the London 
dealers had sold their tobacco below 
agreed prices.

The London merchants, as re­
ported by the Maryland Gazette, 
sent back word the market was 
o\erstocked and made these sug­
gestions to the planters to hold 
the prices stable:

“First, by planting less tobacco 
every year.

“Second, by destroying every year 
all trash and mean tobacco.

.“Third, by forbearing to plant 
evei-y fourth year.”
Does That Sound Familiar?

Advertisements in those days 
didn’t come from department stores. 
They were ])rincipally about rum, 
real estate (housing was hard to 
find) and runaway slaves.

The price of Jamacia rum in 
Annapolis on March 11, 1728: per 
single gallon, 75 cents. Lemonade 
costs more than that now.

'The Gazzette, like other Colonial 
newspapers that .served as well 
springs for American liberty, ran 
fro.m one to four pages. It had a 
subscription rate of only $3.15 a 
year. Leading Colonial figures con­
tributed to it, and it had special 
con-espondents in London, Paris, 
Prague, I.isbon and half a dozen 
other European countries.

There were no giant press as­
sociations to .speed information. A 
headline of Oct. 21, 1762, an­
nounced a royal birth the previous 
August 12: “Great joy to the na­
tion! A Prince of Wales is born. 
God save the king.”

Three years later the Gazette 
wasn’t printing anything about God 
saving the King. The “Stamp Act” 
had been passed putting a prohibi­
tive tax on newspapers and pamph­
lets. Sturdily independent, publisher 
Jonas Green printed a skull and 
cro.ssbones where the stamp was to 
be affixed.

The Balky Balkan Bloc
The .stubborn effort of the Russian, Polish and Yugo­

slavian delegates to the Security Council to block informa­
tion of a long-term UN Balkan commission has only in­
creased the suspicion that the Communist bloc is largely 
responsible for the intensified fighting in Greece.

The UN spokesmen for these three governments 
staged what amounted to a filibusterjin the council ses- 
.sions. It might be surmised, from the tone of their attack 
and of the news that coincided with it, that their object 
was fourfold. :

They wanted to keep UN investigators away from the 
present scene of fighting. They wanted to keep UN ob­
servers permanently out of the Balkans. They apparently 
hoped the fighting would take a turn in the guerrillas’ 
favor so that they could make good their threat to set up 
an independent Communist state in Northern Greece. And 
they obviously wanted to get into the record again their 
charge that the majority of the Balkan investigating group 
were liars, and that their decision was preconceived, 
false and unjust.

♦ ♦ *

By taking this action the Russian, Polish and Yugo­
slavian representatives were trying to keep the Security 
Council from doing precisely \yhat it-was, set up to do. 
And despite contrai’y charges from the th.rcQ powers, the 
council was seeking to do the job according; to rules laid 
down in the charter.

The Greek government had foeihally notified the 
council, through its ambassador :in Washington, that 
Greece had been invaded from Albania by a force of Greek 
guerrillas and units of an international brigade. Such an 
act would constitute an act of aggression and a threat to 
the peace.

The Security Council must determine the existence of 
such acts, but, before it can do so, it must know whether 
the charges are true. Russia’s Gromyko told the council 
it was being asked to set up a commission that would be 
permitted to make that decision, although the council has 
no right to delegate such authority.

That, of course, is nonsense. The council members 
obviously could not pack up and go to Greece to see for 
themselves. And, since the Gi'eek government’s charges 
were not substantiated, it became necessary , to delegate 
the task of investigation to an appointed commission. 
Such a procedure would probablyrbe. necessary in most,
if not all, similar complaints. ‘ .

* * *

It is important to the existence.: of the United Nations 
and to world peace to get at the ,foot of;the Greek trouble. 
Is it a Greek civil war carried on within: the boundaries of 
Greece? Or is it a war on an.international scale, with the 
attacking forces based and supplied in a foreign country?

To find the truth about this shooting war and, if more 
than one country is involved, to .stop it is the first big test 
of the UN’s primary function, From present, indications 
the Soviet Union will never permit the UN to perform that 
function when Russian interests are in any way concerned 
in the issue. No wonder the Soviets insisted on the veto!

It seems increasingly clear that the only way the UN 
will ever be able to keep the peace is by changing some 
of its rules. Even though Russia, armed with a veto, 
stands ready to resist any change,, this difficult solution 
mu.st somehow be attained.

Thes<’ enli.stmeuts 
are to till shortages in the Euro­
pean Command and are limited to 
white applicants of the grade of 
staff sergeant or below; cnli.stments 
are for three, four, or five years.

Stone won in 
dummy with the king and cashed 
the ace and king of clubs, dis­
carding the five and deuce of dia­
monds from his own hand.

He ruffed a club and then 
played all of his tnunps. This 
left him with the ace-ten of hearts 
and king of diamonds, while West 
had the queen and five of hearts 
and ace of diamonds.

Stone led the king of diamonds, 
forcing West to win, and of course 
West had to lead from his' queen- 
five of hearts into Stone’s ace-ten.

In describing West’s mistake. 
Stone said, “If I intended to finesse 
the nine of hearts, there was noth­
ing you could do about it; but why 
did you assume that I was going 
to finesse the nine of hearts? 
That’s where you made your mis­
take.”

I think we will have to agree 
with Stone.

large space. Thus, carijeting on the 
rack at Barrow Furniture Company 
can be seen in sizes analogous to 
those wanted for a home, and they 
can be quickly unrolled to the de­
sired size for cutting w'hen the 
customer makes up his mind. 
Floral Patterns

Colors of the carpets on the new 
rack include 18th-century floral 
patterns and plain colors. There is 
quite a demand for pastel carpets, 
but these are neutral-colored wool. 
That is, no colored or stained wools 
can go into pastel carpets.

From his 40 years' experience in 
the furniture business, Vaughan ha,s 
learned there’s no way of predict­
ing which w'ay the trend of color 
demand in carpeting will go next. 
However, those brilliant floral pat­
terns, as well as high-^quality car­
peting in plain shades, are regular 
sellers in modern homes regardless 
of the equally constant demand for 
pastels.

Carpets are woven from various 
kinds of wools, all blended for the 
peculiar qualities each gives the 
finished product. However, little if 
any domestic wool is used because a 
coarser fiber than thi  ̂ country pro­
duces is necessary for a good car­
pet. Therefore, Iran, .South America, 
Australia and other sections of the 
world supply most carpeting wools.

Quality carpeting still is issued 
by Eastern mills on a quota basis, 
Vaughan reports.

Discussing consumer preference 
for various types of carpets and 
other furnishings, Vaughan says 
there is no stastical justification 
for the belief in some quarters that 
only “modern’’ furnishings are 
popular. He cites ‘ a recent report 
that more than half the homes 
built during the last two or three 
years have been of traditional archi­
tecture as contrasted with modern­
istic construction.
Period Furniture

Midland home furnishers seem 
to favor traditional patterns and 
styles in furniture and carpetings, 
he said. A higher percentage of 
buyers here want period furniture 
in their homes than do buyers in 
Big Spring and Odessa. Period fur-
