Big Nations

KARACHI —(&P)— Vice-
roy Lord Mountbatten relin-
quished the reins of British
power Thursday to the new
Moslem Dominion of Pakis-
tan, the birth of which at
midnight Thursday he called
“an event in history.”

“Friday,” the Vicercy declared in

a farewell address before the Pakis-
tan constituent assembly, “two new
soverign states will take their place
In the commonwealth; not young
nations but heirs of an old and
proud civilization; full independent
states whcse leaders are statesmen

already known and respected
throughout the world; x x x not
Immature governments, or weak,

but fit to carry on their great share
of responsibility for peace and pro-
gress m the world.”

The Viceroy returns to New Del-
hi Friday to surrender British pow-
er to Hindu India and become gov-
ernor general of that new domin-
ion.

Blood Still Flows

Even as he spoke in Karachi,
blood was being spilled in com-
munal strife in the Punjab, where
fighting between Moslems ‘on the
one hand and Sikhs and Hindus on
the other reached new heights of
destruction and violence.

Lahoie, the capital of the vast
Northern province which is being
split between Moslem Pakistan and
Hindu - India, counted its casual-
ties _in the hundreds after long hours
of rioting and flames swept through
much. of the cgity. The fighting.al-
so” fanned ouf into Amritsar and
other outlying areas of the Pun-
jah.

LONDON — () — Britain, be-
set by an economic crisis at home,
faced the prospect of mew trade
difficulties stemming from the es-
tablishment of an independent
India.

The Indian Independence Act,
sealed by King George VI last
month, does more than end 90
years of direct British rule over
England’s richest possession, which
the merchant adventurers of Lon-
don began exploiting 350 years ago
under a royal charter granted by
Queen Elizabeth.

The dominion status whieh In-
dia and Parkistan are resuming is
by no means permanent.

Britons still hope that both new
countries will choose to enjoy their
independence inside, rather than
outside, the commonwealth.

If both countries decide to leave
the Empire, the consequences for
Britain will be incalculable.

Income Hits New High
Level In June In U.S.

WASHINGTON —(#)— The per-
sonal income of Americans measured
in dolliars, hit a new high in June.
It mounted to a rate which would
total $193,000,000,000 over a full year,
the Commerce Department an-
nounced. !

The total was $1,200,000,000 more
than the previous record reached
in March and $1,500,000,000 above
fhe May figure.

The upswing was mainly due, the
department said, to ,greater pay-
ments of wages and salaries and
bigger net income for farmers.

“The wage and salary increase
was ' attributed in the maiu to a
continued moderate expansion of
factory pay rolls, with the curable-
goods industries showing the sharp-
est rise,” the uepartment statement
went on.

Stressing = its impartiality, the
bank said the credit, the second
since it began operations 18 monchs
ago, will be used exclusively to re-
construct productive facilities in The
Nehtrelands homeland.

“None of the proceeds will be ap-
plied to The Netherlands East In-
dies nor for military purposes,” an
announcement said.

However, the bank noted that the
“Leelouded economic relations” with
the Dutch East Indies had shut off
a “valuable prewar source of raw
materials and income,” making it
necessary for Holland to seek out-
side help.

The Netherlands was one of the
last European countries to be lib-
erated, the bank pointed out, and
restoration of her economy will
“contribute materially to the recov-
ery of Europe as a whoie.”

The Dutch may buy wherever
they want with the. funds, but a,
“large amount of equipment and
raw materials as we!l as a number
of ships” will be bought in the
United States.

AUSTIN—(#)—Strict regulations
for school buses, drawn up under
authority of the uniform traffic
code enacted by the 50th Legisla-
ture, have been announced by State
Superintendent of Public Instruc-
tion L. A. Woods.

Under new regulations, full res-

ponsibility is placed on the school
bus driver for the safety of the

Every driver is required to have
training in first aid and to carry
valid certificates of completion of
standard and advanced courses
taught by the American Red Cross.

Inspection of buses prior to the
opening of school each Fall by the
state highway patrol is also re-
quired.

Institutes will be held in Septem-
ber and October to acquaint school
bus drivers with these and other
new regulations, Woods said, adding
that attendance would be compul-
sory for bus drivers-in the “inde-
pendent school districts.

Woods “estimated at least 3,000
more huses are needed to supple-
ment the present fleet of 6,500
which he described as ‘“totally in-

Tech Will Study
Cattle Deaths
On Wheat Lands

LUBBOCK —(#)— Arrangements
have Dbeen . completéd - by . Texas
Technological College officials for
cooperative = research . studies with
Texas A&M College in an effort to
determine causes of cattle ' deaths
resulting from - grazing jon', winter
wheat. :

The group plans to study 8,500
acres of land at the Pantex Ord-
nance Plant near Amarillo.

