“That is m con­
formity with the previous action of 
the council.”

A.-.ked w nether he believed the 
failure of the council to find a 
solution to the Balkan dispute had 
affected the prestige of the UN, 
Lie said:

“Oh, certainly. But the situation 
is no. more serious in my opinion 
than it was a year ago. We have 
reached a deadlock many times. 
There is no more reason to be 
pessimistic after Tuesday’s (Ru.s- 
.sian veto) action than there was 
last year. The situation is abo’ut 
the same.”

Lie expressed the belief the big 
power veto would get a thorough 
airing at the General Assembly 
meeting which opens September 16.

Lie made his declaration a.s UN 
circles awaited a Soviet move to 
withdraw her representatives from 
the Balkan groups.

How' America and her friends can 
move to prevent the engulfment of 
Greece in the totalitarian tide that 
has swept over most of Southeas­
tern Europe remains to be indi­
cated. Any effective course must be 
plotted with the utmost care, for 
the con.sequences may be far-reach­
ing and terrible. But the course of 
those who have worked to prevent 
a unified effort to keep the i^eace 
in the Balkans is becoming clearer.

The indications are strong the 
now familiar device of the puppet 
state is to be invoked as the next 
major step. It is hard to escape any 
other conclusion concerning Fi’iday 
night’s announcement by “Gen. 
Markos” Vifiades, leader of the 
guerrillas defying the Greek gov­
ernment in the North, he had un­
dertaken to administer a “demo­
cratic government” until “provisio­
nal government” could be formed. 
News of the fighting indicates the 
Markos forces are consolidating a 
foothold from which it may be dif­
ficult for the present Greek army 
to oust them. And behind them are 
friendly territories into which they 
may retire when too hard pressed 
and from which help will be ex­
pected.

The Greek government has been 
predicting such a development for 
some weeks: First, formation of a 
guerrilla government; second, its 
recognition as the legitimate Greek 
government by the states which 
are blocking United Nations action; 
third, direct and undisguised aid 
and support to such a regime by 
those states. They would argue such 
aid was as legitimate as any given 
the Athens government by the Uni­
ted States or any other power. And 
then the battle lines really would 
be drawn.

Netherlands 
Will Hold O n  
To Indonesia

BATAVIA, JAVA— (Â )—  
Acting Gov. Gen. H. J. Van 
Mook Wednesday declared 
The Netherlands would re­
tain authority over the rich 
regions of Sumatra and Ma- 
doera occupied by Dutch 
troops since July 21.

“Areas that have been made safe 
shall remain safe,” Van Mook .said 
in a radio addre.ss.

He said the authority pf the In­
donesian Republican government 
over, the Dutch-occupied region.s of 
Hie two islands, which flank the 
island of Java, would not again 'oc 
recognized.

Neutral quarters in Batavia iii- 
terpreti'd the address as indicating 
the Dutch might be considering a 
drive on the Indonesian Republic's 
capital, Jogjakarta, unless Indone­
sian violations of the cease-fire or­
der halted.

The Netherlands army headqu ir- 
ters said Dutch forces had suffered 
214 casualties from the Indonesian 
violations since the order, requested 
by the United Nations Security 
Council, went into effect at mid­
night August 4.

The Indonesian cabinet met in 
emergency session at Jogjakarta to 
plan for removal of their capital to 
Sumatra if necessary, a dispatch 
from that city .said. The cabinet 
was represented as expecting full 
scale resumption of hostilities with 
the Dutch.

New Stem Starts

NEW ORLEANS—(JP)—The center 
of a tropical storm in the Gulf of 
Mexico was located by the United 
States weather bureau at 9:15 a. m. 
Wednesday about 440 miles South of 
Pensacola, Fla.

The officials said the storm was 
continuing its Westward movement 
at about 10 miles per hour and had 
increased in intensity and area.

Strongest winds are now estima­
ted at 50 to 60 miles per hour, with­
in 50 miles to the north and east of 
the center, and squalls extending 
outward about. 300 miles to the 
North and East, the weater bureau 
said.

The bureau's bulletin continued:
“Present indications are for a 

continuous Westward movement 
with further increase in intensity. 
Caution is advised over the South- 
Central Gulf of Mexico.”

Further, in a plea for unity among the 20 nations 
drafting a hemisphere defense agreement, Marshall said 
New World unity i.s “ vastly important’ to the future of 
the Old World.

