Building Permits 
Soar To New High

Busy, bustling, bulging Midland stopped long enough 
in its steady and sound growth Saturday to see the yard­
stick moved up a notch as the young giant city stretched 
its building upshoot to the full-grown proportions of Capi­
tal City of the Permian Basin.

Building permits for 1947 skyrocketed during the 
week ending Saturday to an all-time record high of 
$3,789.000— and there’s a month and a half to go.

The permit for a new $300,000 office building helped 
make the week’s total $385,-‘*'
780, as the construction pace
goes di7;y,ily on io where 
even the mo.st optiml.stic Mldland- 
ers do not even dare to guess.

When a permit is takfen for con- 
.struction of a $600,000 hospital, 
and the campaign begins soon to 
finance it. Midland may have 
reached a peak far and high above 
the vision of the hardy pioneer 
.settlers of this ideally-located 
West Texas city.

And yet, you can’t gauge where 
Midland will go or how high, by 
the year, because in 1946 the city 
counted a record figure in build­
ing permits—$2,816,400 and be­
lieved that would stand. Now look 
at it. This year’s permits may 
double that record.

This same Midland, which re­
cently voted $1,260,000 in bonds for 
improvements to the municipality 
and which voted a million-dollar 
school construction program, is a 
beehive of activity.

A new million-dollar office build­
ing juts up in the West Texas sky 
for nine stories to take its place 
alongside the Petroleum Building; 
the First National Bank Building 
and the Leggett Building. This is 
the Midland Building to which fin­
ishing touches are being put.

Stanolind Oil and Gas Company 
scraped off a corner lot and start­
ed to excavate for its $300,000 
three-story building this week. 
Down the street is the beautiful 
new Honolulu Oil Company’s Cali­
fornia style office building. Down 
another street the excavation is 
done for a five-story office build­
ing—The McClintic Building, a 
structure to approximate $750,000 
in cost. And a few steps from this 
the excavation of the Wilkinson- 
Foster Building, planned to be a 
five-story office building, is com­
pleted.

Early this year new office strue- 
tures in Midland were completed in 
the Rhodes & Chappie Building 
and the Magnolia Building. They 
are less than two blocks apart, in 
the business district of Midland, 
and both are valued at $150,000 
or more, being two-story buildings.

Two modern, many ynit, apart­
ment houses are being completed 
on Wall Street. Each costs around 
$40,000.

Several Midland builders plan 
.t6,000,000 in residential construc­
tion. And every day several new 
homes are started in Midland. The 
average cost of one of these is $5,- 
000 to $7,000.

The Borden Company is building 
a large plant in Midland.

And here is what started in the 
building business in Midland in one 
week, the week ending Saturday to 
be exact, as learned from permits 
issued;

Returned To Rockford

Mrs. Anderson, who was returned 
to Rockford after eluding Marsh, 
told State’s Attorney Max Weston 
she had informed Marsh recently 
that she and her family were con­
sidering moving to Northport, Mich., 
and had expressed the hope Marsh 
would follow her there if they did.

Her father. Grant Muhrlein, 52, 
had been trying to persuade her 
and her husband, Vernon, 28, to 
move to Northport to get away 
from Marsh, she told the state’s 
attorney.

Police Chief Folke Bengston of 
the Rockford police said Marsh 
burst into the kitchen of Ander­
son’s parents home and killed 
Muhrlein and Anderson with one 
shot each when both men lunged 
at him.

“We’re going together one way or 
another,” Marsh told her.

Mrs. Anderson said she was 
afraid to try an escape during the 
ride becalise Marsh kept “talking 
like a maniac” and she feared he 
would kill her if she failed.

She admitted she had “had an 
affau'” with Marsh but when Wes­
ton asked, “do you love Marsh?”, 
she replied: “Not now.”

Marsh and his wife, Audrey, have 
two children.

While a widespread search went 
ahead for Marsh, police placed Mrs. 
Marsh hi “protective custody” as a 
precaution.

In a statement thanking them, 
Truman said their report “should 
prove of great help” and added:

“I commend this report to the 
careful attention of members of 
Congress, officials of the executive 
branch and all citizens concerned 
for our country’s welfare.”

Early congressional reaction was 
favorable. S e n a t o r  Vandenberg

Lose Battle

PARIiS —(JP)—Communist “shock 
troops” in Western Europe—mean­
ing the Communist Party groups 
in those regions not directly under 
the guns of the Red Army—have 
lost ground since mid-year, in the 
judgment of competent observers.

United States foreign policy—as 
contrasted to the Kremlin’s — Is 
openly supported by overwhelming 
national majorities in the West.

But in Eastern Europe, these 
observers agree, the will of the 
majority is paralyzed by Commu­
nist police action and Russia’s im­
mediate militory power.

In lands behind the so-called 
iron curtain the dictated process 
of Sovietization is ruthlessly being 
speeded up. Red minorities are 
tightening their governmental grip. 
Not Expansion

This, however, represents con­
solidation, not expansion, of the 
Kremlin’s authority.

A sinvey by chiefs of Associated 
Press bureaus in Europe describes 
the Marshall Plan as the big wea­
pon in repulsing Sovit ambitions.

The very words, Marshall Plan, 
have come to symbolize here the 
long-range determination of the 
United States to risk hard dollars 
against paper rubles in restoring 
this continent’s economic health.

In Berlin Wes Gallagher quoted 
a German communist leader as 
bluntly saying:. “If the Marshall 
Plan results in full German bellies 
the people will not care a damn 
about the Communist Party.”

Re-training of German prison­
ers of war in Russia is being con­
ducted through the “free Germany” 
group of German army leaders 
headed by Field Marshall von Paul- 
us, captured commander of the 
lli-fated siege of Stalingrad, the 
comifiittee report said.

Under the direction of the von 
Paulus group. It continued, cap­
tured German officers and enlisted 
men are being trained for “the in­
struction and command of guerilla 
formations” in Yugoslavia, Bulgaria 
and Albania and for the “forma­
tion of the ranks of a future Wehr­
macht for Germany itself.” 

“Reports coming from Central 
Europe and Scandinavia Indicate 
that besides the ranks of officers 
and non-commissioned officers, en­
tire German divisions, recruited 
from among the German prisoner 
of war in Germany, have been 
formed and are now being trained.” 

