TO TRY TO MAKE

Stanolind Oil & Gas Company is
to try to complete an oil well and
a new discovery in East Pecos
County at its .No. 8-B University,
which developed small amounts of
free oil in drillstem tests in the
lower Permian between 4,000 feet
and 4,100 feet.

This prospective new field opener
is in the shallow Taylor-Link field,
where the current production is
from the upper Permian secticns
ahove 2,000 feet.

Operator has run a Schlumberger
survey and is to plug back to ap-
proximately 4,100 feet, run 5'%-inch
casing and make production tests.
If that fails to develop ccmmercial
oil the venture might be deepened.

NE CROCKETT VENTURE HAS
GAS IN TOP OF ‘BURGER’

Shell Oil Company, Inc., No. 1
Chambers County School Land fee,
Northeast Crockett County deep
prospector, in the vicinity of the
Midway Lane field, and 660 feet
from north and 1,851 feet irom west
lines of the ' Chambers County
School Lands, was drilling ahead
below 7,515 feet ‘in Ellenburger
dolomite. Tentative top of that
formation has been picked by some
geologists at 7,940 feet. Estimated
elevation is 2.675 feet.

A 50-minute drillstem test was
taken at 7,485-7,5610 feet. Sweet gas
showed at the surface in three and
one-half minutes after the tool was
opened.

WASHINGTON—(&P)—A renewed White House plea
for “many’” industries to lower prices and trim profits
went out to business Tuesday together with urgings for a
long-range policy of “real price competition.

President Truman’s three-man Council of Economic
Advisers declared in its second annual report that today’s

high-level economy can be*
supported by “somewhat ar-
tificial props through 1948
or longer.”

But businessmen should look
ahead, the report cautioned, to
times when abnormal export and

military demands, pent-up short-
ages and bad crops no longer buoy
up the market,

“Real price competition,” the
Council asserted, “means the low-
est price consistent with a fair re-
turn in a stable economy, rather
than the highest price that the
traffic will bear in an unstable
economy.”

The presidential advisers picked
the housing industry as perhaps
“the best illustration of the mneed
for keener market analysis, and
for a much more realistic pricing,
so maximum production may be
sustained.”

Houvizing Singled Cut

“While we are now producing
housing at an extremely high rate,
measured by any prewar standards,
this production x x X is concen-
trated almost entirely on meeting
the needs or desires of those in the
upper income brackets,” the coun-
cil reported.

To the extent that homes for
poorer families are being erected,
it went on, the cost is so dispro-
portionate to income that ‘eco-
nomic problems” some day will
confront the home-buyer. Thus the
price pattern ‘“does not augur well’
for sustained high levels of hous-
ing production when the thin lux-
ury market is saturated.”

As for a “stable equilibrium” of
prices, income and values generally,
the Council gaid this cannot be at-
tained by merely pressing for “pro-
duction, more production and still
more production.

For stable prosperity, the report
said, “we must in future have much
higher consumption in all the lower
and middle ranks. The small num-
ber of the well-to-do will not he
able to absorb the possible output
of consumers’ goods.”

Jews aboard the refugee ship, a
two-masted, 350-ton schooner, said
they come mostly from Romania
and Hungary. Among them were
about 150 children, including two
babies born during the voyage.

TULSA—(#)—Crude oil. produc-
tion *in the United States turned
upward during the week ended
December 20, averaging 5,299,955
barrels daily for an increase of 26,-
025, barrels over the previous week’s
output, the Oil and Gas Journal re-
ported Tuesday.

Kansas production accounted al-
most solely for the gain, with a
jump of 30,750 barrels for a daily
average of 280,650 barrels.

Cther increases were recorded in
Arkansas, up 1,300 barrels to 86,-
450, and Wyoming, up 3,080 bar-
rels to 133,810.

Most sizeable decreases were in
California, down 2,500 barrels to
029.300; the Eastern area, off 2,650
to 57,350, and Illinois, down 1,900 to
175,100.

Production in most other areas
varied but slightly from the prev-
ious week, and in New Mexico and
Texas it was unchanged.
