Wondering About Welfare

The subject of welfare inevitably raises hackles.
Granted, there are some individuals in our society who
genuinely need public assistance through no fault of their
own, Few among us would deny them such assistance.

For those able~bodied adults in our society living off

.= the majority of us who are wage-earners, however, our
:i+:  sympathy quickly comes to a screeching halt, What

<. does welfare really do to such persons? And what does
it do to a society that fosters lax handouts as a substitute
for economic growth and real job opportunities?

These questions were met head-on recently in
Washington when social philosopher Irving Kristol, a
professor at New York University, spoke at at welfare
conference. The conference was sponsored jointly by
the American Enterprise Institute and Stanford University's
Hoover Institution.

Kristol explained that New York City has abolished
poverty, statistically, with a welfare family of four
there now receiving $7, 000 annually in cash and in-kind
transfers such as food stamps, medicaid, and subsidized
housing. "So why hasn't anyone noticed?" asked Kristol.

"The reason for the paradoxical situation in New York
City is that, for the non-aged and non-infirm, the way
in which you abolish poverty turns out to be more impor=
tant than whether you statistically abolish it, " he said.
"What we have rediscovered in New York, " Kristol con-
tinued, "is (that); dependency tends to corrupt, and
absolute dependency corrupts absolutely, "

Kristol, who is also a journalist and author of
numerous articles, said New York's welfare population

in general, though no longer impoverished, "has sunk to
‘=" various depths of social pathology. " It is a "demoralized

et population” with higher rates of crime, alcoholism,
oo drug addiction, juvenile delinquency and teen-age

: pregnancy than before the high benefits,

s "We have redistributed income in New York all

< right, but it has not helped the poor one bit, " said
Kristol.

e His answer to the welfare dilemma is one we cannot
argue with: Instead of welfare handouts, which tend to
kill both self-initiative and self-pride, government and
society should concentrate on giving the private sector
the freedom and incentives necessary to expand busi~
nesses and create jobs, Furthermore, government should
remove the able-bodied from the welfare rolls, and
force them onto the job rolls,

AUSTIN — A five per
cent reduction in state
government workers dur-
ing the next three years has
been reccomended by the
joint Advisory Committee
on Government Operations.

The payroll cut was
among 15 recommenda-
tions of the 18-member
panel headed by Lt. Gov.
Bill Hobby.

Executive and legislative
budget boards were di-
rected to formulate a plan
to increase productivity of
state employees starting
Sept. 1, 1977.

Panel members figured a
five per cent work force
trimming can be brought
about largely by leaving
jobs vacant when emp-
loyees resign or retire.

Commission members
deadlocked on a proposal to
limit the expansion of gov-
ernment employment to the
population growth rate of
about 1.6 per cent annu-
ally. Instead, they came up
with a general limitation
on increases to be lifted
only when existing emp-
loyees can no longer handle
the work load or new as-
signments mandated by
federal action.

The number of state em-
ployees grew 107 per cent
between 1963 and 1975,
and payroll costs have
grown 357 per cent. During
the period, the population
increased 19 per cent.

Commissioners also re-
commended abolishing the
State Building Commis-
sion, consolidating 300
state funds and allowing
the legislature to give the
governor budget execution
controls.

Special Session Urged

A new call for a special
legislative session on rising
utilities bills was issued by
Sen. A.R. Schwartz of Gal-
veston.

Schwartz presented a
petition by voters in his dis-
trict urging Gov. Dolph

riscoe to summon law-
makers for rescue measures
benefitting consumers.

The senator also pre-filed
in the Senate three bills de-
signed to cut utilities bills
as much as 15 per cent.
They would remove the
sales tax from residential
gas and electricity, shift
gas regulation to the Public
Utilities: Commission and
impose a five cents per
1,000 cubic feet tax on
natural gas producers in
place of the present levy to
equalize the in-state out-
of-state tax load.

Storm Toll High

Recent storms in Texas
did more than $7 million
worth of damage, according
to Texas insurance indus-
try estimates.

J. W. Owens, western The trouble with Title I is that it asserts as fact some
highly specious economic theories. There is no consensus
among economists either that the economy is any more
concentrated or less competitive than it was 50 years ago.
Nor is there any evidence that such industrial concentra-
tion as exists has contributed to inflation.

Title II would expand the power of the Justice Depart-
ment to conduct antitrust investigations. It would give the
Department more wide-ranging investigative authority
than it has via the grand jury process without affording
those subject to the inquisition even the slender protec-
tions of the grand jury. It would in effect permit the De-
peartment to coerce information from any person, any-
where, about virtually any subject, with virtually no pro-
tection for those whom the Department chooses to vic-
timize.

