Humphrey-Hawkins

WASHINGTON— If you believe in Santa Claus and 
the Easter Bunny, then the Humphrey-Hawkins Full Em­
ployment and Balanced Growth Act is for you.

The Humphrey-Hawkins bill is purported to be the 
greatest cure-all since they stopped selling that medicine 
show elixir that was supposed to heal everything from 
consumption to warts. The bill is supposed to wipe out 
unemployment, even out recessions and hold down infla­
tion— and do it all at negligible cost to the taxpayer. 

There are two parts to the Humphrey-Hawkins bill, 
first part would set up a mechanism for central 

economic planning. The second would set into motion a 
massive— and frightfully unrealistic— public jobs program.

The first part of the bill would, among other things, 
declare the right of every adult to a well-paid job, and 
establish a goal of three percent adult unemployment 
within four years after enactment.

The second part of the bill would set up a variety of 
jobs programs to be used if other methods failed to bring 
unemployment levels down to the three percent target.

Pay scales for all the jobs programs would be set 
according to a formula provided in the bill. In general, 
wages for public services jobs would be equal to or higher 
than those prevailing for similar jobs in private industry.

All these goodies don’t come cheap. Sponsors of the bill 
admit it would cost from $20 to $40 billion a year. More 
impartial economists think the cost could exceed twice 
that amount.

Nothing better illustrates the “Alice in Wonderland” 
quality of Humphrey-Hawkins than the goal of three per­
cent unemployment. An unemployment rate that low has 
been achieved only for a brief period in the last 30 years, 
and then only at the price of war and rampant inflation.

A renewal of double digit inflation which would destroy 
more jobs than the bill would create would be. in fact 
the most likely consequence of passage of the Humphrey-

To begin with, the bill would attempt to reach its full 
employment goals with the kind of bureaucratic tinkering 
with the economy that led to the recession we are just 
now recovering from.

If the economic tinkering failed— as history indicates 
it would—the various jobs programs would go into effect.

However funded, the effect of the public service jobs 
programs would be to take employment away from the 
productive sectors of our economy to put people to work 
on makework projects.

There is a way to fight unemployment effectively. That 
is to make it possible for the private sector to expand and 
produce more jobs, real jobs that contribute to the eco­
nomic well-being of all Americans.

President Ford's economic policies are effectively re­
ducing unemployment. The unemployment rate has been 
trending downward steadily, month by month. Last month 
a record 87.7 million held jobs. We should not forfeit 
these solid gains for the illusory promises of Humphrey- 
Hawkins.

The best thing caie can say about President Ford's at­
tempt to make political capital out of Ronald Reagan's 
remarks on the possible employment of troops in Rhodesia 
is that it simply did not work. Not in California, at least 
where Mr. Ford went down to a crushing 66-34 per cent 
defeat. The voters were evidently not impressed with 
the charge that Reagan is an irresponsible warmonger.

We wish the whole thing could be left at that - just the 
normal give and take of two politicians in a dose struggle 
for very high stakes. But in seeking to discredit Reagan,
Mr. Ford unfortunately made the kind of categorical state- repurteu a
ment that may come back to haunt him. He vowed that Association s
he would not "under any circumstances commit U.S. mil­
itary personnel to Rhodesia or southern Africa. "

Not under any circumstances? He should never have 
gone that far. We wonder if there was not a quivering of 
antennae in Moscow and Havana. His words recall the 
fateful pronouncement of then Secretary of State Dean 
Achestxi when, early in 1950, he failed to include South 
Korea within the U, S. defense perimeter in the Pacific.
Many historians blame the Korean War on that omission.

Lest anyone forget, there is still a Cuban military 
force in southern Africa - in Angola - and it is not hur­
rying to withdraw, whatever Castro's promises. Secretary 
Kissinger has been trying to warn off the communists a- 
gainst any further adventures there. The U.S.  "will not 
tolerate" any more Angolas, he has said.

Mr. Ford's statement can only undermine this warning.
The communists may take it as simple political rhetoric, 
but then again they make take the President at his word 
and conclude that they have a green light for further mis­
chief.

