In the competition for the covet-
ed general excellence plaque, 
newspapers were judged on all 
phases of their product—writing, Roundup Session Called

IN A special feature of the Loy-
alty Day ceremonies, R. V. McMa-
hon Jr., commander of Castro 
County Memorial Post 8C66, Vete-
rans of Foreign Wars, will pre-
sent the VFW Lifesaving Medal 
to Tony Martinez Jr. of Hart, who 
rescued two children from a burn-
ing trailer home at Hart Feb. 25. 
Tony has already been honored 
with the Texas Rural Heroism 
Award by the State Safety Coun-
cil, and has also been presented 
the American Legion's Heroism 
Medal by the Hart Post. 

"Loyalty Day" was originated 
by the VFW as a national counter. 
offensive to Communist "May 
Day" demonstrations. 

"ACROSS the US, more than 
1,800,000 VFW and auxiliary mem-
bers will sponsor and take part 
in Loyalty Day activities," McMa-
hon said. "They will take the 
lead in dramatizing every loyal 
citizen's pride in being part of the 
United States and their dedication 
to God, flag and country."

teresting, but were well reasoned, 
well written, and reached reason-
able conclusions. These were by 
far the best entries submitted." 

Second and third place in the 
editorials competition went to the 
Canadian Record and the Friona 
Star.

"This should be recognized as 
an absolute minimum income lev-

Pate 
said, adding, "We cannot make 
the sizeable investments requir-
ed in today's farming operations 
without the expectation of a rea-
sonable net return." 

CLOSELY tied to producer In-
come protection is the need for 
preventing limitations being im-
posed by Congress on the benefits 
available to individual producers. 

This feature of the current pro-
gram is known as the "snap-
back" provision, and both Ander-
son and Pate made a strong plea 
for its retention in future cotton 
programs. 

The TAPCO statement called 

attention to the fact that about 
20 percent of the nation's cotton 
farmers supply 80 percent of the 
needed cotton production. 

IT SAID, "These are the cotton 
farmers who fuel the cotton indus-
try. To destroy the efficiency of 
their operations, as benefit limita-
tions would do, would be to destroy 
the cotton industry. Without pro-
fit they cannot produce, and with-
out production the industry can-
not survive." 

Among the means suggested for 
building greater foreign markets 
were the use of credit risk guar-
antees and lower interest rates 
through the E-port-Impx)rt Bank, 
stepped-up use of PL 480 funds 
for cotton sales, informational and 
technical services to foreign cot-
ton users, and a continuation and 
expansion of cotton trade teams.

An informal hearing to seek 
the views of farmers and others 
before establishing the 1969 na-
tional wheat acreage allotment 
was announced this week by 
Ralph T. Price, chairman of the 
Texas Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation State Commit-
tee. 

THE HEARING will be in Am-
arillo Wednesday at the Holiday 
Inn West, 601 W. Amarillo Blvd. 
Starting time is 10 a.m. 

Price explained that the Ama-
rillo meeting is one of a series 
announced by Secretary of Agri-
culture Orville L. Freeman for the 
first week in May to provide 
farmers and other interested peo-
ple an opportunity to express 
their views and recommendations 
on prospective wheat supplies, 
production and needs. 

The hearings continue USDA's 
policy of consulting with farmers 
and others on vital program de-
cisions. Freeman has indicated 

Major emphasis in testimony 
by Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Committee in Washington Wed-
nesday was on the urgency of ex-
tending the current cotton program 
during this session of congress, 
protection for producer income, 
c,xpansion of export markets and 
provisions for incentives to pro-
duce for those markets. 

P.C.G. ALSO urged the com-
mittee to work for revisions in 
the law that would liberalize the 
regulations on sale and lease of 
allotments, return the industry to 
production from the legal mini-
mum 16 million acre national al-
lotment, correct projected yield in-
equities and provide producers 
with a guarantee against indivi 
dual program benefit limitations. 

PCG's efforts to influence cot-
ton legislation this year has a 
double-barrelled appraoch. Pres-
ident Don Anderson of Crosby-
ton outlined to the House Commit-
tee the legislative policy adopted 
by the PCG Board and at the 
same time endorsed the position 
of the Texas Association of Cot-
ton Producer Organizations, pre-
sented by Joe B. Pate, Jr. of 
Lubbock, TACPO chairman. 

TACPO is an affiliation of the 
six chartered cotton producer or-
ganizations in the state. Its pol-
icy statements was worked out by 
representatives of all six groups 
and is an almost exact parallel 
to PCG policy and that of the 
other five members. 

THIS FACT for the first time 
in history presents a united front 

in Washington from Texas cotton 
farmers who produce about one-
third of the nation's cotton. 

On the urgency of passing farm 
legislation this year, it was pointed 
out to the committee that farm-
srs need the opportunity to plan 
as far in advance as possible and 
that the necessary reorganiza-
tion of Congress after 1968 elect-
ions would delay and make more 
difficult passage of a farm pro-
gram in 1969. 

Congressman Bob Poage of 
Waco, House Agriculture Commit. 
tee chairman, is conducting the 
hearings and is known to favor en-
actment of a farm law this year. 
Sen. Allen Ellender of Louisiana, 
chairman of the Senate Commit-
tee on Agriculture, which has al-
ready completed preliminary 
hearings, has said he will not push 
for legislation this year but will 
not be in opposition if it appears 
that is what Congress wants. 

IN CALLING for an extension 
of the present program PCG and 
TACPO testimony said, "Our ex-
perience under the program for 
the past two years has proven the 
Act (Agriculture Act of 1965) can 
provide the necessary flexibility 
to maintain adequate supplies of 
cotton without burdensome sur-
pluses and can stabilize farm in. 
come." 

