Lions Down Sonora 38>0For 

District 7-AA Championship

The Ozona Lions became 

the district 7-AA champs by 
defeating the Sonora Bron­
cos 38-0 here last Friday 
night. The Lions have a 
perfect 10-0 win record. 
Their next opponent will be 
Alpine. This game will be for 
the Bi-District title and will 
be played in Fort Stockton at 
8:00 p.m. this Friday.

The entire game Friday 
night was played in sleet and 
snow, but this did not seem 
to hamper the Lions. The 
first score came near the end 
of the first quarter when 
Orlando DeHoyos scrambled 
31 yards for the touchdown. 
The drive took 4 plays to 
complete. John Galvan toed 
the extra point to give the 
Lions a 7-0 lead.

Midway through the se­
cond quarter, Gary Warren 
received the call and dove 
one yard for 6 points. This 
drive covered 75 yards and 
took 11 plays. Galvan again 
added the extra point to 
boost the Lion lead to 14-0.

With about 2 minutes left 
in the first half, Blake Moody 
scampered three yards for 
another touchdown, after a 
38 yard drive. Galvan added 
the P.A.T. once more and the 
Lions retired to the locker 
room with a comfortable 21-0 
lead at the half.

Coach Sewell told the play­
ers that they had done a fine 
job, but the game was not 
over. The Lions came back 
onto the field ready for more 
football.

On their first possession 
the Lions drove 43 yards to 
gain another six points. This 
time it was DeHoyos again 
with a 28 yard dash. Galvan 
added the extra point once 
again to give the Lions a 28-0 
lead.

Later in the third quarter, 
John Galvan blocked a So­
nora punt, and mike Fay re­
covered the ball on the Bron­
cos’ 32 yard line. The Lions 
carried the ball down to the 
10 yard line, from which 
point Warren carried it ac­
ross the goal line to rack up 
yet another Lion touchdown, 
Galvan tacked on the extra 
point to give the Lions a 35-0 
lead.

The Lions were still not 
through, and near the first of 
the fourth quarter Galvan 
was called on for a field goal.

Outstanding defensive 
players wee Mike Fay with 7 
tackles, 3 sacks, and 1 re­
covered fumble, Clyde Bailey 
with 8 tackles and 1 reco­
vered fumble, Warren with 7 
tackles, Clifford Crawford 
with 6 tackles, and Javier 
Reyes with 5 tackles and 1 
sack.

Coach Sewell said that 
Alpine would be ready for 
the Lions, and that the Lions 
could not rely on their earlier 
victory over the Bucks as an 
indication of the Bucks’ stre­
ngth. He said the Lions 
would have to go onto the 
field as if they were playing a 
completely new opponent.

The statistics were ex­
tremely lopsided in favor of 
the Lions. The Lions had 24 
first downs to the Broncos’ 5.

Dr. Blanton 
Named To 
Fellowship

Dr. David Blanton, of Ozo­
na has been named a Fellow 
of the American Academy of 
Family Physicians.

The degree of Fellowship 
may be attained in either of 
two ways: successful comple­
tion of 600 or more hours of 
accredited continuing med­
ical study, or achievement of 
diplomate status in the spec­
ialty of family practice as a 
result of passing a certify­
ing examination adminis­
tered by the American Board 
of Family Practice.

Fellowship entitles the 
conferee to use the title 
"Fellow of the American 
Academy of Family Physi­
cians,’’ or “ FAAFP." The 
degree was conferred Sept­
ember 21 upon more than 
800 members of the aca­
demy in conjunction with the 
AAFP’s annual convention 
and scientific assembly in 
Boston. Ceremonies were 
held in Boston’s Hynes Ve­
terans Auditorium before 
some 2,000 persons. Fellow­
ship candidates wore acade­
mic robes and mortarboard 
caps. They were recognized 
according to state chapter 
groups and the oath of fel­
lowship was recited en mas-

Ozona’s flu immunization 
clinic has been scheduled for 
Tuesday, November 30, from 
11 a.m. until 7 p.m. at the 
Ozona Community Center, 
according to County Health 
Officer David Blanton, M.D. 
The clinic is being sponsored 
here by the First Ladies 
Volunteer Program, Mrs. Joe 
Bean chairman. The volun­
teers in the program will 
assist at the clinic. Vaccine 
will be furnished by the State 
Health Department and pub­
lic health nurses will conduct 
the clinic.

All persons not allergic to 
eggs may take the vaccine, 
with the elderly and those 
with chronic lung disease 
especially encouraged to be 
immunized. Infants and 
small children do not need 
the immunization.

In order to receive the 
vaccine, a form must be 
signed, and people are re­
quested to wait in the clinic 
area for 10 minutes after 
receiving the vaccine.

Bivalent and monovalent 
vaccines will be given. The 
bivalent is a combination 
vaccine which will immunize 
those inoculated to both 
swine and Victoria A flu vir­
uses. The monovalent im­
munizes only against the 
swine flu virus.

The bivalent will be given 
to persons 65 and older, as 
well as to chronically ill and 
flu susceptible individuals. 
All persons 18 to 65 will 
receive the nonovalent.

Swine flu caused an out­
break of several hundred 
cases at Ft. Dix, New Jersey, 
early in 1976, leading offi­
cials to predict an epidemic 
of that type flu this season. 
Before that time there had 
been no serious outbreak of

swine flu since the 1920’s 
when several hundred per­
sons died from the disease in 
the United States.

