The plant is designed to grind 20
000 bushels of grain per day, of
approximately seven million
els per year, operating 24 hours
per day and 12 months each year.
The plant will be constructed with
expansion possibilities in mind.

Isaacs further stated that the

plant is 100 percent cooperative
owned by Dimmitt Wheat Grow-
ers, Inc., which is made up of ov-
er 700 farmers in the Dimmitt
area, whose grain sorghum pro-
ducing capacity exceeds the ex-
pected needs of the propcsed mill.
The farmer members of the coop-
erative operate farms in and a-
round Castro County, which is ack-
nowledged to be the grain sor-
ghum capital of the world.

Base products to be manufact-
ured by the plant are starch,
grain sorghum sugars, dextrcse,
glucose, grain sorghum oil, gluten
feed, gluten meal and grain sor-

ghum oil meal.
Construction time is estimated
at eighteen months to two years.

It is estimated that basic engi-
neering will be completed within
six menths, however actual con-
struction will begin before that
time.

Where does our tax money
ccme from, and where is it spent?
Why do we have a public debt?
These are some of the questions
many Americans are asking to-
day and we feel they need answer-
ing.

The government will bring in
an estimated 111 billion dollars in
taces this year. This will be
orocught in through estate taxes,
individual taxes, social security
taxes this year. This will be
brought in through extate taxes,
twelve billion eight hundred mill-
icn. This includes three hundred
and fifty million for calculated
mergencies or ‘Contingencies”
and seven hundred, ten million
credit for “interfund” transact-
ion cr inncome refunds, ete. This
money goes for the running of the
governnment, hcusing, medicare,
welfare, foreig aid, education,
commerce and transportation, and
the largest amount for defense.
And these are only a few of the
thinzgs that taxes pay for.

If you noticed, the government
is geing to spend cone billion, eight
Fundred million more than it will
bring in. It is this difference
and the differences from the past
vears that make up our public
debt. This debt has risen from
sixty-three million in 1849 to an
expected three hundred twenty-
one billion, six hundred and eighty
million in 1967.

Next time you pay your taxes,
just remember it does take a great
deal of money to run a govern-
ment.

Depositors Urged To Withdraw
Their Postal Savings Accounts

Postmaster Davis today urged
depositors with postal savings cer-
tificates to withdraw their ac-
counts from Post Offices as soon
as possible or as soon as the an-
niversary dates on their certifi-
cates are reached.

The Postal Savings System was
abolished March 27, 1966, with the
signing of Public Law 89-377 by
President Lyndon B. Johnson.

Postmaster Davis pointed out
that as of April 28, 1966, no de-

posits can be accepted and no new
accounts can be opened. He said
that interest will end on the anni-
versary date of each certificate.

The Pcstmaster said that for
convenience all certificates held
by a depositor may be cashed at
the same time and interest will
be paid for each full month they
beyond
three months from the interest

have been outstanding

date.

The Postal Savings System was
cstablished January 1, 1911, to get
* money out of hiding and to attract

savings of a large mumber of im-
migrants who were accustomed tol
saving at Post Offices in their
own country; also, it served usl
a safe depository for people who
had lost confidence in private
banks. Today, however, with the
growth of banking facilities pay-
ing much higher interest rates
than the 2 percent interest per
annum paid on Postal Savings, the
System has out-lived its usefulness
for the American people.

The Postmaster noted that_as
of June 30, 1965, there were 997,029
depositors holding certificates in
3,130 post cffices throughout the
nation. The number of depositors
has been declining, he said, at a
rate of akcut 6,500 per month.

The Postmaster said that unpaid
deposits remaining in the Post
Office beyond June 30, 1966 would
be transferred to the Treasury De-
partment in a trust fund and
would be available for payment
without limitation whenever prop-
er claims are received.

They reverance Jesus, Abraham
is the Father of the Church. The
Shrine c¢f Immacuiate Conception
is where Luci Johnson will be
married in May. Guy told us to
lcok fcr his car at the side en-
trance. We saw the fine steerle
cn the Catholic Church. This
steeple was rpaid for bty the
Knights ¢! Columbus, cne cf the
tallest, cost one million dellars.
The dome on this church is of
blue file, inside is white.

