The Wheat Purchase Agreement ENROLLMENT 

is available for wheat Producers. If 
a producer desires to sign an agree-
ment, contact the Castro County 
ACA Office no t later than Decem-
ber 31, 1947. 

Under the Wheat Purchase 
Agreement Program, producers 
need not state whether the wheat 
is warehouse stored or farm stored. 

This wheat purchase agreement 
program will guarantee the produc-
er $1.80 per bushel up to and in-
cluding April 30, 1948. 

On wheat stored in a, warehouse 
the CCC will assume accrued ware-
house charges in case wheat is 
turned in to the CCC. On farm 
storage CCC will pay the producer 
7 cents per bushel for storage. 

Any producer desiring informa-
tion relative to the wheat purchase 
program may contact the ACA Of-
fice for full details.

September 20, 1947, has been the 
losing date set for producers to ob-
tain prior approvals for contour 
listing or chiseling of wheat land 
not subject to irrigation. 

Producers who have not chiseled 
or listed wheat land on the contour 
may contact the ACA Office and 
obtain prior approval for this prac-
tice, provided the operation on the 
Practice has not begun. Prior ap-
proval must be obtained before the 
practice is begun in order to be 
eligible for payment under the 1947 
ACP Program. 

Producers-  may still obtain prior 
approval on contour seeding of 
wheat not on irrigated land and 
also for leaving on the land stalks 
of grain sorghum at least 10 inch-
es high, on both dry land and irri-
gation. 

All producers who are going to 
carry out any practice is urged to 
contact the 'ACA Office and obtain 
a prior approval before the prac-
tice is begun.
