Clayton Says Schools and Water
Are Legislature’s Top Problems |

main ones, according to State
Representative Bill Clayton.

THE LEGISLATOR from Spring-
lake spoke to the Dimmitt Rotary
Club Friday on what he considers
the main challenges facing the
new Texas Legislature, which will
convene next month.

I education, he said, “Texas
is at a crossroads, and the legis-
lature seems to face more awe-
some problems than ever before
in this field.” ]

He explained that the state Is
growing by 200,000 persons an-
nually and that its population —
now 11 million — will burgeon to
%5 or 30 million between the years
2000 and 2020.

“OUR STATE has vast resourc
es." he added. “The state is now
leading the nation in drawing new
industry. This industrialization is
healthy and needed, but this is al-
do goin to create a few now prob-
lems,” to keep Texas’ public
echool education space with its
population growth,

Clayton said the mew report of
the Governor's Committee on Pub-
lic School Education ‘‘has many
good features, but some features
which I don’t think this area or
I personally can go along with.
These have to do mainly with
consolidation of schools.”

But he agreed with the Gover-
nor's Committee on the feeling
that “we could foster an educa-
tion second to none" in Texas,
and added, “I don't see why we
shouldn't be No. 1 — we can be
on top of anything we want to
be.” [

CLAYTON SAID cost figures on
the recommendations of the Gov-

evmor's Committee are still be-
*ing compiled.
“We will be able to take a

more objective look at this when
« these figures are added to the re-
port””' he said.

Hé also agreed with the com-
mittee that the state's
<hortage need not have occurred.
and need not continue.

“*Texas is now using 13,500 non-
certificated teachers,” he said.
““The committee noled

ers, but the schools aren’ paying

enough to hold them — they're
poing into other fields. If salaries

are raised, we could hold more
qualified tachers.”

TURNING to his specialty of wa-
Clayton explained that pro-

ter
jeets costing $10 billion are now
on the drawing boards, and that
if they go through, Texas' share
will be $214 to $3 billion, with
the rest coming from the Bureaun
of Reclamation and other federal
agencies.

The first
reason is to stay ahead of the
demand for electric service, while
the second is to keep that service
as efficient and economical as
possible. Ever-increasing inflation

Transmission lines and substa-
tions will account for a little more
than 6-million dollars of the 1969
program, slightly less than 5-mil-

! llion will be for new distribution

facilities, the lines and eguipment
which bring service to the custo-
mer, while a little less than 4
million will be for power plant
additions and improvements, in-
cluding the start of construction
on a new generating station near
Lubbock with an original capa-
bility of 210,000 kilowatts.

The now generating station will
be called Clifford B. Jones Station
in honor of the West Texas civic
leader and President-emeritus of
Texas Tech, who has been a dir-
ector of Southwes’ecn Public Ser-
vice Company for more than a
quarter-century.

Once again the company will
contribute to the water conserva-
tion efforts of the arca by using
sewage effluent purchased from
the City of Lubbock as cooling
water when the new plant goes
into operation. Nichols Station,
near Amarillo, was the firdt of
the company's gene-ating facili-
ties to utilize sewage effluent for
this purpose.

HIGHLIGHTING the economy
efforts of the company will be the
installation of special equipment
on two generators at Plant X
which will make it possible to shut
down the two units during the
night hours of low power consump-
tion and yet bring them back into
service quickly for peak periods
of power usage.

‘“We anticipate saving about
$30,000 a year on our fuel costs
with this equipment, so it will soon
pay for itself. Noermally, you can’t
just shut down a generator when
you don't need it, because it takes
too long to get it back on the line
when you do want it. So, normally,
you keep the things running with
a minimum load, which is the most
expensive way of operating, until
you need more production. With
this new equipment we'll be able
to completely shut down the twa
generators, load the urits still in
service at the most economical
level and still, and this is the part
that's important to our customers,
keep adequate spinning reserves

Disabled Widows
Get SS Benefits

“Most pecple know that a widow
may be entitled to social security
benefits on her husband's record
at age 60," says Travis C. Briggs,
manager of the social security
office in Amarillo. A very im-
portant change in the social secu-
rity law now permits payments to
many widows who are between 50
and 60 years old and who are un-
able to work because of disabil-
ity.”

SINCE THE Social Security Ad-
ministration has not received as
many claims as expected from
disabled widows, some may not
know about this new type of berne-
fit payable under social security.
A widow may even lose benefits
unless she files an application.

Like other benefits under social
security, there are certain require-
ments which must be met before
a disabled widow can qualify for
these new benefits. One of the re-|
quirements is that she must be
between 50 and 60 years old.

Since these are disability bene-
fits, she must be disabled. A wid-
ow is disabled if she has a mental
physical impairment which
keeps her from doing any gainful
work. She must submit medical
evidence from her doctor or hos-
pital to show the severity of her
disability. The Social Security Ad-
ministration will make a deter-
mination of her disability on the
basis of medical evidence only.

ANOTHER requirement js that
the disabled widow must have be-
come disabled during a specified
period. Her disability must have
started before her husband's
death, or within 7 years after his
death. If she received mother's
benefits because she had minor
children in her care at his death,
her disability must have starteqd
within 7 years after these benefits
ended.

