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About the only thing we learn
from history is that we don’t learn
from history.

The teaching of patriotic prinic-
ples is in a quizzical situation these
days. That the need for such train-
ing is needed became evident by
the actions of a handful of turn-
coat prisoners of war in Korea and
by Francis Powers conduct after
his U-2 was shot down. It is pro-
bably a fact that prior to the end
of the Korean war it was a patent
conclusion to all of us that every
American put his country only af-
ter God and certainly before self.

Nonetheless we have found that
such unquestioned acceptance of
everyone as a true patriot could
lead to embarrassing results, for
we have seen plenty of Americans
go over to or sell out to the Com-
munists.

Yet these accounts are infinitesti-
mal when compared with the true
picture of the stature of national
patriotism. This has been amply
proven through many wars and
through many actions of common
citizens, Few people flaunt their
patriotism, yet we would believe
without question that everyone in
Dimmitt regardless of church, pol-
itical party, race or background-
loves his country and its concept
of individual freedom. The depth
of his feeling depends on many
things but mostly it is the extent
of his understanding of history, var-
ious types of governments, current
events and general world condi-
tions.

It might be said ‘that American
patriotism is a desirable emotion
whose depth in the individual can
be measured by his appreciation
for what his country has offered
him in comparison with that of-
fered other people in other lands.
Every nation has its patriots, but
no nation ever deserved a deep
abiding faith from its citizens as
does the United States. The more
an American learns, studies and
thinks about the accomplishments
and goals of his country the great-
er patriot he must surely become.
At no time in the history of man-
kind has such a tremendous oppor-
tunity been offered a people. Man’s
long torturous ascent to the pre-
sent from the vast civilizations of
‘Sumer, Egypt, Greece, Rome, the
Incas, medieval Europe and on
up through the more enlightened
frustrations of history has reached

only form of government and eco-
nomic ideology that can give
man this opportunity is democracy
and capitalism.

With these things in mind we
must conclude that the preserva-
tion of this precious heritage is
worth any price. All Americans
should understand this and a gen-
uine educational program in our
opinion should be incorporated into
every school curriculum and Amer-
ican heritage speakers should be
in basic use as after-dinner speak-
ers. Schools have generally been
doing a fair job, but the program
should be upgraded from a por-
tion of several courses to a regu-
lar course of study. An informed,
alert publie, fully cognizant of its
precious but vulnerable democracy
should stand ready to defend it
at any and all times. Through the
long and agonizing cold war such
a program could help keep alive
the American ideals of the national
purpose, goals and patriotism.

An American should be deeply,
patriotic even if there were not a
communist in the world, for this
country holds the nucleus of the
hope of the future of mankind.

In our own opinion any program
of patriotic education should as-
sume that all Americans are dedi-
cated to their country. Doubts, fear
and suspicions only help fortify our
enemies’ convictions that we don’t
believe in our system or each other.
Nothing could be farther from the
truth.

The brand of super patriotism
that has broken out recently
has been a slap in the face to many
of our basic principles. An army
general has asserted that civilian
control of the armed forces is a
mistake and that a sense of agres-
sion plus an independent, ambiti-
ous army is the best route to self
preservation. Others want to hang
supreme court justices. One col-
lege professor said we helped the
communists by going to war with
Germany and Japan, that Hitler
and the Japanese were the most
militant adversaries of commun-
ism and he blames Roosevelt for
World War II. Others daily make
wild and unsubstantiated accusa-
tions that generally involve Ameri-
cans. As President Kennedy said,
they equate liberalism with Demo-
erats and Democrat with socialism
and socialism with communism.

Despite the conservative banner of
these people, we suspect that li~
beral democrats are probably the
greater foes of ‘communism than
the so-called super-patriots. That
_may be debatable because both
types of people despise communism
At any rate, so long as we devote
ourselves to what’s good about this
country and why we should want
to preserve it, we’re much better
off than trying to find things wrong
with each other and frying fo ‘¢han-
ge system to ‘a military - dictator-
ship.

D. Damron to Conduct Experiment
On Paperback Books for

e

i

A Dimmitt High School graduate,
John Duoglas Damron, will have
charge of a state Board of Educa-

tion experiment to see if paper-

back textbooks would be practical
in Texas schools.

Damron, the son of Mr. and Mrs.
Clyde T. Damron of Dimmitt, ser-
ved for four years as school su-
perinendent at Claude and is now
working toward his PhD degree at
the University of Texas.

Damron will head up the experi-

ment that may lead to the most i
significant change in Texas school |

books since the introduction of free
textbooks 43 years ago. It will be
launched in 13 selected school dis-
tricts next month.

It is. a pilot program to deter-

mine whether paperback text- :
books. would be practicable and
economical for use in Texas
schools. The idea originated

with Rep Henry Grover of Hous-
ton, a high school history teacher,
who pushed a resolution through the
Legislature calling for such a study.
~Texas State Board of Edu-
cati %"2""@?@”

at its September meeting, and
now the textbook division of the
Texas Education Agency is
completing its plans to start the
test program in the spring semes-
ter, which begins about mid-Jan-
uary.

Texas is one of the first, if

not the first state to try such
an experiment, and if it proves
successful it could mean the
savings of hundreds of thou-
sands of  dollars annually in
textbook  costs. On the other
hand, it may prove entirely un-
feasible.
As was pointed out by J. B. Gold-
en, director of the textbook divi-
sion, many unknown factors are
involved, and the answers may
point one way as well as another.
Even the length of time required
for the experiment is indefinite,
though at least a progress report
must be made to the 68th Legis-
Jature as soon as it convenes in
January, 1963.

“I think we ought to continue
until we have arrived at some
firm conclusion,”” Golden said.

The districts chosen for the pa-
perback experiment lie within a
100 mile radius of Austin, in order
to make the supervision easier from
from the TEA headquarters. They
were sllected by a staff committee,
which took into considration such
other factors as climatic conditions
factors as climatic conditions
a wet eclimate reacts differently
than a dry one on a textbook; ru-
ral and urban schools; whether the
books are carried two and fro by
school bus, and different ages of
pupils.

quarters on every one of the 3,675
textbooks, so that a complete his-
tory of its use and degree o
wear can be recorded.

Director Golden said there has
been full co-operation in the ex-
periment from the publishers as
well as from the superintendents
of the districts selected.

THE DISTRICTS which will par-
ticipate in the pilot program in-
clude seven rural and small town,
and six suburban and city.

In the first category are Cu-
ero, Edna, Georgetown, Frederick-
burg, Port Lavaca, Round Rock
and Taylor. In the second are Aus-
tin, Brownwood North East (San
Antonio), Temple, San Antonio and
Vicoria. Waco was originally includ-
ed, but the textbooks selected for
schools there could not be obtain-
ed i time.

No figures are available yet—
even as a guess - on how much
money could be saved if paper-
back textbooks are adopted throug-
out the school system. Last year
the state spent $9,291,078 on new
books and repacements, so there
is a likelihood the saving will be
considerable if the plan proves fea-
sible.

AN INKLING of the possible e-
conomy that' may be effected was
given this year when the textbook
division asked that paperbook mu-
sic books for the seventh and eight
grades be submitted by the publish-
ers, instead of hard-cover books.
The cost was about 25 cents less
on $2.50 books, or exactly 10 per
cent.

Golden said it would be unsafe
to project a 10 per cent savings
to the total cost of textbooks, until
the experiment is completed.