A use permit from the War Assets
Administration authorizing .the
college to conduct experiments there
for seven years upon payment of
one dollar ‘to the WAA was signed
by Dr. W. M. Whyburn. He said
the college  has: no . additional fi-
nancial: obligations: on the ‘project.

Dean of Agriculture W. L. Stan-
gel said. upwards of 6,000 acres of
this land were planted in wheat
last. year and averaged better than
19 -bushels per acre in' dry land
farming. ‘

Present plans are for the colleges
to arrange . for farmers now work-
ing -there to:. engage- in ‘cooperative
farming with ‘the: schools’.to grow
wheat for the resedrch studies.

Stangel, in his capacity 'of direc-
tor of farms, will 'be 'in’ general
charge of Tech'’s operations there.

Although complete 'details of the
proposed program: have not yet been
worked out, it ‘has been -agreed that
A&M will provide personnel and
laboratory supplies. and that Tech
will supervise growing of wheat and
make arrangements for cattle to be
provided as needed in the research.
Stangel said a number of livestock
owners in the region have agreed
to cooperate with the college in
making cattle available.

In many quarters, however, UN
prestige rose when it -recently com-

‘pelled a truce in the flareup of war

between the Dutch and Indonesians.

. Road Block in Charter

The policy makers think chang-
.ing the UN is highly improbable.
They point out the road-block in
‘the UN charter itself.

The charter says the 55 mem-
ber states can call' a conference to
-write amendments. The conference
can take decisions on a two-thirds
vote, but ‘the amendments must be
sent to the home governments for
ratification, and then all of the
“Big Five” powers must approve.
That leaves the gate open for an-
other Russian veto.

The veto could hardly fail to be
the center of a battle to change
the charter. The Russians have
consistently opposed any change.

That brings 'the Washington
conjecture around to “What hap-
pens next?” The few who are in-
timate with the working rules of
UN are guessing:

That Russia may withdraw  un-
der a much more determined stand
by the western nations.

That Russia will be the last to
withdraw. \
/. That if a U. S.-led break should
come it would have to be over a
clear-cut issue, and Russia’s ‘veto
of the Balkan ‘“watch dog” com-
mission isn't big enough.

What Could Do It

The guess is,that the issue could
be:

1. Control of atomic energy.

2. UN police force. 5 o

3. Some angle " of the German
and Austrian peace treaties.

4. The Japanese treaty.

The treaties are not the official
business of UN. They are being
written by the foreign ministers
of the U. S. Britain, the Soviet
and France. The feeling is that
they could kick up an issue that
would reverberate through the UN
Assembly which will get to work
Sept. 16 at Lake Success, N. Y.

On the other hand, there are
several thoughtful suggestions for
changing UN rules and leaving
the organization intact. Most of
the suggestions are made on the
assumption (which has little to
stand on) that changes can be
made in the face of that possible
veto.

What Legion Wants

The American Legion would like
to see:

1. The TUnited Nations take ac-
tion against aggression, or even
preparation for aggression, on a
mere majority council vote.

2. International authorities con-
trol not only atomic energy but all
mass destruction weapons.

3. Quotas put on heavy arma-
ment.
4. A strong UN police force.

In Congress two resolutions have
been adopted after (1) revision of
the charter and (2) a call from the
President for a general UN confer-
ence to strengthen itself.

Senator Byrd (D-Va.) has sug-
gested that a veto in the Security
Council should be passed on to the
UN Assembly. He thinks the Assem-
bly should be free to over-ride a
veto by a two-thirds vote.

In his speech to the Senate he
said:

“I make the confident prediction
that' shortly the necessities of the
situation will force a showdown
with Russia within the United Na-
tions.”

Conservation Funds
All Used Up; No More
Applications Taken

J. A. Boyd, administrative officer
of the Agricultural Conservation
Administration here, said Thursday
his office has stopped taking appli-
cations for soil conservation prac-
tices. Reason: No money.

When Congress cut agricultural
agency appropriations {rom 300
million dollars in 1936 to 265 mil-
lion in 1947, there simply wasn't
enough cash to keep going, he said.

Midland County applicants for
payment for conservation practices
were allotted $24,200, with the orig-
inal understanding an additional
10 per cent of this sum would be
granted. The 80th Congress failed
to come through with the extra 10
per cent. Therefore, Boyd said, it
will be impossible to accept any
more applications unless some of
those who already have applied
and have earned payments cancel
their applications.