“The results of our labors will demonstrate ’to all 
~  ~'^the world that peoples, and 

nations, who really want 
peace can have peace by li’.'- 
ing in an atmosphere of in­
creasing cooperative action 
and good will,’ ’ he said.

Re.sponding to propo.'-als for a 
"Mar,'■hall Plan” for the America.s, 
the .secretary .said thr' United Statea 
ha.s as.sumed “unasually heavy bur­
dens” in a determined effort to meet 
minimum requirements of war-de­
vastated areas in Europe and -Asia 
“now threatened with starvation and 
ecoiiomio chao.s.”
Marshall Continued:

“In assuming this burden we have 
not lo.st sight of the economic prob­
lem.'- of th.e Wes'ern Hemisphere. 
As a matter of fact the economic 
rehabilitation of Europe is vital to 
the economy of this hemisphere.

“My government'will continue to 
take up economic quc.stions with it.s 
sister republics and .seek a sound 
basis for practical cooperation,”

In an indirect reference to totali­
tarian .systems of government, Mar­
shall told the conference the Ameri­
can nations ‘ all agree that the stare 
exists for man, not man for the 
,'tate—and that we abhor any limi­
tations upon the freedom of expres­
sion of men throughout the world."

“For only when we have access 
to the thoughts of men, to the forces 
of public opinion free of coercion < r 
connivance, only then can we tle- 
velop a whol.sesome common interest 
while at the same time respecting 
.■-eparate national traditions,” he 
continued.
The Secretary Said;

”Wc are devoted to the principle 
that states and nations should oe 
hound by tire same standards of 
moral conduct we set for the indi­
vidual. Good faith and fair deal­
ing, honesty and friendly coopera­
tion, mutual respect and freedom r.f 
intercourse—these we expect of eaiOi 
other r.s individual.'-, these we should 
demand of each other as states.

“This i.s the basis of our funda­
mental belief in the equality of in­
dividuals, of the equality of states. 
We must reject encroachment upon 
the fundamental rights of the iir- 
dividua! with the same determina­
tion that we reject any encroach­
ment upon the fundamental rigiiV.s 
of the state.”

The American nations, Marshall 
said, “stand to all the world as an 
example of .states striving to live in 
harmoi'.y, determined to abide by 
the .same principles of moral con­
duct we demand of the individual 
citizen.”

New Urgency

1. The last chunk of the $3,750,- 
000,000 credit now is tentatively 
eamarked for purchases of raw 
materials, .food and machinery be­
fore the end of October.

2. Britain may have to start 
dipping into her gold and dollar 
reserves of $2,800,000,000 unless some 
means of slowing the drain of her 
■scanty supply of dollar.s is found.

British delegates, headed by Sir 
Wilfrid Eady, are reported ready 
to lay these contentions before 
American officials to back up the 
London argument that at least 
two provisions of the loan agree­
ment should be revised.

A detailed spending schedule 
showing how, when and where the 
loan funds have been spent will be 
their answer to an American re­
quest for full information before any 
(iecisions are reached.

Whether this British approach 
will lead to a broad discussion of 
Britain’s over-all economic position 
is still uncertain in view of the 
apparent American determination 
to stick strictly to the loan agree­
ment.

years ago in Mexico City. He said 
this will establish “community res­
ponsibility” to defend any Ameri­
can state by collective action 
against aggression.
Problems Long-Range Ones

The actual defense treaty is to 
be formulated in January at Bogo­
ta, Colombia. There, Marshall said, 
“we shall go on to reorganize and 
strengthen our inter-American sys­
tem and to make it a more effec­
tive agency of cooperation in the 
pursuit of our common interests.” 

“Our problems,” he noted, “are 
long-range peacetime problems re­
quiring more intensive economic 
planning for the more efficient use 
of the tools of production and of 
the abundant resources at our dis­
posal with which to raise the gen­
eral standard of living of this 
hemisphere,”

The secretary said that postwar 
economic and social disruption and 
confusion is “much more marked 
in Europe and the East than in 
this hemisphere” adding that World 
War II “developed political and 
moral problems” in tho.se areas 
“which cannot be ignored.”

It appears that the rumor of the 
45,000 barrel per day flow resulted 
from some one taking the reported 
recovery of oil during the short test 
and calculating that if it would flow 
at that rate for a full 24 hour's it 
would produce at the 45,000 barrel 
per day rate.