Declaring that at the end of the 
war there were at least 2,500,000 
German prisoners in Russia, the 
report said Soviet Foreign Minister 
V. M. Molotov’s statement of last 
Spring that Russia then held only 
900,000 German prisoners was “ob­
viously untrue.”

Red Demand 
Is Rejected

LONDON — (/P)— The United 
States, Britain and Fi’ance Satur­
day rejected a Russian demand for 
the creation of a central German 
government as a preliminary to 
writing a peace treaty and the sec­
ond meeting of deputy foreign min­
isters broke up in disagreement.

Two and a half hours of discus­
sion aimed at laymg the ground­
work for a German peace treaty 
ended with the fundamental differ­
ences responsible for the breakdown 
of the Moscow conference of for­
eign ministers still unsettled.

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Inlensive National Guard Recruiting 
Campaign To Open Here Immediately

Lt. Col. Pay Coil, recently com­
missioned officer In charge of the 
Texas National Guard unit here, 
Saturday announced the opening 
of an intensive drive to recruit 
sufficient officers and men by No­
vember 16 to meet requirements for 
federal recognition of the unit, 
which is the 474th Field Artillery 
Battalion (Sound-Plash).

With a nucleus of eight officers, 
facilities and plans for unusually 
well-equipped armory and club 
builldlngs at Midland Airpark, and 
prospects for a Midland payroll 
approximating $50,000 a n n u a l l y .  
National Guard activities offer ex­
ceptional advantages to the city 
as well as to its own personnel. 
Colonel Coll said.
Important Incentives

Officers and men of the batta­
lion are given irnportant incentives 
to join the unit. In addition to 
pride of being prepared to render 
local or national service in event 
of emergencies, participation in 
National Guard service provides for 
payment ranging from $2.50 to 
$5.50 per weekly two-hour drill 
period for enlisted men, plus ether 
payment for summer field exer­
cises. In other words, Colonel Coil 
explained, payment is at the rate 
of a full day’s Army pay, according 
to the individual’s rating in the 
guard.

Guardsmen also may learn val­
uable skills which increase their 
earning ability; they have an op­
portunity to enjoy the club-hke 
atmosphere and many social acti­
vities of the battalion; and they 
will find in National Guard work 
a general means of enhancing their 
physical as well as financial posi­
tion.

An architect from the Wyatt C. 
Hedrick firm is to be engaged by 
the Armory Board to suggest plans 
for remodeling an armory building 
at the No. 2 air field to meet the 
battalion’s needs. Colonel Coil 
said. Plans also call for remodel­
ing one of the buildings at the 
field for a club house, which will 
offer reoreatlonaT facilities for en­
listees and officers.
Advantages Cited

One advantage in National 
Guard membership which might 
be important to many Mldlanders 
is that service in the National 
Guard will be acceptable as a sub­
stitute for universal military train­
ing if and when the latter becomes 
a national policy. Thus, it is quite 
possible that Mldlanders may com­
ply with proposed UMT by serving

in the National Guard battalion.
Weekly drill periods in the bat­

talion here will not be confined to 
"close order” foot drill. The bat­
talion here is a technical unit, and 
training will consist mainly of 
tecnnif-al instruction.

At full strength, the battalion 
here would include 257 enlisted 
men and 21 officers. However, the 
unit must have 10 per cent of its 
officer strength to gain federal 
recognition.

All men from 17 to 34 years of 
age are eligible for enlistment; all 
ex-service men are welcome, re­
gardless of the branch in which 
they served, but previous military 
experience is not necessary for en­
listment.

High school boys 17 years of age 
or older are permitted to substi­
tute National Guard work for phy­
sical education courses.

High Bids Reflect Faith 
In Texas' Coast Titles

HOUSTON—(/PI—State officials, 

by receivizig high bid.s totaling $12,- 
295,359 for izublic land leases in­
volving 600,394 acres, pi-incipally 
EUbznerged lands of the Gulf Cost, 
have expressed confidence izi the 
success of their fight again.st the 
Suizreme Court’s decision in assert- 
izig the federal governziient’s claim 
tc. Califorziia’s tidelaiids.

The State Land Boazd received 
1,051 competitive bids, with Super­
ior' Oil's $354,348 offer on a 942- 
acre tract in Laguna Madre the 
highest. It was the largest mineral 
lease sale in history. High bids will 
not be awarded for several weeks.

Texas gas pz’oducers and royalty 
owner's lost an estimated $10,000,- 
000 last year because they were paid 
for only about seven-eights of the 
gas they produced, E. l, Thompson, 
executive vice president ôf the 
Texas Independent Producers and 
Royalty Owner's Association, said 
at the group’s executive committee 
meeting in Fort Worth.

Thompson said Texas conserva­
tion statutes require that reports 
be figured at a pressure of only 
four ounces above atmospheric pres­
sure of 14.4 pounds per square inch, 
but that “in settlement with pro­
ducers, the gas companies deter- 
nzine the quantity of gas produced 
at an arbitraiY pressure base of 
two pounds above atmospheric pres­
sure."

"In other words,’’ Thompson said, 
“ the greater the pressure the smal­

ler the space occupied. For izistance, 
1,000 cubic feet of gas at 14.05 
pounds, the state requiremezit, is 
only 873 cubic feet at 16.7 pounds, 
the custoznary pressure at which 
gas is purchased ozz the Gulf Coast.

He called upozi producers ' azid 
Royalty owzzers to insist that set­
tlement be computed on the sazzie 
basis of measuz-eznezit as z’equired 
by the state.

After rising three weeks in a row 
to a recoz'd peak, the daily average 
crude oil production izi the U. S.

Former Officer 
Defends Hughes

WASHINGTON —(?P)— The army 
and other government agencies 
should share in any blame lor de­
lay in getting Howard Hughes’ war- 
ordered photo reconnaissance planes 
into production,, a former Air Force 
officer testified Saturday.

The witness was Richard V. Fab­
ian, who was assigned by the AAF 
to the Hughes Aircraft Plant dur­
ing the war as Army representative 
with the rank of major. He told the 
Senate War Investigating Com­
mittee it is “being unfair” to 
Hughes in its investigation of his 
$40,000,000 in wartime airplane con­
tracts.

The committee, in Fabian’s opin­
ion, is “trying to put the finger on 
somebody,” he said.

Part of the blame for the long 
delay, he said, should be laid to 
failure of the Army and other 
agencies to supply high priorities, 
engines and other materials when 
needed,

“I do not think the blame should 
be placed solely upon Hughes,” ho 
added.