Title III is comparatively innocuous, a collection of mis-
cellaneous amendments of varying impact and importance.

Title IV is probably the most dangerous provision in

the entire bill. It authorizes states to sue on behalf of con-
sumers for antitrust violations even if the state has not
been injured by the violation, eliminates the requirement
in law that “fact of injury” be proven with respect to
potential claimants, and permits the state to take over the
unclaimed portion of the damage fund.
Title V is a promerger notification provision which
ould in effect give the Attorney General unilateral power
to veto any merger without any judicial finding of illegal-
ity.

Pandora made a grave mistake when she opened the
attractive package the gods had given her. Hopefully the
Senate will profit from her experience.

Cleaning on a shoe-
string can be approached
two ways--from the stand-
point of time or money.

It is possible to create

your own home-=care products
or to purchase commer-

cial products, Home-created
products often are less
expensive but require more

time to make,

Many cleaning products
available today are basic
ingredients that have been
premixed, perfuned and
packaged in aerosol cans

or attractive bottles, These

products may be more
expensive but require less
time for preparation,

When selecting commer-

cial products, read the
labels carefully since

many products are abrasive

and damage surfaces, Try
creating your own home-
care products, You may
like them better,

Several basic ingredi-
ents are used frequently
in home-~care recipes,
These include ammonia,
vinegar, baking soda,
washing soda, whiting,
kerosene, turpentine, lin-
seed oil and soap jelly.

Look for them at supermar-

kets and paint, hardware
or drug stores,

Remember: Never mix
chlorine bleach or any
cleaner with chlorine as
an ingredient with ammo-
nia or any other cleaner,

To make soap jelly
use:

1 c. shaved bar soap or
soap flakes
1 qt, boiling water

Dissolve shaved soap
or soap flakes in boiling
water, When entirely
melted or dissolved, pour
into wide mouth jar, Let
it stand in a cool place
until it jells,

Try this homemade
cleaner:

2 tblsp. ammonia

2 tblsp. liquid detergent
1 qt, water s
Mix and use for general
household cleaning,

Try one of the following
solutions to clean windows
and mirrors:

(a) Add 4 tblsp. household
ammonia to 1 qt. of warm
water for heavy greasy
soil, '

(b) Add 2 tblsp, vinegar
to 1 qt. of warm water for
water spots,

(¢) Use 1tblsp, kerosene
to 2 qts. of warm water
for light greasy soil,

(d) Use 1 tblsp. washing

soda to 1 qt. of warm water,

First remove surface
soil with tissue or soft
cloth, Then apply cleaning
liquid with a soft cloth or
sponge. Rub dry and polish
with newspaper or cloth,

Avoid spilling ammonia
on painted or varnished
woodwork because it may
injure the finish,

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Childress Comments
On South African Trip

Mr, and Mrs, Bob Chil-
dress of Ozona along with
Mr, and Mrs, James Hunt
of Sonora and Mr, and
Mrs, Sid Harkins of San-
derson, attended the An-
nual International Mohair
Association meeting in
Port Elizabeth, South Afri-
ca last month, These are
some comments Mr, Chil-
dress had to make about
the trip.

"The International Mohair
Association is a promotion
Council that promotes
mobhair on a world wide
basis, Texas, Turkey and
South Africa, equally have
approximately the same
poundage of mohair which
is almost all of this fiber
in the wo:ld, These three
producing counties export
approximately 95% of all
the mohair raised, so this
was the reason for an In-
ternational Promotion Coun-
cil so to include these
countries and the processors
of the fiber, Their main
objective is to keep mo-
hair in the public eye and
to open new avenues for
selling the fiber, The
reason the spinners and
processors (which employ
thousands of people) are
interested in their associa=-
tion, is that they realize
if the producer cannot
afford to raise mohair the
tonage would decrease,
They would not be able to
get mohair for their mills

which are set up to use
this fiber,

Promotion is being done
world wide, mostly in
Europe where a large per-
cent of fashions begin,
Hopefully from the con-
tinued good work of this
Association and the Mohair
Council of America, we
can continue to receive
fair prices for mohair in
the future, All of the
spinners and processors from
Europe and the ranchers of
South Africa I spoke with in
Port Elizabeth, believe
that if it had not been for
the tireless work of the
South Africa Mohair Coun~
cil, the International
Mohair Council, and the
Mohair Council of America,
there would be little if
any market for our product
today, Without these ef-
forts, the price would drop,
causing the producers not
to produce and the mills
would have to go to another
fiber,

We found the ranchers