On the international chessboard, aU options must be 
kept open because conditions and circumstances are sul> 
ject to constant change. By appearing to foreclose the 
option of force in southern Africa, no matter what the cir­
cumstances, Mr. Ford committed a serious error. Far 
more so than anything said by Mr. Reagan.

From the
Ozona Garden Club

Long established as the 
most common of hardy 
perennials in the Southern 
garden, the long-lived iris 
is a traditional favorite.
Our grand-parents lined 
their walkways with white, 
blue and yellow "flags".
In recent years, flags have 
undergone much improv- 
ment via hybridizing.
You may have any color 
you wish, and many dif­
ferent varieties.

In our area dig and 
divide iris from June to 
October if they have be­
come crowded. Usually 
this should be done every 
three to five years. Cut 
foliage to about six inches 
when replanting, but do 
not cut back foliage on 
one’s not to be moved.

If you intend to order 
new rhizomes, now is the 
time to make your selec­
tions while many garden 
centers have sales.

Bearded iris, the most 
commonly grown in the 
South, need a neutral or 
slightly acid soil, and 
good drainage is very es­
sential, Full sun is a must, 
so don’t plant other flow­
ers or plants near enough 
to shade iris.

Too much fertili2!er 
is worse than none at all, 
yet iris need a moderate 
feeding- potash and phos­
phorus are essential, but 
too much nitrogen is harm­
ful. It produces soft growth 
which is susceptible to 
rhizome rot. November 
and Feb. are the best 
months to fertilize.

Durii^ its period of flow­
ering, an iris planting 
commands attention in 
any garden. They are 
most effective planted in 
clumps or with other flow­
ers where they contribute 
seasonal color. If your 
garden is small, select a 
few of the same variety 
and use them for a spot 
light of color.

Always hand cultivate 
bearded iris as shallow­
growing rhizomes are 
easily injured with a sharp 
hoe.

The beautiful pink 
althea on the east of the 
Bill Seaborn home is one 
of the most attactive shrubs 
now in bloom.

Make use of the cooler 
temperatures of early 
morning and late afternoon 
for spraying, watering and 
fertilizing.

Will Rogers said that 
there were three stages 
in American history: "The

. Would you put up a sign 
in your ftdnt yard that
read "Burglars Welcome?" 
You may not realize it, 
but most people do adver­
tise their absence from 
home one way or another. 
Obviously they don*t plant 
a sign in their front yard 
welcoming the thief, but 
what they do leave behind 
is almost as inviting. Have 
you noticed what happens 
when a family goes on 
vacation, or out of town 
for the weekend? Sudden­
ly, their house looks like 
the family has gone on 
vacation, or is out of town 
fcx the weekend. It doesn’t 
have to look that way, 
but it usually does. Their 
garage is always left open­
ed except when out of town, 
"Burglars Welcome?" Cer­
tainly not, but when we 
leave the invitation to 
crime in the wide op>en 
spaces, we are asking for 
trouble, The fact is, most 
burglars live within a few 
blocks of his intended vic­
tim. Therefore, he has 
an excellent opportunity 
to observe who is away 
and who isn’t.

But how can we decrease 
criminal opportunity? By 
having a trusted neighbor 
check our home each day, 
changing the positions of 
curtains, and rearranging 
the interior lighting. In 
short, making our homes 
look lived in. We should 
begin closing the garage

at all times so when we are valuables are inscribed by 
away, with the garage clos- placing a small sticker on 
ed, the appearance would
be normal. With the use 
of an inexpensive timer 
(usually less than ten dol­
lars) we can have our lights 
turned on and off at pre­
determined times.

The radio or television 
can also be worked off the 
timer, and the neighbor­
hood thief won’t risk enter­
ing your home, if he has 
reasons to believe some­
one is present. All of these 
steps are impcartant in re­
ducing the likelihood of 
a crime occurring. How­
ever, it is folly if  we de­
pend too heavily on any 
one precaution.

What is required is a 
coordination of various 
efforts working together to 
increase physical and pro­
cedural security. First 
of all, we should have 
all of our valuable proper­
ty marked fcx proper iden­
tification. To do this, 
any sharp pointed object 
that can scratch metal 
will do. However, an elec­
tric etching tool is ideal 
and can be purchased from 
any variety or hardware 
store, or Arrowed from 
most law enforcement 
agencies. Once you have 
inscribed your driver’s li­
cense number as a per­
manent identification mark, 
the next step is to let the 
potential thief know your

the front and back doors 
advising that all valuables 
are marked. After all, no 
self respecting fence will 
purchase from a thief, 
property that is marked, 
or property that has had 
the mark hied off. The 
stickers can also be obtained 
from variety or hardware 
stores.