The testimony sought to im-
press on the committee the im-
portance of retaining in law the 
"Ellender Amendment," which in 
the current program has afforded 
producers a guarantee of 65 per-

verted acres must be pastured 
off, clipped, incorporated into the 
soil, or destroyed by natural 
causes by April 30, to the extent 
there is no reasonable expecta-
tion of producing a grain crop. 

THIS includes wheat, oats, bar-
ley and rye. Please note that 
this is a change in approved con-
servation uses from prior years. 

Diverted acres cannot be grazed 
from May 1 through Sept. 30. No 
crops can be harvested from such 
acreage except the approved al-
ternate crops such as castor 
beans, sesame, etc. Soybeans us-
ed as a cover crop on diverted 
acres must be destroyed by plow-
ing not later than Sept. 30. 

THIS IS your last reminder to 
report your 1968 wheat acreage by 
May 1. This includes any farm 
on which wheat was seeded and 
will be left for harvest. 

This report is required of you 
even though you paid us to 'ilea. 
sure your wheat acreage, and 
even though you did not plant any 
wheat or it was 'destroyed. 

If you are participating in the 
wheat program and fail to make 
your acreage report by the final 
date, you will not be eligible for 
a price support loan or for wheat 
certificate payment on that farm, 
as well as ineligible for substi-
tution.

About one of every five appli- 1  
cants for social security disability i  
benefits delays so long before' 
making his application that he 
risks possible loss of some pay-
ment, Travis C. Briggs, district 
manager of social security in Am-
arillo, said today. 

IN AN effort to remedy this 
situation, the Social Security Ad-

65, disability benefits are convert-
ed to retirement benefits, without 
any change in the amount. 

Currently, over a million dis-
abled persons, plus more than a 
million of their dependents, are 
receiving benefits under the pro-
gram. 

"If you know of anyone who 
might qualify," Briggs urged, 
"tell him to phone, write, or visit 
the nearest social security office. 
Your tip may lead to his not los-
ing out in whole or part in this 
benefit that is meant to help re-
place earnings lost because of dis-' 
ability incurred before the retire-
ment age."

ministration is asking anyone 
who might possibly qualify for 
disability benefits to get in touch 
with a social security office as 
soon as possible.. 

"Some people fail to apply be-
cause they don't realize that they 
can benefit from the program," 
Briggs said. "Younger people of-
ten think that social security pay-
ments are only for people in their 
sixties, whereas the disability pro ,  
gram was specifically set up to 
protect the wage earner who is 
forced to stop working before he 
is ofd enough to collect retire-
ment benefits." 

"Others don't file because they 
are under the impression that 
they have to be permanently dis-
abled. This was generally true 
before a 1965 change in the law, 
but now payments can go to a 
person whose disability has last-
ed, or is expected to last, for 12 
months or longer," Briggs point-
ed out. 

BENEFITS begin after a person 
has been disabled for six full 
months. No benefits can be paid 
for months during this "waiting 
period." Also, the law limits the 
back benefits a person can coll-
ect to the 12 months before the 
month in which he applies. This 
means that the latest a person 
can file without losing any back 
benefits is the month that comes s  
after the 18th month of his disabi-
lity. 

A recent social security survey 
shows 19 percent of disability ap-
plicants file later than this, thus 
risking loss of benefits they 
might otherwise have received. 
An undetermined number of dis-
abled persons do not file at all. 
and so miss out entirely. 

Briggs cautioned, however, that 
benefits can be paid only if a per-
son's disability is severe enough 
to prevent him from doing not on-
ly his usual job, but also any work 
in keeping with his age, educa-
tion, and experience. Normally, to 
be eligible, a person must have 
worked under social security for at 
least five of the ten years before 
he became disabled. However, 
less work is required for those 
persons becoming disabled prior 
to age 31. 

BENEFITS continue for as long 
as the disability lasts, or until 
the beneficiary reaches 65. At age

By Waiting Too Long to Apply

Aoudads Being 
Counted by Air 

Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment biologists are conduct-
ing an aerial aoudad sheep cen-
sus this week in the colorful Palo 
Duro Canyon, according to Dick 
DeArment, 'department biologist 
in charge of the project. 

DeARMENT says the census is 
being taken from a chartered hel-
icopter with biologists shooting the 
big sheep with a carbon dioxide 
pistol which fires colored paint 
balls to mark the sheep as an aid 
in movement studies. 

Aoudad sheep are natives of the 
Atlas Mountains of Arica and 
were transplanted by the depart-
ment in the Palo Dunn Canyon 
area some years ago. 

During the past season, the de-
partment issued 84 permits to 
landowners in the area, and 21 
sheep were harvested. The largest 
ram field-dressed at 215 pounds 
and had a horn length of 27% 
inches.

Draft Quota Drops for May 
State draft boards are being 

called upon to furnish 2,131 men 
for the Army in May, Col. Morris 
S. Schwartz, state Selective Ser-
vice director, said last week. 

THIS COMPARES to a quota of 
2,378 for the Army and Marines 
in April. 
• The draft boards will forward 
nearly 9,000 men to the armed 
forces examining and entrance 
stations in May for the pre-induc-
tion physical and mental exami-
nations in preparation to fill future 
quotas. 

This compares to 
forwarded for this 
April, 7,200 sent in 
4,600 in February. 

The May induction and pre-in-
duction quotas are scheduled to 
be mailed to all local boards April 
19 by the state Selective Service 
headquarters. 

THE MAY call of 2,131 men 
for Texas is the state's share of 
a national quota of 44,000, all for 
the Army. 

The order of selection to fill the 
May induction call may be from 
among examined and acceptable 
men who are: (1) delinquents 19 
years old and older, (2) volunteers 
under age 26, and (3) non-volun-
teers 19 through 25 years old, 
single and married, with those