Public health officials say 
the vast majority of Amer­
icans are susceptible to 
swine flu. Certain people, 
such as those with chronic 
medical problems and the 
elderly, need annual protec­
tion against flu. Therefore, 
besides protection against 
swine flu, they also need 
protection against another 
type of flu (Victoria flu) 
which was around last winter 
and could occur again this

winter. The bivalent has 
been prepared to give them 
protection against both types 
of flu.

Both vaccines have been 
tested and shown to produce 
very few if any side effects. 
Some people who received 
the vaccine had fever and 
soreness during the first day 
or two after vaccination. 
Tests indicate that anything 
more severe than this would 
be highly unlikely.

In some instances people 
receiving vaccine have had 
allergic reactions and some 
special precautions should be 
observed.

The Lions are 10 and 0 for 
the season and will be picked 
to win the bi-district game, 
since one of their ten vic­
tories was over the Alpine 
Bucks in Alpine during the 
pre-season.

li is to be hoped that one ill-advised proposal of the last 
Congress - the so-called “ Humphrey-Hawkins" or “ Full 
l-'mplovnient’* bill - will be quickly, decisively and 
penmuieiitly laid to rest when our legislators return to 
Washington. Of all the possible measures that might be taken 
to “ help" our economy, the Humphrey-Hawkins proposal is 
the ver> worst.

In essence, the idea is that the government will “ create” 
jtihs and thus put people to work - financed by the ta.xpayers. 
Tlu' trouble is. we already have thousands upon thousands of 
people on the government payroll who are filling “ jobs" of 
liighly dubious value. And there can be no question but that 
our over-blown bureaucracy is not helping, but seriously 
harming our economy.

Senator William Roth of Delaware, in a recent article 
(Reader’s Digest. Nov. 197b) points out that under the broad 
umbrella of “ domestic assistance" Congress has created 
l.O.̂ O sei)arate programs, administered by 52 different 
• igeneies which are costing us not millions, but billions of 
dollars - and only the Lord knows how many thousands of 
hureauerats to shuftle paper. In the health field alone, reports 
Senator Roth, we have 302 programs administered by 11 
dilferuiii agencies; while in “ eommunitv development” we 
ha\e IK) less than 259 programs!

One ei'uki concede that.C‘'ngress might create one agency 
to handle water-pollution Tcseareh and deveUtifrment fal- 
tliougli .it could be strongly argued that this should be left to 
he indi\idual States.) But no; our spend-thrift§ itfitgislative 

clothing created twenty-five bureaus in 14 different 
departments to decide how to launder water. .And the list goes 
on and on.

B\ now. even the most mentally incompetent member of 
Congress (we'll leave it toothers to decide who that might be) 
must know that a “ job" that is dependent upi>n a government 
haiulout is not a job. Putting everybody to work for the 
Federal giivernment is not “ full employment” ; it is a 
eomhination rip-off and shell-game.

I here are. of course, some absolutely essential tasks to be 
performeil by the Federal Giwernment. Our national defense 
is one of them. Oddly enough, while adding people to the 
Federal payroll. Congress has been putting people out of 
work in defense industries. Crazy!

li s time for our Congress to wise up and get back on the 
right track.

A PEEK AT THE NEW CONGRESS

I t ' s  too early, of course, to predict with aeeuraev what the 
philosophical makeup of the newly elected Congress will be. 
I here were many turnovers among the 435 members of the 
House, and 1’’ of the 100 Senate scats will be held by 
newcomers when the 95th Congress convenes in .lanuary.

What is apparent, however, is that the political balance of 
Congress remains about the same. That is. Democrats enjoy a 
margin of b2 to 38 in the Senate, and a cool two-to- 
one majority in the House. In the statehouses. meantime. 
Democrats likewise have overwhelming strength of about 
three governors for every one GOP governor.

■Many ('liservers regard the 94th Congress which ended last 
month as one of the sorriest on record. Filled with a huge 
freshman class of Democrats elected in 1974 in the wake of 
Watergate, the 94th will be remembered for its profligate 
spending - including a pay hike for itself cynically tied 
henceforth to the cost of living - and repeated scandals 
involving violations of both personal and public trust. It was 
the Congress that fiddled while the nation’s most serious 
problems, including energy, continued to burn out of control.

fhe stalemate that persisted, with a spendthrift Democratic 
Cvmgress on one hand and a determined Republican 
President on the other, was by no means ideal government. It 
was better, however, than the national bankruptcy that some 
irresponsible members of the 94th seemed determined to 
bring upon the country.

We now shudder a bit to contemplate the fact that a 
similarly balanced Congress will be faced by fellow Democrat 
Jimmy Carter in the White House. Whether he will have the 
desire or courage to check the excesses of Capitol Hill 
remains to be seen.

On a positive note. Americans concerned about the nation’s 
solvency and its defense posture couldn’t help be pleased by 
the defeat at the polls of some very liberal members - such as 
New York’s Bella Abzug and Hawaii’s Patsy Mink, who lost in 
the primary, and Democratic Senators John Tunney, Vance 
Hartke and Frank Moss who lost in the general election.

We can only hope that the men and women of Capitol Hill, 
regardless of their political affiliation, will put such 
differences aside and act responsibly over the next two years 
for the best long-range interests of the nation as a whole.

AUSTIN — How to slice 
up $2.6 billion to $3 billion 
in add itional s ta te  re ­
venues next year dom i­
nated discussion at Texas 
Press Association’s briefing 
on the 1977 legislature.