Cur capitcl, started in 1800 is
so beautiful. I had a feeling of
great pride. It was designed and
plarncd by Fierre Charles L'En-
fant, a Frenchman. This build-
ing is the focal peint cf the whele
city. The Statue cf Freedcm etop
this big white building faces the
rising sun. The huge dome 18
lighted at night, no building can
be higher. The White House is
the next oldest building. Presi-
dent and Mrs. Johnson were hosts
at a tea there for 3,700 women.
The tables, cne in each banquet
room were 30 feet long, big sil-
ver bowls of punch, silver trays
of ccokies, served by dignified
colecred butlers. Well mannered
guards showed us where to. go.
The flower arrangements were
big as tubs, made cf roses. lilies,
blue bennets, all kinds. We saw

“Abstract art — a product of
the untalented, sold by the un-
principled to the utterly bewild-
ered.”

Theo Campbell copied this from
a sign on the wall in an art shop
in New Mexicc. It carries the
sentiments c¢f many. However,
there is more to abstract art then
the average perscn realizes. Of
course, there are all kinds of ab-
stract art, very goad and very
bad. Te students at the Gallery
are learning a little about it and
are producing some paintings with
meaning, color and design. Helen
Richardscn, Dr. Bischoff, and
Helen Braafladt all have some
striking compositions. The view-
er looks twice at an abstract if it
is well done, and tke more he
lcoks the more he sees. While this
may seem ‘‘far out'”, it takes
much imagination and talent to
produce this type of painting.
Mere smears of paint or paw
marks of a chimp are meaning-
less.

Painting in the abstract does
two important things for the stud-
ent. Many more, perhaps, but two
worthy of note here. In the first
place, he develcps Lis imagina-
ticn; in the seccnd, h= develops
more freedom in painting. The
true artist can make a few strokes
count for many. This applies to
realistic painting particularly; so
in studying and producing ab-
stract pictures, he is improving
his ability in general. The real
artist can omit details without de-
tracting from the understanding
of the picture. He stimulates the
viewer to use his imagination to
fill in the rest. Thus, until one
develops some freedom in paint-
ing, his work is tight and less
stimulating to the viewer.

The realistic picture is still the
favorite of most. Mabel Newman
has a couple of pictures done in
earth colors at the Gallery, cne

a still life of a pair of cowboy
boots. These have strong appeal,
both for subject and for color.
Several weeks ago Louise Alair
of Earth produced a very large
portrait of a boy — cne of the

Every person in America
shkculd get as much education as
he can and this bill gives a
chance in life to those men and
women who have defended their
Naticn in this Cold War period.

Under this bill you can go to
college, finish high school, go to
business school, go to a technical
cr vocational school, or you can
take correspondence courses. All
of these methcds of education
and training qualify you for edu-
caticnal benefits under this Cold
War veterans program.

If you cannot go full-time, you \

can go part-time or enter into a
program of cooperative education.
If you go only % time to school,
you will still get payments of 1%

Application forms for Educat-
fonal Benefits under provisions of
the PPublic Law 89-358 known as
the Cold War G. 1. Bill have now
been received and applications
should be made as scon as poss-
ible in order to enter school by
June 1, 1966.

Most any type of training is per-

mitted under this law except on-

the-job and institutional on-farm

To be eligible for this program,
you must have a discharge or
release from active duty under
conditions other than dishonorable
and have active duty of more than

180 days, any part of which occur-
red after January 31, 1955, or if
less than 181 days, the discharge
must have been for a service-con-
nected disability.

You will be entitled to 1 month
cf educational benefits for each
month of active duty after Janua-
ry 31, 1955. The maximum entitle-
ment is 36 months, however if you
are in training on the termina-
tion date cf your entitlement you
may ccmplete the semester or
quarter and receive pay.

Your Educaticnal Assistance al-
lowance will be paid at the rate
c¢f §100 per month for a single
man, $125 per month for a man
with one dependent and $150 per
month for a man with two or
more dependents.

served three years in the United States Army during

GRAIN SORGHUM OIL: A product extracted
from the grain sorghum germ and sold in tank
cars. It is used in the manufacturing of salad
oils, mayonaise, oleo-margarine, leather dres-
sing, pharmaceuticals, soap and cooking oils.