A widow who becomes entitled
to a disability benefiit under this
new provision is paid a reduced
rate. If she becomes entitled at
age 50, she will get 50 percent of
her deceased husband's amount.
If she is over 50 when she becomes
entitled, she gets a greater per-
centage amount.
the reduction depends on the num-
ber of months she receives bene-
fits before age 62. Totally disab-
led widows should contact the so-
cial security office right away.
Remember, no benefits can be
paid unless an application is filed.

High Plains Research Foundation |

and becomes a rart of a '‘stepped-
up'' research program to find sol-
utions facing today's High Plains
farmers.

THE INITIAL program began
in 1967 with a $16,600 grant from
the Texas State Department of
Agriclture acting on
dations of members of the depart-
ment's castor commitlee.

Members of the committee in-
cluded Dcn Marble, South Plains
farmer; Roy Davis of Plains Co-
op Oil Mill, Lubbock; and Dr.

Wayne Domingo, Baker Cas'or Oil |

Co. of Texas.

The committee, meeting with
other castor growers, decided that
the main problem was volunteer
casters which followed the har-
vesed crop. And it was for a
solution to this problem that the
initial grant was let.

In November 1967, Loyd Lang-
ford, associate agronomist at the
High Plains Research Foundation,
conducted a study 4in castor ficlds
before harvest and found as much
as 275 pounds of viable castors
ont the ground,

“ANOTHER 86 pounds were
knocked to the ground by the har-
vester and only two pounds per
acre were passed through the com-
bine,"” Langford said.

To combat the problem, Lang-
ford began a study of land prepar-
ation practices, more herbicide ap-
plications and new irrigation met-
hods to reduce volunteer viability.

In the study on herbicides to
kill castors, more than 24 agri-
chemical companies were contact-
ed for information available on ef-
fects of herbicides on volunteer
castors.

THESE companies showed very
little usable information on con-
trolling castors because most her-
bicides are approved to kill weeds
in castor crops.

Finally, Langford selected nine
chemicals for use as castor con-
trol in grain sorghum and six her-
bicides for use in cotton.

To continue the research castor
study, the Department of Agricul-
ture in October announced a $30,-
892 grant and expanded the re-
search to determine more effic-
ient irrigation and fertilizer prac-
tices to increase production.

l'L'-l.‘-'.lud_\' on reduction of castor vol-

unteers was inconclusive, but fav-
crable enough to provide a basis
for extended research in use of
additional herbicide rates, testing
new chimicals, and detailed stud-
1S on decreasing - pre-harvest
losses through cultural practices
such as plant spacings, fertilizers

|and irriga'ions, to reduce the di-

sease level,
Langford said that in the 1968

| program, five plant spacings from
\six inches to 27

He said this fall, pre-harvest
loss data is being compiled from
16 castor variaties and experi-
mentals in three area locations.
“THROUGH this method, we
may discover varietal strains
that carry a resistance to the di-
cease causing much of the cas-
tor volunteer problem,” he stated.

The above program will be
available if farmers approve mar-
keting quotas for the 1969 crop.

Notices of 1969 cotton allotments
and yields were mailed Nov. 27.
The allotment for each farm 1is
about the same as the 1968 allot-
ment,

Appeals on the 1969 cotton yield
must be filed in writing with our
office withint 15 days from the date
of the notice. The base years to
be used in filing an appeal on act-
ual production records are 1965,
1966, and 1967.

Spotted, and Middling Spotted.
These four grades represented 80
per cent of the total classed.

The average staple length from
the South Plains area last week
was just under one inch.

Act Now to Get
Tax Deductions

Farmers, like other business-
men, are provided by law with
many tax management tools.

MONEY SAVED by sourtl in-
come tax management is money

available for investment in the
farm busincss or for family spend-
ing, reminds James I, Mallett,
Extension farm management spe-
cialist,

But, he adds, adjustments in
farm salcs or purchases for man-
aging 1968 income taxes must be
rgade before Dec. 31. Checking
farm records now may be profit-
able; at tax reporting time it's
too late for some of the follwing le-
gal and helpful steps.

Mallett lists these possibilities
for consideration if your 1968 in-
come is above average:

EXPENDITURES — If taxes
are determined on a cash meth-
zd, some 1969 expenses can be
noved into 1968, such as repairing
equipment, painting buildings and
buying 1969 farm supplies.

Equipment and Livestock Pur-
thases — Equipment and livestock
purchases planned for 1969 may
be purchased in 1968 in order to
claim some depreciation and in-
vestment credit against 1968 in-
come.

Fast Depreciation — Accelerat-
ed depreciation may give twice
as much deduction as the straight
line method the first year, and
may be changed to the straight
line method in later years when
extra depreciation would not be
advantageous. Some assets may
qualify for an additional 20 per-
cent first year depreciation al-
lowance,

Dealyed Sales — If your rec-
ords show 1968 income to be high-
er than normal, sales of some live-
steeck and crors may be delayed
unlil after the year end.

Installment Sales — Whent a
farm or other real estate is sold,
the total tax may be reduced by
reporting on the installment basis.

TO QUALIFY for Installment re-
parting, less than 30 percent of the
selling price must be received dur-
ing the tax year.

Other important tax manage-
ment opportunities include claim-
ing capital gains on the sale of
breeding, dairy and draft live-
stock, claiming investment cred-
it, and deducting soil and water
conservation and brush control
expenses.

The above tax management cp-
portunities, in addition to other
important tax reporting require-
ments, are discussed in Fact Sheet
L-730, ‘‘The Why and How of Farm
Income Tax Management” and
““The Farmers' Tax Guide'' which
are available from the county