As for the 1948 crop year, pros-
pects for federal financial encour-
agement of soil conservation are
even poorer than now, Boyd said.
Only 150 million dollars was allotted
for all agricultural agencies, and
unless Congress raises the ante
when it reconvenes there won't be
enough cash on hand to carry out
practices comparable to those of
the last few years, he said.

The decision by Socialist Prime Minister Attlee and
his cabinet to defer nationalization of Britain’s great steel
industry, possibly for the duration of the country’s eco-
nomic crisis, is a concession to orthodox means of recov-
“capitalistic.”

The extent of that concession can be seen from the

steel was one of the major
items in the platform on
which Socialism came to
power in the general election two
years ago. So important and con-
troversial is the issue that Attlee
took his decision hefore a private
“.abor (Socialist) party caucus. He
received approval by a margin of
only four votes—81 to 77—while it
is said that more than 100 mem-
bers abstained from voting.

This mixed attitude of the cau-
cus makes it clear that the ques-
tion of steel nationalization is far
from settled, and that there is a
sizeable crack in Socialist solidarity.
The left-wingers of the party are
dead set against any compromise

i | on nationalization.

Fierce Opposition

| What the Socialists wanted (at
least moderate Socialists) was
merely nationalization of basic steel
. production. However, they promptly

i iran up against the proposition that

nationalization in numerous instan-
ces involved not only the making
of steel but the finished product
manufactured from the steel. For
instance, the newly made metal was
kept hot while it was processed into,
say bicycles.

The majority of the party wanted
the bicycles and other like products
left to private initiative. But try
as they would, they have found no
method of dissassociating the pro-
duction of the molten steel from
that of the bicycle; or what will
you. Furthermore, they have en-
countered fierce opposition from
big business.

So rather than interfere with the
smooth flow of production in the
midst of an economic crisis, the
government has deferred action re-
garding steel. The caucus was told
that there was no intention of
abandoning the promise to nationa-
lize the industry, but that the cab-
inet should be free to .choose a
time which it considered oppor-
tune. Meantime “capitalism” is to
carry on.

Few Pieces Of Wreckage Can Tell
Big Story To Accident Investigators

WASHINGTON—(/P)—In the case
of aviation “detectives,” a littie evi-
dence has to go a long way. Show
one a few pieces of gnarled wreck-
age and the way the surrounding
trees were sheared off and he can
just about tell you the speed and
altitude of a plane before it crashed.

Most frequently the investigators
spotted strategically around the
country by the Civil Aeronautbics
Board havye little maqre than wreclk-
age to go on. But with the help of
skilled hands from the airlines,
manufacturers and pilot groups they
can recoustruct the crash.

LITTLE ROCK, ARK. — (#) —
The biggest ‘“cops 'n’ robbers”
game in Arkansas is being played
—with serious purpose—by more
than 1,500 Pulaski County youths.

They are junior deputies under
pheriff Tom Gulley, former  big
league baseball player, who be-
came Pulaski County sheriff last
January.

One of Sheriff Gulley's first
acts was to organize the Junior
Deputy Sheriffs, composed of boys
between the ages of 9 and 16. He
had three principal objectives:

“First, I wanted to keep the boys
from having police records,” he
said. ‘“Then I wanted them :to meet
the city, county and state peace
officers and learn that these men
are their friends. And,; third, I
heped to obtain playgrounds for
the kids.”

Although he was hitting at ju-
venile delinquency, which for a
time had threatened to become seri-
ous in the county, Sheriff Gulley
found he had hit a law enforce-
ment jackpot. 3
Stolen Articles Recovered

directly responsible for the recov-
ery of 17 lost or stolen bicycles
and three stolen cars, and have
aided officers. in breaking several
other cases.

The boys don’t just act as “stool
pigeons.”  They have taken t{o

about law enforcement, have be-
come observant and learned to ap-
ply logic.

It was this new spirit of . alert-
ness that  enabled one . group of
Junior Deputies to solve a burg-
lary and apprehend ' the burglar,
shortly after they had been sworn
in and given their badges.

The boys found about $80 worth
of candy, cigarettes and meat,
which had been stolen from a
sandwich shop and hidden in a
vacant lot. They kept wateh on it,
and when a man came for it, they
“jumped” him, and he fled.

In what newspaper accounts de-
scribed as ‘“‘unorthodox but effec-
tive law enforcement,” the junior
deputies gave chase, shouting for
pther members to help and throw-
ing sticks, stones, bottles or what-
ever came to hand.