No official, verified report, from 
the well was available at the time 
this review was prepared.

Humble No. 1 Yarborough and 
Allen,. Southwest Ector County El- 
I'snburger discovery, seven miles 
west of the nearest production from 
that formation in the Penwell area, 
and 660 feet from north and 1,980 
feet from east lines of section 18, 
block B-14, p.sl survey, ran a one 
hour and 48 minute drillstem test 
at 10,547-568 feet.

A 1,000-foot water blanket was 
used. The test showed gas in 17 
minutes. The volume was at the 
rate of 2,370,000 cubic feet per day. 
Drilling mud flowed at the surface 
in 34 minutes. Oil came to the top 
of the drill pipe in 36 minutes.

After flowing to the pit a few 
minutes, operator turned it to 
tanks, and it flowed 60 barrels of 
oil the fu'st 30 minutes, and 55 bar­
rels during each of the two follow­
ing half hour periods.

The oil was cut with ,01 per cent 
basic sediment and drilling water. 
Gas-oil ratio was 871-1, and cor­
rected gravity was 41 degrees. Init­
ial flowing pressure was 3,000 
pounds, and maximum flowing 
pressure was 3,675 pounds.

Operator was to drill about 20 
feet deeper and run another drill- 
stem test.

This well flowed 129.15 barrels 
oil the first hour and 119 barrels of 
oil the second hour, in a drillstem 
test at 10,523-548 feet. Top of the 
Ellenburger is at 10,490 feet, on an 
elevation of 2,893 feet, on the der­
rick floor.

Women Voters League 
Favors Passage Of 
College Amendment

Mrs. William Penn, president of 
the Midland League of Women 
Voters, Wednesday termed the pro­
posed college building amendment 
to be voted upon Saturday “the 
most important educational meas­
ure that has been before the people 
of Texas In many years.”

She said the League of Women 
Voters of Texas is working for the 
passage of the amendment because 
it provides an orderly program for 
meeting the critical building needs 
of the 16 state supported schools.

League officials here say the 
manner of doing this would be two 
fold:

“Five cents of the seven cent ad 
valorem tax levy, authorized for 
Confederate pensions, only two 
cents of which now is needed and 
levied, would be reallocated to cre­
ate a special building fund. At the 
same time, the amendment would 
wipe out authority to levy five 
cents of the present 35 cent ad va­
lorem tax for general purposes. 
Thus, there would be no increase in 
ad valorem taxes. This tax would 
accumulate $45,000,000 over a period 
of 30 years and would be used for 
building pui'poses by 14 state opera­
ted schools.

“It would authorize Texas Uni­
versity and Texas A&M who do 
have a permanent university fund,, 
to issue bonds for $10,000,000 and 
$5,000,000, respectively, for immedi­
ate building funds. The revenues 
accruing from the university fund 
would be used to retire these 
bonds.”

It was pointed out by league of­
ficials that the administrative heads 
and the governing boards of the 
institutions involved are united in 
support of the amendment. The 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
formally has withdrawn its opposi­
tion in a letter from its president, 
H. C. Custard, and American Leg­
ion, Department of Texas, has en­
dorsed the amendment, they said.

AUSTIN—(Â)—A thorough study 
of the school textjDook situation in 
Texas has been requested by acting 
Gov. Allan Shivers.

Shivers said he has asked Sen. 
James Taylor, chairman of the Gil- 
mer-Aikin education committee, 
that a subcommittee look into both 
the method of purchase and the 
method of distribution of textbooks.

Citing an expenditure of $4,173,- 
202 spent by the state for public 
school textbooks for the school 
years 1945-46 and 1946-47, Shivers 
said he believed there was a pos­
sibility of giving better service at 
less cost.

He described the present system 
as "a kind of hybrid system of au­
thority—part of it under the state 
superintendent and part under the 
board of education.”

More Than One Way To 
Skin Cai Or To Cross 
English Channel

IjONDON —(fP)— There’s more 
than one way to cross the English 
Channel. Reckless spirits have 
rowed, motored, skiied, bicycled,, 
tricycled, glided and even walked 
over the 21-mile strait.

In 1875 Capt. Matthew Webb was 
the first to swim it in 21 hours 45 
minutes. A Mr. Terry peddled from 
Dover to Calais on a floating tri­
cycle a few years later. Then a 
Fi'enchman dropped a wheel and 
cycled acro.ss in seven hours on a 
paddle-wheel bike.