A survey of Texas cities by The 
Associated Press Saturday indicates 
that almost all will hold a cele­
bration or observance of some kind 
Tuesday, November 11. The ma­
jority are Sponsored by American 
Legion po.sts.

Both victory days of the last war 
virtually were ignored in Texas 
this year.

But Armistice Day will be a holi­
day in many cities, with closing of 
public offices and in some cases, 
stores and businesses. Schools will 
close in Houston and Port Worth.

A few of the Texas towns and 
cities to observe the day include 
Abilene, Corpus Christi, Rule, Run­
nels, Hillsboro, Houston, Dallas, 
Port Worth, San Antonio, Laredo, 
Austin, Gainesville, Galveston, Lub­
bock and Marshall.
Many Parades Scheduled

Parades will be featured at Aus­
tin, Laredo, Abilene, Houston and 
Port -Worth. Stores will close at 
Gainesville, Runnels and most 
Coleman County towns, and other 
points.

Armistice will be observed in 
Austin with the return of colors 
from the regular Army to organ­
ized reserve units. Ceremonies are 
scheduled on the capitol grounds 
with Gov. Beauford H. Jester ac­
cepting the colors on behalf of the 
cltizens-reservists, and General 
Thomas T. Handy, San Antonio 
Fourth Army commander, making 
the presentation for the regular 
Army.

Memorial services will be held 
for the dead of both wars at the 
University of Texas campus. 
Classes will be suspended from 11 
a. m. to 1 p. m.

Schools, banks and public build­
ings will close at Houston but re­
tail stores will remain open.

Maj. Gen. William S. Key of Ok­
lahoma City, for two years com­
manding officer of the 45th Divi­
sion at Camp Barkeley, will return 
to Abilene to lead Armistice Day 
activities there. They include a 
giant parade.

Most West Texas towns will take 
a. holiday with veterans sponsor­
ing celebrations.

Texas are rough?
So does W. H. Lampton, and lie’s 

been in the Arctic and Antarctic 
Circies.

Lampton. wlio lias lived here 
about two months, was a pharma­
cist’s mate in the Navy task force 
which went to Littie America last 
year under command of Admiral 
Byrd. Previou.sly, he was with a 
task force on an expedition into 
the Arctic.

Lampton and a doctor main­
tained, a hospital shelf at the base 
camp on the Ro.ss Ice Shelf. Tein- 
I'.eratures ranged from about 24 
degrees above zero to seven or 
eight below, and personnel with 
the expedition did all sorts of out­
side work, yet there were no colds 
or other respiratory ailments in 
the camp.
Month On Ice

Occasionally,' when a man went 
from the tent city on the ice shelf 
back to the ship, which was tied up 
to the ice as if to a dock, he would 
come back to the camp with a cold 
he had caught aboard the ship. 
But, after a few days of living in 
constantly freezing temperatures, 
the man’s cold would disappear.

The task force stayed on the 
ice shelf about a month, Lamiiton 
says, and the only medical at­
tention needed was for injuries the 
men received in their work of sur­
veying the region.

Though the force stayed in Lit­
tle America only about 30 days— 
there is a very brief jieriod of com­
parative warmth each year when 
the ice is broken up enough to jier- 
mit .ships to approach the region-- 
there were two blizzards during the 
month. These blizzards, Lampton 
says, were somewhat similar to 
West Texas dust storms, except in 
Little America the air was lull of 
snow rather than sand.
Animals Arc Gentle

Seals, birds and penguins were 
the only animal life they saw on 
the ice. The seals were gentle, and 
so were the penguins.

Lamp- 
ton recalls, to see a group of pen­
guins standing around watching 
the men do something about the 
ship or the camp. They would con­

Along The Garden Path In November
J. H. Green, in a talk to mem­

bers of the Midland Garden Club 
Thursday, outlined the preparation 
of rose beds, the cultivation of 
plants, and pruning of roses to help 
West Texas get the most benefit 
from their Fall planting.

Green first empliasized the im­
portance of selecting the place 
where the beauty of the roses will 
give the occupants of the house and 
the neighborhood the most pleasure. 
The bed requii-es a loose, porous soil 
to a depth of four or five feet. Af­
ter excavating a basin of at least 
six inches, place stones or course 
builder’s sand in the bottom and

then layers of soil until the bed is 
full. Following the planting of the 
roses, a layer of peat moss should 
be put on and worked into the soil.

In the discussion of cultivation. 
Green gave the following advice to 
the group: (1) get oxygen into the 
soil; (2) make plant food more 
available by giving vigorous culti­
vation twice annuaily and light cul­
tivation foilowing each irrigation;

Fame Of General Is Over-Shadowed 
By Honor Paid Beloved Humorist

There is peace in our time. Fort 
Worth proved it recently.

Texas-born General Dwight D. 
Eisenhower came to Cowtown, but 
the man of the hour was Will Rog­
ers, a humorist.

The man who led allied armies 
to victory in the world’s greatest 
war got second billing to a civilian, 
dead a decade.

The event was designed to honor 
the humorist - philosopher, of 
course. His good friend, Amon Car­
ter, Fort Worth publisher, took the 
occasion of what could have been 
Rogers’ 68th birthday to unveil 
both a life-sized statue and a life- 
sized painting of the humorist. 
Two Years Bring Changes

The ceremonies were held before 
the mammoth auditorium and coli­
seum named in Rogers’ honor.

Yes, the show was designed for 
and dedicated to Will Rogers.

But that would hr-ve happened 
two years ago—even one year ago 
—if five-star General Dwigof D. 
Eisenhower had appeared in Fort 
Worth? On any occasion or event 
or anniversary?

It would have been his .show. 
Streets would have been packed. 
Flags and bunting would have been 
whipping in the crisp November 
air.

Bands would have marched.

State officials would have been on 
hand to honor the grinning, vic­
torious hero of World War II.
■ As it was General Eisenhower, 
still in uniform, still a five-star 
general, still a hero, was just the 
featured speaker honoring Will 
Rogers.

Streets were not decorated. 
There was no parade. Instead of a 
crowd of half a million jubilant 
Texans, 8,000 gathered to hear him 
talk, and see him unveil the statue 
and the picture.

Elsenhower himself asked that he 
be treated as a “private citizen,” 
and there wasn’t even a press con­
ference.