Identifying your proper­
ty with a driver’s license 
number discourages most 
thieves, but others will 
still take the chance of 
being caught with marked 
property, if we make it 
easy for them to enter our 
homes. Therefore, proper­
ly installed locks become 
the

cion. In this respect good 
observation is very impor­
tant. A daytime thief ap­
preciates a lot ob shrubbery 
that is tall enough to hide 
behind, and nighttime 
thieves appreciate the 
home owner turning off 
outside lights.

The moral of the story 
is, if  you mark your valu­
able property for positive 
identification, lock your 
home with a lock that 
"Locks", and light your 
property at night, you 
will be doing your part in 
reducing criminal oppor­
tunity.

than a bathroom lock. In 
fact you can make a quick 
check of your household 
locks by first looking at the 
spring latch on the front 
door. You should be able 
to depress the latch back 
into the housing just as it 
does when you close the 
door. Now examine the 
spring latch on your bath­
room door. If the latches 
look the same, you’re in 
trouble. You know already 
how insecure the bathroom 
lock is.

All exterior doors should 
incorporate a spring latch 
with a small (usually half 
circle) metal plunger on the 
trailing edge of the latch. 
This deadlwlt plunger rem­
ains depressed while the 
door is dosed, and thereby 
keeps the latch from being 
jimmied opened. If your 
exterior door locks do not 
have this small security 
device as part of the lock, 
see your local hardware 
store, or lumber company 
for a replacement lock.
If you do not want to change 
out the entire lock, you 
may consider replacing 
your present latching bar 
with one that has the dead­
bolt plunger. The cost 
of the latching bar is us­
ually under a dollar, and 
can be installed in less 
than three minutes with 
a screwdriver.

But even then, a few 
thieves will try to force the 
door open, if they can do 
so without arousing suspi-

ment specialist.
"Since the means for

To Feature Nature Trail

THURSDAY. JUNE 24, 1976

Possum Hollow Nature 
TYail will be one of the 
features during the Bicen­
tennial Week here in Ozona 
which ends with a worship 
service and dinner on the 
ground in the park Sunday, 
July 4. The nature trail 
welcomes Ozonans to the 
Environmental Study area 
of the town.

Development of the 
nature trail began in April 
of 1975. The Ozona Gar­
den Club made the trail 
their two-year Bicentennial 
project, and one of the 
permanent Bicentennial 
additions to the city, as 
suggested by the Crockett 
County Bicentennial Steer­
ing Committee.

This area, located at 
the comer of Ave. D and 
Fairview Drive, is owned 
by Mrs. Ben Williams, and 
has been kept in its native 
state for many years. She 
has most generously donated 
the use of this property 
for the nature trail project.

The trail which visitors 
will follow was mapped 
and cleared as a joint ef­
fort of the Crockett County 
Soil Conservation Service 
with C, C. Wiendenfeld 
and C. H. Sinclair, Jim 
Leech, vocational agricul­
ture instructor at Ozona 
High School, and his senior 
students,; Bill Cooper of 
the Crockett County Water 
District, and Warren C. 
Wilkes, Consultant Geolo­
gist Exploration Service,
Inc. of Midland.

Development of the 
trail is not complete at 
this stage, however, visi­
tors are welcome to view 
it. Difficulty in making 
the identification posts 
secure in almost solid rock 
delayed the printing of a 
prochure describir^ each 
numbered plant. This 
should be completed by 
fall for school tours, and
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will make the trip more 
interesting for everyone. 
Presently, the plants are 
numbered and named on 
a leaflet. Listed are 69 
species in all of grasses, 
trees, native flowers and 
shrubs.

The area has not been
as beautiful this year as 
last- due to lack of rain­
fall. Most of the plants 
are perennials and the 
native flowers bloom at 
different times, but there 
will be something of inter­
est to see at all times. Even