G overnm ental leaders 
made clear th ere  are  no 
shortage of ideas for put­
ting all the money — and 
more — to use.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby said 
demands for new spending 
already total $5 billion.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
said Gov. Dolph Briscoe’s 
$850 million school finance 
plan and highway aid bill 
and a $1 billion capital re­
serve account, coupled with 
e lim ina tion  of the sales 
tax, add up to $2.9 billion.

Briscoe said he still 
favors Socking away $1 
billion of the so-called o r ­
pins into a ra iny  ^ y ,  
interest-draw ing reserve, 
as a hedge against an ex­
pected future decline in oil 
tax income. In his presen­
tation to the TPA briefing, 
the governor also assigned 
top priority to his $1.6 bill­
ion school-highway pro­
grams.

Bullock warned that the 
item s he enum erated  do 
not cover funds for in ­
flationary costs of govern­
ment services or pay raises 
to s ta te  employees and 
school teachers.

Both Clayton and Hobby 
jum ped on s ta te  college 
building bonds secured by 
tuition revenues. Clayton 
term ed the  bonds "g im ­
mick financing,” and prom­
ised a bill to pay them off. 
The bill was pre-filled last 
week to establish a $170 
m illion  bond re tirem en t 
fund. It would be used to 
retire tuition and constitu­
tional w ater development 
bonds which are subject to 
call.

O ther key leg isla tive  
problem s discussed in ­
cluded crime control bills, 
medical malpractice insur­
ance, energy m atters, tax 
code reform , and coal 
s lu rry  pipeline rig h ts  of 
way.

Roads Wearing
More than 70,000 miles 

of main Texas roads and 
s tre e ts  will w ear out 
w ithin the next 10 years 
due to a 24 per cent in ­
crease in traffic, a former 
s ta te  highw ay engineer 
has warned.

J.C . D ingw all, s ta te  
chairman of The Road In­
formation Program TRIP, 
said three-fourths of the 
94,198 m iles of major 
Texas traffieways should 
be resurfaced or recon­
structed by 1986 to serve 
2.2 million vehicles travel­
ling 100 billion m iles a 
year.

Unemployment Down
Unemployment dropped 

a ten th  of a percentage 
point in September, leav­
ing 9,300 fewer Texans out 
of work than the month be­
fore. Texas Em ploym ent 
Commission said total em­
ployment also declined by 
32,000.

TEC found 5.4 per cent 
of a 292,000-member Texas 
labor force officially job­
less, reflecting in part that 
sum m er job seekers had 
withdrawn from the labor 
force and gone back to the 
classrooms.

Courts Speak
Texas Court of Criminal 

Appeals upheld an 
Amarillo forgery convic­
tion, as directed  by the 
U.S. Supreme Court, but 
directed district attorneys 
they cannot appeal its de­
cision to the top federal 
court. The district attorney 
in A m arillo successfully 
carried the forgery convic­
tion to the Supreme Court, 
after the Texas court origi­
nally overturned it.

Texas Suprem e C ourt 
told a Houston juven ile  
court it m ust consider a 
22-year-old mother’s com­
plaint that she was misled 
through lies into re lin ­
quishing her infant .son.

The Third court of Civil 
A ppeals held that the City 
of Temple cannot be fpreed 
by a u tility  consum er to 
roll back electrical ra tes 
and refund charges. The 
court em phasized no 
charge of discrim ination 
was made by the man br­
inging the suit challenging 
a 197.5 rate hike.

The state Supreme Court 
set a January 5 review of a 
Galveston case involving 
forfeiture of $7,692 seized 
in a gambling raid.

Holding Line
L egislative Budget 

Board, continuing its ef­
forts to hold the line on 
spending, recommended no 
sa lary  ra ises for 
m anagem ent-type s ta te  
employees, including the 
governor.

The board voted 6-2 to 
accept House Speaker Bill 
Clayton’s motion to freeze 
"exempt” positions at 1977 
levels. Presidents of state 
colleges and universities 
are included in the "ex­
empt” group whose salaries 
are covered by individual 
line items in the appropri­
ations act rather than the 
job classification system.

Not only top officials but 
a $6,550 a year secretary 
for the Board of Physical 
Therapy Examiners are af­
fected. C layton said the 
lower-paid em ployees in 
exem pt jobs will be re ­
viewed on a case-by-case 
basis later.

AG Opinions
Atty. Gen John Hill said

These are all new ones to 
me, but I’m sure they will be 
listed in color in catalo­
gues.

Ihc “ merry Berry" has 
arrived for the holidays--the 
liright and bouncy cranberry. 
This fruit can be found all 
year around in various forms, 
but the major part of the 
fresh crop comes to market 
during November and De­
cember. Now is definitely the 
time for consumers to buy 
fresli cranberries. Some eon- 
sumer buying tips will help 
in getting the best berries for 
the money.

Select berries that are 
firm, plump and fresh, with a 
nigh luster. I'he cranberries 
w ill differ in size, shape and 
colm-. according to variety, 
but each has a delicious 
flavor. Remember that fresh 
berries arc bouncing berrics- 
high quality cranberries will 
bounce several times when 
dropped. Avoid berries that 
are dull in appearance, shriv­
eled and or soft.

Refrigerate cranberries in 
their original package until 
needed. Cranberries usually 
keep well in the refrigerator 
for a couple of weeks. If you 
plan to keep them long, pop 
them into the freezer. Cran­
berries are one of the easiest

foods to freeze. If the origi­
nal bag is unbroken, simply 
put the berries, sealed in the 
bag. into the freezer. When 
you are ready to use them, 
there’s no need for thawing. 
The berries will separate 
easily and they are ready to 
be made into a delightful 
side dish, relish, salad, or 
dessert.