Good Record Shown

They finally cornered their quar-
ry several blocks away and over-
powered him. Several stood guard
while others went to report to
headquarters. The man they caught
turned out to have a long police
record,

Sheriff Gulley is proudest of the
fact that one of the members of
that “posse” was a lad who had
been in several minor brushes with

the law. His record has been un-
blemished since he became a Jun-
ior Deputy. i

In fact, the sheriff said, it has
been necessary to drop only two
members since organization, one

for playing hookey from schools, and
\the other for a misdemeanor, -
_ The junior deputies are sworn
in, like their senior counterparts,
by a circuit or county judge. They
pledge: .

Dutch Find New -
Future On U.S. Farms

By MARC Jj. PARSONS
WASHINGTCNVILLE, N. Y—

(NEA)—Hendrik Vanderwey drew
deeply on his pipe, took a sip of

four o’clock tea, and said in his
native Friesland dialect:
“There is nothing left in Hol-

land for the children—no future,
no opportunity.”
His wife nodded.

“We were content. For just us,
we never would have come. Our
25-acre potato farm was big

enough for us. We had some cat-
tle. But when my father had it,
the farm was 75 acres. He di-
vided it between his three sons
and there were only 25 acres for
each of wus. If I had divided it
again between my three sons,
they would have had only about
8 acres each. That’s not enough.
If I could have gotten more land,
we probably would have stayed.”

Hendrik Vanderwey, his wife,
and their seven children—three
‘| boys and four girls—are typical

of the Hollanders who have come
to the U. S. as immigrants since
the war's end.

They gave up a life in Holland
that was comparatively: prosper-
ous in post-war = Europe. They
left hbehind' their. life  savings
(which government regulation
prevent their taking out @ of Hol-
land), the land they and their
fathers had lived on for genera-
tions, and in late middle age are
beginning again, from scratch, for
the “kinderen.”

Strangers To Americans

Before they could leave Hol-
land they had to find someone
here who would guarantee in-

definitely that they would not be-
come public charges. And they had
to get a place in the immigration
quota list. This last was easier for
farmers than for others.

Many of those in U..S. providing
the necessary guarantee have been
close relatives or friends of the
immigrants.

Mark Vandersea and his wife,
Sadie, were utter strangers to the
Vanderweys., Sadie Vandersea's
father’s cousin had recommended
the family to them and they were
satisfied with that. They haven’t
regretted it.

Hendrik Vanderwey, his wife,
and the youngest children, Anna,
15, Jenny, 14, and John, 13, live
and work with the Vanderseas on
their 300-acre farm. Mark Vander-
sea is rushing work on the tenant
house to which he is adding two
more bhedrooms and a bath.  The
oldest boys, Raymond, 20, and
Donald, 19, are living and work-
ing on a nearby farm owned by
Harry Roosje. Raymond attended
agriculture school in Holland;  the
war kept Donald from going be-
yond the eighth grade. Daughters
Shirley, 23, and  Tina, 21,  are
working in Washingtonville.

“They’ll have a couple of tough
years,” Mark Vandersea says.
“Then they should be able to
stock a place and buy. the equip-
ment they’ll need. After  that
they’ll - have nothing to worry
ahout.”

Overwhelm Germany

BERLIN—(#P}—Files at the cen-
tral police station reveal stories of
thefts, assaults, kidnappings, and
murder—all committed for the sake |

of another ration card.

Last month, for example, a 50-
year-old city relief recipent mur-
dered a housewife for her ration
card, six children were kidnapped in

R order to get their valuable child-
ren’s ration cards and a young wife
was fatally stabbed by a husband in
an argument over a slab of bacon.

“Hunger and greed is swiftly kill- | i

ing off the last remaining decency
in the hearts of wa Germans,” said

a municipal official. “All scruple |§
seems gone. For an extra slice of |
bread one steals, for an extra pound

of butter one commits assault, for
an axtra ration card one murders.”
Officials Are Corrupt

“We in the city administration
are helpless, to cure the situation
because of the city-wide corruption
in official circles. The
are full of stories of food, thievery
and fraud committed by city offi-
cials.”

Thoughtful Berliners say that
the danger is not the ideological

gap between eastern and western | E

minded Germans, but the gap “be-
tween peoples and families of food
envy,” as one daily paper phrased
it.

“oOur courts are swamped with di-
vorce suits based on arguments due
to the most primitive self-preserva-
tion reasons,” a leading lawyer de-
clared.

“The husband asks why his wife i

gives him so little to eat? Does she
eat more while he is out working?
He begins to lock the food away at
night. They quarrel bitterly. Soon
they're in my court for a divorce,”
one judge explained.

“Wives report their husbands ac-
cuse them of not distributing the
family food fairly. Husbands call
their wives ‘stupid fools’ because
they do not supplement the regu-
lar rations with black market food.
In one case a father killed his two
childrens when they surprised him
rifling the cupboard for some po-

tatoes mother had locked away for | @

Sunday.’