The world hailed Bleriot’s first 
flight over the Channel in 1909 but 
paid less attention to Jacob Boulig, 
a German, who fitted paddles to 
the wheels of an automobile and 
motored over in 1935.

A Viennese schoolteacher walked 
across wearing six-foot canoe­
shaped shoes and Fredrich Walther 
did it on water skiis, using metal 
drums attached to bamboo poles. 
An English clergyman, Sidney 
Swann, rowed it in three hours 10 
minutes.

But the ideal lazy man’s cross­
ing has not proved successful. A Mr. 
Mason of Dover tried it in 1936 but 
gave up gfter paddling 13 miles 
on a floating mattress.

Foreign Policy At Turning Point
The one biggest issue before Congress in the next 

session is whether the United States must fight another war. 
Everything else is insignificant beside that. It is fdso' the 

issue on the President's desk, in the State Depait- 
mcnit, and before the American people.

As Chairman Charles A. Eaton of the House Foreign 
Affairs Committee remarked, the “ shooting war” ma.y 
already be on. It is entirely possible that World War III 
has already begun— in the border clashes in Gieece, in 
China’s civil war, in the Dutch-IncJbnesian fighting, and in 
the armed truces under which Russian and Allied forces 
face each other across the 38th parallel in Korea and the 
occupation zone boundaries in Germany and Austria. The 
first and second world wars began over incidents and 
differences far less serious.

faced.
There is general agreement that when and if war 

comes, it will be Russia and her satellites against the 
world. What the line-up would be can be guessed. But 
the important consideration is that every country in the 
world is so weakened from the last war that it would be 
more of a burden to support, as an ally, than to be over­
run, as an enemy.

Where this war would be fought, or how, is debatable. 
Any idea that the United States could drop a few bombs 
on Moscow and end the war in a week is nonsense. Even 
if victory could be won that easily, there would remain 
the problem of occupation. As the United States has dis­
covered in Germany, the reform and reorganization of a 
conquered nation takes longer than the defeat.

♦ * *

Facing that gloomy prospect, it may be said there 
are four ways to maintain the peace: Appeasement-j-giv- 
ing Russia whatever she wants on the theory that any 
sacrifioe is cheaper than war; imposing the wall of the 
United States on Soviet Russia— by economic force if 
necessary; by dividing the world into two spheres -of in­
fluence— Communist and non-Communist; or by long, ex­
hausting and compromise negotiations to arrive at a satis­
factory basis of co-operation in one w'orld.

While it is the President and bis secretary of state 
who traditionally make American foreign policy, it is the 
Congress which must give it authority, finance it, ratify it. 
It is still a bi-partisan policy. But the record of the last 
Congress has been haltingly but definitely toward the 
creation of two worlds. ’ ’

'Police Aciion'
Dutch authorities in Indonesia have expressed regret 

that tw'o of their fighter pilots shot down an American- 
macie transport taking medical supplies to the Indonesian 
capital. They said the pilots thought it was a converted 
Jap bomber, that it was hedge-hopping in evasive action, 
and that the Indonesians hadn’t w^arned the Dutch that 
the plane ŵ as coming.

The Dutch called their military campaign “ limited 
police action.” But letting loose some trigger-happy pi­
lots w'ho shoot first and identify afterwards scarcely fits 
the description. The very least the Dutch could do would 
be to make their punitive expedition a little more limited 
and a little less like total war.

The easiest way to stop sailing on the sea of madness 
is to toss out your anger.

Britain Can Not 
Support 47,000,000

WASHINGTON—(/P)—Arthur A. 
CalweU, Australian Minister of Im­
migration, expressed belief Great 
Britain can only “sustain a future 
population of 30,000,000 to 35,000,- 
000.” ’

He made the statement to a news 
conference in comment on a plea 
Winston Churchill made over the 
British radio Saturday for the 
'British people to "stay home and 
fight it out.”

CalweU has been in Great Brit­
ain to arrange for the trajrsfer of 
Britons who wish to live in Aus­
tralia. He said some 400,000 want 
to make the change, and Australia 
intends to move some 15,000 this 
year, jumping the annual reception 
of Britishei's thereafter as fast as 
they can get ships.”

"Churchill seems to think Great 
Britain can support her 47,000,000 
people,” CalweU said. “Even at the 
peak of her naval power she only 
took care of 30,000,000 to 35,000,000. 
There is overiwpulation in Great 
Britain, and under population in 
the Dominions.