Yes, there is peace in our time— 
for a time, anyway. The heroes of 
World War II are not forgotten, 
nor will they ever be. But Texas, 
and the country, is looking for new 
heroes remembring old memories. 
Won Fame With A Pen

Some of the war’s leaders are out 
.of uniform. Some have entered 
public service, some have entered 
politics, some private business.

Elsenhower, himself, is still in 
uniform, .still head of the U. S. 
Army, and is frequently mentioned 
as a possible presidential candi­
date.

But this new era of peace made 
him just another American honor­
ing a man who fought his way to 
fame with a pen, not a sword.

Firemen Saved You 
$53,000 In Rates

Midland, your firemen have saved this city $53,080.01 

in 1946 and $152,072.47 in the last five years. This sav­
ing- is to fire insurance buyers and very few firemen.and 
still fewer citizens know it. The saving is in actual 
cash, too.

Here is how it was done: during 1946 Midland’s fire 
insurance buyers received ~
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20 per cent reduction in the 
fire premium of every fire 
insurance policy written in Mid­
land and with that reduction they 
paid $121,325.77 for fire insurance.

Now, if Midland firemen had not 
been on their toe.s and stopped the 
fires actually started, in all prob­
ability there would have been a 
15 per cent penalty added to each 
fire premium because of a bad 
fire record penalty.

If that had happened then Mid­
land lire insurance buyers during 
1946 would have had to pay $174,- 
405.78 for the same insurance for 
which they paid only $121,325.77.

That means only by the good 
work of Midland firemen have 
they kept Midland citizens from 
having to pay a higher price for 
insurance. In other words the fire­
men actually saved the amount 
listed in 946. By the same token, 
firemen saved pitizens $152,072.47 
in five years.
Saving Explained 
' This saving is made possible by 

reason of the unique method of 
fire insurance rating in this State, 
in Texas, if the fire losses amount 
to less than 24 per cent reduction 
is made in the fire premium on 
every fire insurance policy written 
in a city. If, however, the fire 
losse.s over that period amount to 
more than 75 per cent of the prem­
iums, then during the next year 
a 15 per cent penalty is added to 
the premium of each fire policy. 
Obviously then, if the loss ratio is 
in between those two maximums, 
then during the next year the 
credit or the penalty will be in 
proportion. So the fire conscious­
ness of the citizens and the effi­
ciency of the fire department may 
keep the fire insurance of a city 
from going up 53.3 per cent. Every­
one should remember that ju.st the 
minute a city loses its 25 per cent 
maximum good fire record credit, 
just that minute the citizens will 
begin to pay back to the fire in­
surance companies for the exces­
sive fire losses the insurance com­
panies had had to pay out. In 
other words, when fire los.ses over 
a five year period exceed the prem­
iums by 24 per cent the citizens 
begin to pay the losses instead of 
the fire insurance companies. 
Better Than Average

Records show Midland has really 
been fire insurance conscious and 
its fire department on its toes. 
Midland has never been assessed a 
penalty since the record started, 24 
years ago. Records are kept by the 
State Fire Insurance Department 
in Austin.,

During the last five years Mid-

land fire loss ratio was 25.2 per 
cent. The average fire loss ratio of 
all the fire departments in Texas 
for that period was 47.9 per cent. 
In other words. Midland’s record 
is 22.7 per cent better than aver­
age for the State. During 1946, 
Midland’s loss ratio was 17.2 per 
cent while the statewide record 
was 39.2 per cent, which means 
Midland bettered the state record 
by 17.2 per cent. And to show the 
long-range good record of Midland, 
its fire loss ratio for 24 years was 
31 per cent, a percentage of 25.9 
better than average.

The facts and figures of this 
article were contained in a report 
from plin Culberson, secretary. 
State Firemen’s and Fire Marshal’s 
Association, to Fire Chief Luther 
Tidwell of Midland.

A.s a re.siilt of the better produc­
tion and supply situation, coupled 
with a resumption of new home 
buying by the public, building ac­
tivity throughout the nations lias 
shown a marked increase during 
the la.st few weeks.

A pick-up in sales of new homes 
is reported from most areas and 
as these houses are sold, builders 
■begin work on more homes. New 
dwelling units are now being start­
ed at the rate of 756,000 a year.

St., near the Baltimore docks, takes 
in its steps at night and often 
turns them up during the day.

To meet unparalleled demand, 
the industry last year supplied 86 
per cent of the nation’s roofing 
needs, according to the Depart­
ment of Commerce. To meet this 
demand, shipments were increased 
82 per cent in fire years. At the 
present rate, the industry this 
year will produce more than 80 
million squares.

Because production has been 
high, prices ■ are low. Asphalt 
strip shingles, for example,, most 
widely used roofing in new home 
construction and in remodeling 
work, are currently selling at a 
lower wholesale price than in 
1926, the base from which the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics com­
putes the rise and fall of build­
ing material prices.

BACKFILL — Replacement of 
earth in a trench or against a 
structure.

BEARING WALL —Wall which

DRY WALL CONSTRUCTION 
—Interior wall finish in material 
other than plaster.

DORMER—An internal recess, 
the framing of which projects from 
a sloping roof.

FACADE—The. face of a build­
ing.

FIRE-BARRIER—Solid gypsum 
or wood block, or mineral wool 
insulation, between studs to pre­
vent rapid spread of fire through 
hollow walls.

FLUE — Space in chimney 
through which smoke and fumes 
ascei^d. ^ .

FRAMING MEMBERS — Studs, 
joists, sills, columns, leaders, and 
rafters.

FURRING—Strips of wood or 
metal applied to a wall.

GABLE-End walls between the 
slopes of a roof.

HEADER—Beam placed at right 
angles to joists or studs to provide 
lor chimney, window, door or 
other opening.

JOISTS — Parallel beams used 
to support floors and ceilings and 
in turn supported by larger beams 
or bearing walls.

LINTEL — Finished wood por­
tions of a building such as doors, 
windows, door frames, usually as­
sembled away from the site.

MILLWORK — jpinished wood 
portions of a building such as 
doors, windows, door frames, usu­
ally assembled away from the site.

MULLION—Slender bar divid­
ing units of windows, screens or 
similar frames.

PIEIR—Column of masonry sup­
porting other structural members.

POINTING — Filling joints in 
masonry with mortar under tool 
pressure for appearance or pro­
tection from the elements.