The cranberry adds its 
special taste to meals in 
dt>zens of ways. Use it fresh 
as a garnish on the meat 
platter, or add a few berries 
to a fruit salad to give a 
colorful flavor twist to it all. 
Grind cranberries for many 
more uses. Try adding half a 
cup of them to cake batter, 
bread or muffin mix.

Cranberry sauce is deli­
cious hot or cold. For break­
fast. try it warm over pan­
cakes or waffles. For lunch or 
dinner, use it as a side 
garnish, sauce or even as a 
basing sauce for turkey. Add 
it to ice cream, pudding or 
creamy cheese cake for des­
sert .

25th Anniversary Tuesday
Panciale Study Club cele­

brated its 25th anniversary 
Thursday at 2 p.m. in the 
Pandale Community Center.

Mrs. John Rowland Jr. 
was hostess for the meeting 
and presented the program.

Mrs. Welton Hunger, a 
charter member, gave a brief 
history of the club and Mrs. 
Tom Everett read a humer- 
ous diary kept by club mem­
bers who made a trip to 
Ruidoso, N.M., for the regu­
lar monthly meeting in Oct­
ober.

Mrs. Tom Everett and 
Mrs. Carl Malone won the 
door prizes.

Mrs. Hunger said the club 
was organized in 1951 as the 
New Era Study Club.

“ Mrs. Will O. Mills was 
the first president,” Mrs. 
Hunger said. “ Since we had 
no water, no lights, no cook 
stove, refrigerator or bath­
room in the community buil­
ding. most of the meetings 
were held in our homes or at 
Polly Mills’ store. Meetings 
were held twice a month and 
we studied; there were three 
or four members on each 
program. They discussed to­
pics on that particular pro­
gram and sometimes four 
generations participated. 
And we always had pro­
jects,” Mrs. Hunger said.

“The first year book I have 
was compileii in 1954 and we 
all know what happened in 
1954: floods. We met July 21 
at the school house to clean 
the flood damaged building. 
We held an all-day meeting 
with our men helping; our 
project that year was fencing 
and landscaping the school 
grounds.

“ At that time the county 
road ran right in front of the 
school building. Our men, 
God bless them, dug all the 
post holes and put up the 
fence that is still standing,” 
Mrs. Hunger related.

“Then we decided to give 
a powder puff minstrell. We 
were an ambitious group, to 
say the least. We presented 
the show at Pandale first and 
it was so well received we 
took it to Langtry and that 
brought us an invitation to 
take our show to Comstock.

“That same year Rev. 
Theo Weiss came out for a 
night program and showed 
slides of his visit to the Holy 
Land. In 1955 we started

meeting once a month on the 
third Wednesday and the 
name of the club was chan­
ged to the Pandale Study 
Club,” the speaker contin­
ued.

“ We skipped 1956 and 
1957 because of hard times, 
in 1958 we had 11 members, 
five of them charter mem­
bers. The dues were raised to 
$5 in 1959 and that year our 
guests were Mrs. Allie Cau- 
thorn on flower arranging; 
Mrs. Sherman Taylor, a 
Christmas book review and 
Kay Humphreys gave a book 
review, and we started our 
Secret Sisters.

“ In October, 1960, we had 
our first club trip with our 
husbands; we toured the Big 
Bend and on Nov. 9, the 
same year, some of the 
members made a Dutch treat 
shopping trip to San Angelo. 
In 1961 we made a journey to 
Odessa as a Dutch treat and 
in October, 1962, the club 
trip was made to the Sonora 
Caverns with a luncheon and 
business meeting at the Big 
Tree Restaurant,” Mrs. Hun­
ger said.

“ Our project in 1963 was 
the Pandale cookbook; the 
first printing was a disaster 
so we revised it and changed 
publishers. We voted to 
make contributions to Mc- 
Knight State Tuberculosis 
Hospital. We had only eight 
members that year but we 
had a mohair show that was a 
dilly” , the speaker said. 
“ We had Miss Mohair, Nan­
cy Friend, and several others 
important in the mohair asso­
ciation attending; that was 
before they combined the 
wool and mohair associa­
tions. In 1964 our guest 
speakers were Mrs. Ira Car- 
son and Mrs. Chandler. Then 
in 1965 our club trip was 
made to San Angelo for the 
Miss Wool show. The follow­
ing year we changed the 
meeting day to the first 
Thursday and we had ten 
members.

“ Sale of cookbooks was 
our project, along with sup­
port for McKnight Hospital 
and improvement of the sch­
ool grounds. We also started 
Secret Brothers, so the men 
would not feel left out,” Mrs, 
Hunger said. “ In 1967 we 
had a round the world pro­
gram with Mr. and Mrs. Ira 
Carson as guest speakers. In

March 1968, six members 
made a hen trip to Laredo 
and Mexico. We had Buddy 
Saatoff as the guest speaker 
in 1970 and the following 
year we adopted Dale Rey­
nolds at West Texas Boys 
Ranch; the following year 
Mrs. Ernest L. Worley gave 
a program on family plan­
ning; it must have worked! 
The club had 12 members in 
1973 and we featured a fash­
ion show put on by Mae- 
Lu’s and I broke my leg,” 
Mrs. Hunger said.

“ Programs in 1974 we had 
guest speakers for our pro­
grams; the remainder of the 
history is in our new year­
book journal. Needless to 
say, all the guest programs 
were luncheons or dinners or 
teas and nobody ever leaves 
Pandale hungry, I hope.