"Unless Britain permits this dis­
balance to be ironed out she will 
be starved out, if another war hap­
pens, without ever suffering a mili­
tary defeat.”

SEATTLE—(A>)—The Seattle Star, 
founded in 1899, announced it was 
suspending publication because of 
rising costs of operation combined 
with the world - wide newsprint 
shortage.

At the same time, the Seattle 
Times announced it would purchase 
the remaining newsprint owned by 
the Star.

NE'iV HELICOPTER RISES 
.AT 150 FEET MINUTE

WASHINGTON —(,(?)— A new 
five-pas.senger helicopter which can 
rise vertically 450 feet a minute, is 
undergoing preliminary tests at 
Buffalo, N. Y., the Army Air Forces 
has announced.

Built by the Bell Aircraft Cor­
poration, the helicopter has a top 
cruising speed of 90 iniles an hour 
and can climb to 13,000 feet.

The AAF said it could be used 
to evacuate personnel, transport 
cargo and serve as an observation 
plane. It has been designed to 
carry twin floats, rescue hatch 
and hoist, army litters and life 
rafts. It has room for one crew 
member, two litters, and one 
attendant, or two crew members 
and three passengers.

Like Riding Kite—

Reporler Finds Gliders Seem About 
As Stable As Sally Rand's Fans

WICHITA FALLS—Up front, the 
glider pilot wiggled a few gadgets 
and seemed to be having a swell 
time. Personally, I wasn’t convinc­
ed of the extent of my pleasure. It 
was my first ride ' in a glider.

It’s not like riding in a regular 
airplane. It’s more like someone 
tying a kite string to you and say­
ing “How are things up there. Bub?”

“All we try to do is make a liar 
out of the guy who said ‘Everything 
that goes up must come down,’ ” 
Glider Pilot Guy Storer of Sanford, 
Fla., commented over, the left har­
ness strap of his parachute.

I wasn’t ready to call anyone 
names yet.

Down below the other sailplanes 
entered in the 14th annual meeting 
of the National Soaring Society 
looked like flypaper captives.

Just below a cloud up ahead a 
little biplane tugged at several 
hundred feet of tow rope. Yes sir, 
felt like a kite ride.

“Don’t wiggle your elbows or you’ll 
punch a hole in the fabric,” Storer 
had warned when introducing the 
glider’s cockpit. No one wants to 
punch holes in a craft that looks— 
and feels — about as durable and 
airworthy as one of Sally Rand’s 
fans.

“How do you like it?” Storer used 
about the same tone of voice any 
auto driver would use in telling the 
kids to keep quiet on the back seat.

Practically no noise. Nothing but 
the sound of the wind rushing past 
the cockpit canopy and wings.

Storer pulled a lever and the tow 
rope fell away.

“See. Nothing up here but us and 
the air currents.” One wingtip lined 
up with the flag pole at Sheppard 
Field. The other could have been 
flirting with stars.

I never knew I had it so good on 
the ground.

“Those are spoilers,” Storer pull­
ed a gadget. A couple of barn door­
looking things popped up on the 
wings. The glider practically went 
into reverse. Like pedaling the 
wrong way on a coaster bike.

Then we dropped down a couple 
hundred feet to pick up gliding 
speed again.

And I ’m the lad who hates to 
ride elevators.

That was a thermal.” A thennal 
feels just like a kick in the pants.

’’That’s what keeps us up in the 
air,” Storer explained. It was going 
to take a lot of explaining. Either 
the ground was coming up to say 
Howdy” or we were going down 

faster than a greased pig on a fire­
man’s pole.

“Guess we must have lost that 
thermal. 'We seem to be going 
down.” There was an ’Aye’ vote 
from the backseat.

“Think I ’ll just land it on the 
apron close to the hangar.” A glid­
er pilot’s idea of ‘close’ is next to 
the wash room where he can reach 
the paper towels without stretch­
ing.

A used car bargain pulled out on 
the taxi strip. Storer whistled and 
yelled and bounced. The FBI can 
pick up a copy of my fingerprints 
from those etched on the ripcord 
of that parachute.

Somebody went over and some­
body went under.

Storer cussed because the nose of 
the glider was barely inside the 
hangar doors.

And now—Has anyone seen a fel­
low about so high and about so 
wide? The one who said with such 
malicious sweetness: “Why don’t 
you take a ride in a glider?”