SILL—Large beam resting hori­
zontally on the foundation to 
which uprights of the frame are 
fastened.

STUD—'Vertical wood or metal, 
usually 2x4 inches, supporting 
walls and partitions.

TRIM—Finish materials such as 
moldings and baseboard around 
windows and doors or at floors and 
ceiling of rooms.

Saren Plastic Joins 
Synthetic Textiles

NE'W YORK—(/P)—A new fiber 
described as an important addition 
to synthetic textiles will be avail­
able next year.

The fiber, chemically called 
vinydidene chloride and commer­
cially known as Saran, will be 
somewherg between rayon and 
nylon cost.

Saran will be among the 
cheapest of plastics because a 
large part of its composition is 
low-cost chlorine. The other prin­
cipal raw material is petroleum.

Saran plastic has been used for 
several years  ̂ in upholstery, wom­
en's handbags, and other products, 
but will now be spun into ultra- 
fine fiber, expected eventually to 
find its way into clothing.

It absorbs less moisture than 
nylon, doesn’t mildew or rot and 
will not flame, although it melts 
at high temperatures.

Russians Ban Indian 
Toys As 'Romonfic'

BERLIN —(/P)— The manufacture 
of to.vs out of lead, such as trap­
pers, Indians and bivouacs, has been 
forbidden by the ministry for econ­
omic planning in the Russian zone 
province of Brandenburg.

London Meet For Framing Treaty 
Will Give Clue To Big Four Future

The council of Big Four foreign 
ministers, due to meet in London 
this month to frame a long overdue 
Gern.an treaty, will give us what 
may* be the final clue we need to 
determine whetlier there is any 
po.ssibility of collaboration between 
the warring Russian bloc and the 
democ rasies.

The disijosition of Germany’s 
tangled atfairs is the crux of con­
tinental Europe’s political and eco­
nomic rehabilitation. If the Elg 
Four ministers—Marshall of the 
U. £. A., Bidault of Prance, Bevin 
of Britain and Molotov of Russia 
—can’t agree on a pact now, then 
prc.'-pect of further collaboration on 
any line is very thin indeed.

German political regime friendly 
to Russia.

“The United States,” says the 
\pollcy statement, “desu’es that 
Germany shall occupy a position 
among the powers which would 
give her freedom to cooperate in a 
broad program - of European eco- 
ncmlc construction rather than 
to be linked economically and 
peliticaily with any orbit. The 
impasse between the great pow­
ers in this matter ha.s resulted 
temporarily at least in the virtual 
liartition of Germany. The situa­
tion in Austria is somewhat simi­
lar.”
Integration Suggested

The . Russian answer to all this 
is that America and Britain are 
attempting to use Germany as a 
pawn in imperiali.stic schemes.

Well, if the Foreign Minister’s 
Counci.l Ls unable to agree on a 
peace treaty, what then? We may 
find one answer to that in a state­
ment by General Lucius D. Clay, 
U. S. military gpvernor in Ger­
many. The general declares it is 
absolutely essential that as large 
a part of Germany as possible be 
politically and economically inte­
grated at an early date.

We interpret this as meaning 
that if the. Russians won’t collab­
orate in politico-economic rehabili­
tation, then the other allies—Amer­
ica, Britain and Prance—should 
integrate their three zones as best 
licssible. And quickly.

It atomic war comes. Marines stiil figure there’ll be beachheads to 
lake and they’re planning accordingly. At Little Creek, Va., an under­
water demolition team sets off explosives to prepare for landings.

CAMP LEJEUNE, N. C.—(NEA) 
—The Marines are reorganizing “to 
provide for the possibOity of atomic 
warfare.”

Traditional regimental organ­
ization is gone. In its place are re­
inforced battalion landing teams, 
six to a division, which can be 
ready for action on any front on 
short notice.

The reorganized Marines, says 
Gen. A. A. Vandergrift, command­
ant of the Corps, “will provide a 
greater number of combat ready 
units, increase the firepower of 
the units and provide more highly 
mobile striking forces.”
If Atomic War Comes 

If atomic war comes, this new 
Fleet Marine Force could disperse 
its battalions without sacrificing 
firepower. Because each is a unit, 
the battalions could be transport­
ed by submarines, planes, or na­
val vessels without administrative 
difficulties or loss of efficiency.

Artillery batteries have been 
increased from four to six guns. 
Each infantry battalion will get 
.additional anti-tank weapons, and 
will have available tank, artillery, 
rocket, naval gunfire and aircraft 
support.

The Marines hope to complete 
the reorganization program to 
celebrate the Corps’ 172nd Anni­
versary on November 10.
Marines Widely Scattered 

No longer are the Marines con­
centrated in the Pacific as they 
were during the war. Today the 
First Division is based here, the 
Second at Camp Pendleton, Calif. 
The Third Brigade, has headquar­
ters in Guam, and the Fleet Ma­
rine Force West Pacific is sta­
tioned at Tsingtao, China.

Marine air forces are stationed 
at Ewa, Hawaii: El Toro, Calif., 
and Cherry Point, N. C.

The Corps’ reserve now totals 
54,000 men. By January 30, the Ma­
rines hope to increase this to 100,- 
000—30,000 in the Organized Re­
serve, 70,000 in the Volunteer Re­
serve. Reserve ground units al­
ready have been established in 80 
cities throughout the country. An 
air reserve of 24 fighter squadrons 
and eight ground control intercept 
squadrons is spread through 21 
different Naval Air Stations.

Aiomic Bomb Blasi 
May Produce Freaks 
In Japan Years Hence

PASADENA, CALIF.—(/P)_A Cal­
ifornia Institute of Technology sci- 
entistJs disclosed recently what he 
termed the first laboratory con­
firmation of the theory that atomic 
bomb exposure can lead to inher­
itable defects which may produce 
human deformities in Japan for the 
next 1,000 years.

Dr. Ernest G. Anderson, noted 
biologist and professor of genetics 
at Caltech, announced in an inter­
view that this conclusion is drawn 
from experimental culture of sam­
ple seeds of corn exposed to radio­
activity at last year’s Bikini atom 
bomb tests.

It is now almost a certainty, he 
said, that exposure to this radio­
activity results in disturbances of 
chromosomal genes (the inherit­
ance factors in cell tissue).
Testing With Corn

Caitech scientists have produced 
a second generation of corn from 
Bikini-exposed seeds which showed 
a high peroentage of abnormality.