“There are several trips I 
don’t have the information 
on and that will have to be a 
separate program, because it 
would take a week to tell all 
the things that happened on 
them. I didn’t mention the 
1968 trip to the Miss Wool 
Show in San Angelo, when 16 
of us went up there and 1 left 
all 16 tickets at the ranch! I 
can write a story about that-1 
still have the tickets,” Mrs. 
Hunger said.

“ We have sold 2,850 cook­
books to date, in addition to 
all the rummage sales, white 
elephant sales, card, gim­
mick and monthly sales and 
although we’ve given up 
some of our charity dona­
tions, we can still be proud of 
our accomplishments and 
hang in there as long as 
can,” Mrs. Hunger conclud­
ed

Charter members of the 
club were Mesdames Elmo 
Arledge, W.O. Mills, Larry 
Arledge, Buster Deaton, 
Weldon Hunger, John Row­
land Jr., Dan Murrah and A1 
Mills.

Presently the organization 
gives to Easter Seals, the 
United Way and others and 
sponsors a girl at High Sky 
Girls’ Ranch and a boy at 
West Texas Boys’ Ranch.

Sheep & Goat 
Industry News

Compiled by Texas Sheep &
Goat Raisers’ Association.

The health of the American Sheep industry depends on 
many factors, including availability of markets for its 
products, and if the U.S. Air Force follows through on a 
recent study, one of those markets could be cut or curtailed 
completely.

During the Texas Sheep & Goat Raisers’ Association’s fall 
directors’ meeting. Wool and Mohair Marketing Committee 
chairman Robert Pfluger reported the results of an Air Force 
study on the feasibility of maintaining the present level of 
wool in uniform material.

According to the official report, released earlier in the year, 
the purpose of the analysis was to determine if enough wool 
and wcxil processing facilities would be available during the 
next five to ten years to justify use of the fiber at current 
levels.

Pfiuger read a section of the government report which 
stated. “ From the data provided by both government and 
non-government agencies, it is evident that quantities of 
apparel wool produced annually are decreasing at a rate of 
about 5 per eent per year.”

“ Looms to convert this fabric to woolen and worsted fabrics 
are also decreasing.” the report continued, adding, “ Action 
led to believe, the synthetic in a pilot’s dress uniform could 
uniforms which utili/e lUU per cent synthetic fibers or contain 
a high ratio of synthetic-to-wool fibers.”

While at this point the study is just that - a study - such 
analyses arc costly to prepare and often have a way of 
justifying themselves by becoming active programs. Then, 
once brought to life, these programs develop a strong instinct 
for self-preservation. The longer they live, the harder they 
become to stop, even if and when they are proven wrong.

The Air Force study, while noting the decrease in apparel 
wool and projecting that decrease over the coming decade, 
failed to note the unique properties of the natural fiber -- 
properties that originally secured its use in uniform 
manufacture. Considering all his technical wizardry, man is 
still unable to efficiently duplicate or improve upon certain of 
nature’s own fibers. Wool heads the list.

With a switch to more synthetics, the Air Force and the 
ta.vpayers who support it could also find themselves coming 
out on the short end. All-synthetic fabrics, which dominated 
shelf-space in the early 1970’s, took a sudden nose-dive 
shortly after the Arab oil embargo, giving way to natural 
fibers or blends due to the scarcity and increased price of the 
petroleum and other fossil fuel stocks required in their 
manufacture. Experts are telling us that those problems are 
with us to stay.

If our petroleum reserves arc as limited as we have been 
should be initiated to develop alternate fabrics for Air Force 
someday cost more than the fuel that flics his plane. 
Following the simple logic of such reasoning, it’s hard to see 
how a change from a renewable to a non-renew'able resource 
could improve the economic picture of our nation’s defense.

C\)nsequcntly, TS&GRA officers have maintained corres- 
pondi-nce with the U.S. Air Force through Wright- 
Patterson Air Force Base and have received a commit­
ment from government procurement officials indicating their 
intention to give the wool and wool textiles industries further 
consideration in the uniform fabrics question.

Q: My husband and I have 
been separated for two 
years. Our teenage children 
are living with me. We can­
not afford divorce proceed­
ings. Is there any way I can 
have any property I buy put 
solely in my name so I can 
specify my children as the 
only beneficiaries if I die?
A: State law presumes that 

property held in the name of 
either a husband or a wife 
belongs to both parties until 
proven otherwise. This is 
true whether the husband 
and wife live together or 
apart.
Q: I’ve been living in our 

family home, which became 
my homestead when my 
husband died seven years 
ago. IVhen our last child 
reaches the age of 18, can I 
sell the home and keep the 
proceeds?
A: The husband’s one-half 

interest in a home acquired 
during marriage passes to 
his children if he dies with­
out a will. In order for the 
widow to sell a home in this 
situation, the children would 
have to join the widow in the 
sale, or a court order would 
have to be obtained to force 
the sale if one of the owners 
refused to sell. Each of the 
owners would be entitled to 
their proportionate share of 
the proceeds from sale of the 
property.
Q: Can a doctor refuse to 

release the patients personal 
medical file and all x-rays 
and test results to a patient 
or his agent when his 
services are terminated?
A: In absence of an express 

agreement to the contrary,

the patient’s medical file and 
x-rays are the property of 
the physician rather than 
the patient, even though the 
cost of the x-rays are paid by 
the patient. Therefore, the 
patient would have no ab­
solute right outside of the 
judicial process to the re­
lease of his records; how­
ever, a physician has an 
ethical duty to make a pa­
tient’s records available on 
request to another physician 
presently treating the pa­
tient.
Q: My husband has a 10- 

year-old daughter from a 
previous marriage. She re- 
cieves social security bene­
fits from her mother’s death. 
If my husband dies without a 
will, who would be entitled 
to property he owned before 
our marriage, who would 
become guardian of his 
daughter, and what Social 
Security benefits could we 
receive?
A: A husband’s separate 

property, if he dies without 
a will, passes one-third to 
the widow and two-thirds to 
any children, except that the 
widow has only a life estate 
in her share of any real 
property. Grandparents and 
other blood kin are given 
first priority in a judge’s se­
lection of a guardian for a 
child whose parents die 
without appointing a guard­
ian in a will. Social Security 
benefits to a widow would 
replace any survivor’s bene­
fits for the stepdaughter.