“Although it is impo.ssible to con­
duct experiments with humans, the 
same biological laws apply to them 
as. apply to corn,” Anderson said. 
“We are finding in our experiments 
that the genes and chromosomes in 
corn have been disturbed by atomic 
radioactivity, resulting in many 
types of deformities.

“Although it may take much 
longer to become apparent in hu­
mans, affected genes and chromo­
somes in some Japanese people may 
result in the birth of morons, crip­
ples and deformed progency in fu­
ture generations. The damage done 
by outright killing . at' Hiroshima 
and Nagasaki may be but the small­
est part of the damage wrought by. 
the atomic bomb.”

Anderson said most abnormalties 
produced in the corn are “recessive,” 
like color blindness in humans, and 
are not apparent in the immediate 
generation.
Many Show Gene Defects

“It is quite possible that reces­
sive genes will gradually be spread 
throughout Japan, and many years 
hence — probably not in our life­
time—it would follow that much 
human deformity would be appar­
ent in the offspring of that coun­
try.”

Defects were noticeable in seed­
ling plants, Anderson said, but these 
plants grew to normal size and pro­
duced a relatively normal yield of 
corn. The plants then were crossed 
with' healthy, normal ears, and in 
the second generation different 
types of abnormalities appeared, re­
sulting in pale or albino seedlings 
and ears with small seeds, shrunken 
seeds, off-color seeds or ears on 
which half the seeds did not form 
at all.

“About 600 of the 2,500 cultures 
showed gene defects, while nearly 
as many showed chromosomal de­
fects,” Anderson said.

Quaker Groups Win 
'47 Nobel Peace Prize

OSLO, NORWAY— The No­
bel Peace Prize for 1947 has been 
awarded to the London Service 
Council and the Philadelphia Serv­
ice Committee of the Society .of 
Friends (Quakers), the Nobel Com­
mittee announces.

The Society of Fi-iends was among 
five institutions which had been 
named p.s candidates for the award. 
Pope Pius XII and Mohandas K. 
Gandhi, the Hindu leader, were 
among the persons nominated for 
consideration.

The Society of Friends has been 
associated with endeavors for peace 
and the brotherhood of mankind 
for 300 years since its founding in 
16‘7 by George Fox, the son of an 
Engli.sh weaver.

The society, whose calm, passive 
resistance won many of - its causes 
in England, also has occupied a 
prominent place in American his­
tory, dating back to the coloniza­
tion of Pennsylvania, Delaware, and 
New Jersey. Former President Her­
bert C. Hoover is among its mem­
bers.
Came To U. S. In 1600s

The society is a religious fellow­
ship without any priesthood or out­
ward sacraments. The Quakers, who 
suffered a period of persecution in 
England because of their noncon­
formist views, spread to the United 
States in the middle of the seven­
teenth century, when missionaries 
v'ere sent to Massachusetts Bay, 
Rhode Island, New Amsterdam (New 
York), Maryland, and Virginia. Pox 
himself visited America in 1672.

The Quakers under William Penn 
founded Pennsylvania, formed colo­
nies in New Jersey and Delaware, 
and were politically powerful in 
Rhode Island, North Carolina, anT 
Maryland. They met with perse­
cution, however, in most non-Quaker 
colonies. Their refusal to pay tithes, 
take oaths, or render military serv­
ice brought penalties.

The society pioneered in move­
ments for prison reform, care of 
the insane, and against slavery.

The Friends’ relief program has 
reached out to all who suffer with­
out regard to nationality, creed, or 
politics.

Finance Companies 
Face Tough Battle 
With FRB Curb Off

DETROIT— —Although pledged 
to a voluntary “go slow policy” in- 
automobile credit terms, finance 
companies are expecting a tough 
battle to hold down “easy credit” 
now that the Federal Reserve 
Board’s Regulation W is off the 
books.

The regulation, designed to re­
strict installment buying, was one 
ol the last major controls the gov­
ernment exerted over the automo­
tive industry. Its absence opens 
the way to unrestricted competition 
for the customer’s down payment 
on a new or used automobile.

A survey by the trade paper auto­
motive news- revealed that in new 
car financing, all finance companies 
except General Motors Acceptance 
Corporation intend to enforce a 
standard policy of a one-third down 
payment and a 24-month limit on 
the balance.
GMAC Limits Time

GMAC Will limit its balance pay­
ment to 18 months, only three 
months more than Regulation W 
allowed, but some buyers that 
GMAC considers exceptional may 
be offered a 24-month loan on the 
balance of a new car price.

Dealers in new automobiles, wrest­
ling with huge lists of unfiDed or­
ders, don’t expect credit relaxation 
to add many more names to order 
blanks. They figure that pressure 
of the new car demand will side­
track the possibility of “easy cred­
it” until some unpredictable future 
time.

Meanwhile, credit experts are more 
deeply concerned over the absence 
of Regulation W in the used car 
market, where different credit 
agencies are varying their ierms to 
buyers of prewar models. Banks, 
generally speaking, are holding to 
Regulation W.

Shortage Of TB Beds 
In Texas Is Cited

Commenting on the recent trans­
fer of 442 acres of land at the former 
Mission Army Air Field in the Rio 
Grande Valley for conversion into a 
state tuberculosis sanitorium, Dr. 
Homer B. Johnson, president of the 
Midland County Tuberculosis Asso­
ciation, said Saturday Texas now 
has less than 2,000 beds, t»th public 
and private, available to .TB pa­
tients. Texas should have a total 
of 7,307 beds to meet the recog­
nized minimum standard of sani- 
toiium care, he said.

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The 'Cold War
The res -i Tec cion of the Communist International, or 

Comintern— which probably was never very dead .any- 
Vay— has called forth a good deal of pessimism. This 
fornud declaration of ‘Told war” by Russia, her six sat­
ellites, and the, Communist parties of Franco and Italy 
lias dealt another blow to the United Nations, to be sure. 
But. edntrary to some views, it may not si.gnal the railuro 
of American foreign policy.

The communique of the nine-nation Communist con­
ference simply makes official the aims of a coalition chat 
have been apparent for some time. The extrava.gant 
charges it contains arc familiar. Thev have been made 
earlier by the Soviet press and by Russia’s Vishinsky be­
fore the UN General Assembly.

n- *

Meanwhile the Soviet policy has been aggressive. 
Russia moved in on aU the Balkan countries and, bv 
strong-arm methods and fake charges of ‘ ‘treason plots,’* 
has taken ovei- their governments and destroyed the oppo­
sition.