Turkey Tips For Holiday 
Buying And Fensting

“Turkey and all the trim­
mings” make the holiday 
festive for most people.

Mrs. Sally Coble, a foods 
and nutrition specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, The Texas 
A&M University System, of­
fers consumers some tips on 
buying and storing, along 
with cooking and serving the 
turkey.

“Turkeys are a good buy, 
because they’re in season 
now. Amount to buy depends 
on the appetites of those 
eating, but a guide for ser­
vings per person may help 
plan how much to buy. If 
cooking for persons with 
hearty appetites, figure the 
number of servings needed- 
not how many people are to 
be fed,’’ she advised.

Turkey Buying Guide
Roasts - ‘/2 to V4 lb. for 

birds 12 lbs. and over
Roasted, quarter or half- 

'/2 to Va lb. for birds 12 lbs. 
and over

Thighs or drumsticks bra­
ised - Yr to y* 1b‘.

Borfielfes, rolled turkey V* 
lb.

Storing Methods
Fresh, ready-to-cook poul­

try (whole or in parts) is 
available in plastic wrapping.

Remove the wrapping and 
place the meat on a dish or 
tray, covering loosely with 
waxed paper or foil. Refrig­
erate immediately. Turkey 
stored this way will keep for 
a few days.

Frozen turkey should be 
placed in the freezer and 
held at 0 degrees F, or be­
low. until time to thaw for 
cooking. For top quality, do 
not keep longer than six 
months.

Commercially frozen, stuf­
fed birds should not be 
thawed before cooking. Fol­
low one of these recommend­
ed procedures for thawing 
unstuffed frozen turkeys.

In thawing a turkey a 4-6 
pound will need I-I Vi days to 
thaw in the refrigerator. 3-4 
hours in cool water and 6-8 at 
room temperature.

An 8-12 lb. turkey need 
1 V2 to 2 days in the refriger­
ator, 4-6 hours in cool water 
and 8-12 hours at room tem­
perature.

A 12-16 Ibjf' bird needs 
2-2 V2 in the refrigerator, 6-7 
hours in cool'*irater or 12-14 
at room temperature.
A 16-20 lb. needs 2 Vi-3 days 
in refrigerator. 7-8 hrs. in 
cool water, 14-16 hrs. at 
room temperature.

A 20-24 lb. turkey needs 
3-3 V2 days in the refrigerator 
8 - 1 0  hours in cool water, or 
16-18 hours at room temper­
ature.

Frozen whole turkeys and 
parts need to be cooked soon 
after thawing. Frozen turkey 
also may be placed directly in 
the oven, but the cooking 
time will be longer.

Ready-to-cook turkeys re­
quire little cleaning. Wash 
the bird in cool water and dry 
with paper towels.

Salt the body cavity well. 
Grease the skin of the bird 
with softened fat or oil. Place 
breast-side-up on a rack in a 
shallow pan and roast at 350 
degrees F. until the internal 
temperature reaches 180 de­
grees F. A meat thermo­
meter may be inserted into 
the thickest part of the breast 
or thigh muscle. The follow­
ing chart indicates the ap­
proximate cooking time to 
reach the desired temper­
ature.
Weight Time(hours)
6 - 8  3-3 V2
8-12 3 V2-4 V2
12-16 4V2-5/
16-20 5 V2-6 V2
20-24 6 V2 -7

“ The goal of turkey cook­
ery is to have the meat 
completely done, but still 
juicy and tender. The skin 
should have a brownish-yel­
low color and be moist and 
tender to the touch. Con­
sumers should pay close at­
tention to cooking instruc­
tions on the bag for best 
results,” Mrs. Coble said.

A stuffed turkey is an ideal 
place for harmful bacteria to 
grow. But if special pre­
cautions are followed, stuf­
fed turkey can be safe to eat.

Stuffing should be placed 
inside the turkey cavity just 
prior to roasting. Never hold 
a stuffed turkey at room tem­
perature or in the refriger­
ator. The roasting time will 
be longer to reach the de­
sired 180 degrees F. in a 
stuffed turkey, she said.

After serving, remove the 
remaining stuffing from the 
cavity before storing in the 
refrigerator or freezer.

Remember, you can still 
bake a dish of stuffing along­
side the roasting unstuffed 
turkey, the specialist said.

Turkey will be the high­
light of the holiday meal. 
Allow the turkey to stand 30 
minutes before carving. This 
makes carving easier and the 
turkey tastier, she said.

“ Most families have spec­
ial foods they serve for 
Thanksgiving meals. Re­
member to include foods 
from the basic four food 
groups to insure good nu­
trition,” she said.

“Take care in storing left­
overs so they will be safe to 
eat and good for another 
meal. Leftover turkey may be 
stored in the refrigerator for 
a few dayS"Or longer in the 
freezer,’’ she added.