The object of the old Comintern was world revolu­
tion. It was founded in 1910 and “ dissolved.” according 
to Premier Stalin, in 1H48. Now it is back with the .stated 
aim of gettin.g an “ e.vehange of experience and co-ordina­
tion of activities.” .In other wonrks. Moscow’.'i direcHon 
of Communist policies abro'-d will be even closer. .Bu<’ 
this time the Comintern’.s goal does not seem to be v/orld 
revolution.

We may discount the anti-American accusations o.̂  
imperialism and war-mongerin,g. Mo=t interested Euro­
peans must have heard and weighed them by now. More 
important is the amount of foodVnd other economic heh' 
that Russia and the Balkan countries are prepared .and 
able to give in trying to stop or at least contain the Mar- 
,shall Plan of aid to Western Europe.

The evidence at hand suggests that they could no+ 
begin to match’ our potential contribution to the relief of 
acute need and the eventual rebuildin.g of Europe. But 
that is no reason for Americans to relax. The check 
this defensive move of the Comintern must come through 
actual, not potential, aid.

Americans may be assured, from past actions, that 
the Communists will use anj'thing that gives promise of 
succe.ss in their efforts to prevent the resnrgance of a 
healthy, independent, tree Europe.

There can be trouble if the American people refuse 
to cooperate in the immediate task of feeding and warm­
ing needy Europeans through indifference or selfishness 
or di.saiiprova! of government methods. If the American 
government delavs, fumbles and gets sidetracked by po­
litical quarrels, then the Comintern might win, for all its 
unpromising prospects.

If further notice were needed chat the “ cold war” is 
on, the Comintern commimic(ue gives it. The warning is 
explicit. 'I’he call to action is deal'.

Pig Iron Production 
Brings Big Industry 
To East Texas Area
DAINGERFIELD—i/Pi— Another 

of East Texas’ vast natural re­
sources—iroH- ore lield.s .scattered 
over 16 countie.s—lias been tapped 
to bring the section another big 
industry.

While hundreds watched, smoke 
billowed and conveyors moved to 
stir into action a sprawling plant 
near this Morris County center for 
tlie processing of the ore into pig 
iron that eventually will find its 
way into automobiles and innum­
erable other articles made of steel.

Born of wartime necessity, the 
mammoth plant is operated by the 
Lone Star Steel Company. A Texas 
corporation. It Is one of the most 
modern of its kind in the world.

The total area of ore land im­
mediately available is 32.070 acres, 
most of it within a 72-mile radius 
of the plant. The ore is 40.75 lim- 
onlte and 40.47 .siderite, the prin- 
cljial inaredients of pig iron.

The plant, units of which are 
scattered oyer several snuare mi'es, 
will consume the equivalent of two 
fr'eleht train loads of raw material 
a- dav. Its maximum dally output 
is 1.200 tons.
Contracts With K-F, Ford

Pig iron will not be the only 
product. A by-product has been 
in operation since August. It re­
covers from the ore process ben2»l, 
xydol, toluol and other light oils 
and amonium sulfate, tar and coke 
over gas. Another marketable Item 
Is tailings for road ballast and 
other similar uses.

A part of the plant's pig iron 
output already lias been contracted 
for by two of the nation’s largest 
automobile manufactuiers, Kaiser- 
Frazer and Ford. At present- two- 
thirds of the output is reserved for 
veterans liouslng'.

Lone Star Steel is operating the 
plant under lea.se from the War 
Assets Administration, but a meet­
ing of stockholders has been called 
to consider outright purchase of 
the properties for $7,500,000.

The plant cost the government 
$37,000,000.

NEW YORK—(NEA)—Hundreds 

of thousands of Puerto Ricans have 
moved from their island home to 
tills country—mostly to New York 
City—in a ini';ration that is creat­
ing tlie most patiietic human prob­
lem since the Okies fled from their 
du't bowl to the jiromised land of 
California.

The.y arrive hungry, ill-clothed, 
frlendle.ss, almo.st penniless. Olten 
they have Infections or contagious

Ihe.v crowd into tenements al­
ready bursting at the seants. They 
enter slum conditions such as few 
American.s will believe actually 
exi.st, and they make those con­
ditions worse.

The living conditions they find, 
and exaggerate, actually are not

fled. But lonely discouragement 
is too much for many, and four 
out of 10 give up and go back.
Trv To Help Them

Yet there uo.v are between four 
and six hundred thousand of them 
in this city aloiie. Because they 
are Americans, free to circulate 
anywhere in American territory, 
there is no real check or count. 
But the higher figure is accepted 
by the city Welfare and Health 
deiJartments, which are trying to 
help them. If it is correct, then one 
New Yorker out of every 12 today 
is a refugee from Puerto Rico.

Barefoot, carrying their all in 
one bag, they plod down the dusty 
roads to the airports at San Juan, 
Ponce, Mayaguez, and climb into 
charter planes. In his pockets each 
has not less than $10, usually not

S u c h  an influx inevitably 
creates distre.ssing social, health, 
relief, educational and o t h e r  
problems, which the city is study­
ing but for ' which it has not yet 
found solutions.

It' has created al.so a political 
problem. Spanish Harlem, where 
many ol these Puerto Ricans set­
tle, is part of tlie barony of Vito 
Marcantonio, the one member of 
Congress whose vote and voice 
never yet have offended against 
the Communist party line of any 
given moment.
. Marcantonlo’s political success 

has rested upon the misery of his 
Harlem constitutents, none of 
whom have .suffered more than 
t h e s e  vote-owning newcomers.

Fleeing from Puerto Rico’s squal­
or to a promised land, they liave 
found only mor.e destitution. It is 
easy for them to accept Marcan­
tonlo’s criticism of the American 
economic system. They are ready 
to try any radical panacea.

Wage-Hoiu- Act needs, says Re^. 
Clark Fisher of Sail Angelo, is some 
tightening up so its administrators 
and Uie courts won’t misinterpret 
the intent of Congress.

The Texan is a member of the 
House Labor Committee studying 
prooosed changes In the act.

“Executives administering the 
Wage-Hour Act and even some of 
the courts themselves have at times 
placed a different construction on 
the provisions of the-law than we 
in Congress intended,’’ Fi.sber said.