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Avoid 
Mail Order 
Fraud

If you read ads like “ Make 
easy money at home, send $3 
for details,” do you obey 
their command?

If so, you may be de­
frauded, says Claudia Mit- 
zel. consumer information 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. The Texas A&M Un­
iversity System.

“This type of ad may be 
one of many that defrauds 
consumers seeking to sup­
plement their incomes at 
home.” she added.

Dishonest ads for business 
opportunities may promise 
payment for at-home work 
only to send the hapless 
Consumer a letter on how to 
start his own mail order 
business or inform him he 
must pass a test or pay a 
registration fee before qual­
ifying. she explained.

“ Frequently the victims 
are homemakers with young 
children at home, shut-ins, 
elderly persons and the un­
employed.

“ Unfortunately. many 
consumers who fall prey to 
these schemes never com­
plain because of the small 
amount of money lost. But 
these small amounts add up 
when there are tens of thou­
sands of responses,” she 
said.

Before investing in a work- 
at-home opportunity, be cau­
tious if; the advertisement 
promises large profits for
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little work, the ad requires 
you to send money to re­
ceive further information, 
the ad tells you that no ex­
perience is necessary, the 
company will not supply the 
names of other employees so 
that you can check on their 
experience or that you are 
required to buy and then re­
sell a product at a profit; the 
item may be of poor qual­
ity and unsaleable.

“ If you do plan to in­
vest in a work-at-home plan, 
call your local Better Bus­
iness Bureau or Retail Mer­
chants Association to find out 
if the company has a good 
reputation. Always think 
twice before paying for the 
chance to work.” she re­
minded.

Typical Cases Of Child Abuse 
Neglect Throughout Nation

Julie, 43-days-old, was 
dead when she got to the 
hospital. A fall from her crib 
the mother claimed. An au­
topsy showed “ extensive 
multiple fractures of the 
skull, brain hemorrhaging” 
and other damage. Mother 
was charged with murder.

Henry, 9, was admitted to 
the emergency ward with 
second and third degree 
burns to both hands. At first, 
his father described the in­
jury as an accident. Later it 
was discovered that Henry’s 
hands were thrust over gas 
stove flames as punishment 
for stealing money.

Robert’s parents said their 
year-old son had suffered 
first and second degree 
burns accidentally in the 
bathtub. When dwtors found 
the boy also suffered from 
frostbite, the district attor­
ney's office was called.

Neighbors in the apart­
ment building had called 
police to break up a family 
fight. The cause: the mother 
was hysterically angry be­
cause the father had severe­
ly injured their 2-year-oId 
daughter in repeated sexual 
attacks.

Liza. 4'/2, opened the front 
dt)or to a man her father 
disliked. The punishment, a 
severe beating with an iron 
bar that dislocated one of the 
girl’s hands and left severe 
bruises and lacerations on

her back and legs. No, the 
father told police, he did not 
consider the punishment ex­
cessive in view of the of­
fense.

These are typical cases of 
child abuse that exist 
throughout the nation. Some 
physicians and psychiatrists 
consider about 10 percent or 
more of the abuse partici­
pants to be serious child 
abusers, and to be sycho- 
tic, or seriously ill mentally.

Many other experts say 
the overwhelming number 
are suffering only from neu­
roses. These are a lesser 
category of mental problems 
which nearly all humans ex­
perience to some extent. 
What society would call well- 
adjusted men and women 
reach a moment of rage too 
powerful to be bottled up and 
anger rules the mind for a 
few' violence-filled minutes.

Mrs. Gertrude Bacon, exe­
cutive director of Parents 
Anonymous in New York 
City, summed up the view of 
many experts in the field.

“ We arc all potential abu­
sers. There arc many forms 
of abuscrs-physical. verbal, 
emotional and sexual. Can 
any parent honestly say he 
has never fit into any of these 
categories? We’ve all been 
there. The man serving 10 
years for crippling his child- 
it could be any of us,”

Parents Anonmous chap­

ters help parents who cannot 
stop abusing their children 
without help. It operates 
much like Alcoholics Anony­
mous and one credo is to go 
“ from one day to the next 
without striking my child.”

Members have included 
bankers, waitresses, and pe­
ople from all races and all 
religions. These parents rea­
lize they have crossed the 
line between discipline and 
abuse.

Tens of thousands do not. 
Broken arms and fractured 
skulls arc often passed off by 
parents, even to themselves, 
as “ accidents” that occurred 
during “ normal disciplin­
ing.”

Tens, perhaps hundreds of 
thousands of parents are 
child abusers without really 
knowing it.

Dr. John Caffey of Pitts­
burgh reported in the Amer­
ican Journal of Diseases of 
Children that substantial evi­
dence shows the common 
practice of giving a child “ a 
good shaking” can have 
serious and even fatal conse­
quences.

Shakings, slappings, and 
harsh spanking done in high 
anger can have a psycho­
logical toll even if there are 
no physical injuries.

One researcher said. “ Th­
ere is an abysmal lack, of 
know ledge of what it means 
to be a parent and how easily

the normal development ol 
the child can be adversely 
affected. We tend to say ‘Oh, 
they’ll get over it and forget 
it.’ They won’t forget.”

Dr. Edwin Nichols, chief of 
the federal center for Studies 
for Child and Family Mental 
Health, says any number of 
factors from unwanted preg­
nancy, job insecurity and a 
home break up, to a quick 
temper and emotional ex­
haustion can trigger destruc­
tive rages in parents.