“For Instance, it has been held 
that a manufacturer of fertilizers is 
subject to the act simply because 
foodstuffs produced on lands en­
riched with his company’s product 
have beeii marketed interstate. It 
makes no difference thkt the fer­
tilizer Itself is manufactured and 
distributed solely within a single 
state’s borders."

The Wage-Hour Act is applicable 
only to firms doing business across 
.state lines. ..............

In 1947 there were 2,704,000 
families “doubling.”

The controversy Ls over how 
many of these families will “un­
double” when houses become 
available.

"If you a.sk .Joe, who owns the 
house. If he wants to live alone he 
will probably say yes,” one hous­
ing expert explained.

“But If you osk Fred, his 
brother-ln-low, who is living with 
Joe and cutting his expenses in so 
doing, he may tell you he Isn’t anx­
ious to change the situation. So 
there you are.”
To Complete 1,000,900 In '48

A.ssumlng that all of the people 
who have doubled since 1940 
would move into their own home 
if they could get one, they would 
create a demand for 918,000 homes.

If the present rate of “starts” on 
housing continues, about 1,000,000 
units will be completed next year. 
But this would leave an excess of 
325,000 homes over the number of 
new families expected by the cen­
sus bureau.

On tliat basis it would take 
about three years for the supply 
to meet the demand of families 
who want to undouble.

But some government experts 
say many of the 1,846,000 families 
who were “doubling” in 1940 
would liave moved to then own 
quarters, too, If they could have.

So the decision to double or not 
to double will be an imiwrtant one 
in determining the length of the 
housing shortage.
Other InfIuenoe.s

On top of all these factor's is an­
other complicating question—the 
economic situation.

Officials say if the employment 
rate remains high the demand for 
houses will remain longer at a 
peak. But if there is a decline in 
employment more people prob­
ably will remain “doubled.”

The great U. S. migration of the 
past few years also will have its 
Influence. Tens of millions of 
Americans have joined this move­
ment which has been in swing 
since Pearl Harbor. Where and 
when they will finally settle is a 
big factor in the housing picture.

Some areas of the country, no­
tably the rural areas, have a sur­
plus of housing. The big pinch is 
in metropolitan areas.

Californian Makes Emeralds That Fool Experts ] f t  H o t  S p o t

thetic emeralds which fool every­
one but experts now are available 
to the jewelry trade at SlO to $90 
a karat, or less than one-tenth tlw 
cost of the natural article.

They are made of the same stuff 
as natural emeralds, which In 
general are more expensive than 
diamonds. Tliey can be dlstin- 
guLshed Infallibly from natural 
emeralds by only one of the half 
dozen known tests.

They defy even the spectroscope, 
because they are chemically Iden­
tical with natural emeralds. 
Developed By Califomian

These new gems are the result 
of a process developed by a young 
San Francisco chemist, Carroll F. 
Chatham, who turns out emeralds 
by the quart. However, it takes 
quite a while to make a quart— 
about 10 months.

Like emeralds from the mines, 
most of the. crystals are either 
Impure, too small or of poor color, 
unsuitable for jewelry. As speci­
mens for collectors they are worth 
about $1 apiece.

But a few of the larger crystals 
twn out well. They can be cut into

stones of anj'where from one-half 
to 10 karats. Chatham values the 
10-karat size at $900. The market 
price for a natural, perfect 10-kar­
at. emerald Is around $25,000. 
200-Karat Gems

Equipment now Is being installed 
which Chatham expects to pro­
duce some crystals as big as golf 
balls, from which 200-karat gems 
might be cut.

Chatham Improves ui)on na­
ture by starting with ilrtually 
pure substances. The basic Ingre­
dients of emerald are beryllium 
oxide, aluminiun oxide and sili­
con, and a few trace elements, 
mostly chromium and iron.

The beryllium and aluminum 
oxides are dissolved in water. The

One Telltale Feature

The one invariable telltale fea­
ture of Chatham’s emeralds is a 
slight darkening in the interior 
which can be seen only under a 
microscope.

Man-made emeralds were pro­
duced in Europe before the war' 
but were too small and too costly 
for practical use, Chatham said.

The synthetic emerald is the seq- 
ond recent American achievement 
in the field of man-made gems. 
’Tile Linde Air Products company | 
recently began production of syn­
thetic star rubles and star sap­
phires.

Chatham’s next goal is synthetic 
diamonds, one of the dreams 
of scientists since the days of al­
chemy.

China’s war against a tiny worm, 
no bigger than a cutworm, which 
every season does enormous dam­
age in the fertile rice fields of Ki- 
angsl Province.

On the average these rice-borers 
de.stroy 100,000 tons of rice a year. 
But every .seventh year they get 
especially bad, and do from two to 
five times their average damage. 
This is the seventh year.
Borer Has Short Life

The borer is small, and he does 
not live long. But he is hard to 
fight because he crawls inside the 
hoHo'w stem of the rice plant where 
insecticides can not reach him. 
When UNRRA agricultural rehabil­
itation experts tried to help Chinese 
farmers return their war-pocked 
farmlands to top production, their 
first problem was how to get at the 
borers.

Two or three weeks after the 
I first rice planting, moths come out 
of the stubble of last year’s crop 
and lay eggs on the leaves of the 
new .seedlings. When these eggs 
hatch, there is a brief interval be­
fore they can eat their way inside 
the new plant. For that short time 
they can be reached with insecti­
cides,

So the UNRRA men blended DDT 
powder in the UNRRA-sponsored 
National Pesticide.s Manufacturing 
plant here. TTiey persuaded Klangsi 
famiers to leajve narrow row.s un­
planted, through which men armed 
with spray gun.s could walk to spray 
the young plants and kill newly- 
hatched larvae.
Dispose Of Old Straw

But this wa.s not enough. They 
could not get them all, and they 
knew that those that ^scaped would 
be back next year, breeding again.

So they .spent lest Winter per­
suading farmers to dispose of the 
old rice straw, which always had 
been saved, to get rid of larvae hid­
ing in its stem.s. Provincial legis­
lation is now pending to require 
that this straw be destroyed after 
each liai-vest.

The program’s success cannot be 
told until all of Kiangsi’s three rice 
crops have been harvested this year" 
But if tire borer scourge can be held 
down in this dangerous .seventn 
year, UNRRA and local experts are 
convinced that, within a few sea­
sons. the borer can be destroyed 
entirely.