The father of a “ quite ac­
tive” 18-month-old son. Dr. 
Nichols says his wife has 
adopted a tactic that success­
fully heads off particularly 
explosive situations in their 
home. When his wife feels 
occasional periods of heavy 
stress, she dons a red cap 
which has come to mean 
“ absolutely no nonsense” to 
the boy,

“The hat says my wife has 
only one nerve left, that she 
intends to hand on to it and 
the baby is standing on it,” 
said Dr. Nichols.

It is the rare parent who is 
not pushed near the line of 
serious abuse and not a few 
cross the line once or twice. 
But it is the habitual abuser 
that most threatens the lives 
and well-being of our young.

If there is a common 
denominator among abusers, 
the experts say they have yet 
to spot it. But one tragic 
strand runs through thous­
ands of cases studied over 
the years. That is the phen­
omenon of the badly abused 
child who survives to adult­
hood. becomes a parent and 
then repeats the twisted 
lessons of his ow'n childhood

severely abusing his own 
children.

Because of their own child­
hood, these adults often app­
roach parenthood with the 
assumption that their child 
will give them all the things 
they were denied in child­
hood-love, compassion, un­
derstanding, support.

In a sense, more than one 
researcher said, there is a 
complete role reversal with 
the parent trying to demand 
from the child just those 
things he lacked as a child. 
When their offsprings dis­
play the normal stream of 
demands with an incompre­
hension of the paren t’s 
needs, the parent often loses 
control and the cycle starts 
once again.

Until fairly recently, abu­
sers were believed to be 
centered in the lower socio­
economic groups, but no 
longer.

“ The cases that showed up 
on the police blotter were 
once the only real indica­
tion of what was going on.” 
one researcher said. “ Now 
we realize that those who 
could afford private physi­
cians and hospitals in effect 
were buying insulation since 
they went unreported.”

Along with a better under­
standing of the scope of 
abuse is a different view of 
the abuser, once written off 
as a heartless slob, sadist, or 
candidate for an asylum.

One researcher, a woman, 
said. “ Men are more often 
the abuser, but women most 
often are the more deadly.” 
Another said women, be­
cause of the society’s strong 
maternal love ethnic, consi-

der abuse far more unac­
ceptable than men and thus 
often are far more emotion­
ally disturbed by the time 
they cross the line into vio­
lence.

While it is not uncommon 
for both parents to abuse 
their child or children, more 
often it is only one adult. 
Why the other covers up for 
his mate is not fully under­
stood. Some say it is out of 
fear; some that the mate 
worries about breaking up 
the home and particularly 
having to raise the children 
alone.

But a Washington emer­
gency room physician said, 
“ I believe that the mate who 
doesn’t report the other’s 
violence has something in 
the situation going for them. 
Something like an alcoholic 
whose partner stands by not 
so much out of loyalty but 
because he enjoys domina­
ting the situation and watch­
ing the degradation of his 
partner.

“ Sick? You’re damn right 
it is, especially when chil­
dren’s lives are at stake.”

Closer to the heart of the 
problem is another pattern, 
thatof picking only on one 
child while the others enjoy 
mostly normal, even loving, 
home lives.

The abused child in this 
situation, experts say, usu­
ally represents something 
other than his real self to the 
abusing parent. He may 
remind the parent of a hated 
brother or father. Or the 
resemblance may be to a 
mate who is hated. Abuse 
develops quite frequently in 
homes about to break up.

Many researchers also re­
port that once an abused 
child is removed from the 
family, often, but not inevi­
tably, none of the other 
children is picked for abuse. 
But if, after years, the ab­
used child is returned, the 
abuse pattern often quickly 
resumes. The only sure way 
to break the cycle is for the 
abuser to work with counse­
lors to get at the root of the 
violence.

Some of the easier defined 
cases are illegitimate and 
deformed children and chil­
dren born of an unwanted 
pregnancy.

The highest risk of unin­
tentional death from abuse 
ranges from three months to 
three years. Serious abuse 
d(X7sn’t necessarily end at 
age three, but by this time 
children often learn how to 
avoid the worst anger storms 
by treading warily.

Serious abuse occurs most 
frequently between midnight 
and 3 a.1 1 1.. with 3 a.m. and 6 
a.m. a close second.

Statistics also suggest that 
abuse is disproportionately 
high in households with only 
one parent who must shoul­
der all the stress of child 
rearing, often on a budget 
made slim by divorce or 
desertion. Alcoholics and 
drugs addicts often turn up 
in the ranks of abusers.

Recognizing child abuse as 
an unacceptable social ill is 
relatively new in America, 
which once believed in the 
absolute parental right to 
discipline the young.

For some social historians, 
the Fight against the abuser, 
as differentiated from the 
murderers of their children, 
began in earnest in New York 
City just a century ago. Then 
authorities, after considera­
ble ducking of the issue, 
finally free Mary Ellen, a 
little girl kept chained to her 
bed and otherwise mistreat­
ed by her adoptive parents.

The fight to free Mary 
Ellen was won by the Socie­
ty for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals.

Barry Fredrickson, region­
al administrator in Abilene 
for the Texas Department of 
Public Welfare, said that 
such incidents of abuse and 
neglect can be investigated if 
individuals would report it to 
either their local welfare 
office or by calling a state­
wide hot line number.

“ If you suspect child ab­
use and neglect, you can 
report it any hour of the day 
or night.” he said, “ You can 
call your local welfare office, 
or the statewide, toll-free 
hotline number at 112-800- 
292-5400.”

The local and statewide 
numbers are maintained by 
the Texas DPW, the legally 
responsible agency for inves­
tigation of suspected child 
abuse and neglect.
